The decision of the Import­

ers’ Association of St. John's to 
eliminate the birthday of ‘Vic­
toria the Good” from the 1920 
holiday list, has not been re­
ceived by the public with any 
great amount of favor. The 
present generation has looked 
upon May 24th as the day of the 
year, second In importance to 
none other national holiday, 
and the stroke of the pen which 
scores it off the holiday sche­
dule, could neither have been 
directed by wisdom nor expedi­
ency. That the celebration of 
Empire Day as a general holiday 
interferes with the conduct of 
the commercial business of the 
city, we are loath to believe. It 
is a statutory holiday, upon 
which all Government institu­
tions, and we think—all Banks 
are closed, so that no matter 
what contingencies might arise 
no access can be had to any of 
the financial offices, and there­
fore the business in hand must 
perforce stand oyer until the fol­
lowing day. But apart alto­
gether from that there are other 
considerations which make it 
incumbent upon us to celebrate 
the day, one of which, and may­
be the chief, is the love and 
reverence with which all sorts 
and conditions of men and wo­
men, yes and children, within 
and without the Empire, re­
garded the great and good 
Queen whose reign exceeded 
that of any previous monarch
in English history.

* * * * • *
And because the unity of the 

Empire—the fastening of the 
Imperial girdle—was consum­
mated during the life time and 
reign of Victoria, it was deemed 
fitting and proper and patriotic 
that a day should be set apart 
in commemoration of this great 
and grand event. No more ap­
propriate day could have been 
selected than the birthday of 
her whose “Court was pure, her 
life serene.” Accordingly by 

„the Empire Act "Empire Day” 
was inaugurated in 1902 and has 
been officially recognized since 
1904, by all the dominions, not 
only in celebration of the unity 
of the Empire, but as well in 
memory of the Queen whom all 
the world honored and venera­
ted. Surely Newfoundland— 
the oldest and the most loyal of 
all the colonies and dominions— 
is not going to be the first to 
break away from time-honored 
custom and have this commem­
orative day observed only in a 
half-hearted manner by civil 
servants, bank employees and 
school children, while the men 
of business and their employees 
in office, store, shop and wharf 
fail to participate, and spend the 
day in the pursuits of trade and 
labor. Such a way of celebra­
ting an Imperial Holiday is no

cusation that our patriotism 
died with the conclusion of the
war.

A tetter has been received from the 
Danish Consul at Halifax, saying 
that James Fleming, of Spaniard's 
Bay, had been lost in the wreck of the 
Danish barque ’Albert,’ on the coast 
of Sweden, sometime the past winter. 
The ietter also says that seaman 
Fleming Joined the ship at Savannah, 
U.8.A., and was bound for Denmark. 
These are the only particulars. The 
unfortunate young man was 27 years 
of age. His mother is not living: two 
sisters are at Sydney, Nova Scotia, 
and a brother, who was with the 
Canadians in the late war, is at pre­
sent in Western Canada.

Seen From the Lobby.
—House of Assembly, Hay 7, 1920.
Yesterday, Friday, was very properly 

"Fish Day.” The topic of discussion all 
the afternoon and most of the even­
ing was "fish," and after listening to 
it all I could almost feel the fins com­
ing out over me.

But you learn a lot you know, by 
listening attentively to each practical 
fishermen as Sir H. P. Caehin, Sir 
Job- C. Crosbie and. Hon. W. F. 
Coaker. I have more than once thought 
that it is a pity that neither of them 
has written a book on our fisheries, 
as it is very seldom that those who 
have the necessary knowledge are 
capable of writing such a hook. At 
present there is no hand-book on this 
important subject

Both Sir John Crosbie and Hon. W. 
F. Coaker explained at length the 
salting processes and qualities of salt 
applied to codfish. Labrador requires 
Santa Pole, Shore, Cadis; and coarser 
salt such as Turks Island and Trapani 
is used to make brine tor pickling her­
ring and salmon. Sometimes dealers 
mix the various qualities and sell to 
fishermen, the results- being in many 
cases disastrous, causing bad cure 
and deterioration. It is'proposed there­
fore to regulate the, future sales of 
salt and to penalize mixing.

Hon. W. F. Coaker said that it was

the Intention of the Government to 
install a number of Fish Driers around 
the Island. Sir H. P. Cashin and Sir 
John C. Crosbie spoke against the 
plan. Sir John put the case very plain­
ly. .

"The best way to cure fish,” he said, 
“is by sun and wind. It is thus that 
our fish receives the delicious flavor 
which has made it famous. The sun 
and wind do to our fish exactly what 
they do "to the Port Wine which is sent 
here to. be matured. Fish cured by 
such natural means is more palatable 
and more delicious than that cured 
by artificial means."

W. and J. Moores, at Carbonear, 
have the reputation In Spain of send­
ing the best and most satisfactory 
fish. “And the kind they send,” said 
Sir John, “is a kind from which a man 
would run—It Is so “high." ”

Sir John Crocble told about a cargo 
of fish that he shipped once. The fish 
was In bad condition and he feared 
that there was going to be a big loss 
In It. The cargo w,ent to Spain and 
no sooner was it landed when an or­
der for more like it came over. Since 
then Sir John has received several re­
quests for fish of similar cure.

All-of which, goes to show that the 
Spaniard has a queer taste. I suppose 
that his taste resembles that of the 
man who has to tie a rope and weight 
to the cheese he is eating—for fear

mays,10,12,15Instead of cutting out a cancer of 
the mouth or throat. Dr. Norman Pat­
terson, of London Hospital, burns it 
out by the process called diathermy, 
which (■ the application of a high fre­
quency electric current, which rever­
ses its direction at the rate of about 
a million times a second. One elec­
trode ii placed over the cheat or ab­
domen with layers of lint saturated 
in saline solution between it and the 
skin.* The other electrode, in the form 
of a needle, spatula or button Is ap­
plied to the tissues around the part 
to be excised. Owing to the resist­
ance offered to the passage of the 
current, heat is produced and the al­
bumin in the tissues is coagulated.

The advantages of this method are 
that there is no, bleeding, the wound 
is absolutely sterilized, the tissues in 
the neighborhood of the cancer are 
totally destroyed so that implanta­
tion of cancer cells in healthy tissue 
is Impossible, all vascular tissues are 
sealed Up, there Is scarcely any 
shock; if the tumor reappears the 
diathermy can easily be applied 
again, the scar-tissue 'is denser and 
spreads further than when the knife 
is used. Tumors can be reached di­
rectly, with which the knife could 
only be reached after extensive dis­
section.

After the tumor has been removed 
Dr. Patterson runs his instrument all 
over the surface of the cavity, thus 
scarring the whole surface like a 
burn.

He warns that diathermy Is rarely 
successful in the larynx as it is likely' 
to cause swelling that is obstructive 
to breathing or a possible abscess in 
the neck; bqt it is highly successful

The 
baronet lost each race; on Sept 28 
by 1-minute 28 seconds; Oct 8, by 3 
minutes 45 seconds and, the day fol­
lowing the Irish sloop went down to 
defeat by the Reliance without any 
particular difficulty. Sir Thomas has 
replaced the palatial Ertn with the 
Warrior, once owned by Mr. Cochran, 
strange as It may appear.

Civil Service Reform. At the Gty Hall.HIS BIRTH PLACE, etc.

(Western Star.)
During the term of office of the late 

Administration a Civil Service Com­
mission was appointed, and while the 
appointment was a highly commend­
able one, yet to our minds the vested 
powers were not sufficiently compre­
hensive. What is needed is a Civil 
Service measure that will provide for 
the Inclusion of the whole Civil Ser­
vice of Newfoundland under the juris­
diction of the Civil Service Commis­
sion, and thus save our country from 
being victimized for the sake of poli­
ticians.

Far too long has this country been 
wedded to the “spoils" system—a sys­
tem that Is neither deelred by the peo­
ple, nor le It calculated to promote 
their public or .private- interests. Many 
politicians say that “to the victors be­
long the spoils”; but this “spoils” 
system has been one of the principal 
means of political corruption, and too 
often Its effect has been to stuff the 
Civil Service with Incompétents and 
undesirables, thus often adding seri­
ously to tasks of the necessary and 
competent members of the Service.

There have been Mw worse abuses 
to the Civil Service In the past than 
the system of promotion by political 
or personal favoritism, as evidenced 
by Incompetent juniors being freely 
and brasenly appointed over the heads 
of .old and capable members of the 
Service to its general demoralization. 
Thé appointment to public oSee 
should be taken out of the hands of 
designing politicians and placed in 
those ’of an independent Commission 
established for the purpose. This 
Commission should be enabled to con­
trol promotions as well as appoint­
ments. The Civil Service of this 
country should he- carefully graded in 
accordance with the report of an ex­
pert Board of Inquiry, and all promet­
tions made in accordance with senior­
ity or merit

The Government that will exercise 
the moral courage to rectify the 
“spoils” system will receive a large 
measure of support What Is urgently 
needed at once is a definite and rigid 
beginning of reform, a candid accept­
ance of promotion by an Independent 
Commission Instead of by interested 
politicians, and a determinative free­
ing of the public service of Newfound­
land from corrupt and corrupting In­
fluences of all designing politicians^—
