HOME TRAINING THE GREAT FAC-
TOR IN A CHILD'S LIFE.
—

'Proper home tralning is the great
asset 1n a child’s life. A large num-
ber of the young go oh the downward
path owing to the negligence and the
carelessness of . indifferent parents.
Too much freedom and Iiberty, a fear
of ¢orrecting them when Wrong, yield-
ing to thém, when fifmnes8 and au-
thority should be exercised, and efi-
ocouraging them in wrong-doing by
belng blind to their faults. ' When
children see that they can fool and
bamboozle their parents, they soon
become masters of the situation, rule
the house,.even at a very early age,
and the parents have to obey them
| rather than command them. TUnfor-
| tunately, the good old home training
| of years ago, is, in too many homes,
a back number, a thing to be regret-
ted and deplored. The age we live in
is one, with its many temptations and
pitfalls, of pleasure and vice, that is
| surely and swiftly drawing many into

| the vortex of destruction.

“A great deal of the future of a
child depends on the authoritive
| stand its parents take,” stated Dr. J.
| W. Bridges, professor of psychology
| of McGill University, speaking won
:psychoanalysis. at the weekly lunch-
econ of the Montreal Kiwanians in the
Windsor Hotel.

“Drastic administration of author-
ity tends to create in the c¢hild a stub-
bornness which will eventually make
( him “jump the traces” and chose his
own life. This is a perfect example
of mental conflict. In regard to men-
tal conflict, it was the impression of

the ancients that such a conflict was
| a struggle of environment and the

conventional ideas of youth to domin-
| ate the direttion of his life.

“Psycho-analysis is not synona-
| mously psychology as some will be-
lieve. It is merely a study of the
conscious and unconscious mind.

Rykof! in a recent survey of the
present Russian - economic situation
practically admits failure. As he puts
it they have “bent the stick too far
and too fast in ‘combatting private
trade.” In other words he admits,
what many already are convinced of,
that state industry, or government
owrership and operation, to put it
another way, is a rank failure,

Co-operative and state organization
which replaced private industry in
Russia has in all instances failed to

meet the requirements. “We have on- | €%

ly included,” says Rykoff in speaking
of his budget, “such items of expendi-
ture as we can meet from our state
income, without resorting to paper
money. We have not sufficient money
for such urgent need as education,
health and the like.”

In going into details Rykoff states

that in fhetal production the year’s
output is only 66 per cent. of the pre- |
war figures, and he sees no way of in- |
creasing the metal output as Russia
has not the money for big undertak- |
ings, such as railway building.

There are thou-v
sands in prisons and concentration
camps in Russia, not for opposing the
government, but for opinions sake. To
call the present Soviet government a
worker’s experiment is the most pre-
posterous lie ever told. The party in
power has emasculated the revolution,
1t is slowly undermining. all that is
best in Russia.”

Britain. Remember it does not re-
quire many people to destroy things,
but it takes a good many people to
build things up.”

“Though there have been many

in contact. The ancient Cretans would
indeed have been astonished had they
been told that, six thousand years
later, their cultural descendants would
live on both sides of the Atlantic;
yet such are we, and we may feel con-
fident that our culture will not disap-
pear, whoever may carry it on.

Stationary Civilization.

“Of all the land civilizations only
two survive—India and China. We are
often warned of what dreadful things
may happen when these countries
‘awaken’ and flood the world with
their millions. But this is to picture
all peoples as restless, and as quarrel-
scme, as ourselves. It may be doubt-
ed whether the racial tendencies cul-
tivated by so many' centuries of sta-
tionary life can be quickly overcorae
and altered. In all the "centuries of
her power Egypt never expanded fur-
ther than Syria; the powers of Meso-
potamia only reached at furthect
stretch to the shore of the Mediter-
ranean before they fell; India has
been the helpless victim of one in-
vader after anothér. The expansion
which means life to our sea race
seems dangerous to those otherwise
stable land empires. They can only
hold together so long as they cling to
their river valleys, for the difficulties

LONDON PAPERS REPORT BASE.
BALL IN CRICKET TERMS.

London—When ' the . Giants  and
White Sox played their first exhibi-
tion baseball game in London last
month, some, of - the newspapers sent

3 7 their golf reporters out. to do ‘the

story of the. proceedimgs. Most of

“1 the journala, howeyer, conferred the

assignment upon thnlr cricket writers,

4 It was in the momouclature ol cricket

that all of them reported to the popu-
lace upon what they had seen.

! V Each and every one of them- pitied

"the poor batter because his bat was
8o small and the flelders’ gloves so
large. One writer compared the bat
to a b:domstick, and the gloves to
suet-puddings able to absorb every
ball that came ,within reach.

But what most "struck the British
reporters in thig "uqtairness of the
allocation of the armor” was the
catcher’s “coat of mail” was the um-
pires “triple ~'wagding around the
"chest.” Only the batsman was “sub-
ject to complete disarmament.”

The Manchester Guardian reporter
found baseball “monotonous,” and the
veteran golf chr@cler of the Morn-
ing Post adjudged it 'a slow game,
bravely setting down that opinion in
full expressed knowledge that there is
no more certain way to make an Am-
erican really angey. The game that
one of them foufid monotonous and
| the other slow was won with a ninth
inning rally, and among the fielding
performances had been a triple play.

Nearly all of the .British reporters
expressed admiration for the fielding
end of the baseball business, the
speed and accurgcy of the . running,
catching and throwing appealed to
them greatly. But the batting, and
especially. the .laws. governing four
halls, failed to impress them as very
interesting. One man seemed grieved
to learn that the batter not only miss-
es as many as he hits, but that “when
he connects he is hampered by a rule
which makes all strokes to the right
_of mid-off or the left of mid-on tech-
nically foul.” Mid-off and mid-on are
circket field markings comparable to
the third and first base-lines. The
writer seemed to be further distressed
by the fact that the area within which
the batter can make a counting shot
is inconveniently plastered with fields-
men, who are so fast and efficient that
they rarely missed anything reach-
" able, and as rarely throw a yard wide

of their mark.”
| This business of foul and fair balls
tempted more than one reporter to
steep his pen in a flood of words. “All
of the hitting has to be done well in
front of the wicket,” wrote one. “Any~
thing that goes, in cricketers’ langu-
age, toward point or square-leg or be-
hind the wicket does not count. The
resul! is that the achievement of
scoring is excessively difficult because
the fielders, armed with suet-pudding
stop or

and ‘the round’ which the battling
side must cover is a very large one.
The only hope is to slog the ball out
of the grounds.”

Perhaps the most strikingly novel
thing about baseball to the British
mind is the amount of talking and
shouting and howling that go with the
game. How a pitcher can pitch with
Hugley Jennings razzing him from
the third-base line and the crowd yel-
ling remarks of a mnot particularly
complimentary nature, is a little
more, seemingly, than the quiet,
peaceful Briton can understand. Nor
does he find it easy to comprehend
how a batsman can be so insensitive
as to be able to do his job with the
| catcher chattering away on a line of
| intentionally irritating remarks.

That the Giants and White Sox will
succeed in their aim of implanting
baseball in Great Britain no native

believes. To the majority of the Eng-
lish it seems td be a slow, monotonous
game. It does not last three days like
| a cricket match, with several hundred
| runs and time out for tea and lunch.
{ But nevertheless and notwithstanding,
| they do find it slow.
