Law
An imporiant literary question is
| about to be decided in the English

| House of Lords. The case of Low
agt. Routledge, in the matter of
* Haunted Hearts''—a book by the
late Miss Maria Cummins of Dor-
| chester, Mass.,author of *“ The Lamp-
lighter,” et¢.—has come up therein,
on appeal, for fina! jurisdiction. Rout-
| ledge abpeals from the decision of the
Vice-Chancellor and of the Lords
Justices, to the highest Court in the
Kingdom, contending — against the
doctrine of the plaintiff—that the re-
sidence of the author in an English
colony, at the time of the first publi-
cation of her work in England,did not
vest her with copyright. This ques-
tion has been twice decided for the
plaintiff, in the lower courts. It has
since been argued before the Lords,
and judgment is now awaited. The
importance of the point is self-evident.
Decision for the plaintiff will estab-
lish this doctrine: that the laws of
England are paramount, in cases of
conflict, to the loeal laws of her colon-
ies. The local laws of Canada give
no copyright to Miss Cummins, be-
cause of that writer’s former residence
in that country—she being an Amer-
ican author. But if the decision of
the lower courts, in Low agt. Rout-
ledgd, be affirmed by the House of
Lords, then Canada must allow copy-
| right, in this and in similar cases, pre-
‘cnsely as in the case of an English au-
| thor's work ; and residence in a Brit-
