Tub Wire-worm in Wheat.—Mr. John 
Scott of Puslinch showed us the other 
day a bunch of wheat stalks which he had 
taken out of a field on Mr. James Eagle's 
and other farms along the road, and 
which when examined was found to be 
seriously affected by the wire-worm. On 
peeling off the leaves from almost every 
stalk, two or three, and in some cases 
more than a dozen of these insects were 
found, which in time would have sucked 
the life sap out of the plant, and either 
killed it altogether or left it a puny,sickly 
stalk, which would never amount to any­
thing. On one of these stalks we counted 
no less than 30 worms. Mr. Scott in 
forms us that some fields which he passed 
are beginning to get quite yellow already 
from the ravages of this pest. The dam­
age done is greatest on the early sown 
spring and fall wheat, the later sown 
having almost escaped. We are sorry to 
learn that so many fields in Puslinch are 
likely to be greatly injured by this worm 
and that some farmers do not look for 
more than half a crop. We trust their 
.fears may prove groundless, but from 
what we hear of the ravages of this in­
sect in other parts of the Province we are 
forced to the conclusion that they are 
more general and destructive than many 
imagine. ___

THIS MORNING'S DESPATCHES
Royal Visitors to Sandringham 
The German Emperor's Health 
Religions Corporations Bill. 
Spread of Cholera in Nashville 
Lynch Law in New Iberia. 
Intelligence of a Missing Man.

London,June 17.—The Czarowitch and 
wife are visiting the Prince and Prin­
cess of Wales at Sandringham.

It is reported from Berlin that the 
Emperor William’s health is rapidly im­
proving.

Rome, June 17.—The Senate to-day 
passed the bill for suppression of religi­
ous corporations by vote of 68 yeas to 20 
nays. The measure now awaits the 
royal sanction to become law.

Nashville, June ,17.—There were 50 
deaths to-day, 35 being " from cholera. 
The disease is evidently spreading. De­
spatches from Gallatin, Lebanon, Gren­
ville, and other points, show that the 
scourge is carrying off a great many at 
those places.

New York, June 17.—The four negroes 
who murdered two men and plundered 
and burned their store near New Iberia 
last Friday were arrested this morning. 
One turned States evidence and confessed 
that the murder was planned a week be­
fore. The prisoners were placed in the 
New Iberia jail, whence they were taken 
by a crowd of one thousand persons, and 
three of them hanged, all confessing 
guilt. «

There was only one well-defined fatal 
case of cholera in Cincinnati.

N. Schnell, aged 50, a hardware merch­
ant in Philadelphia, committed suicide 
by banging to-day.

A French steamer arrived in Havana 
to-day with five hundred Chinamen on 
board, one hundred and seventy-five hav­
ing died on the passage.

The commission house of Taylor Bros. 
<fc Co., St. Louis, suspended to-day.

Chae. J. Cloak, for killing his wife at 
Philadelphia, was convicted of murder in 
the first degree to-day with recommenda­
tion to mercy.

New York, June 18.—J. E. Vandoren, 
son of the Rev. H. H. Vandoren, of 
Boonton, N. J., missing for some eight 
months, hap turned up. A letter has 
been received from him dated Rotterdam, 
in which he says he left his home in 
Brooklyn for a few days’ gunning. While 
ducking near Fire Island his boat was 
capsized and his companion drowned. 
Clinging to the bottom^of the upturned 
boat he drifted out to sea ; and on the 
following morning, when almost ex­
hausted, he was picked up by a Swedish 
bark bound for Buenos Ayres. When 
fifty-four days out the Swedes boarded a 
British bark, bound from the Pacific to 
Rotterdam, and all consenting, young 
Vandoren was transferred and carried to 
Rotterdam, from which place he proposes 
to sail immediately to meet his wife and 
children in Brooklyn, who have mourned 
for him as dead several months.

Wesleyan Conference.
June 16.

The Conference which adjourned over 
from Saturday met again to-day.

The debate on the division of Confer­
ence was resumed, all the clause* relating 
to the Missionary Conference, and to tho 
appointment and work of the General 
Superintendents were ruled "ont in conse­
quence of the modifications made in tho 
preceding sections of Lhe report. These 
clauses will probably be remitted for con­
sideration to the General Conference. 
The eight clauses organizing the General 
Missionary Society were with slight 
amendations accepted. The missions in 
British Columbia, Red River, Hudson’s 
Bay Territory, and the newly formed 
Japan mission, are to be annexed to the 
Toronto Conference. The six clauses 
embracing "Other Connexional Funds” 
were adopted with a few verbal altera­
tions. The closing three clauses of the 
reports on “Educational and Publishing 
Interests” were, after debate, adopted. 
The entire report, embracing seventy-one 
clauses, as received and amended during 
the debates, was put en bloc to the vote 
and accepted without a dissentient voice 
as the future Constitution of the Church. 
It is understood that the whole scheme is 
to be submitted to the English Conference 
for approval, atterwards to the several 
quarterly meetings of the Canada Con­
ference injthis country for the purpose of 
obtaining a majority of their votes, and 
finally to the next years’ annual meeting 
of this Conference, when, if the scheme 
be approved, the whole 'thing will go into 
actual operation.

An official communication was received 
from the New Connexion Conference, ac­
cepting the report on union with the 
Canada Conference. Such report on their 
part to be subject to the approval of the 
several Church courts of their own de­
nomination similar to our own.

The report of the Committee on Union 
with the New Connexion Conference, 
which is, in all its main features-, similar 
to the report on Union with the Western 
British American Conference, was made 
the subject of friendly debate.

The several sections of the report were 
put to a vote and carried nem con.

June 17.
In addition to some matters of routine 

which oecnpièd the Conference part of 
the forenoon, the final vote on union with 
the N‘jw Coimexion was passed
unanimously by the Conference.

Rev. Messrs. Medicraft and Robinson, 
ot the Connexion Conference, were intro­
duced and occupied a seat on the platform.

The Wesleyan Church Conference hav­
ing had an organized existence in Canada 
for fifty years, it was agreed that a suit­
able celebration of the jubilee be held 
during the ensuing autumn. The month 
of October was chosen as a fitting time, 
during which sermons should bo preached 
and public meetings be held to com­
memorate the event. It was also agreed 
to obtain, by subscriptions and donations-, 
a considerable sum of money, which would 
be devoted to objects of denominational 
interest, nnd the following were among, 
the chief recommendations :—First, the 
augmentation of the fund vested for the 
support of worn out ministers ; second, 
aiding in establishing and endowing the 
chairs of the Theological Professorship 
at, Cobourg and Montreal ; third, the 
érection of suitable mission premises in 
the city of Toronto.
