Therefore your Committee would recom­
mend that the sum of 8500 in addition 
to the abbve sum, be put to their credit 
to moot general expenses, together with 
8200 additional for contingencies, which 
will leave 8700 in the Committee’s hands 
to complete the town work.

All of which is respectfully submitted.

The Hamilton Post Office 
Case.

The Hamilton Times, after a great 
deal of forbearance, and after sub­
mitting to the taunts continually 
made by the Tory press, that Mr. 
Ritchie’s suspension from being Post­
master in Hamilton was an act of 
political persecution on the part of 
Hamilton Reformers, with a view of 
securing the office for one of their 
owu party, has at last given us all the 
facts of the case. In doing so, it has 
effectually disposed of the charges 
and insinuations made by the Tories, 
which have provoked the Times to tell 
the whole truth, which cannot 
be palatable to these stupid 
and unreasoning complainers, and 
which must be a most unwel­
come revelation to Mr. Ritchie i 
himself. It was not till the Hon. 
Isaac Buchanan interfered in the mat­
ter, that the Times spoke out, but 
when this political “muddler rnd 
meddler ” tried to throw the whole 
onus on the present Government, 
then it was time to „speak out, and 
ou" contemporary has done it to 
some purpose.

In answer Jtoj-ho charge that Mr. 
Ritchie’s suspension is an act of par­
ty tyranny, the Times says :—

“ In March, 1873, it whs found on ex­
amina! ion tint the accounts of the Ham­
ilton Post dice v.e o contii-ierably in ar- 
rear to the Government, Some vf, if not 
most of, those arrears dated from the 
t>me when iko ok or Mr. llitchip hold 
the office, but np to the time of the ex­
amination they-had been carefully kept 
from the knowledge of the Government. 
By borrowing money from friends the de­
ficiency had been concealed, but thu 
facility of borrowing ceasing about that 
time, the deficiency became known and 
the examination in question was made, 
with the result of fail exposure. Mr. 
Campbell, who was the then Postmaster- 
General, however, allowed Mr. ltitchie to 
retain tho office on giving security for 
the payment of the sums in arrears,Tint 
at the same time the collection of the 
revenue of the Post office was taken out 
of his hands and placed in those of two 
of the gentlemen under him, who have 
kept the accounts straight ever since.

“ Bat that was not all. In Augmt of 
the present year tho management of the 
business in the Hamilton Post Oflipe was 
such as to necessitate a fresh investiga­
tion. The facts elicited were that the 
Postmaster had continuously neglected 
his duties, had exercised no superintend­
ence or control over his office, and was 
quite unfit for the position. One proof 
of negligent management was the great 

■ number of money letters purloined from 
the office since the Autumn of. 1873. Mr. 
Ritchie was more than once warned of 
what must follow the absence of more 
careful management, but he does not ap­
pear to have paid much heed to what 
was said. WJiat the Government had 
before it linn to deal with in the Hamil­
ton Post Office was a Postmaster heavily 
i‘! arrears to tho Department in hjs ac­
count' ; a I'o itmaster out of whoso hands 
the collection of the revenue of his office 
had been taken, because bo could not be 
relied on ; a Postmaster who was per­
sonally negligent of Lis duties, and who 
exercised no control or superintendence 
over his office.”

» In answer to the charge that the 
Hamilton Reformers were greedy for 
the office, and were doing all they 
could to get Mr. Ritchie ^removed, 
the 'limes says :—

“ Thrir sympathy -so far overcame their 
better judgment that they, these 
b r ipulms and ofiicc-seekmg Grits,* (as 
tue Tone's term them) pleaded with the 
Government for the retention iu office of 
a Tory, and of a Tory who, by his un­
faithful performance of bis duties, had 
fmfiitvd all claims to the position. Even 
up to the present all the applications for 
t.iu- post are worded so as to not ask for 
itab.-oiufely, but to ask for it in the event 
of Mr. Ritchie’s final dismissal—so care­
ful have even these “greedy Grits ’ béon 
not to hasten his removal. Nor has tho 
Reform press been less forbearing. From 
first to last the Times has not by a word 
sought to injure Mr. Ritchie, or put a 
single stumbling black in the way of hia 
efforts to "regain bis lost position. We 
doubt if in the whole 1 istory of tho dis­
tribution of oflic'1, there has l-nmi another 
instance of hka forbearance Ly the mem­
bers of a political party in power to a 
member of a party out of power who, by 
iiis own ac f, bad forfeited his claims to 
the p ace he held.”

What do the Tories, and Isaad Bu­
chanan think row of this expose ?

The Canadian Military College.
Fort Frederick, ilingston, is the site 
chosen for the Military College. The 
building called the Stone Frigate, 
near the fort, is to be used as quar­
ters for the students. The site is 
considered admirable in all respect».
It is understood to be one of the 
healthiest pieces in Canada, is iso­
lated, and contains all the buildings 
necessary, with magazines, stores and 
barracks. The Militia Department is
engaged in preparation, for the Als0 QQCOA, and Other
opening, which event will probably 
take place next year. It has been 
decided to roof in Fort Henry, to 
protect the works from the ravages 
of weather. The guns and arrange­
ments of the fort will remain as they 
are, the c instruction of the roof be­
ing such as could be removed at any 
time if required. Major Hale, of the 
Royal Engineers, who has been ap­
pointed Commandant of the College, 
is considered one of the ablest scien­
tific instructors in the Imperial ser­
vice. He is an experienced teacher 
in the military schools of England, 
and served on the staff at the autumn 
manœuvres in 1873, and has also been 
of signal advantage to the British 
army as garrison instructor. The 
Government are to be congratulated 
on the prospect of securing a man of 
Major Male’s eminent fitness tor the 
training of officers for the military 
forces of the country.

The Futare of Fairs.
(From the London Advertiser.)

Now that Kingston has lost its regular 
turn for holding the Provincial Fair, the 
papers of that city advocate the holding 
of a “Central” Fair, got up os the West- 
em Fair of this city is—by private enter­
prise. It is well known that if Ottawa 
had failed to secure the Provincial for 
next year there would have been a “Cen­
tral” or an “Eastern” or some other 
kind of a fair organized by the people of 
that district to meet the general demand 
for exhibitions of live stock and farm 
and garden produce, and the wonders of 
the field and the factory, which at pre­
sent ptevadea all paits of the province. 
In time, no doubt, Colliogwood, or Port 
Perry, or some other ambitious town, 
will be getting up its Northern Fair, and 
if St. Catherines should lag behind in the 
struggle for fame as a “Fair” town, per­
haps Fort Erie, or Chippewa or even old 
Niagara might awake and give us a 
“Southern” Fair. Ontario will be eo 
well provided by private enterprise that 
then at least, if not sooner, people will 
ask, of what use is the “Provincial” with 
its annual drain upon the coffers of the 
Province and of the municipality, and its 
perambulating expensiveness ? There is 
no doubt that the outcome of this new 
passion for fixed “central” shows, main­
tained by the private enterprise of their 
respective localities, will bo the extincti­
on *? the Provincial a? en annual show, 
with perhaps the substitution of a quad­
rennial exhibition of enlarged importance 
and usefulness, to be held at a permanent 
centre. There is no disguising the fact 
that the old caravan system of holding a 
Provincial Fair has fallen behind the age, 
and that exhibitors, especially in the 
west, have too much ambition and go- 
aheaditiveness in their composition to 
sit down patiently and wait its coming 
around. It is to that feeling that we owe 
our local exhibitions like the Western, 
and as the same spirit spreads east and 
north the inadequacy of the present 
“Provincial” plan will become more and 
more apparent and a change of some 
sort will have to be made.
