the ground. It will be ordered in a few
days, and be in Rossland in about 60
days. The syndicate is composed of
George Gooderham, one of the wealthiest
men in Canada, T. E. Blackstock and
myself. The entire purchase.involves
an investment of $300,000 to $400,000 as
a basis for the entire property.”

The new directors will be Messrs.
Gooderham, Blackstock and Stimson,
and Volney D.Williamson and others who
retain interests. .This ssale involves a
larger amount.of *‘money than has yet
been paid for any mining property in
the district. The Crown Point lies in
‘the south belt of the Rossland district
and first came into prominence when it
was bonded to the ﬁumphrey syndicate
for $75,000. A short time ago Mr. Hum-
phrey, when curtailing his interests in
the district, gave up the bond on the
property after having expended about
$15,000 in its development. The terms
of the bond would not permit any ore to
be shipped and the product of the mine
was on the dump when it came into the
hands of the original owners and ship-
ments have been made of several hun-
dred tons.

W. J. Harris, one of the owners of the
Lily May and Commander, who is down
from Rossland, says: ‘ Eleven men are
now employed on the mine.

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TUPPER-ABERDEEN

Correspondence- With Regard to
Official Appointments Subn}itted
to Parliament.

The Ex-Premier’s Rejoinder to the
Governor-General’s Con-
tentions.

Orrawa, Aug. 28.—Oae of the gravest
constitutional questions which has ever
arisen in Canada is evidenced by the
correspondence which took place be-
tween Lord Aberdeen und his late min-
isters a few days before the Tupper min-
istry resigned and which was presented
to parliament to-day. The Goveraor-
General contended that as the Tupper
ministry was formed when no parliament
existed, its acts were in an wunusval
degree provisional. The fact that the
government failed to secure support at
the polls in his judgment increased the
limitations of the situation. He lays it
down as a principle 'that a government
should avoid all acts which ‘may em-
barrass.a succeeding' govern nent. For
this and other reasons he withholds his
consent to the appointments of senators,
judges and public officers generally.
With regard to senators, he points,
out that in a house of seventy-eight
members there are only five‘Liberals,
and thatiif the Tupper government had
appointed more of their friends it might
have led to friction between the two
branches of parliament. As to the
Jjudicial appointments His Excellency
contends that the current deduction that
the judges would be .in sympathy
politically with the government appoint-
ing them is not unnatural.

Sir Charles Tupper in a lengthy
memorandum replies to Lord Aberdeen’s
communication. He cites May, Todd
and other constitutional authorities to
show that the defeated government con-
tinued in full possession of its official
authorities and functions as long as it
retained the seals of ' office. He
defends the judges from the charge
of partisanship, and says the Governor’s
information gn this peint is. exceediugly
untrustworthy. In Canada, as in Eng-
land, the judges are -meither Liberals
nor Conservatives. He reproves Lord
Aberdeen for seeking information di-
rectly through the clerk of the Privy
Council instead of through the Premier
or minister in charge of that depart-
ment. In conclusion he says: ‘ Under
the British constitutional system, which
Canada has the happiness to enjoy, the

‘Queen’s representative,like Her Majesty,

istheaccepted head of the country,remov-
ed from the arena of political controversy,
however fierce the coanflict of parties

‘may be, and in my ;judgment no more

fatal mistake could rbe anade than any

‘interposition in the management of

public affairs, which would cause the

‘Governor-General to be 'identified with
-either one party or the other.” Holding

these views, Sir Charles Tuapper said no
recourse was left to him than to tender
the resignations of himselt and his col-
leagues.

CONSTANTINOPLE RIOTS.

CoNSTANTINOPLE, Aug. 28.—When the

-Armenians seized the Ottoman bank on

Wednesday, Mr. Edgar Vincent and

'some of the other directors escaped to
‘the roof, and when the troops arvived

the latter fired haphazard at every body

-appeariny at the windows and several

clerks who were trying to escape were
killed. Meantime hundreds of Mussul-

‘mans, armed with cudgels and led by

the Softas, gathered in groups, overran

‘the quarter and killed or assaulted all
ithe ‘Armenians they 4net, the scene

resembling the riots of Septem-
ber, :1895. Several shops in ‘the
Galata were plundered and g
panic spread over the whole city,
two bombs ‘being thrown in the poor
quarter into the midst of a group of
goldiers, several of whom were wounded.
The people generally were afraid to ven-
ture into the streets, and the officials of
the :British post office avere virtually
prisoners: until night, the mail not being
dispatched. The British  charge

‘d’affaires Mr. Michael Herbert, tele-

graphed to Tewfik Pasha,:the Turkish
minister:for foreign affairs, urging the
complete restoration of order.

It appears that while the :Ottoman
bamk was being attacked circulars were
-delivered at . the different - embaesies,
signed by:the Armenian revolutionary
~committee, declaring that they intended
to seize the bank and hold it for two
-dayse, during which they wanted the
powers to actively interveme in the
Settlement of the Armenian gquestion,
-aud adding that if the aathorities |
tried to recapture the bank they would
blow it up.with all the securities. Mr.
Vincent went to the Yildiz Kiask yester-
day evening to see the Sultan,and while
he was there a message was received
from the revolutionists saying that they
were willing to surrender on coendition
that.they were allowed to leave the coun-
try. Mr. Viacent accordingly returned
to the bank and parleyed with the Ar-
menians throegh the window.

They had revolvers in their right
hands and said they held two or three of
the directors and a number of employes
of the bank as bostages and that they
had seized the bank in order to demon-
strate—not against the Tarks or the
bank—but against the powers who had
abandoned the Armenians. They added
that they had selected the Ottoman bank
because it was the most suitable place,
and expressed their willingness to!
surrender provided they were allowed to
retain their revolvers while yielding up
the bombs in their possession and receiv-
ing safe conducts out of the eountry.
These terms were agreed upon and the
Armenians surrendered last night and
were conveyed on board Mr, Vineent’s
yacht Gulnare. L

Up to four o’clock thisafternoon it was
etill impossible to give the exact nmm-
ber of victims of the rioting, In the
streets between Dolmaliagiche and Top-
hanes it resembled a field of battle.
Fifty bodies were connted there. The
city is quieter ;to-day, but there was
some renewal of disturbances thig after-
noon and the firing was proceeding when-
this despatch was filed.

BLOUDY MASSACRES,

Armenians in Constantinople Club-
bed and Cudgelled at Sight—
Europeans Barricaded.

From Three to Four Thousand Peo-
ple Killed During the Re-
cent Riots. ’

BerLiN, Aug. 29.—The Tageblatt’s
correspondent at Constantinople says he
saw bands of Turks, thirty and forty in
number, armed with clubs and cudgels,
crouching in varivus street corners,
planning to kill any Armenian on eight.
He adds that their methods are full of
cruelty, such as one wouwld' scarcely ap-
ply to the killing of a mad deg.

The correspondent says he saw an Ar-
menian priest hacked into a shapeless
mass with cudgels in the hands of Turks,
whom he denominates as “‘savages.”
During this atrocity, which the corres-
pondent personally witnessed, the police
stood  idly by, smiling, while
the cavalry patrolled the streets
and kept a careful watch for
the purpose of preventingany assistance
from reaching the victim. He claims tc
bave witnessed twenty instances of a
similar character, aud mever in a siugle
case did the troops or the police disturb
the assassins. Late im'the afternoon he
met six wagons which were completely
filled with dead Armenians.

General indignation 1s/felt at the apa-
thy of the ambassadors of the foreign
powers. Most of the wictims of Turkish
revenge in this instance were perfectly
innocent of any guilty knowledge of the
plot to raid the Ottoman bank. The
Europeans barricaded their houses and

H. F. HEISTERMAN.

Semewhat Unexpectedly His Illness
of the Past Three Weeks Ter-
minates Fatally.

By His Death Victoria Loses One of
Her Best Known Business
Men.

By the death of Henry Frederick
Heistermgn Saturday Victoria lost one
of her best known citizens—a man who
for many years past has been identified
with the city’s progress and business
development. Though Mr. Heisterman
was never of a robust constitution it was
not expected that his illness of 'the last

three weeks would terminate fatally and
in fact‘only a few: days ago he was be-
lieved to be recovering. However, it
was not to be. His illness took a turn
for the worse and shortly before noon
yesterday he died. Mr. Heisterman
while not aspiring to any public position
was always energetic and keenly
interested in seeing Victoria progress
and as a member of the Board of Trade
and on several occasions elected to the
council of that body, his buginess ability
was of service to the city’s commercial
interests. He also for some time was a
school trustee and was always keenly
alive to the necessity of sustaining a
good educational system.

Born in Bremen, Germany, July 22,
1832, Mr. Heisterman when 18 years old
entered a business house at Dantzig,
From there he went to Liverpool five
years later, and in 1862 came to British
Columbia, attracted by the gold excite-
ment. After making a prospecting trip
to the Stickeen river with a party of
other gold seekers, and - ‘meeting ‘with
failure like so many others, he returned
to Victoria and again settled down to
commercial pursuits, entering into a
gartnersbip not long afterwards with

ohn Banks, wholesale paints and glass.
It was in 1864 that he began the finan-
cial, real estate and insurance business
that he so successfully conducted until
his death, his shrewd, clear business
judgment giving him the reputation of
being one of the best authorities in the
city on the values of real estate, For
many years a member of the Masonic
order, Mr. Heisterman, it is - believed,
was the last one of the original members
of the Grand Lodge A.F. & A.M. of Brit-
ish OColumbia, and for twelve years past
beld the position of grand treasurer.
The deceased leaves a widow, two sons
and four daughters, one of whom is Mrs.
D. R. Ker.

The funeral, which is under the
auspices: of the Masonic order, takes
place on Tuesday at 2:30 .m., from the
Masonic Temple and hal?an hour later
from 8t. Andrew’s Presbyterian church.
The Pioneer Society, to which the de-
ceased had belonged, will attend the
funeral.

The remains will be removed to the
Masonic Temple on Tuesday morning.*

The anti-Mongolian meeting in the
city hall last evening drew a large audi-
ence, well filling the council chamber.
Shortly after eighto’clock Mayor Beaven
entered and opened the proceedings by
inviting the meeting to choose a chair-
man. In response Ald. Marchant
promptly nominated His Worship, and
those present having signified their
unanimous approval of this choice, the
Mayor proceeded with a brief introduc-
tory address, incidentally reminding the

meeting that in the legislature on sey-
eral occasions he had directed his efforts
towards preventing the importation of
Chinese for purposes’ of the con-
struction of railways and other public
works. He introduced Mr. J. G. Field-
Johnson, of Vancouver, as a delegate of
the association there who had kindly
come to attend this méeting.

Mr. Duncan Ross  was unanimousiy
calied upon to act'as secretary of the
meeting, after Ald. Marchant had been
excused as he intended to speak; and
the petitions being circulated by the
Anti-Mongolian society were read by
the secretary. These ask, amongst other
things, with respect to Chinese that the
import head tak be raised from $50 to
$500; and as to Japanese that. the resi-
dence required for naturalization be five
years instead of three.

Ald. Glover moved a resolution endorsing
the petitions just read, and advising the
citizens to sign them. So far as he was
Rersonally concerned he had no use for
Chinese or Japanese either, and he would
assist in every possible way the movement
for their exclusion.

Ald. Partridge seconded the resolution;
and hoped that thesentiments of the work.
ing classes would be heard to-night 10 give
weight to it.

Ald. Marchant came forward in response
to repeated calls. Though it was no doubt
an unpopular thing to admit, he must
state that he did not agree with a great
deal of what is-said against the Chinese;
and he instanced the allegations in
the petition that they are im-
moral, dishonest and unclean, which re-
proaches, he considered, apply equalli to
many white men. With respect to taking
money out of the country, he thought that
a good deal more is taken by the absentee
landlords and mortgage holders than by
the Chinese. He was proceeding, as he
said, to affirm his belief, in common with
Ald. Macmillan, that a Chinaman is a
child of the same God as the white man,
and to discuss the religious aspect of the
question, when there were decided signs of
uneasiness, and one voice remarked
“This ain’t a prayer meeting,” Ald.
Marchant said he proposed to discuss this
subject in his own way, and he proceeded
to express. surprise that anyone should
seek to exclude labor from this province
when the forests and the fisheries afford
such abundant opportunities for labor. The;
drift of this remark appeared to be not
popular with many in the audience, who
expressed themselves in hisses to such an
extent that the Alderman continued that
there never was an audience yet who could
put him down by hisses. ' He asked if the
.meeting would not be much more interest-
ing by reason of his attempt to state ** the
other side ” of this Chinese question, and
declared that while he thus contended
that there is an “other side,” he
at the same time agreed in
many respects with the contentions of
those who do not approve of the presence
of Chinese. A man certainly has the right
to_choose his neighbors, and he frank] ad-
mitted that he thought the presence of the
Chinese would be in war time a menace,
and in peace time is a mistake. He ap-
proved, too, of the protection of labor by
trades unions, and of the extension of this
protection by discouraging the importation
into this country of Chinese, whose com-
petition the weakest of our own eople feel
the strongest. He, therefore, in the present
condition of affairs would favor such a
resolution as now before the meeting.

Capt. Robertson, of Moresby island, pre-
scribed as a remedy for the danger which
he saw confronting this province the entire
exclusion of Chinese and Japanese. He
thought that a high tax would simply en-
courage smuggling. He discussed the na-
tional debts of Great Britain and of Swit-
zerland, the debt of British Columbia and
the new parliament buildings: and at this
stage a voice invited him, amidst a lause,
to ““talk Chinamen notpolitics.” e criti-

“vised Ald. Marchant’s statement that “God
made the Chinamen,” and invited that
g«;ntleman to join a Chinese mission. He

idn’t blame the Chinamen,but rather those
Who brought them here, and explained
that though his wife had brought two Chi-
nese to thiscountry this had n donesin
ignorance of the local condition8 and they
Were soon-enticed away, Captain Robert.

Mr. H. Dallag Helmcken, M.P.P., was
then vociferously called for:and took the
platform amidst applause. . He said he had
alwaysfelt very deeply upon this subject
of Chinese competition with white labor
but such incidents as those connected with
the recent visit of Li Hung Chang
to * England and other countries
of Europe make one pause for
reflection before deciding upon a course of
action. He had often heard it argued that
Great Britain will not stand legislation by
her colonies altogether excludin the
Chinese or any other nation, but ge felt
confident that so long as the egislation of
the colonies is reasonable Great Britain

will not interfere with it. . He hoped that | .

if the Setitions read here to-night are for-
warded to Ottawa, something will be heard
of them from there. He knew of no wa,
in which we as a province could deal witg
the " matter, except to join in asking
relief from the ‘authorities at Ottawa,
through our own representatives, and per-
haps through some not our representatives
who. are sometimes called in to advise,
(Langhter.)

WILL BE A BEAUTY.

Charles Spratt's New Tugboat Is
Almost Ready to Take the
Water.

The * Edith” Purchased for Fish
Carrying — Diseouraged Miners
Return From the North.

An important launch will be made
from the ways of the Star shipyard
sometime about the end of the coming
month, when a8 pretty a hull as one
would wish to see will be floated to re-
ceive machinery and housework, and
then to be placed ,in active business.
The vessel has been previously spoken
of in the CoLoxisT as building for Mr,
Charles Spratt, and intended for heavy
towing. Construction work has been in
progress throughout the summer, and

now the shell, for such it is as yet, is all
but complete, requiring, seemingly, only
a water dress of paint to make it ready
for launching. The ship is the entire
production of the firm and will be s
credit to the yard in which her keel
was laid, and to the builder, Mr. Trahey,
whose painstaking efforte in workman-
ship have been rewarded with the great-
est success. Her lines are the concep-
tion of the owner and Mr. W. J. Steph-
ens, the well known ship builder, and
they indicate a speedy vessel splendidly
calculated for towing purposes. The
dimensions are: Length over all, 110
feet; beam, 20 feet; ‘and depth, 11 feet.
The machinery for the vessel hag béen
built in the Spratt & Gray foundry, the
engines having been once in the wrecked
steamer Michigan. They are quadruple
and are of 300 indicated h.p. Two large
steel boilers 9 ft 8 in. by 10'ft., and capa-
ble of carrying 180 pounds of steam,
have been made in Mr. Thomag Shaw’s
shops for the vessel, and these will be
heated by three furnaces.

THE OLD, OLD STORY RETOLD.

The steamer Willapa, which has just
returned from Alaska, brought back to
civilization several parties of disappoint-
ed miners who agree with those who
have come down before them that there
are far too many miners for the money
to be made on the Yukon. In fact, ac-
cording to Martin Trowl of Tacoma,
there are upwards of 2,500 men in the
surplus population on the river this sea-
son and not a single wood strike is re-
ported. Trowl and his party left Ta-
coma last March .expecting to return
millionaires; they lost their entire out-
fit through the treacherous currents of
the Pelly river and are now glad to get
home with health and strength but
no wealth. The only new mine in Al-
aska that is making good money is said
to.be the Bald Eagle, near Sum Dum,
and there the miners are dissatisfied—
not with the wages but the camp cook:
ing. . This was the cause of a strike only
a short.time ago, a8 a result of which
dineteen of the men were “let out.”

IN BOUND OCEAN CARRIERS.

Unless some unexpected delay occurs
the R.M.S. Empress of China will arrive
Tuesday from the Orient. She left
Yokohama on the 21st with a heavy
cargo, which included 150 tons for Vie-
toria. Her passenger list is also large,
with 80 in the saloon, 50 Chinese for
Victoria, 25 for Portland and 200 for
overland points. The next day after the
China’s departure for Victoria the
steamship Hupeh left Yokohama under
special charter to the C.P.R. with 150 tons
of freight for Victoria, 50 tonsfor Puget
Sound and 100 tons for Portland, be-
sides a big amount of overland cargo,
composed mostly of tea. The Canadian-
Australian liner Miowera will also be
due from the South on Tuesday. She
sailed from Sydney, N.S.W., on the 10th
instant with “freight amounting to 50
tons for Victoria, 20 saloon and 20 steer-
age passengers.

TO REPLACE THE *‘ THISTLE.”’

Seattle exchanges announce that Mr.
W. N. Lazier, manager. of the Victaria
Fishing and Trading Co., has been suc-
cessful in closing a deal with the N.P.R.
Company for the purchase of their well
known steamer Edith, which it is pro-
posed to put at once into the carrying of
halibut from the fishing station to
Tacoma. The Thistler was last year
chartered for this work, but recently she
was engaged by the rivals of the Victoria
company—the New England Fighing
Co.—who operate .from Vancouver, and
immediate search had to be made for
another suitable craft. The Edith is
said to fill the bill in ali particulars.

FIRST OF THE SALMON FLEET.

The British bark Embleton reached
the outer wharf from Tacoma last even-
ing.

Trading Schooner Jésgie ” Brings
Word of Misfortune to Two
Victoria Sealers.

The * Beatrice” of Victoria and
the ‘ Beatrice” of Vancouver
the Unlueky Craft.

Although nome of the vessels of the
Victoria sealing fleet now operating in
the Behring Sea would in the ordinary
course of events be looked for back in
port for weeks to come, two at least of
the number are reported to be now on
their way down from the North and
likely to arrive at any time. They have
not completed their season’s work, but
in some way have fallen foul of the pa-
trol ships sent to the Sea to enforce the
international sealing regulations, in con-
sequence of which they were a fortnight

or more ago piaced under seizure and
ordered to proceed at once to Victoria
and report themselves to Admiral Pal-
lisier;

By a strange coincidence the unlucky
vessels both bear the same name, the
one being the 49 ton schooner Beatrice,
owned and commanded by Capt. A. H.
Jones, of Vancouver—for which Messrs.
R. P. Rithet & Co., Ltd., are the man-
aging agents—and the other Capt. Wm.
Grant’s well known 66 ton Beatrice,
which went to the sealing this summer
in the gharge of Capt. William Heater.

The mews of their misadventure was
recgived at Ounalaska by the master of
the Port Angelestradingechooner J essie,
with the request that he report the
matter as quickly as possible in Vic-
toria. The Jessie made a smart run
down and falling in with the tug Lorne
fifty miles off Cape Flaftery on Thurs-
day;afternoon delivered her unwelcome
message to Captain Langley, the latter
bringing the word to Victoria yesterday
morning.

To no one does the news come as a
greater surprise than to the owners and
agents, and only one theory is advanced
as to the probable difficulty—that unin-
tentionally the vessels may have come
within the proscribed zone extending for
gixty miles around the Pribyloffs.
Having learned by hard experience
how small a technicality is often
deemed sufficient to justify a
seizure by the officers of the
American cutters on patrol duty, the
sealing men were particularly explicit
this year in instructing their command-
ers, 80 that no possible cause might
arise for interference with huntin
operations. The vessels which hunteg
in the early summer on the Japanese
side went so far as to land all their arms
at Hakodate, whence they were shipped
home as freight, in order that no sus-

icion might be created to their preju-
gice; while the coasting fleet, including
the two Beatrices, were equally careful
and took no firearms with them.

The lessons of former years have
shown-how even a hole in a seal pelt
may be deemed cause for seizure—and
the ‘dwrlers accordingly determined to
take no chances. It was generally be-
lieved that 1896 would pass in conse-
quence without a single seizure being re-
corded. -The prediction appears, how-
ever, to have been premature, and all
concerned will now anxiously await the
arrival of the two schooners with details
of the cauge of their capture and their
vergion of the case. Each was hoping
to make up in Behring Sea for an un-
satisfactory spring catch, the Victoria
Beatrice having secured but 381 in the
British Columbia coast hunting, and the
Vaneouver vessel 363. 5

‘ Gold mining in British Columbia is
attracting attention not only in other
parts of (%anada, but in other countries,
notably Great Britain and the United
States. The business is -com aratively
new to Canada, and care shoul(f be taken
that it is pursued by business methods.
Under like circumstances, there are al-
ways people anxious to make money out
of the excitement irrespective of the
yield of the mines. The preliminary
stage of testing a mine is one in which
the speculative element cannot be got
rid of. ' It is generally impossible to tell
without some tests whether a mine is
going to pay or not. Money is necessary
to make the test; and the only safe rule
is to advance nv more than is necessary
to make the tests. Till the tests are
made, there is nothing of certain value
to sell.

CONSTANTINOPLE QUIET.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Aug. 28. — The riots
which have caused so much excitement
throughout Constantinople are app arentl
at an end, The leaders of the mob whic
attacked the officers of the Ottoman bank
have surrendered, and will be expelled from
Turkey. ,The official account of the trou-
bles attributes the riots to an organization
of the part of the central committee of the
Armenian revolutionists to stir up a revolu-
tion, The invaders, as if by a preconcerted
arrangement, suddenly entered the great
hall o% the Ottoman bank, armed with re-
volvers, daggers and dynamite bombs,
forming in small groups. They were ac-
costed by the officer of the guard, who de-
manded from them a statement of their
business with the bank. .

Without stopping to reply they blew out
his brains and then killed and beheaded
the gendarmes, throwing the heads of the
dead men into the streets. During the re-
sultant confusion they closed the bank
doors and hurled a number of bombs into
the street. Four Turkish ladies who were
