bert G. Taillandier, steward of the yacht 
Anita which was one of the New "York 
Yacht Club fleet which left her" last 
week on a cruise, was brought to this 
city from Marblehead, Mass., Tester- 
day where he died last Saturday n gnt. 
The Anita is chartered by W. B. L=-ecs, 
of Great Neck, Long Island. The cir­
cumstances of Taillandier’s death are 
shrouded in so much mystery that 1 he 
body has been removed from tue home 
of Taillandier’s widow to the morgue 
where an autopsy will be perfu-med to­
morrow. Over the right breast is a bul­
let wound but the police here to-night 
received a telephone message from the 
Boston police stating that a Boston phy­
sician had issued a certificate to tne fact 
that death was due to heart failure 
'Last Saturday Mrs. Taillandier soys she 
received a postal card from h=r husbaud 
telling her that he had reached Marble­
head safely. About midnight on Saiur- 
day she received a telegram signed flap- 
tain Bennett, the captain -of the yacht 
Anita, stating that her husoand nad died 
of heart failure. A little later a tele­
gram purporting to come from the same 
man was received by Frank Gibbons, a 
brother of Mrs. Taillandier, stating that 
Taiallandier had shot himself through 
the month in the Atlantic House, Mar­
blehead. A third message was received 
by Mrs. Taillandier stating that her 
husband’s body had been prepared for 
burial and would be sent co his late home 
with all funeral expenses paid. Mrs. 
Taillandier had shot himself through 
visited at different times to-day by two 
persons, both of whom told her that her 
husband had committed suicide while on 
board the yacht Anita and that she 
would be well taken care of financially 
as long as she lived. There was, she 
says, no explanation as to the sourde of 
these promises and the solicitude of the 
men caused her to commun,cate with 
the police, with the result that efforts 
areJJ>^jn® made to uuravel the n-.vsterv 
of Taillandier’s death.

Boston, Mass., Aug. 12.—Gilbert Tail­
landier, steward of the Anita, of New 
York, which was at Marblehead Satur­
day, killed himself that afternoon by 
shootmg at the Atlantic House there in 
a room he had engaged for a few hours, 
the reason for his act was not known. 
'He had been sent ashore to buy supplies 
for the yacht and went to the hotel 
where he engaged a room saying he 
wished to lie down for three hours, re-i 
questing that he be called at the end 
°* vati time- A hotel attendant found 
the body but the report of a pistol had 
not been heard. The police say that there 
was no suspicion of foul play.

I wish you 
a safe and pleasant return to your own 
countries.”

The choir, which sang at the corona­
tion of King Edward in Westminster 
Abbey last Saturday, sailed today from 
Liverpool to make a tour of the United 
States and Canada.

Toronto, Out., Aug. 12.—The Evening 
Telegram’s London special cable says: 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier will go to Jersey 
tomorrow in company with (Sir Gilbert 
Barker.

The members 
of the Koyal family were in Sell amused 
at the uneqnventionahty of the colonials, 
who, after they had received medals, 
seated themselves comfortably on the 
grass and smoked as they watched tin 
decoration of their comrades. When all 
had received their medals the troops 
advanced and presented arms while the 
massed bands played the National An­
them. The King stepped forward and 
delivered an animated address, which 
was greeted with cheers and waving of 
hats b.v the troops.

While the results' of the Colonial con­
ference which ended yesterday are gen­
erally considered satisfactory as far as 
they go, it must he understood that the 
enforcement depends ultimately upod the 
action of the Colonial legislatures and 
by the Imperial ministers whose depart­
ments they concern.

In addition to the Australian naval 
arrangements, by which the Australa­
sian contributions are to be largely in­
creased on condition that certain vessels 
be officered and manned by Australa­
sians, a general increase in Colonial 
naval subsidies was agreed to. The 
scheme also provides that some colonies 
shall allot part of their local military 
forces to Imperial defence in case of 
emergency, but Canada and Australia 
contented themselves with agreeing to 
keep their local forces in a state of 
efficiency, relying on volunteers in case 
of 'Imperial need, as was done in South 
Africa. The contribution of Cape Col­
ony to the Imperial navy was fixed et 
*250,000 annually and of Natal at $175,-

The preferential tariff. arrangement is 
in a nebulous condition, depending en­
tirely on future arrangements between 
the Mother Country and each individual 
colony, the understanding being that 
such arrangements Would follow the gen­
eral lines of the Canadian tariff. The 
foregoing arrangements do not repre­
sent the unanimous opinions of the con­
ference, but each resolution was adopted 
by a majority vote.

Ontario Finds Benefit of Prohibiting 
(Export of Raw Material.

An ordertin-couneil has been passed by 
the Ontario cabinet prohibiting the ex­
portation of hemlock in rough condi­
tion. The order will go into force at 
the expiration of the present license 
year, which is April 30 next.

• 'By the passage of this order, hemlock 
is placed on precisely the same footing 
as pine. This restriction will apply to 
hemlock on Crown lands only, and not 
tOftimber on private lands held by pat-

The government’s object in prohibit­
ing the exportation of the timber is the 
same as it was in the case of pine.

12.—An 
terestiug and important discovery lias 
been made in connection with ores of 
the Contact Mines, Limited, located in 
the Burnaby section .on the Columbia 
& Western railway* about 20 miles from 
this city. Henry P. Jackson, managing 
director of -the company, which is a 
ticotrh concern, suspected the existence 
of platinum in the ore, and tooK en 
average sample from the vein for 80 
feet.

This was assayed and found to con­
tain gold, silver, and platinum. It was 
then sent to refiners in Newark, New 
Jersey, and yesterday a report was re­
ceived to the effect that the ore carried 
platinum to the extent of one quarter 
ounce troy per ton. The refiners state 
that this was a commercial quantity, and 
asked leave to make a bid on the con­
centrated output of the property.

If the report is 
true, however, that the vessel lies in 52 
fathoms it will be difficult to do anything 
towards saving her, for divers cannot 
work at that depth.

The 
doctor referred to the progress made in the 
world during the reign of Queen Victoria, 
so much indeed that lf we cannot say 
tnere is a “new heaven,” we can say there 
is a “new earth.” He spoke also of some 
reforms that should be made under the 
new Kting, reform in the army and navy, 
and reform in the foreign policy of Great 
Britain. The opium fiends of India and 
opium trade of China were stains on the 
escutcheon of the British Empire. As the 
Empire owes so much) to the Bible, more 
efforts shou'd be made to give it to the 
rest of the world. He spoke of the beauti- 
lttï,i<iI55lcter of Queen Alexandra, who. 
while Princess of Wales, became enthroned 
in tbe hearts .of the British people, and 
would prove herself a worthy successor 
of our late beloved Queen Victoria as 
mother, wife and Queen.

Touching reference was made to the late 
illness of the King. Great preparation was 
made for the coronation,* which was fixed 
for the 26th of June 'ast. Such preparation 
as the world had never before seen. Roy­
alty flocked to London from all points of 
the compass, and from the ends of the 
earth, to be present at the coronation o 1 
our Kang. As the day drew near the pa 
pers were full of the great display and 
the glorious ceremony to take place In 
Westminster Abbey, and men talked o/ 
little else. The army and the navv, thé 
church and the state seemed to have forgot­
ten everything but King Edward VII. and 
the coronation. Within a few hours of the 
great event as fixed hy man, God ’ooked 
down from heaven, and to teach us that 
there is a God that rules in heaven and 
earth, and said the coronation shall not 
take place until the British nation shall 
acknowledge me as the King of Kings, and 
King Edward was laid at the verge of the 
grave, and the British people got down on 
their knees to intercede for their King, 
to acknowledge Jehovah as the King Em­
manuel “vfrho doth His pleasure in the 
armies of heaven and amongst the Inhabi­
tants of the earth.” God answered the 
prayers of his peop’e, and the coronation 
took place in God’s time, after we and our 
King were taught a much needed lesson.

It is announced by the postal authori­
ties that during the first fiscal year the 
rate of increase in postal receipts In 
rural districts where tree delivery was 
not in operation was about 2}£ per cent, 
while in those rural districts where it 
was in operation the rate of increase 
was from 8 to 10 per cent. This ac­
counts only for tile increase which is 
due to the increase in the number of 
letters sent out from.' the rural free de­
livery districts. It takes no account of 
the letters, circulars and miscellaneous 
mail matter sent into these districts.
That increase has helped to swell the 
postal revenues in the large cities.

There is no question that the rural 
free delivery has been a great benefit 
to the people along the routes establish­
ed, and it is doubtful if it proves a 
losing venture for the government in a 
financial way. The postal deficit for the 
last year is considerably below that of 

............. i 40 the preceding year, and, while the ap­
propriation for rural delivery for the 
current year was large, there is little 
reason to doubt that the results will 
justify the expenditure.

Ship Chartered

- ttye distribution 
was as follows: Subsistence, principally 
food, 64 per cent; clothing; 7; rent, 20; 
all other expenses, 9. A family with 
the same income to-day devotes but 56 
per cent, to subsistence, 9A5 to clothing, 
21.96 to rent, and 12.89 to all other 
expenses. The conclusion is inevitable 
that men earning only the same income 
are better off than theÿ were in 1872. 
Their money goes further. It may not 
seem to go so far, but that is because 
many things regarded as luxuries then 
have become necessary to their comfort 
now/ ln‘ addition to the increased pur­
chasing power of money, there has been 
a notable increase in the average money 
rate of remuneration and also 
q, notable decrease iu the num­
ber of hours a day worked. An­
other advantage should not be overlook­
ed, the increased number of civilized 
enjoyments which a man is now able to 
enjoy either entirely free from cost to 
himself or at a very low rate. It may 
still. be argued that the increased com­
fort of the wage earner has not in­
creased as fast' as the productive power 
of the unit of labor has increased. But 
this is a quéstion on which it is im­
possible to procure exact data, and diffi­
cult to answer. It is a matter of opin­
ion, whereas it is a matter of certainty 
that there has béen a great and positive 
advance in the comfort and even luxury 
enjoyable by the worst remunerated 
human beings who have the opportunity 
and desire for steady work.

AN OPPORTUNITY.

At the recent session of the Federal 
Parliament of Australia resolutions were 
adopted advocating the establishment of 
government iron workfe, and a select com­
mittee was appointed to inquire into the 
question and report. This action on 
the part of the House has put a stop 
to the plans of the Australasian Icon 
and Steel (Corporation which has con­
templated embarking in the iron indus­
try on a large scale. Messrs. Sandford 
and Thomas, agents of the company, 
recently made the following statement 
to the Sydney Morning Herald :

Mr. Sandford, when at home, assured 
the capitalists that a government ex­
tract for 100,000 tons of rails for deliv­
ery over five years and a bonus on the 
Canadian basis, as well as a duty of 10 
per cent, subsequently on the iron and 
steel product, might be relied upon; but 
the labor amendment to the bonus bill 
has upset all calculations, and now the 
leader of the State labor party has 
taken action which, if successful, must 
stop everything. ,, „ ,

“For one thing,” said Mr. Sandford, 
“the delay is very objectionable. While 
the committee is sitting examining wit­
nesses, deliberating and framing its re­
port, no outside body or individual can 
do anything whatever. Then again Par­
liament may accept or reject the report 
of such committee, and the whole busr- 
ness will, it undertaken, Involve a most 
disheartening waste of time. Of course 
no private company would attempt com­
petition against the State, and if the 
State could make up its mind and decide 
at once what it would do, those who 
really desire to see the. iron industry 
established would then understand tne

‘The Australasian Iron and 'Steel Cor­
poration, Limited, is willing,” said Mr. 
Thomas, “to undertake the construeti-M 
of blast furnaces, steel plant, and rolling 
mills for the manufacture of 1,000 tons 
weekly of steel products besides selling 
pig iron to consumers within the com­
monwealth. This entails the construc­
tion of railways aud the opening out and 
development of the iron ore deposits in 
various parts of the State, as it will be 
necessary to have a supply of 4,000 tons 
weekly of iron ore for the furnaces. To 
get this ore would mean employment for 
100 to 200 men. It would also givea 

traffic to the railways of over 20,000 
tons yearly. If the works went on new 
collieries would have to be opened out 
at once. About 10,000 tons of coal 
would be required weekly, more than all 
the western collieries now produce, and 
500 miners would get steady work in 
producing thisVcbal. Large coal washers 
and breakers - would have to be put up 
for cleaning the coal. Large coke ovens 
of the most modern type would have to 
he put up, and at least another 200 
would be employed in connection with
/_____ “Calculate,” continued Mr.
Thomas, “that two blast furnaces would 
be required. The erection of the plant 
aud furnaces would occupy about two 
years, and employ an enormous amount 
of labor. The idea.was to put up two 
furnaces first, making room at the same 
time for bringing the number to five later,

expend any sum up to £2,000,000 in 

ating works capable of meeting every 
requirement of the commonwealth at 
present. «

“My company and connections,” Mr. 
Thomas concluded, “will probably start 
in (Canada if this project breaks down. 
In fact it would now be in Canada if 
Mr. Sandford had not submitted this 
proposition to us.”

Here is obviously an opportunity for 
British Columbia. While Australia is dis­
cussing whether the manufacture of iron 
and steel is a suitable function of the 
government, we could be supplying Aus­
tralia with the iron and steel required 
there. To our mind there is nothing in 
the whole field of industry in which the 
operation of works by government would 
be more hopeless than in the manufac­
turing of iron and steel. The govern­
ment would find itself involved in ques­
tions of private ownership and compe­
tition on both sides of the operation. 
The government would have to go into 
the market for all manner of supplies, 
and also to dispose of the resulting pro­
duct. Under such conditions we do not 
see how the process of manufacture and 
distribution could possibly be carried on 
economically by the, government. . Such 
an experiment so long as society is or­
ganized on a basis of private ownership 
and competition, could only result in 
disastrous failure; and if Australia is to 
wait until society is otherwise organized, 
before the manufacture of iron and stee 
is established there, Australia will have 
to wait for a very long time. No dotibt 
the promoters of this Australasian Iron 
and Steel Corporation have carefully 
studied the needs and requirement* of 
the Australian and Oriental markets, and 
in consequeince must be in a condition 
to appreciate the possibilities of British 
(Columbia as a base of supply. Their 
attention should be drawn to our iron 
and steel resources.

fHE SEMI-WEEKLY GOLONIST KLONDIKE OUTPUT.

Mr. George H. Hees, cnairman of the 
commercial intelligence committee of the 
Canadian Manufacturers’ association, 
has been visiting Dawson, and his re­
port upon the Klondike has been publish* 
ed. He gives a very chilly account of 
the prospects before the Yukon. He 
quotes Mr. Seukler, the Assistant Gold 
Commissioner, as saying":

The output of gold in the Klondike 
last year was over $24,000,000. The 
production of the coming year, according 
to the government’s estimates, will not 
exceed $14,000,000, a falling off of near­
ly one-half. The reason for this very 
large decline is that the old creeks, or 
“finds,” are being worked up, and no 
new discoveries have been made for 
more than a year.

We do not know what grounds there 
may be for the general conclusions ar­
rived at by Mr. Hees, but we do know 
that there must be something wrong 
about this. The Klondike output for 
1900 according to the official figures 
$22,275,000. In 1901 the output was 
$18,000,000, not $24,000,000. A decrease 
from $18,000,000 to $14,000,000 would 
l?e a very serious one. But it would 
not be a falling off of nearly one-half 
as .Mr. Seukler is reported as saying. 
The Klondike 4 figures will be closely 
watched this year. Last year was the 
nrat to show a decline. If this year 
shows a further decline, the conclusdon 
may be erroneous, but will be natural 
that the Klondike reached its zenith in 
the year 1900; and that, while it will 
be many years before it ceases to be an 
important placer field, it will not again 
reach a total of over $20,000,000 of 
placer gold in a single year. It may be 
as well to remember, however, and the 
Manufacturers’ association should bear 
it m mind, that prospecting and mining 
for placer gold lead to the discovery 
and development of more permanent 
sources of mineral wealth in most coun­
tries, and that the Yukon is not likely 
to be an exception to the rule.

!<d.- AGRICULTURAL.

The condition of agriculture in this 
province, relatively to the demand for 
agricultural products, is appalling. This 
conclusion must be forced upon any­
one who gives the subject even a cur­
sory examination. The province is bled 
to death to pay for agricultural pro­
ducts which can, and should, all be pro­
duced within its borders. There is 
plenty of good soil, a good climate, and 
a magnificent aud growing market, and 
yet, our food products come from every­
where except our home farms. There 
must be some reason for this state of 
affairs. We do not propose to ferret out 
every reason, but rather to lay stress up­
on one cause which it is the more worth 
while to lay stress upon, because it is 
preventable. Canada at thè present time 
is the object of attack to a perfect army 
of cultivators of the soil. Many of these 
are substantial farmers, possessed of 
both capital and Skill. The incomers are 
also displacing a certain number of our 
own farmers who, after hewing a valu­
able farm from the wilderness, are sell­
ing it for-'a comfortable sum. It is 
quite incredible that many; of those far­
mers should nofr be attracted to British 
Columbia, with its soil, climate aûd un­
rivalled market for the products of mix­
ed farming. Now what encouragement 
do men of this class find to come into 
British Columbia? Where can they get 
information or assistance to settle on 
the land? Can any- person mention a 
district available for farming which is 
open for settlement . by immigrants? 
Anyone who can, knows more than we 
do. We have lost, or are threatened 
with losing, the fruits of one of the 
greatest immigration movements iu his­
tory, through not having a catalogue ot' 
our goods, and attractive samples dis­
played in our front windows. Some peo­
ple are in the habit of arguing that the 
large amount of land alienated to rail­
way companies is Responsible for the 
lack pf encouragement to immigrants. 
The exact contrary is the case. The 
immigrant can get quicker, easier and 
more satisfactory terms on land from a 
railway company at the present time, 
than he can from a private owner or 
from the government. (Surely this is a 
paradox when the government gives 
away land. Not at all, because the 
railway company obtains surveys, maps 
and reports on its land, and can, by 
these things, save to the prospective set-» 
tier what he would otherwise have to 
spend in prospecting for a location. The 
railway company also has an interest in 
settling the laud, because every settler 
is a source of revenue to the railway. 
The government has a similar, but much 
greater, interest in every settler. Why 
does our government not take a leaf out 
of the book of the C. P. R. in surveying 
and advertising the agricultural lands of 
the province? May we hope that a prac­
tical and definite move in this direction 
will be made in the near future, as fore­
shadowed by the Minister of Agriculture 
during the session of the Legislature?

Salmon Pack
Will Be Small
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The steam yacht Wigwam, of the Al­
aska Packers’ association, is in port and 
will not sail for 'Seattle until 10 o’clock 
this morning. She has as passengers 
President Drysdale, of the Alaska Pack­
ers’ association, and Mr. Stephens, of 
Seattle, who have spent two days here. 
The president of the Alaska Packers’ 
association says he is here with his 
friend for pleasure, but as it is now the 
busiest part of the salmon season, there 
are many who say that if so, business 
must be pleasure to him. He will not 
discuss the object of his coming, but it 
is rumored that he is engaged in com­
pleting arrangements for the entry of 
the big cannery combine which he rep­
resents into the industry in this province. 
The columns of the Colonist have been 
filled for days with applications for 
foreshore rights, and*'it is alleged that 
in one or more of these applications for 
foreshore rights and privileges on the 
northern end of Vancouver Island, the 
Alaska Packers’ association is interest­
ed. On the occasion of his last visit 
here on the Wigwam, Mr. Drysdale and 
W. A. Ward, of this city, took 
down the Straits to see if the schools of 
sockeyes were coming in, and inciden­
tally to look over the lay of the land 
and casually inspect the foreshore in 
that section. As is known, the incom­
ing salmon runs pass the shores of Van­
couver Island before they swim through 
the Gulf of Georgia and the Sound to­
wards the Fraser, and this locality is 
considered among the best for salmon 
traps. This year, it seems, the salmon 
are not passing the locality of the Puget 
Sound traps in any quantity, as formerly, 
and while the Fraser river canners have 
been doing well, the traps have been al­
most empty. Mr. Drysdale thinks the 
winds have kept the fish in the British 
Columbia waters this year, for in his 
opinion the presence of the traps have 
nothing to do with the. direction taken 
by the fish. The wind has been such 
that the fish have been kept to this side 
and swam on to the Fraser without pass­
ing the Sound traps in any quantiy.

The run will be a poor one on the 
Sound this year, for up to Saturday 
last, according to letters received from 
the 'Sound cahners, the pack of all the 

'canneries over the border had reached 
but 225,000 cases, and it is not expect­
ed that the pack will exceed 275,000 
sockeyes. As a large number of the 
canneries have guaranteed their Chinese 
packs of 40,000 cases and upwards, 
however, it is expected that many can­
neries will begin packing cohoes, silver 
salmon and other fish, which do not 
bring anything like the price brought by 
the much more marketable sockeyes.

Yesterciay the run was not ,so good on 
the Fraser river, the catches having fall­
en off, according to despatches received 
£rom the river by local cannerymen. 
With a much smaller pack this year, the 
prospects are that the price of salmon 
will rule high, and already the dealers 
have begun to advance their quotations 
for this year’s salmon.

The White Pass & Yukon ronte/of which 
the British Columbla-Yukon Railway com­
pany is merely an associated company, has 
maintained offices in Vancouver and Vic­
toria for the sale of tickets, etc., for some 
time, but for a number of reasons it has 
been decided to close them. 1 need hardly 
point out, however, that the office of the 
White Pass & Yukon route In this city 
ht not and never has been the “principal 
office” of the British Columbla-Yukon Rail­
way company, which Is and always has 
been at 32 Langley street, as already 
stated.

Mary Dodge Sails from San Francisco 
for Fanning Island.PATRIOTIC SALMON.$26.00 REWARD■

The schooner Mary Dodgp sailed 
from San Francisco on Sunday laden 
with a full cargo of supplies aud build­
ing material for the cable station of 
the British Pacific cable being estab­
lished on Fanning Island. The eargo 
of the Mary Dodge is the second that 
has been taken from San Francisco by 
the Pacific 'Construction Companv, the 
contractors for the laying of the cable 
and building of the stations. The brig 
Galilee sailed from the Golden Gate 
in June with a full cargo aud a number 
of workmen, all taken from San Fran­
cisco. There is much adverse comment 
regarding the fact that the material for 
this “All-Red” cable now being laid by 
Great Britain and her colonies, should 
her ‘•secured from a foreign port rather 
thttn _ from one of the colonies which 
contribute so much towards the estab­
lishment of the lengthy cable.

Nobody knows very mudh ab'out the 
habits of fish, but one of the last sen- 
timents anyone would ever dream of at­
tributing to salmon would be a feeling 
of patriotism towards the land of their 
birth. And yet the soc-keye salmon are 
this year displaying traits which it is 
51ar(d to explain upon any other hypo- 
ohesis. We «11 know that the salmon 
are bred upon the Fraser river. They 
are Canadian fish bom and bred. We 
also know that they return to the 
haunts of their youth when it devolves 
upon them to carry out the end of their 
existence, which is to be boiled down 
into cans with shiny and brilliantly col­
ored label» upon them. And we have 
sad reason to know that the salmon have 
been in the habit of taking a tour 
through American waters, before finding 
the spawning grounds of the Fraser 
nver. We may feel incline^ to say to 
rae individual salmon who Is caught in 
the cruel American trap, “Serves you 
right. W hy did you not stay in your 
own country, and yield up your life in 
tne more artistic and expensive gill-ndt.”

I THE BRIDGE SURPLUS.
1 new
: We observé that the city -council has 

refused to permit the expected bridge 
surplus to be diverted into the ordinary 
exchequer of^ tjjç,. city this year. In 
so doing' the comciucil has acted with 
wisdom and prudence. Those who advo­
cated and voted for the diversion of the 
surplus had an arguable case in the 
large amount of extraordinary expendi­
ture this year *and the already high 
rate of taxation. But they had not a 
sufficiently strong case to justify a 
departure from the root principles of 
sound and conservative finance. To pay 
extra taxes this yeàr, with the certainty 
of reduction next year, is surely better 
than to lighten the taxes this year with 
borrowed money, and enjoy the com­
forting reflection that the interest on 
that borrowed money must remain a 
permanent burden upon the revenue of 
the city. Such a surplus should not 
come into the ordinary revenue of the 
city in any year. Suppose a man were 
to save Up $5,000 to build himself a 
house and suppose the house only cost 
$4,500. If he were to draw $500 from 
the bank and proceed to “blow it in” 
as they say, would he bp richer or 

9 poorer by the transaction? He would 
certainly be poorer, still, if his house 
was built and he had the money over, 
he could then do as he chose with it. 
But, if he spent this money before his 
house was built, before he hadi let the 
contract for it, his neighbors would be 
justified in doubting his common sense. 
There is, therefore, a special objection 
against the city’s spending the money 
this year in the fact that the amount 
of the surplus remains hypothetical. 
iNo one so far, moreover, has challenged 
our opinion that there ought to be no 
surplus in a work of this kind, that the 
money should all be spent on the bridge, 
on the principle of the more money the 
better bridge. No bridge which the 
city cqn afford to build now is likely 
to be more than adequate to the traf­
fic of ten ^ears from to-day, nor is any 
likely to be adequate to that of twenty 
year» hence. Therefore, it is the poor­
est kind of civic economy not to widen 
the bridge up to the amount of money 
available, rather than limit the bridge to 
a sum les» than is in the treasury for 
the purpose.

Capt. Gaudin, agent of marine and 
fisheries, acknowledged the receipt of 
the report of the board’s committee on 
harbors and navigation respecting acci­
dents in Trincomali and adjacent chan­
nels, on account of the unsurveyed state 
of these waters, and said it had been re­
ferred to the department. He added 
that aids to navigation had already been 
established on the Miami, Benmord and 
Horda reefs.

Mrs. B. W. Pearse expressed her sin­
cere thanks to the board for their ex­
pression of sympathy _ou the death of 
her husband.

A letter was received from Messrs. 
Lenz & Leiser enclosing a printed cir­
cular sent out by the Retail Merchants’ 
Association of Trail, drawing atten­
tion to the curtailment of the silver-lead 
mining in the province, owing to the dis­
couraging conditions governing the mar­
ket for that class of ore, the lack of tar­
iff safeguards and the action of the 
American 'Smelter trust in discriminating 
against Canadian ores. The circular 
asked that efforts should he made to se­
cure the adoption by the Dominion gov­
ernment of specific duties on lead pro­
ducts equal, at least, to those of th? 
■Uniteft States, the beneficial effects of 
which would be felt hy every manufac­
turer in Canada, as well as by the min­
ing interests.

In connection with this matter, the 
Dominion government has announced 
that nothing can be done until parlia­
ment meets.

-o-^Scrutator’s letter, which we publish 
this morning, is in the main legitimate 
criticism of the Government’s action in 
withdrawing the provincial loan, al­
though it is criticism admittedly made 
without special knowledge of the circum­
stances. However, we must challenge 
his statement that “Its (the Province's; 
situation is desperate, deficits are grow­
ing, and public credit is at a discount.” 
This statement is simply not in accord­
ance with fact. It was the sta^e of the 
market which balked the loan, not the 
state of the province. The bonds of 
the province maintained a course par­
allel with Consols all through the dark­
est days of the war. They have shown 
remarkable recuperative powers since 
the close of the war.

“As Osborne House is sacred to the 
memory of the late Queen, it is the 
-u.mgs wish that, with the exception of 
those apartments which were in the 
personal occupation of Her Majesty, his 
people shall always have access to the 
house, which must ever be associated 
with her beloved name.

“As regards the rest of the building, 
the King hopes it may be devoted to 
national purposes and be converted into 
a convalescent home for officers of the 
navy and army whose health has been 
impaired in rendering service to their 
country.

FOR SALE.The ordinary monthly committee meet­
ing of the British Columbia branch of 
the Navy League was held in the secre­
tary’s office, Government street, yester­
day afternoon, Hon. Mr. Justice Mar­
tin presiding. After the usual routine 
of confirming minutes and passing a few 
small accounts, it was, on the solicitation 
of the parent league, decided that this 
branch shall be again represented in the 
decorations on the Nelson column in 
London at the forthcoming celebration 
of Trafalgar Da#, October 21.

H. F. Wyatt, a member of the execu­
tive committee in London, is to visit 
Canada this autumn as the envoy of 
the league, upon a special mission, to 
set its views and objects personally be­
fore colonial statesmen and leaders of 
opinion, and to expound the fundamen­
tal nrinciples of strategy, which govern 
inevitably the naval defence of the Em­
pire.

WITH CABDE SUPPLIES.

Mary Dodge -Sails from San Francisco 
for Fanning Island.

The schooner Mary Dodge sailed 
from San Francisco on Sunday laden 
with a full cargo of supplies and build­
ing material for the cable station of 
the British Pacific cable being estab­
lished on Fanning Island. The cargo 
of the Mary Dodge is the second that 
has been taken from San Francisco by 
the Pacific Construction Company, the 
contractors for the laying of the cable 
and building of the stations. The brig 
Galilee sailed from the Golden Gate 
in June with a full cargo and a'number 
of workmen, all taken from San Fran­
cisco. There is much adverse comment 
regarding the fact that the material for 
this “All-Red” cable now being laid by 
Great Britain and her colonies, should 
be secured from a foreign port rather 
than from one of the -eoleerfes which 
contribute so much towards the estab­
lishment of the lengthy cable.

IN THE DOCK.

H. iM. S. Amphion entered the dry 
dock yesterday and to-day the warship 
will be surveyed. The Amphion has 
been badly damaged as a result of the 
stranding at Wreck Bay, St. Charles 
Island, during her southern cruise, 
when she struck bottom in about three 
and a half fathoms of water at low 
tide, and proceeded in a leaking con­
dition to Telchuano, where temporary 
repairs were effected.

The motion was carried, but Finance 
Minister Cameron stated there 
funds to do the work..

Then came the rates by-law, fixing the 
rate for the year at 24 mills, made up of 
9 mills for general purposes, 12 for debt, 
one for hoard of health and two for 
schools. It was np for reconsideration 
and final passage. The by-law had 
barely been mentioned when Aid. Wil­
liams jumped up and moved that it be 
given the six months ho'st.

Aid. Cameron .asked what was to be 
done to carry on the business of the city 
in the interval? There was no need, 
he said, of again going into a discussion 
of the subject. The by-law was already 

Tho council had to raise the taxes 
and the only way out of the matter 
to face the proposition fairly.

Aid. McCandless was in favor of giv­
ing the ratepayers an opportunity of 
voting on the proposition of diverting the 
estimated surplus from the money obtain­
able from the Point Ellice bridge. If 
they declined to allow the council to do 
this, then the extra foyo mills could be 
levied and the council could not be 
blamed for it.

Aid. Cameron pointed out that there 
was another way out oS the matter. The 
council could levy 22 mills and get the 
balance out of frontage taxes for water 
and sewer mains. They had the power 
to levy frontage taxes for sewers and 
water mains.

An instance of the way that a placer 
proposition may be worked over with­
out exhausting the deposit of gold is 
afforded by the operations of an old 
prospector at present working along 
(Hall creek “crevieing.” Yesterday he 
took out $37 of coarse gold and the 
day before $12, and a number of the 
nuggets run from $2 to $3 each in 
value.

The portion of the creek bed he is 
at was -worked in 1865, wl*en the first 
gold excitement was on in British Co­
lumbia. Since then several sets of 
Chinamen have put in varying lengths of 
time, and. the gravel e has been worked 
down to bedrock. This prospector, how­
ever, makes his living going from one 
worked out placer property to another 
and searching for crevices in the bed­
rock. It is reported that he has been 
very successful. He has put in the pres­
ent season working on :Forty-Nine, Bird 
and other creeks in the vicinity of Nel­
son. Long practice at the work has 
made him very expert at detecting these 
crevices, as is shown by his finding nug­
gets worth over three dollars on gravel 
that has been worked over by China­
men.—Nelson Daily News.

Iice have arrested two men on suspicion 
of being implicated in the murder of 
Leon Bouthilette, whose almost nude 
body, with four wounds showing that 
the unfortunate man was murdered, 
was found near Indian river in tne 
Klondike.

Revolutionists Committed Terrible Ha­
voc te Barcelona.

velona Venezuela, received here bV boat
how that a terrible battle started on 

Sunday August 3, and that on the fol- 
iaS Wednesday the revolutionists en­

tered the city. They kept up à con­
tinuous firing day and night, destroying 
housed one by one to the centre of the 
Jv .y^-} midnight on Thursday, two- 
tnirds of the city was in their power. 
L/n i< nday the government strongholds 
were carried, and the survivors of the 
government officers tried to escape by 
the river to the sea. Failing in this, 
they made one last stand, after which 
at noon h riday they surrendered to the 
revolutionist commanders, Generals 
Francisco, iMonagas and Platero. Among 
tnose taken prisoners are Martin Mar- 
cano, president of the State of Barcel­
ona, and commander of the government 
troops eight generals, and 23 colonels, 
lhe dead on both sides numbered 167.» 
All the houses in the city were sacked 
aud in some instances inoffensive women 
and chilâren were maltreated and killed.

All stores _were pillaged and especially 
those belonging to foreigners, and the 
b rench cable office was robbed.
United States, Italian and Dutch con­
sulates were pillaged, and the consuls 
nave asked for men of war to protect 
life and property.

United States Minister Bowen, at 
Caracas, has cabled the United States 
cruiser Gincinnati to go to Barcelona, 
without delay and take provisions. The 
lopeka is anchored at Port Cabillo, the 
Marietta is on the Orinoco, the Ger­
man warship Fa Ike, is at Curacao, and 
the Italian cruiser Giovanni Bausan, and 
the British cruiser Pallas, are at La 
Guaira.
