He ought to appoint
the assistants, guards, and every one else
connected with the institution. ‘When those
under him areappointed through the inflo
ence of a member of the legislatureflor of a
member of the government, they are ina
measure independent of the warden and
take an almost mutinous attitude towards
him. We should think that the ministers
snd membess weuld be rather pleased
than otherwise to have the patronage con.
nected with these 'inltihtiaul put in the
hands of the warden, Wherever politics
are allowed to interefere in things of ﬂlil
nature, discipline is made to take & second
place. We cannot afford, in the conduct
of an institution like the Central prison, to
allow politics, religionor nationality tocreep
into the ndministration, Makea good man
warden and then hold him responsible for
every man subject to his orders.

Hypocrisy Unmasked.

We-referred yesterday to the Giobe’s
eourse in the matter of Sunday papers. It
denounces those’ papers which have seen
fit to issue editions on Sunday during the
present excitement, While denouncing
them it assumed a piety that does not at
sll become it, inasmuch as an air of hypoo-
gisy ran through all its articles, At the
very moment on Sunday when the pious
and diaconal editor of that -paper was
inditing his diatribe agains; Sunday news-
papers he had ail the wood engravers in
town busy at work making those ‘‘butcher-
ous” pictures of the volunteer officers con-
pected with the Northwest expedition.
As things now are the Globe is]
the biggest Sunday-breaker in town,
for it keeps all its men at work
the greater part of Sunday in getting out
its Monday edition. It has even gone back
on the old policy of George Brown, who,
as long as he was alive, made the printers
come to work on Saturday night and work
up to midnight ; then start again on Sun-
day night very late, just before Monday
morning began. By this means he avoided
what he would have called a desecration

We
believe that it is quite possible to be not
only just but liberal to the Indians and

terest demands we trust that it will-be
found possible to deal mercifuily with Riel’s
deluded followers, - Buat. they must be
treated as individual criminals, to whom,
individually, mercy is granted. They
must not be treated as a clase If negotia-
tions are opened with them—if they are
allowed to conmsider themselves a people
apart from the rest of the Canadian people,
they will be in a position to make trouble,
until they are overwhelmingly outnum-
bered by the whites not only in the North-
west generally, but in every district
throughont that vast territory. If they
are treated with—if they are encouraged
to think that they can extort terms from
the government by appeal to arms they
will continue to appeal to arms so often as
they can formulate a new demand or
invent a new grievance.
