Death of a Well-Known Citizen, the Builder
of the First Canadian Locomotive.

Another old and well-known citizen passed
away yesterday morning in the person of Mr.
James Good, who had the honor of building
the first locomotive in Canada. Mr. Good
died quite suddenly at hig.residence, 73 Gren-
ville-street, yestérday moming. ~He was just
about leaving s house for his office when he
sat down on the sofa andéxpired. He was the
ewner of the well-kaown {dundry which bears
his name in rear of the northieast corner of
Queen and Youge-streets. He came to To-
ronto in 1832 trom Dublin and in 1885 started
the foundry of which he was the proprietor
till the time of his death.
