Other’s Corns.

SL Pétersburg, June 13.—The commer­
cial treaty between Russia and Japan, 
which has Just been signed by the con­
tracting parties, contains a paragraph 
providing that henceforth the duty Up­
on petroleum imported into Ja­
pan shall be levied upon vol­
ume and not upon weight. This ar­
rangement will work to the detriment 
ol the United States, American oil-fee­
ing lighter than the product of Russia, 
though the latter is cheaper. The Rus­
sians are delighted over the brilliant 
stroke accomplished by M. De Witte, 
Minister of Finance, in «the conclusion 
of the treaty. Moreover, lt Is believed 
that In return for Russia's guarantee­
ing of the Chinese-Paris loan she has 
obtained the territory between Nertz- 
chinsk in Asiatic Russia and Port Ar­
thur, which will be connected by rail­
way, and the latter place used as a 
coaling station. It Is understood that 
Russia will shortly take possession of 
the Liao-Tung Territory, when lt is 
expected that Germany, England and 
the United States will unite in asserting 
their rights.

OPENING OP T UK BOO CANAL.

The Proceedings Purely of Fermai Char­
acter.

Sault Ste. Marie, Out., June 13.—It was 
expected that a larrge delegation of 
ministers and members of Parliament 
would be here to-day to join in celebrat­
ing the opening of the new Canadian 
Canal, but as members on both sides of 
the House were opposed to breaking in 
on the time of Parliament when so many 
were anxious to get home, the idea was 
abandoned, and the proceedings to-day 
were of mere formal character.

The contracts for the canal and life- 
locks were let in November, 1888, and 
those for the entrance works in January, 
1889. Water was first admitted to 
the locks, Sept. 25, 1894, 6The total 
length of the canal across St. Mary’s 
Island is 4000 feet, or from eastern to 
western extremities of the piers, about 
6000 feet with the approaches; the total 
distance is about 31-2 mjtës. The lock 
chamber is 900 feet long; 60 feet wide, 
with depth of water sufficient to pass 
vessels oi 20 feet draught at the lowest 
recorded stage of water below the lock. 
The (lock fills iu nine minutes and can 
be emptied iu 7 1-2 minutes. The canal 
proper has a surface width at low water 
level of 162 feet, aud a bottom width 
of 146 feet. At a point about 1500 feet 
above the lock it is crossed by a swing 
bridge over which the railway systems 
of Canada and the United States find 
accommodation. The works, altogether, 
cost about $4,000,000.

Queen Cities are closer together than 
they have ever been, 
change has been effected by the Grand 
Trunk’s new Buffalo service, which was 
inaugurated on Monday last.

Yesterday a small party of Toronto 
and Hamilton newspaper men were taken 

the route by- District Passenger 
Agent M. C. Dickson and City Agent W. 
Keating. At Buffalo the party was in- 
creased, by some of the pressmen and rail- 
way officials of that city. The trip was 
thoroughly enjoyed by everyone. The 
country is now looking its very best. The 
meadows along the route are rich in 
green, juicy grasses and are dotted with 
cattle that seem to appreciate the fact 
that the clover season does not continue 
forever, and are consequently attending 
strictly to business while it last». The 
farmers are busy in the fields. The fruit­
growers and market gardeners are assi­
duously cultivating their crops set out 
in rows with mathematical accuracy. À 
fall of rain during the night had added 
a freslfhess to the verdant foliage and 
grass that made the view especially de­
lectable to those whose daily routine 
is confined to asphalt and cedar block 
pavements. [There are few districts tra­
versed by a railway where agricultural 
development is so marked as it is in the 
district between Toronto and Niagara 
Falls. There is visible along the whole 
route the evidences of agricultural intel­
ligence and prosperity, together with na­
tural richness of soil,

A trip along the Toronto-Buffalo route 
on a fine summer day Is diversified with 
such a variety of scene and incident that 
it appeals to many as preferable to a 
trip by water. But the Grand Trunk 
didn’t inaugurate this service on account 
of the scenery. The scenery goes with 
al! theiri trains, fast or slow. _. What 
the company resolved to do by institut­
ing the service was to reduce the time 
hitherto consumed in making the journey 
between 'Toronto and Buffalo. How ef­
fectively they have done this will be 
learned from a comparison of the 
with the existing time table. Up till 
last Monday the time between Toronto 
and Buffalo was five hours, from 7.36 to 
12.30. Yesterday the party made the 
trip in three hours 16 minutes, schedule 
time. The train left Toronto at 9.15 
and ran through "to Buffalo without 
change, reaching the latter city at 12.20. 
The customary shunting and loitering at 
Hamilton station has been done away 
with. The passenger now has hardly 
time to decently despatch a glass of lem­
onade or other beverage at George 
Moore’s inviting- refreshment counter. 
The stop at Suspension Bridge is about 
equally short. .Five or ten minutes o! 
course is necessary to permit the usual 
inspection of baggage by the custom 
house officers and to substitute a New 
York Central locomotive for the Grand 
Trunk’s. The run to Buffalo from the 
Bridge is over the Central’s track, and 
consequently there is no delay in that 
section. The bigger half of the route 
between Toront oand Buffalo is double- 
tracked, and there is little reason why 
there should be delays of any kind» The 
Grand Trunk intends to make the 
service a popular one,and with that end 
in view they will live up strictly to 
the time table. Returning to Toronto the 
train leaves Buffalo at 6.30 p.m., and 
arrives home at 10.10. Visitors to Buf­
falo have thus six clear hours in that 
city, and the day is not crowded at 
either end.

HIZS, CASS HAS ETIBESTLY CASE- 
FULLY BEAD TRILBY. Ottawa, June 18,-The Minister of the 

Interior was engaged nearly the whole 
of this morning iu listening to the argu­
ment re the Toronto Island foreshore. 
Those present were Aid. Shaw and City 
Counsel Fullerton, representing the city 
corporation, Mr. Lockhart Gordon, Pre­
sident of the Toronto Island Association, 
N. Weatherston, C.' E. Goad, Henry 
Wade: Toronto, and A. Ferguson, y.C., 
of Ottawa, representing the Island 
Association and the citizens generally. 
Hon. Mr. Wallace, the three city mem­
bers, Messrs. Denison, Cockburn and 
Coatsworth, and Senator McKindsey were 
also present: As your readers are wen 
aware, the application was for the issu­
ing of the patent" to the City Council for 
the 500 feet strip of the shore and the 
water lots around Toronto Island.

Mr. Fullerton explained why the city 
was anxious to secure possession of this 
foreshore. He pointed out that certain 
sqatters were located on the land In 
question, and the only way to get rid 
ol these squatters was by granting the 
patent to the city. He also pointed out 
that the corporation desired to use the 
sand and other material which might be 
dredged from the water front to fill up 
the lagoons and low spots on the Is­
land. He mentioned the iact that there 
was no intention at present to build a 
railway on the Island.

Mr. Ferguson, Q.C., asked that a post­
ponement ol the hearing should take 
place owing to the absence in England 
of Mr. J. T. Small, who had been acting 
for the Island Association and was thor­
oughly versed in every phase of the 
The present application had been sprung 

the association, and while _ they 
actually engaged in negotiating 

with the City Council.
After some further discussion the min­

ister decided to hear the argument to-

Mr. Gordon explained that he repre­
sented a large body of residents on the 
Island as well as non-residents, who, if 
they had had due notice that this ap­
plication was coming up, would have sent 
down a petition with several thousand 
names upon it in opposition to the city 
getting the land asked for without pro­
per safeguards in the lease so as to pre­
vent the Electric Bailway Company 
building or placing obstruction on the 
Island. He pointed out that the Island 
was really the recreation ground for 
the families -of Toronto, who visited the 
Island by thousands on Saturdays. Some­
times as many as 20,000 people vjsited 
the Island in one day, going there to get 
quietness and avoid the rush and bustle 
of the'city, and to be away from the 
trolley car. The proper way to get about 
the land in his judgment was not by 
electric car, but by boat or canoe, and 
using the many water ways.

Mr. Gordon also dealt with 
tion of vested interests and pointed out 
in the case of the Windmill Line,which 
waip a similar one, the city had actual­
ly conceded to the lessees the right to 

the new lots that should be created 
except where the patent was to 
be* given in trust for the lessees 
In that ^pase it had been expressly, 
agreed that no street railway should run 
through Esplanade Parks. That was a 
Drecedent for making a similar request 
,n connection with the Island.

Aid. Shaw, on behalf of the city, argued 
that it would be quite safe to leave the 
matter in the hands of the council, and 
urged that leases Should be granted as 
Requested.

Mr. Gordon pointed out that two years 
ago, when it was stipulated there was 
to be no railway built on the Island, 
the City Council had allowed the Rail­
way Company to get an Act through! 
the Local Legislature authorizing them! 
to construct such a railway. On these 
grounds the Association -urged that the 
matter should be left with the Govern­
ment rather than with the city; corpor­
ation. „ ..

Messrs. Coatsworth and Cockburn were 
non-committal in the views which they 
expressed. , ... ,

Col. Denison, however, frankly admitted 
that, as an old member of the City Coun­
cil, it would be better to let the Govern­
ment hâve the final say in this matter 
instead of the corporation.

Mr. Daly recognized that this was an 
important question. He felt it was 
right for the Government to protect the 
interests of the citizens. He would not, 
therefore, assume the Responsibility of 
deciding the matter himself, but would 
refer it to bis colleagues to decide upon 
the question of policy. In order that 
he might be thoroughly cognizant of 
all the facts and the local circumstances 
he would make a personal inspection of 
the Island, and for that purpose would

ANOTHER POWER PROJECT.
There is no end of schemes ati the 

present moment for the development of 
power for using the waters of the up-1 
per lakes as they flow over the escarp­
ment between Lake Erie and the Geor­
gian Bay. Some of the proposals are 
for a tunnel * from Lake Huron across 
the peninsula to Toronto. Others from 
Lake Sdmcoe to Toronto. The simplest 
of the projects, however, are those which 
use [the waters of Lake Erie as they flow 
into Lake Ontario. The big tunnel pro­
ject on the American side of the Falls 
is the greatest of these, and it is now 
rapidly approaching completion. If it is 
proved a success the same company will 
build a much larger tunnel on the Cana­
dian aide and develop power there for 
transmission to towns and villages both 
in Ontario and in the United States.

Many years ago it was proposed to 
bring the waters from Lake Erie from 
a point near Port Dover to the brow 
of the mountain above Hamilton, and 
there to make a fall for power purposes. 
The simplest, however, of all these pro­
posals to utilize the waters of Niagara 
River- is that now being called into: ex­
istence by an act of Parliament at Ot­
tawa, and which has already passed the 
Private Bills’ Committee. It incorpor­
ates a company to be known as the 
Hamilton and Lake Erie Power Com­
pany, and it has for its capitalists a 
number df well-known Toronto men such 
as: Alex. Manning, Alex. Nelson, S. F. 
McKinnon, H. M. Pellatt, A. R. Lewis, 
J. K. Osborne, È. F. Hepden and others.

A. M. Dyrnoud urged the synod not to 
adopt the report, and said it was un­
duly pessimistic as regards the value of 
the synod’s property.

Mr. J. H. Plummer criticized the report 
adversely, say mg he attached no import­
ance to tbe committee’s opinion as to the 
value of the property held by the synod. 
He characterized the committee’s recom­
mendation as “a perfectly gratuitous and 
useless opinion.”

Mr. N. F. Davidson defended the Audit 
Committee. If so faulty, why had the 
synod rerelected them ? He deprecated 
personal sneers at men who had only 
tried to do their duty.

Mr. C. R. W. Biggar said he thought 
“the report would do inure harm to the 
church than the efforts of all the sects.” 
(Loud expressions of dissent.) He con­
sidered the Audit Committee had en­
croached on the duties of the Investment 
Committee, and he hoped the report would 
be rejected.

Mr. F. E. HodglnS warmly defended the 
committee.

Mr. J. A. Worrell, while he regretted 
the report and the expression of opinion 
contained therein, thought that the com­
mittee had done what they conscien­
tiously thought was their duty. Still he 
believed them to be mistaken. He con­
cluded by moving that, 
the Audit Committee-'be 
the committee, 
strike out Of it all expressions of opin­
ion.”

This was seconded by Mr. Biggar.
Then came excited speeches for and 

against the report.
Mr. Barlow Cumberland considered the 

committee’s report a most injudicious 
one. 9

Mr. Beverley Jones spoke in favor of 
the report. He was followed by Rev. W. 
Walsh of Brampton, on the same side.

Rev. J. Pitt Lewis replied.
A vote was taken on tbe amendment, 

which was carried on this vote: Yeas 64; 
nays 52.

The excitement, which had been great 
during the discussion, rose to fever heat 
when the numbers were announced. It 
was more like an election contest than 
a church court.

Prof. Goldwin Smith has been inter­

viewed by a Montreal Star reporter. 
Among other things he said, “ I think the 
present Government will get back to 
power. It has all the advantages on 
its side. I have always observed that 
material considerations have more effect 
on voters than broad questions of public 
policy, unless, indeed, some burning ques­
tion, in which all were deeply interest­
ed, were being agitated.

“ Then, you do uot consider the trade 
question of sufficient importance ?”

“ No,” said the professor. “ The at­
titude of the Liberal party is too un­
certain. They shift too often. They once 
had a good platform, commercial union; 
but they abandoned that for unrestrict­
ed reciprocity, and since that they have 
made another change. I should say, 
however, that the Government will prob­
ably, in my opinion, lose some seats in 
Ontario, but they will hold the Lower 
Provinces and Manitoba.”

“ I expect a small Unionist majority.

Editor World ; The bacteria maggot is 

evidently making serious inroads on the 
pia majter of the man who is responsible 
for the column of small pica on the se­
cond page of The Evening Telegram.

On the 7th instant, under the heading 
“ A Law Against Lawyers/’ he advo­
cates making a law that no lawyer should 
“serve as executor under a will which 
he executed himself/’ '

Now, the man who “executes” the will 
is the testator; when he has signed it 
in due form in the presence of witnesses, 
he has executed his will. It is permiss­
ible also to use the word execute in con­
nection with carrying out the intentions 
of the testator ; thus, an executor exe­
cutes the will.

In the first case the lawyer could not 
serve without dying first, and any ser­
vice he rendered would be in hades, where 
the proposed law would not reach him; 
moreover, being at the same time the 
testator, who would have a better right 
to “serve” under the will ? In the se­
cond case there is an absurd anomaly, 
for the law proposed would be contra­
dictory, prohibiting a man from serving 
in execution of a trust which he is re­
quired to execute and perform.

The fact is that several of the largest 
estates in Toronto are being managed by 
gentlemen of the legal profession in whom 
the millionaire testators had confidence ; 
a confidence which is being fully justified; 
and The Telegram of to-day shows that 
lawyers have just been appointed execu­
tors in two more considerable citâtes.

TARTAR ON THE TEETH.

Long Distance Lines,$3.75«m$4.75r$5A Peculiar Dlseaa# That Makes Trouble 
to Many.

“People are losing their teeth from a 
new cause nowadays," said a dental 
surgeon to a Washington Star reporter. 
“It Is a complaint which seems to have 
become common only within the last 
fifteen years or so. "Recession of the 
gums,’ It Is called. Tartar is deposited 
at an abnormal rate, and .this carbon­
ate of lime secreted from the saliva 
pushes the gums back from the teeth.

“It is a very peculiar disease. In 
cases far advanced It can hardly be 
cured. That Is to say, the tendency 
to an accumulation of tartar cannot 
be stopped. All that can be done is to 
prevent it from accumulating by scrap­
ing it away at Intervals and by medic­
inal applications to the gums. In an 
early stage, however, the complaint is 
perfectly curable, and the tendency in 
most cages can be overcome. But much 
care and continual attention are le- 
quired. Otherwise the person will have 
lost some of his teeth by the time he 
Is forty years old, and after that the 
rest of them will go rapidly.

"hTe making of false teeth has ar­
rived at great perfection, but at best 
they are poor substitutes. As"1! have 
said, this may be regarded as a new 
disease. At all events. It is only in re­
cent years that It has become preva­
lent. It is Important that people’s at­
tention should be called to It. From 7 
years to 20 care must be taken of the 
teeth lest they decay. There Is little 
danger of that after the 20th year Is 
passed. But from that time on one 
should look out for tartar. A mouth 
affected In the way I speak of is almost 
worse than a badly decayed mouth. The 
troûble means certain loss of the teeth 
unless looked out for and treated.

Jarge increase of earnings of the 
railway companies for the first week of 
.Time. The earnings of the Canadian 
Pacific for the week increased $41,000 
and those of the Grand Trunk $14,549. 
The higher prices of staple products are 
an incentive to business, and some good 
profits have been made by dealers. The 
result is an increase in confidence, and 
the trading is consequently more active. 
There is a fair movement in seasonable 
drygoods, while a fair number of orders 
are coming in for autumn and winter 
goods. Prices of cottons are firm at the 
late advance. Woolens are also firm. 
The receipts of raw wool at Toronto 
are larger than usual at this season of 
the year, and it is all being taken at 
an advance of 2c to 3c per pound over 
a year ago.
