they would pick up a piece as quick as any grown-up person
would. One of them died last fall (the one I mentioned in
my last letter as being sick). Little Kliza, we all called her
She was the dearest little girl I ever saw.

Well, this woman’s littl§
boy evidently enjoyed the singing, and perhaps the larg
house (church), so he often asked her to hurry and go tg
‘“ that place.” Later, as he was able to say more, he g
the words *“ Sunday School,” and every time he got hold ¢
a book or bit of paper, he said he was going to Sunda§
School. The mother is always at the meeting if it is at d
possible, and seems to be understanding a little, and ce
tainly enjoys the meetings very much.

I thipk you have an idea of what a busy time New Year
is in every Japanese home, or I should say the week beiorg
New Year’s, and how hard it is to keep up our meclings :3
that time, but I was delighted the last Sunday of last yeg
as one woman after another came to the meeting, un ‘
fifteen inall were there, the majority of them pon-Christianf
One woman was there for the first time. I told you a liti\
about her before. She had tried to get there before, % |
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had been prevented by a cold, then rain, and lastly by her
pusband telling her that her clothes were not fit for a
church ; however, the Bible-woman put her mind at rest on
that point by telling her that we went to church not to think
of our clothes but our souls, so she made her first appearance
on Christmas at the Sunday School entertainment, and
enjoyed it so much that she said she would be sure to be on
wand for the next women’s meeting, and so she was. What
her friends and the priests had told her aboui Christianity
was so dreadfu) it made the true side seem all the more
wonderful to her.

Ever since Christmas until a week or so ago, when she
had to leave Tokyo, that woman has been in her place at
the meeting, excepting when her children had the small-pox,
and she seemed from the first to get hold of the spirit of
Jlwhat she heard, and tried at once to put it in yractice in
n"gher every-day life. I will give you one illustration: One

Jafternoon I was talking to ner about Christ and His teach-
Kings, and turning up the fifth chapter of Matthew, read
[fverses 38-15, showing her how differsnt Christ's teachings
fwere from man’s ideas. She seemed much impressed with

ifcheek, turn to him the other also,” and ‘‘Love your enemies.
1§bless them that curse you, do good to them that hate you,”
ete. That very evening she went to her son’s house to take
tfa ** haori ” (sort of overcoat) that she had been making for
~ghim. It was not just exactly as he wanted it, so in his
Janger he tore it from top to bottom. She wasa very hot-
~ftempered woman herself, it seems, and opened her mouth
Jffto vent her feelings in words, when the afternoon’s lesson
oJlcame to her, and s* e said nothing. The son, amazed at her
minner, was more angry than before, but the mother waited
cAjuntil he got through with what he had to say, and then said
HJshe was sorry for the mistake, but if he would let her have

the *“ haori” again she would try and fix it. The son, more

surprised than ever, asxed what was the matter with her.
4RIt seems the father had come in in the meantime, and she
Bsat down and told them that she was trying to follow the
1¥Ckristian teachings. Her husband is a very earnest Budd-
vRhist and the son is a priest, but both were very much im-
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pressed vith what she told theiwn, and the husband said he f L
would go to church and hear for himself—and he did the |j ¢
very next Sunday, much to the surprise of some of hisj
neighbors (Christians) whom he had tried %o talk irto be g
coming Buddhists. As they are very poor, and the man hag
expressed a wish that he could save enough to get a Bible
I gave them one; they seemed so glad «.nd promised to read
it carefully. The wife was very happy that night, and
couldn’t go home to bed before she had told the Bible
woman about her talk, and how she had been thinking
the great difference between Christianity and Buddhism:
¢t Surely the Christian’s (:>d was the true God.” I canna
tell you all she said, but this is enough to give you an ide
of how she took in the spirit of those words, and it wouii
do you good could ycu see the change that has come cver
that womaun’s face during the past few months. Iam vey
sorry to lose her, but trust that she will remember much
that she has learned, and perhaps be the means of bringin;
a little of the sunshine of religion to some of her friend:
for the little she has learned has indeed been as sunshinets
her heart.

Miss Matthiea writes: The past month {April) bas bee
encouraging in every department of our work. Our schos
has numbered bhirty-six—twenty-two boys and fourtes
gitls—being an increase of five new pupils. Ten wome
were present at our last motiers’ mesting, eight of the
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peing French women, whose children are in attendance at
our school.  District visiting has been somewhat difficuls in
the homes of those prepsring to move. I have visited with
much satisfaction o number of sick people, which afforded
me an opportunity of reading the Seriptures and talking to
them of salvation. Oue woman, who has been ill for four
years, said her bodily strength was almost gone, but her
spiritual strength was strong. and her faith in God stead-
fast. She was so thankful for the time I b2 spent with her,
urging me to return, and expressing her resignation to God’s
will. The Sunday services are pretty well attended, eigh-
teen members having been added to the Church this year.
Last evening we had a good fellowship meeting, the Spirit of
the Lord being present.
