the globe-girdling atmonphere, in the ever-changing clouds, the falling

showers, the ascending vapour, the mohiile waters, the growth and decay
of vegetablo and animal life, and in all the diversified phenomena that
bespeak the omnipresont encrgy of the Supreme Inteiligence.

Nor do you contempiato with intelligent tU-prq:intion alone tho con-
temporary cvolutions of Naturc's lawa. Where the uninitiated sco
blank and meaningless rock, you perccive the inhumations of immes.
surably distant forsil creations—whero tho common eye discovers
nouglit save fantastic heapx of dislocated stones, tassed amd piled in
wanton confusion by tho purposcless hand of chance, you gaze vith
admiration on the .pxm.xi.r mausolicuns of butied worlis--the monu.

The pieasures which knowledge rightly uscd bestows upen’the culti
vated mind cre as immortal ns the intelicct—the mutations of fortune,
the vicissitudes of timo nnd place and sge affect them not. In this
period of adventurons unrost, and of self-oxpatriation you may be bommo
onwanl by the current of chango to the uttermost parts of the earth—
you may change your climate, your country, your friends, your pursuits,
—may pass from beneath the Northern Bear to wonder nt the corusca-
tions of the Southern Croas; but yeur minds trained to thought and
reason, and atored with knowledge, will be elevated beyond the reach of
temporal loss, and will nlways prove an availablo source of pleasurc and
joys The exigencics of your position may compel you to aweating toil

A greater contrast scarecly cists botween the helplesasness of mfuncy
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and the vigorous clusticity of active manhiood, than between  stute of -

mental torpidity and inanition und that of highly trained mental action.

Bat intellectual cultivation not only afierds most vxhilurating gratifie
cation——it invests with power.  For not only is the celebrated aphorivn
of the Prince of the inductive Philosophy true that «Knowledgo is
power,” it is cqually truc that mental discipline is power. Thought
rules mankind., Thought moulds tho charucter of nations, and sways
the destiny of cmpires. ‘I'he profound and eaginal thinker is the true
monarch among men—~the sublimest productions in Literature, tho mas.
tes-picces of Art in Music and Painting, in Sculpture and Architecture
—the most comprehensive Legislativo cfforts—tho womlerful applica-
tions of scicnce—tho most adventurous discoverics, snd the multitudin.
ous achicvements of the handicrafts of every day life are but the em.
bodiments of his thoughts. T'hat mind, therefore, thatis trained to
