“BE NOT DECEIVED, GOD 1S NOT
MOCKED."~Gal. 6: 7, §, 9.

In verse three the Apostle says, “If any man
think himself to be something, when he is noth-
ing, he deceiveth himself” Al deception is bad,
but self-deception is something fearful.  Paul
says, “Let no man deceive himself; if any man
among ycu scemeth to be wise, let him become
a fool that he may be wise.” It is not wise to
become conceited in-the thing which we see to
know. ‘The Scriptures leave no excuse for selfe
deception.  God has done His part—the way is
plin. ‘The great scheme of human redemption
has, according to promise, been fulfilled, and He
has given us the conditions of salvation. “The
Saviour says, *If yelove me keep my command.
ments.”  He has opened up a new and living
way by the sacrifice of Himself. A voice from the
Liternal Throne proclaims Him the way, “‘This
is ty Son, hear Him.” He sent His Ambassadors
to preach the gospel, and Iie said, “Ile that
heareth you heareth me;"but the people indulge
in eatravagant fancies, and these are sometimes
mistaken for direct revelations, and thus men
are being deccived. The Apostle James says
of some who seem to be religious, but do not
walk nccording to the teaching of the Word,
“Such a man’s religion is vain—he is deceiving
his ownheart.” Some men are neither honest
in their purpose nor correct in their views—they
are “ungodly men”—not only sinners, but un.
godly : and will wax worse and worse. “There
is a scrap before me, T will give it: “A man
must be right as well as honest,  One's faith in
a false chart does not make it a true onc-—~he
will go on the rocks ati the same.  An éngincer’s
faith in a weak bridee will not cnable the trin
to cross in safety.  Counterfeit bank notes will
not be made genuine by the owner's faith in

them. A man's faith in an insolvent banker will

] going in througn the door into the barroom—-

not make him solvent.”  “ A chain is no stronger
| than its weakest link.”  Some men seem to have
a sort of fondness fpr deception-—they like to be
deceived, and willingly submit to all sorts of
deception—religiously and politically.  But Paul
says to the man of faith, “Continue thou in the
things which thou hast learned, knowing of whom
:thou hast learned then~icy are able to make
thee wise unto salvation through the faith that is
in Christ Jesus He adds, *They are profit-
able for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for
instruction in rightcousness,” and the object is,
:‘ that the man of God may be perfect, furnished
it all geod works” ‘Those who are thus
equipped will not be very likely to deceive them-
Sclves or anybody else.  Peter speaks of falst
teachers-who privily bring in damnable heresies,
and be says, *dfuny shall follow their pernicious
2eays by reason of which the 7eay of the Lord
shall be evil:spoken of” But he says, “They
shall receive the reward of unrighteousness, just
as those who count it pleasure to riot in the day-
time. ‘These are spots and blemishes, sporting
themselves with their own deceivings.”  “‘They
have forsaken the right way—they promise you
liberty while they themselves are the servants of
corruption.” The Saviour said, *Ye shall know
the truth, and the truth shall make you free
If men are made free by the truth, they will not
be deceived.  “Fhere is-something terrible about
a religions deception—hence says the Apostle,
“ Be not deceived; neither fornicators, nor drunk-
ards, not revilers, nor etortioners, shalt inherit
the Kingdom of-God. Such.zeere some of you
but ye are washed, sanctified, justified in_the
name of the Lord Jesus and hy-the Spirit ‘of our
God” But, says the Apostle, “God is not
mocked.” L5 irst meaning of the word mock-,
snlisto imiige St contempt «it.also has nsecondl
and third” incaning. I presume ithas in it the
idea of deception, disappointment, &c.. hence
God is not mocked, not deceived,  # Whatsoever
2 man soweth thatfshall lie also reap”; and it is
reasonable and' sight that he should, If you
sow wheat yow'sould not like to reap tares.  If, at
the time of harvest, your land produced anything
clse than that sowed, you would be disappoint.
ed.  But you will not be deceived, for “What.
soever & man soweth that shatl he also®reap.”
Now, then, if you sow tares yoi cannot reason-
ably expect whente—it would be unfair to expect’
it from such sowing, Justso it is in sowing to
the flesh and to the spirit. Do you-see that man
making his way.to the hotel—watch him, he is

there's where he gets the seed.  Presently you'll
see him come out, and he begins to sow,~—just
follow him and you will see what kind of seed
he scatters, and judging from the sced he sows
what must the harvest be? You readily answer
he is sowing to the desh, and of the fiesh he will
surely reap corruption.. 'You sce another man—
waybe in the church—he's dressing himselfew
he's going to the theatre, another to the horse-
race, another to the ballroom—their-children
arc poring over worse than useless literature in
their neglected homes, and thus the worid moves
on, and, alas! too often the church moves with
it.  But they areall sowing to the flesh, and must
reap corruption—it is the result of such sowing.

‘The punishment of the wicked is the result of
sin.  “‘T'he wages of sin is death.”  “’Fhe way of
the transgressor is hard,” even here and now,
but eternity alone can reveal the fearful conse-
quences of sowing to the flesh.  By-and-by “he
that is filthy shall be filthy sull” DBut- “he
that soweth to the spirit shalf of the spirit reap
life cverlasting.” 1t is thercfore of the utmost
importance to know just what it is to sow to the
flesh and to sow to the spirit, for upon the sow-
ing depends our eternal destiny.  “ Whatsoever
a man soweth that shall he also reap” The
Apostle says, “Walk in the spirit an ye shall
not fulfil the lusts of the flesh.,”  But what is it
to sow to the spirit? It is just the opposite of
sowing to the flesh. Instead of the theatre we
assemble to worship God.  Instead of the foolish
unmeaning dance we have the sober step of the
Christian. 1 need not efiimente the vices of
the one and the virtues of the other. A man
ceases to do cvil and he learns to do well—he
speaks the truth with his ncighbor—he. works

CPHE LORD 1S RISEN INDEED.”

If any event, natural or supernatural, can be
established by human testimony, then, beyond
the possibility of a peradventure, Jesusis indeed
risen from-the dead.  If the proofs of any past
event be conclusive, then are the proofs of Christ's
Resurrection mfallitle. I competent and cred.
ible witnesses can establish any fact, then these
witnesses do establish the fact of the Resurrec-
tion.

There are three, and but three, possible sup-
positions concerning these witnesses, viz s

First.  ‘These witnesses were impostors ; they
knew that Jeslis was not risen fiom the dead, and
they knowingly deceived the people; or

Second. ‘They were themselves deceived, and
did really believe that Jesus was risen, though
he was not; or,

‘Third. “I'heir. testimony is true, and Jesus is
indeed risen from the dead.

To suppose that these men were impostors,
and they- knowingly deceived the _people, is to
suppose a miracle greater even than the Resur-
rection »f Jesus, Ior the testimony which they
gave was in direct conflict with the opinions and
desires of the civil and ecclesiastical authorities ;
subjecting them on the one hand to -the loss of
all religious-standing-among the Jews, and on
the other to the loss of civil privileges, and
liability to trial for treason, as supporters of a
king hostile to Cesar.  If they bore false witness,
there were hundreds of men in Jerusalem and
Judea to convict them of perjury, and they must
suffer the penalty of the Mosaic Law against
false swearing; if they still contended that Jesus
was King, and that He was risen from the dead;
they might suffer any day as their pretended
King Jesus had suffered. It is absolutely con-
trary to human nature, human reason, and human
experience that men should propagate falsehoods
when they thereby gain nothing, but lose all,

T'radivoii affinns that all of the Apostles suf-
fcred death rather than recant thelr testimony
that Jesus was their risen Lo:d and King.

And it does seem that any argument to prove
that these witnesses were #0f. impostors is need-
less with any man who has ever given their
writings a candid perusal. ‘The very character
of the cvidence given forbids for ever the sup-
position of imposture or fraud,

But were not these men themselves mistaken ?
They were good and -horest men, and really
believed that Jesus was risen, but they were de-
ceived.  No one who has ever read the masterly
discussions of Paul, or the profound discourses
of -John, or the logical histories of Luke would
ever suppose that these men could be mistaken
upon a subject of such vital and transcendent
interest and importance as- the Resurrection of
Him upon whom all their hopes for time and
cternity were built. . .

Suppose that the most prominent man in
London were to declare in the presence of hunf
dreds of persons of that city that he would die
upon a centain day, and that three days after he
would rise from the dead. Suppose his death
to occur just as he said it would occur; and
that three days after his Larial, certain-members
of his own family, and others of his most intim-
ate friends affined most posidvely that they saw
this man alive, tatked with him, touched him,
and saw certain scars upon his body which were
peculiar to him,  Suppose the number of those
who said they saw him increased day by day. until
five hundred and mote affirmed that theyhad seen
him. Would not all of this testimany prove that
the man wasalive from the dead, if' human tes-
timony can establish any fact2  And ifno fact
can be established by -the testimony of those
who saw and heard it, then all knowledge is for
ever at an end. This thing was not done in a
corner it was open and public.  “The witnesses
who testify to the fact of the Resurrection were
ofallmen the most competentand credible to give
truc evidence in the case: John had leaned on
His bosom ; Thomas saw thie print of the nails
and the mark of the spear; Mary had satat His
feet and had anointed Him for his burial ; Peter
had been his constant companion; and Paul
could never forget what he saw on his way up
to Damascus, .

“Che third possible supposition is the truc one
these icn are true witnesses, competent and
credible, and Jesus is indeed risen from the
dead.~-Lece Deus-FHomo.

ROYCE.

At his home, in Acton, on the'morning of the
ath-of-April, amid sorrowing (riends, Elder Robt.
Royce, aged 78 years and -three months, depart.
ed this life to go to be Chuist, which is far better.

Bro. Royce was onc-of the early settlers. of

Eramosa, He took up land there in 1829, and
settted. permanently in 1833, in which year-he
was maried, Ilc continued to reside there
‘until-May. 1883, when he removed to Acton,
* e was carly associated with the cause of
Christ in Eramosa and Wellington County, and
always took a deep interest in the advancement
and prosperity of the cavse. Inhis early years
he worshipped with what was known as the East
.Church;-over which our late revered-and ven-
erable Bro. Black presidéd for so:many years,
Upon the organization of the church in the west
of Eramosa he became associated as Elder with
our Jate Bro. Parkinson. Here he continued
until 1851, when, by request, he took member-
ship in the Centre Church, as brethren Ander-
son and Kilgour left to labor in the general ficld
as Fvangelists. He labored with the church
"here until 1861, -when the new meeting house
was huilt in Everzon, and the union effected be-
tween the Fast and Centre Churches,  Here he
occupied the positiou of arf Elder until his
removal to Acton, where he continued his Jabors
so long as,he had strength.  The warm, carest
exhortations of Bro. Royce will long be remem.
bered by those whose privilege it was to worship
with him.

e acted as Sceretary-Treasurer to the Co-
operation for over twenty years, and only resigned
in 1838 as he found the labor becoming too
much for him in his advancing years.

In addition to these things and the care and
work of his farm, he served his country for many
years as Councillor, Reeve and Magistrate, which
positions he filled with dignity and honor. e
fived to a-good age to enjoy the Dblessings of a
merciful God 3 he has gone to receive the reward
of a loving Saviour in whose service he delighted
for so many years. ITis aged partaer, his son
and his four daughters have the sympathy of
many friends who with them lament the loss of
one “not lost, but gone before.”

Frons Wiarton to Kilsyth. Here thereis a
vigorous church and it is cheering to he amongst
them.  Bro. Lister has been with them for some
time with 2n occasional visit from Bro. Finch,
Since my vist I hear of an interesting prayer
meeting established there and being much en-
joyed. ‘T'hey are building a new shed at their
meeting house and yet have sumething left to
help on the zéneral work. “Fhey had sent help
carly in the year and increased it when I was
with thea,

From Kilsyth to Eupbrasia.  Here there is a
heaithy congregation, who are trying to do their
best in their own neighborhood.  Bro. McKay,
one of the Elders from the Meaford congrega-
tion, visits them frequently, [ spoke two nights
10 pood audiences, and made some pleasant ac-
quaintaaces.

From Euphrasia I went to Owen Sound and
spent the-Lord’s Day.  Here I made theac-
quaintence of Bro. W. A, Stephens and had a
pleasant time with Bro. C. J. Lister, spending one
. night at bis house. I also got- more fully ac-
quainted with Bro..Finch, who has been engaged
by the church in Portage La Prairie.  ‘I'he meet-
ings on Lord’s Day were quite interesting to me
and the Sunday School was good. A new meet.
ing house would be a help-here, and in such a
thrifty town there ought to be an effort made to
build up a strong church, influential for good:
They-are in harmony with our Home Mission
Work, and helped to the extént of their ability.

From Owen Sound to Cape Rich, Here there
is a church with sole some 50 members. ‘They
have a. convenient meeting house und a
good Sunday School of about thirty members
and a goud-Bible Class. 1 only spent-one night
with them.

From Cape Rich to Meaford. Here the
church is, as is well known,-a strong one, being
one of six churches which have over a hundred
members—Meaford, Eramosa and Erin Centre
having cach about 150 members. “There is in
Meaford the largest Sunday School I have seen
yet, and I ihink the largest in- Ontario. One
especially good feature being the large number
of young men and women who attend it.
They are about building a new house of
worship, which they sadly need. -I spoke three
times to attemtive audiences and enjoyed miy’
visit greatly.  With an increased activity they.
are capable of great things,

1 am now in "l'oronto with the Dbrethren in
Denison Avenue, helping them for a while.
The outlook for a work in this city never was
better than now, and there seemns a disposition
on the part of the brethren to work while it is
day. Meetipgs for prayer on Wednesday and
for Bible study on Friday are well ‘attended.
There is also one very refreshing feature of the
work to winch I call attention. It is the number
of young brethren who can and do take part in
the public services, and we are using them all,
even though the older men should sometimes
have to keep stlence to give them the opportunity
to develop their gifts. "They are glad to do so.
‘TMis is as it should be.  Let the older brethren
suactimes stand aside to give the younger ones
opportunity and we will soon have mote preachers
of the gospel, trained to actual work, under the
eyes-of the congregation who will one day send
them out to praclaim the good tidings of great
joy-

DETROIT.
Dear Evangelist -~
In response to your invitation 1 write you a
brief account of our mission work in.this city.
Weare having aneatirely newexperience thisyear,

.

and if not in all respects a happy one, it will be
none the less profitable.

Our people have wvo churches here and each
has three mission atations.  The Central Church
of Christ, for which we are working, has us
missions, respectively, in the east, west and rorth
patts of the city.  The last named one is almost
seltsustaining ; holding two meatings and a S, S,
on Lord's day as well as a prayer meeting during
the week with hutle outside help,  “That in the
West End, where brother George labors, is of
equal strength, but as yet its members work with
the Central Church, ‘This mission, is in a good
community and is Jdoing grand work, ‘The East
End, or Macauley mission in which I am engaged,
i$ quite different from the others. It the object
jn pianting a mission in this locaity was to reach
the lowest class, I think it is -not far out of its
latitude.  We are among Germans, French,
Pollacks and some native whites, the Genman
clement largely predomir ing. It is a hot bed
of socialism, Catholicism, ard infidelity. Our
working force inclndes Presk:yterians, Methodists,
Baptists and Disciples; T can't say suck a union
isstrength,  Our 8. 8. is the fargest we have in
thecity.  In it are about thirty boys from 1010 16
years of age (I hope Bro. Wharton has none worse
in“India), boys on whose profane lips God’s name
is never spoken reverently @ whose breath is
odious with the perfume of strong drink and
tobacco ; who ‘spend Sunday in sports- and
reveley, and evenings in vile associations. It is
a difficult matter to gain their respectful attention
for an hour; and not unfrequently does the
just indignation of our superintendent vent
itself i ¢the laying-on of-hands.' ‘The boys
become quite gentie when we secure the services
of a policeman. Our front windows are all
broken. But we shall not mind the balmy_air.
of spring as we did the winter blasts through
these openings.  We are often disturbed in our
Sunday evening meetings but our-audiences
are encouraging, and our prayer meeting is ex-
cellent.  “Though the people are very ignorant
of the Scriptures many are-anxious to learn the
way more fully. We prayerfully strive to teach
them-God’s Word incits purity, and we are con.
tident that the sced sown is not ali snatched out
of the heart by the wicked one; scorched by

_the heat of persecution ; or choked by the thorns

of care and riches, and that in the honest_heast
itis bearing much fruit for the glory of the Master.
Christian work_should never bt discouraging:

Our Learts and prayers are with the canse in
Oantario, and there. is no more weicomt visitor
than the Evancewist, bringing words of instruct-
ion and cheer, and, best of oll, its budget of
Chutch news.  May it grow and be a blessing is

our prayer.
