N"ow hay growing does not improve a lawn
any more than rattling mowing machines do editorials and,
as the editor resigns himself to the situation and trusta
that a mid-sumoeer number requires but few leaders, he
might welt end with a Ilkick" against the agricultural
tendencies of the times and hope that the coming years will
take better care of what is naturally a pretty piece of sod.

THlE PROPOSED UNIVERSITY CORPS.

The military spirit in our Universitieg and Colleges is
ever present, sometimes smeuldering and dormant, but
ready to burst into patriotie flame if occasion should ari8e.
Themovernent for the organization of a corne to, be cern-
posed entirely of College and University men hae met with
a receptien se, cordial from both dons and undergraduates
as to surprise its originators, and the instant reeponse to
the request for signatures to the service-roîl seeme to indi-
cate that if authorized by the government the new corps

will have a Ilwa.ting-list " longer than the muster-roîl.
Some account of the various steps taken and of the exact
statim que may be not uninteresting.

In March last some forty ex-members of the late Univer-
sity Rifles (which was at flrst an independent company and

was then for many years known as K. Co., Q.O. R.) met in

the -Military Institute te discuse the possibility of seme
corporate action with regard te the Queen's Jubilee. It

was decided to do two things, to replace the memorial
ivindow to, the men killed at Ridgeway, which had been

le9troyed by the fire in Toronto University some years ago,
and to nake an attempt te, resuscitate the University
Rifles. The latter scheme was held te be one containing
he posBibility of great usef uines w the Miitia Service of

Danada and, therefore, to the Empire-as being a moot
ifiîcient nursery of officers for ether corps. A small coin-
îittee was therefere appointed under the chairmanship of

Professor Ellis of the School Of Practical Science, and by a
xbcommittee of this committee a report was drawn Up,
rter a great deal of careful investigation. This report was
ubmitted te and unanimously adopted by, firet the com-
.îttee and then the full meeting of ex-members of K. Co.,
nong whom the ide& had originated. The gist of the
eport was that a battalion of four cempanies was recoin.
ended, No 1 Co'y te be recruited frein the Sohool Of
>ractical Science, and wo be a company of engineers, Nos. 2,

,and 4, te be frein the other Colleges and Univeraities, the

Liole to wear the rifle uniform, te forin ene battalion, and
)be a part of the Toronto Garrison. It waa heartily
îolved te invite the co-eperatien of every student body in
e city, and as bas been already said the enthusiastic
%ponse was surprising. A deputatien was sent to Ottawa
kny in -May, armied with, firet, service-roils fully signed;
cond, petitions frein the governing bodies of the Colleges
terested, promising goodwill and support wo the sobeme j
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and third, petitions f roui graduates of the different Colleges,
largely signed, f ronj ail the leadirig towns and centres in the
Province. The reception and hearing given the deputation
by the Governmtent were decidedly encouraging, thougb on
account of the unfortunate iilness and absence of the
Ilonourable the Minister of Militia no final decisioîi bas as
yet been made. A subscription list of $2,000 to $2,500
must be secured as an evidence of bonafides an(l perxnanency
before authorization nieed be looked for.

The Colleges from whomn the battalion will be filled if
forîn(-d, will be the School of Practical Science, Trinity
University (Trinity College, Trinity Medical College>,
Toronto University, botb Medicals and Arts men, Wycliflèe
College, Knox College, Victoria University, and probably
otbers. It appears as if four colupanies would be quite too
few to acconiimodate the nuinber anxious to enlist, so that
it will doubtless soon be necessary to expand, but tbe
limits indicated seem for the pre sent to be wisely deter-
minied upon. It will apparently be necessary to distribute
the uniforms and accoutrements auîong the different insti-
tutions interested, in fairly accurate proportion to the
strength of the undergraduate bod'y' of eachi institution,
and this may mean some temporary disappointment in some
quarters. The cordiality and unity which always char-
acterize men wearing the same uniformn will easily neutra-
lize any such transient difiiculty. The shortness of the
,session of Parliament and the overpowering interest taken
in the Diamond Jubilee, have made it impossible to get any
appropriation placed ini the estimates for this year. It is
hoped, however, and expected that not later than the spring
of 1898 the scbeme will be well fioated, and that by the
autumn of that year the new corps will be in full working
order, a most important contribution, f rom one of the most
loyal circles in the most loyal quarter of Greater Britain to
the service and defence of a Monarch and an Empire so
devotedly loved and so efficient ini working out the Divinely
appointed destinies, îiot of bier own subjects only, but of ail
niankind.

COUNTJNG.

Count righit and you can make your figures prove any-
thing. Evidently this was the principal acted upon wheîi
the ilonourable, the Minister of Education was c9mpiling
(or was having compiled) " the naines of the federated and
affiliated institutions and the number of their instructors
and students," as given on page 10 of bis "«Address deliv-
ered on moving the second réading of a Bill re the Univer-
sity of Toronto in the Legislative Assembly of Ontario, on
Apritl st, 1897." The list as a whole makes curious and
interesting reading, so much so that one might be tempted
to think that it was an April Fool hoax, were not the
question one of granting direct aid to a large amount
annually to the University already named, and were not
this table madle to form an important part in the argument
in favour of such a course. On the main question notbing
more need be said by any believer in Trinity than would
properly ho said by any other taxpayer-that, if the money
iii really needed, and if the tbeory of Government control
be admitted, the Government must supply the money if
the Legislature votes it. As to the need, there may ho
difference of opinion, but with the present ridiculously low
fee and the waste of teaching power on non-matriculated
and occasional students, to mention notbing else, it is fairly
an open question whether the need was5 as great as tbe
Minister bas, with his accustomed plausibility, made it to
appear.

In the list already-1referred to, it is found that there are
thirteen affiliated and federated institutions with 9.883
studentg. Add to these latter the 957 said to be enrolled
in tUniversity College (?) and you have a total of 3840,

Oxford's suprentiacy in the boat race was well maintained
this year. IL was a good race, but the Oxford boat was in
no danger at any ime during the r ace. I was in London
at the boat race and was quite astonishied aL the intense
interost London's millions took in the inter-Varsity struggle,
one of the popular evening dailies even appearing on"gblue " paper, in honour of the event, while cabs and car-
riages, horses and drivers, ladies and street arabs displayed
the dark or ligbt blue, according as their sympathies3
directed.

The sports were beid in London before 6,000 people.
II.R.H., the Duke of York, being amiong the spectators in
the royal pavilion. Cambridge's record in athletic contests
is much botter than in boat races, tbey leading Oxford in
Atbletic wins. This year excitement ran bigh, as the
teams were almost perfectly matched. Having succeeded
in winning the LUniversity three miles at Oxford, I had the
honour of representing Oxford in the Lbree miles in Lon-
don. To show bow close the struggle was.-As I wasi strip-
ping for my event, the last on the programme, there were
five more events. Oxford hiad Lo win four of tbem Lo geL
the sports, and one was a certainty for Cambridge, so it
was very doubtfui. Each university had won four events
wvhen the bell rang for the last race, which my partner suc-
ceeded in winning for Oxford to Lhe great relief and delight
of us ahi.

Besides winning University medals for the Varsity
whites and Lhree whites, I liold for one year a beautiful
silver challenge cup, presented by H.R.H. the Prince of
Wales and others in 1860 for annual competition.

COST 0F A COLLEGE EDUCATION.
Princeton University has issued a staternent showing

that the cost of attending its classes in average cases, does
not exceed $500 per year, including clothes, railroad fares,
and incidentai expenses. In the first clasa that was exam-
incd it was found that seven of the nmen who graduated
'vith the highest distinction of magna cuzm laude reported
an average expenditure of $442.68. Oniy one man spent
more than, $500 ini one year; one got through at an average
cost of only $267.50 per year, and for the Iast three years
four of the seven expended $400 or Iess annually. At
Princeton the second honourmen are given the distinction
cum laude. In this class there were twenty-four that
graduated hast year, and the average expenditure was
8423.124. The highest expenditure for one year by any
member of the thirty-one honourmnen was $700, and one-
third of the whole number actunlly got through their four
yearb at a cost of less than $400 per man per year.

TJ'ese staLtisties cover, however, only the cases of honour-
men who are not usualhy counted amiongst the more extrav-
agant or even ordinari'y so, sets. To their honour their
ranks are welh sprinkled, indeed sometimes largely filled
with amen whose financial position causes theni te set a
higher worth upon those treasures of the intellect timat
forever outshine the gloss of more inaterial fortune. And
s0 it may safely he assumed that the average expenses of a
college yeair at Princeton is considerably in excess of $500.
