The Discoveries at Mount Sinai.
BY THE REV. D. SUTHERLAND,

IBLE lovers the world over have been intensoly inter-
esird in the recent discovery at Mount Sinai, by
means of which an importint increaso is made to our
upparatus for the hisioricul study of the Christian records.
"Tho story of how tho discovary came about is now familiar.
Mrs. Lowis, an English lady of considerablo culturo, visited
thy Convoat of St. Catherine last winter. While looking
over somo of the manuscripts, of which the convent is a
storchouse, sho nnearthed one which her experienced oyo
saw at onco was of priceless valne, It was in a tattered
condition, and its lcaves were stuck together. The steam
from a tei-kottle soon separated the leaves, rovealing tho
characters of the text more distinctly. Mrs. Lewis photo-
graphed the wholo of tho manuscript and took the negatives
in person to England, whero eminont scholars confirined
her opinion as to the value of her discovery. It was fouud
to be n very carly copy of tho Syriac Gospels, hitherto only
kaown to us in the fragmentary form which scholarsspeak
of as the Curcton Gospols, from the fact that Curoton dis-
covered scattored leaves of the version of which Mrs. Lowis
has discovered an almoat complote toxt. DMrea. Lowis is
now understood to bv editing, with the help of Professor
Rendol Iarris, a brilliant spocialist in Syriac, a transerip-

tion of tho toxt for English readors.

Scholars who have oxamined tho manuscript speak on-
thusiastically of its value. Prof. Rende! Harris, whose
sanity of judgment is equal to his breadth of scholarship,
testifies that the text of the new Gospels will contain somo
intoresting surprises.  Of these he gives us a foretasto by
hinting ut two important points on which the now text
throws light. One is the much-debated question of the
asuthenticity of tho last twelve verses of Mark’s Gospol.
Theso verses are altogether abseat from the Sinai copy, a
circumstance of which much will be made in future contro-
versy. The other i tho right rendering of the angelic
hynin sung over tho plaing of Bethlehom at the advent of
our Lord Mot modern editors prefer the reading, *to
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men of gaod-will,"” but this old Syriac text hns it, * good-
will to men,” furnishing thus signiticant woight to tho old-
fashioned reading. For other emondutions or corrobora-
tions wo must wait in patience until Mrs. Lowis brings out
hor eagorly-expected hook,

This discovory will revive moemories of othor discovor-
ies made at Dount Sinai. It was in 1844 that Tischendorf
found the notable munuseript naw known by the name of
tho Coudee Sinaiticus, although it was not until 1839 that
hoe wanaged to got possession of it in its entivety. Hehad
gone to the Convent of St. Cathorine in 3oarch of anciont
manuscripts. Unfortunately Lo had not provided himself
with adequato lotters of introduction, and, asa consequence,
ho was looked upon with suspicion aund hindered in his
work of investigation, Tho papors he saw wero of little
value, but one morning & monk brought in a basketful of
papers in order to light the fire, Tischendorf searched the
basket and was delighted to find forty-thros leaves of an
anciont and beautiful manuscript of the Bible. Ilo was
told thero was much more whoro these came from. To
prevent theic destrustion he was compelled to enlighten the
ignorant monks as to tho priceless importance of tho leaves
thoy esteemed so lightly, and had for his roward a resolute
rofusal to oven get one glimpseat them. Hetried moro than
once, but all his efforts were unavailing until the beginning
of 1829, when ho roturned to tho convent, armed with the
sanction of the Emporor of Russia, the head of the Greek
Church, to which the convent belongs. The moenks could
hold out no ionger. Thoy surrendored to Tischondort the
treasuro ho had sought so long. It waseven more valuahle
than his fondest fancy had painted, for it contained not
only the whole of tho New Testament in Greok, but it also
contained nearly the whole of the Old Testament in that
Greck translation known as Septuagint. It now takes
rank us one of the four carliest and greatest manuscripts
for the toxt of the Now Testament, which are at present in
existenco,

The second great discovery made at Mount Sinai was
tho discovery, in 1889, of the * Apology” of Aristides by
Professor Rondel Harris, the scholar once more brought
into prominence in connection with Mrs. Lewiss find.
Like Tischendorf, hio came to the convent of St. Catherine
in search of manuscript. Tho monks, usunlly tho most
hospitable of men, had been taught by oxperience to bo
suspicious of scholarg, so they received their distinguished
visitor with chill courtesy. But he had a koy, in the shapo
of alettor from the head of the Church, which opened every
drawer and chost in the convent library. The rosult of
Prof. Harris'’s burrowing among musty piles of manuscript
was that one day he lighted on a translation of the long
last * Apology” of Aristides, which, as many of our readers
know, is an apology for Christianity, written by a Chris-*
tian philosopher of the namo of Arigtides,and duting as far
back as the first half of tho second century. The impor-
tanca of this document for apologotical purposes can
scareely be overestimated,

The third discovery may bo the greatest of all, but in
regard to its pormanent value wo cannot speak definitely
as yet.
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Maintain the Sabbath Quiet.

I VHE activity of those opposed to ths running of street

l cars on Sabbath, in Toronto, ia already bearing good
fruit. Intorest has been aroused, the issuo is becoming
clear, nnd a hopeful tone, in itself no small factor in a fight,
is doveloping on the right side. There is good ground for
this hope, a8 there can be no doubt that public opinion is
vooring agoiust a change on tho present quiot of the
Sabbath. Yet the fight must be kept up with all the
onergy possible until the victory has been won. The
Stroet Railway corporation is not only wealthy ; its ramifi-
cations aro many and its interests enter many business
concerns in the city, of which the public generally are not
aware. No cffort will boe spared; all the pressure that can
bo brought to bear will be used to the utmost to carry the
voto. Thero aro thoso associated with the corporation,
familinr with voting methads, and the voters' lists,—old
campaigners, who may be relied upon to bring their in.
genuity and knowledgo to the service of their mastors, and
who will give a good account of themselves on polling day.
In their favour, too, are the imperfect moasures to safe.
guard tho poll and it would be misplaced trust to believe
that advantags will not bo taken of these and overy other
availablo means to carry their point. In the face of all
this citizens cannot afford to rest on what has been dono
already. It cannot bo too strougly or too often urged upon
them that they must act—not merely plan and thesrize—
decisively, put their armour on and stay in the fiol] until
tho fight be over.

The ministerd ara doing nobly, and so are a number of
the leading laymen of the ciiy. But this is a question in
which tho laymen ought to bo very prominently to the
front. It is not o profound theological question that has
to bo lecided. Tt is a plain issue. What is iuvolved can
Do readily understood by overy ono who chooses to consider
the guestion at all. Tho church membership ought cer-
tainly to support tho ministers publicly. In overy con-
gregation committees ought to be formed and organizations
established which could meet and  counteract the work of
their opponents. It is not too much to vxpect this and more
from those who have the cause of (God, tho best intorest of
the people, and the goad namo of Toronto at heart, and
these ate numerons,  Lat there be no further delay. It is
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nacesgary that the aldormon and the publio genorally
should feol the strongth of tho oppononts as well as the
pressure of tho supporters of ‘Sabbath cars.

It is unnecessary to arguo the merits of tho question, to
go over old ground once again. Thero iz a fairly well do.
fined line of demarcation, and the opposing forces take sides,
each party practically unanimous as to its own reasons for
o against. But ono statement has beon harped upon, and
roiteratod until it has had some effect in influencing tho
poople. Werefer to the assertion that the number of Street
Railway omployees has bepn greatly reduced since the in-
troduction of electricity and, thoereforo, that the hardship
which would be involved in Sabbath labour under the
old systom would be proportionately lessened under the
now., We have taken considerable pairs to get at the
facts and we beliove wo are correct in giving the statement
a flat contradiction. Asnear 88 we can got at the figures,
they are ss follows, and they are, at least, substantially
accurate, if wo can place dependence on the only public
source open by which such information can be obteined ::—

Deducting tha decrease of nincty men in those employed in
tho stables there still remains an increase of eleven over the
staff of 1892. So far as the argument that olectricity has
reduced the number of employes is concerned, these figures
completely dispose of it; although, even if it could have
been shown that the number of workingmen connectod
with the railway had decreased the fact would not be a
material reason why the cars should run on the Sabbath,
Nor has one good and valid reason been brought for-
ward by the advocates of Sabbath cars. Instead of enabling
workingmen to reach the fresh air of our parks, the proba-

bility has been clearly shown that Sabbath cars would
deprive, in a short time, the workingman of his Sabbath
rest. Weo have shown from the above figures that 794
workingmen would, at one swoop, be thrown on the mercy
of a soulless corporation which would operate seven days in
the week, notwithstanding any supposed agreements
that, at the present time, wight be assented to.
And as for guarantees of one day in seven, why, experi-
once has shown that the business man of the world,
whose object is money-making, can find ways and means to
ovade the most solomn promises and pledges. The work-
ingman should consider this aspect of the case. He should
insist upon it, while the power yet remains to him, that his
Sabbath Day shall not be infringed upon. In this young
and resourceful country, o short day’s work, and a half.
holiday on Saturday should bo the rulo, and then working
men would not bs humiliated by beibg mnado the tools of
capitalists who bave, generaly, shown more interest in their
own profits than in the wages of their employces.

Our cstimato of our workingmen would be unnardon-
ably low could wa not appeal to them on higher grounds than
thoso of rest and physical recuperation. They are the
foundation and substantial stratum of our community, and
thoy contribute to its intelligence and high character prob-
ably more than any other class. They appreciate the spir-
itual and sacred ordinances of the Lord’s Day, and wo have
no doubt, if they secure a fair opportunity, thoy will voto
against the breach of Sabbath observance contemplated,
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To succeed, ovory class of the commu'nity must needs
work with a will, and as the question, now or in the future,
will not bo easily got rid of there should ke no loss of time
in forming organizations to protect tho Sabbath.

The Children’s Charter.

URING recent years the many workers in both
Cannda and the United States on behalf of
neglected children, have come to the couclusion
that the best mothod of dealing with such children
as are homeless, or are soparated by legal process from
their natural parents, is to piace them as speedily as possi-
ble in foster bomes, so that they may be restored to family
life and receive that kindly and affectionate treatment for
which their childhood 8o strongly appeals. The very best
institution in the world can never equal & good home, nor
can it 8o well prepare the boy or girl for the battle of lifs
in which he or she must soon engago. In recognition of
this principlo the Ontario Children’s Chartor was drawn
up by Hon. J. M. Gibson and rendily adepted by the
Provincial Legislature. It provides thay the courts can at
any time sever the parental relationship on sutficient proof
being submitted of the unfitness of the parent for the trust,
and the guardianship of the child becomes vested in the
Children’s Aid Society. Parents are not altogether to bo
relieved of their responsibility, as the courts aro fully em-
powered to assess the cost of maintenance, Efforts will
then be made to have the child cared for by near relatives,
and failing this, they will be placed in foster homes
throughont the Irovince. The duty of finding homes will
be intrusted to the “ Children’s Visiting Comumittee,” to be
appointed in each electoral distrist, and the efficiency of
these committees will very largely decide the success of the
measure. It is belioved that in the towns and villages of
Ontario many persons will be found willing to extend
mother-love to these littls homeless ones, and there is
probably no work that will appeal go strongly to the Chris-
tian heart and couscience. Care will, of course, be taken
to ensurs proper treatment for these little state childver,
and the aupervision of all work in their behalf will be in
tho hands of Mr. J, J. Kelso, who is well known through,
out the Province as an earnest champion of the cause of
neglected children. He will bave his headquarters in the
Parliament Buildings, and will bo glad at any time to
receive from Christian people applications to adopt one of
these little boys or girls. The bill contains many ciauses
providing for the protection of children from cruslty or
neglect, and its details ought to be familiar to all who are
now working in the direction of child-saving.

Aged Ministers® Among the gratifying features of Inst Gen.
Fund, Asgembly was that portion of the report of

the committes on tho Aged Ministers’ Fund, which indi-
catod a very decided increaso in the amount of the annuity
paid to our pioneer ministers. The adoption of the rule to
=y annuities according to years of service rendered in the
Canadian Church iz one which should have been in forco
yoars ago, and it affords sincere pleasuro to be ablo to note
that our aged veterans received, this year, an advance, in
somo cases, of as much agsaventy-five dollars over last year,
and the committee is aiming ata still greater increaso noxt
year. But there is another portion of the report which is
not satisfactory, and which certainly should belaid to heart

by ths Church at lurgo. Wo refer to the decrensed collee-
tions from congregations, and the strange anomaly of over
250 congregations failing to recognise tho fund by even one
dollar of n collection,  While the committeo deserve woll at
tho hands of the Church in the laudable endenavour to raise
our aged ministers somowhat above the pressure of want, it
surely deamnndsa *“ Christini. Endeavour” on the part of
overy congrogation to second their efforts in this line. Woe
may have something to say in referonce to the endowmont
in another issue, DMeantime congregations should not rele-
gato this fund to the region of peradventure, and try to
satisfy its claima by the more fragment of a balunco after
overything else has had its share.

Missionaries Two vacancies fall to be filled by tho Foreign
Wanted. Mission Qommittee, and the appointments ought
to be made without delay. Both are important, and the
Committeo, though desirous of placing missionarics in the
field at once, must exercise care in tho solection. Ono is
at Alberni, on Vancouver Island, B.C., a station the
charge of which Mr. J. A. Macdonald has been compelled
to resign on account of ill health. Embraced in the sta-
tion are & girls’ home, with a matron, and a day-school in
which a teacher labours. These are under the supervision
of the missionary. Only the ladies in charge are there
now, and the work is arrested and much interfered with.
COandidates should lose no time in communicating with the
committee. Tho other vacancy is at dMhow, Ceutral India.
Rev. Norman Russell has beon, in addition to his other
duties, acting as chaplain to the troops there. This work
he hud to abandon on acconnt of the increasing duties of
the mission, and tho comnittee is called upon to supply a
missionary to take up the work of the chaplaincy and assist
in the mission also. The salery from the Government is
about aufficient to meet the oxpenses, and as & knowledge
of the English languasge wouid be sufficiont the duties
could bs entered upon at once. In both cases ordained
men are required, and, as the cases aro urgent, it is to be
hoped applicants will lose no time in coming forward.

Mr, Karmarker at AN explanation has been made of the

Montreal.  Karmarker incident at tho Christian
Endeavour Conventior, Montreal, which places the
matter in o somewhat different light from that attached
to it at first. It seews Mr. Karmaker hud his speech
written before his arrival at DMontreal and handed a
copy of it to the Press Committee. Through them it
found its way to print with the passage complained of in-
cluded. But when the stranger understood his surround-
ings better, after a day or two in the city, he decided to
omit the passage from his speech, and as & matter of fact
ho did not utter the words attributed to him at all. The
press representatives did not detect the omission and did
not alter the printed speech to accord with the spoken ono.
This explanation was wade known in Montreal, and it
ought to have been published by tho papers which went
into a frenzy of indignation over tho affair. Had Mo,
Karmarker oxpressed himself as he had written, there
ahould have been no complaint made, but the fact that he
refrained from doing so, shows that hoisnot the hot-headed,
indiscreot person which some hasty people bave tried to
make him out to be.

People who doubted the future
of the Northwest had no grounds for doing
so, and his knowledge of its resources justi-
fled him in  saying that before long thero
would bo a greater population west of tho
Red river than cast of it. Ho gave sketch
altor skotch of thostate of morality in settlo-
ments beforo and after missions had beon cs.

of his hesrers being that which told of tho suc-
cess of Rev. Alex. Young, Every year tho
number of self-sustaining congregations was
increasivg, but as necesaity also 1acreased for
planting new missions the demand for moro
funds continued, There wero many recontly
formed sottlements whers it was desirablo to
open preaching stations, but found to bo im-
possible from lack of mon and means, There
wero uspecially many large settlements of Ice.
landers, Scandinaviaus, and Germans who
wero without the means of graco and who
could welcome a Presbyterian minister, Tho
settlors did their part, as could bo seen by the
assembly roport.  The sverage contribution
of mombers in tho east was $11a year. In
the Northwest it was §17. Tho foundations
of socioty were now being laid in tho North-
west and it that vast new region was to bo
peopled by God-fearing 2ommunitics provision
must bo mado at once for having the Gospol
preached to them. A fow years hence it
would bo too Jate, After touching on Mani.

He 'icft thy vessol to becomo an
agent of the Church  Missionary Society at
Wanganui, Now Zealand, Ho afterwards
weat farther north, where ho buile the first
house and made the fiest bricks in_the dis-
trict, He was probably theonly Zuropean
who vver witneszed a Maori caunibal feast,
where he b aght off two intended victims
for a tomahuwk apiece.

‘The missionary
oxhibited wooden and stono idols to which
tho nativessacrifico chiidren, and the finger
nails of a dead chief by means of which
they communicate with tho spirits of the
departed. Dr, Paton is in this country try-
ing to raisc money to pay the running ex-
}aenses of a ship for use among the islandsand

or bringing provisions from Sydney, 1,400
miles away. Ho is also cudeavouring to get
the United States Government to prohibit
thetrade in liguor and guns with the natives
This the American Government has so far
refused te do, although Great Britain has
acceeded to bisrequest.  The colleetions
wero in aid of the Hebrides mission,

{nrescnt, was asked to address tho Court upon
it work in Honan, China.

To offer trusting in the Lord as a substitute
for doing good, or to rely on a cold, lifeless
morality a3 an apology for the abscuce of a
fervent trast in the Lord, is a fatal mistake.
Matthew Arnold declores that conduct is
tonree-fourths of life, It was so with Christ,
for Ho went about doing good. It has also
been said that roligion is morality touched
with ¢motion.  This wag Christ’s christian-
ity, for He went about doing good becauso
He was moved with compassion. Doing good
is tho essenco of all morality, Putdown all
tho actions of a man’s life—put down all
that heis doing at home, in his business, or
in his recreations ; if ho is doing that which
is right in tho aight of the Lord, he is doing
good. The wantof this and evcry ageis just
that creed that hos vital energy in it to
translate its sublitme teaching into decds of
self-sacrificoand love.  With all the inachin.
cry of religion around us, there still is room
for that vital and cnergetic creed, which can
impel the witole church of Gad to stren-
uouxly exert itself ever ““to do justlg, to
love merey, and to walk humbly with our
God.” When trusting in the Lord docs not
control conduct it is a delusion. Creeds
that hold no sway over deeds are waste pro-
ducts, The truc art and essenco of a com-
plete Christian manhood 13 beautifully act
forth in tho French sersivn of our Lord's
last words n the sermon on the Mount:
