We have scldom heard or read a description of such a revolting scene in
shich 2 mother is without maternal affection, 2 brother acts as his sister’s
ueassin, and so-called fricnds stand by to witness the foul deed,

Empress has given notice that hercafter she will wear the European dress,
and that the ladies in attendance are at liberty to do likewise. The
language, laws, government, religion and customs of Japan, are being revo-
lutionized, and yet the radical changes arc being accomplished without
bloodshed. Would that we could say as much of the reforms in Western
countries.

The prople of the Hungarian nationality have sprung from twelve or
thirteen distinct races ; but the Hungarian Diet, although cosmopolitan in its
make up, is most illiberal and narrow in dealing with the Jews. By a recent
enactinent, Hungarians are prohibited from marrying Jews, but as the Jews
or Jewesses are pretty, accomplished, and well dowered, the Diet will find
difficulty in carrying out its mandate. ‘¢ ‘The man who scts his heart upon
a woman is a chameleon and doth feed onair.”

of the law. However annoying such detention may be to travellers, it is
not surprising that in a * countty of camps, barracks, and strategic lines of
defence,” all foreigners should be reganled as suspects, come to view out
the weak spots in the land. Frenchmen never stop to reasom, and the
phrase * tall, strong und stupid,” which is applied to the yens d'arme, is
not without force.

Britain buys and sells in gold, while India buys and sells in sijver, and
as a conscquence, su long as gold is the only recoguized standird of value,
fluctuations in the value of silver arc sure to follow. From this cause much
embarrassment is now being felt in financial citcles in India. A few years
ago, one pound sterling in exchange cost ten rapees in silver ; it now costs
fitecn, and the end has not yct been reached. A Royal Commission bas
been appointed to investigate the question, and 1eport upon the expediency
of adopting a double standanl of values. Should the report be favorable,
the Unétcd States and the States of the Latin Union will have reason to be
satisfied.

The old barbaric Moorish bull-fights are still the chief amusement of the
Spanish people ; but the costliness of the pastime scems t.  “eck the too
frequent rccurrence of the exhibitions. From 3000 to 4uwo horses are
annually destroyed in encounters with bulls. The horseman or  picador,”
usually escapes injury, as ths attention of the infanated animal is drawn off
by * cLulus,” men provided with crimson banaers. - Thes¢ are in tum sep-
ported by the “ bauderilleros,” who are armed with darie with fire-works
and flags attached, Thus bleeding and scorched, the animal is despatched
by the “ matador,” who plunges his long straight sword into the body, up to
the very hilt, All classes in Spam delight in this sport.

Those who have watched the Provincisl press duiing the past few
months, cannot fail to have noticed the number of thundersiorm which
have been reported in all sections of the country ; and the same remark is
applicable to Canadian and American journals.  Although many of the
storms reported have been severe, in no instance has the streak of lightning
been so remarkabie as that during a thunderstorm at Plainfield, New York,
A young lady was lifting a lacquered metal tray which was lyingon a table
in front of the window. At this moment a blinding flash of lightning
caused her to throw it hastily down. The next morning, on examining the
tray, it was seen to bear an excellent profile likeness of the young lady,
apparently buroed into the metal. The tray is to be placed in a public
muserm. We should like some more definite details as 1o this remarkable

event, but if it lack veracity, it is at least cleverly invented,
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LANDLORDISM IN AMERICA,

Landlordism is a term distasteful to the free ycomanry of this western
continent, 1t savors, we think, too much of old-world idens and is a relic of
feudaliem, tolerated because it is, not becnuse it ought to be. But as a
matier of fact, landlordism in America is by 1o means such an uncommon
thing, ‘Irue, its growth hus not been marked by revolution or conquest,
but it nevertheless has planted its oot fismly upon the soil of the new
world, and unless the public become fully alive to the dangers that may
result frowm as establishment, landlordism is likely to become quite as
permancnt an institution on the west as on the cast shore of the JAtlantic.
The Noeth American Reviue a fow months since, sent out a commissioner to
investigate this question, and s report, which contains many starthing facts,
has never yet been refuted. From it we gather that of the 7,670,493
persons cngaged in agriculture in the United States, only 2,9°4.306 are
registered as owners of their holdings, the remainder being tenants paying
rents, and agricultural laborers. It will thus be scen that less than one
half of the agriculturists in the United States are freeholders, and of these,
it is said, the majority have mortgaged their fatms to money-lenders, having
little hope of being able to do more than pay the interest upon the
botrowed capital.

France, with less population than the United States, has 5,000,0u0
small rural proprictors, and this in a country where the area of cultivable
land is comparatively limited, and the proportion of population to the
acrcage much greater  In Great Britain and Ireland there are 1,069,000
tenant farmers, while in the United States, the jand where free homesteads
f:§rc supposed to be obtainable for the asking, there are 1,250,000 tenunt
armers.

A glance at the land laws of the different States reveals a condition of
affairs analagous in many respects to the most stringent and arbitrary Jand
laws of Europe. The United States tenant farmer, so faras the State laws
are concerned, is not a whit better off than the Irish peasant, Fixity of
rent is not sccured to him, and in the event of being unable to pay his
landlord on account of a short crop, he and his family are liable to eviction.
There are now but 5,000,000 acres of land fit for culiivation yet to be
disposed of by the United States Government, and as these will be occupied
within the course of a few years, it is cvident that land values must soon
advance, thus widening the brecch between the landlord and the tenant and
rendering it more thaa ever improbable that the latter will be able to secure
a frechold in his own right. Already the effects of landlordism are becom-
ing painfully cvident in different parts of the Republic. In Springficld 111,
alone there arc some two hundred landlords who live upon the rent-roll of
propertics in the Middle States, one of them owning 40,000 acres in one
county alone—about half s vroperty—from which he draws an income of
more than §r100,000 a ycar.

The question as to how these lands were obtained has passed beyond the
stage of practical politics, but at no distant day the question of the
relations of landlord and tenant is one which must engage the scrious
consideration of American statesmen, otherwise we may have reenacted in
the New World some of the agrarian disturbances which, during the past
ten years, have attracted the attentivn « [ the leadiag minds in Great Britain
and on the continent.

A NEVER-CHANGING POLICY.

. The policies of states, like the views of individuals, change with chang-
ing circumstances, but as the individual who has the courage to stick to his
own convictions geuerally succeeds in the long run, so the state which has
an unchanging policy, in time realizes the aim of that policy. ‘The truth of
this statement must appear cvident to those conversant with the great
castern question  throughout which the vne unvarying fixed purpose of
Russia has been to drive the Turks frum their Luropean possessions, and
plant the standard of the Czar on the fortress overlooking the Golden Gate
at Constantinople. Those who remember the Cnmean War and its cause
have good reason to feel surprised at the turn which recent events in Europe
have taken  Thirty years ago the unitcd furces of Britain, France, Sardinia,
and Turkey, were hurled against Russia in order to cumpel that power to
withdraw from Moldavia and Wallachia, now united as Roumania, because
the occupation of these principalitics by Russia was regarded as ominous of
her intention to push on to Cunstantinople, and further, because it threatened
to disturb the balance of power upon the continent With the fall of
Scbastapool, Russia yiclded to the inevitable, quietly assenting to the ereation
of Roumania as an independent state, and further, augmenting the territory
of that principality by the cession of a portion of Bessarabia., By treaty
she agreed to withdraw her fleets {rom the Black Sea, and to dismantle the
fortresses upon its shores,  But thirty years have wrought a great change in
European public opinion, while the policy of Russia, as respects Constants-
nople, remains the same as in 1854. Her war-ships, notwithstanding treaty
obligations, now ride at anchor in all the principal Russian Black Sea ports,
the fortifications at Batoum have been restored, and the Russian troops
massed a short distance north of the Danube. Prince Alexander, who, a few
months since, proved himself an able commander, and one who might, if
undisturbed, carve out an independent Balkan state, has been overthrown
through Russian intrigue. And yet, with all this, the persons who thirty
Years ago would have been ready to prevent Russian aggression, remain
passive observers of that which is transpiring in the East, and Russia is
allowed almost without a protest to further her plans for reaching the gaol of
her ambition. Russia’s policy is still the same, but that of the powers has
changed with changed circumstances,—changed with the altered political
geography of Europe.  With the unification of Germany and the strength-
ening of the Austro-Hungarian fedoration, .the balance of power upon the

Continent has ceased to be a disturbing factor in intcrnational affairs, ang
as Dismarck believes that the interests of Russia and Austria can I
adjusted to tho mutual satisfaction of those two great empires, Britain ¢y
well afford to allow the great German chancellor to have his way, secing
that Germany, and not Dritain, would be more immediately affected

Russian territorial extension. ‘The term of the Sultan's rule in Europe i
drawing to a closc, but it yet remains to be settied whether Turkey iy
Europe is to be formed into one or more independent Balkan states, or be
divided between Germany's great imperial neighbors, Russia and Aistria,

ANTICOSTI—THE SABLE ISLAND OF THE GULF

Attention is now being called to the fitness of Anticosti as a field for
cmigration. A colonization company has been formed, and active measure
are being taken to attract scttlersto this little-estecmed and, as it is clameyg,
much mis-represented island. ‘The prospectus of the corapany even states thy
the land is-fertile, and the natural advantages for sett!'ement are great. And,
indeed, no meaner authority than Sir Willism Lojan has pronounced the
soil to be of the best quality, and similar to that of the Genessee Valley
western New York.  If Anticosti really possesses such an advaatage,
it must be singularly rich in compensating disadvantages ; for up to the pre-
sent all attempts at colonizing the island have bsen conepicuous failures,

The Anticostan exhibit at the Colonial exhibition in London consists of
oue glass case containing very good samples of potatoes and squashes, and
rather indifferent specimens of bears.  On a bench at the end of the case
sits a pretty little girl, probebly not a product of the island, distributing cu.
culars, setting forth the redeeming Ceatures of Anticosti. One is forced to
ask himself what would be the nature of the place which had no redeem.
mgdfcaturcs,—actually nothing to keep the inhabitants from a little harmless
pride.
The gexeral reader wil. be interested in & graphic description of Anucost
from the pen of Mr. J. McDorald Oxley, which appears in the September
number of the Cosmoapolitan, of Rochester, N. Y,  His account of this Sabis
Island of the Gulf is rendered more interesting, perhaps, by a reference
the many disastrous ship wrecks that have occurred off igs rocl_;y shores,
Physically, the island is 120 milea long by about 30 miles wide, at its
centre. The chiffs along the southern coast arc from twenty to thirty feat
above the sea level; while the northern coast shows a succession of
ridges, varying from 200 to 500 feet in height.  The climate, according to
Mr, Oxley, is not inferior to that of the Maritime Prqvinces, the high ndges
at the north forming a protection for the most fertile part of the island.
Referring to the products of the soil, 2Mr. Oxley says:—* As may be judged
from the success attending the planting of the potato, the soil of the island
iz well adapted to vegetables, and nearly all kinds will thrive there; but
wheat, oats and corn, unfortunately, will not mature, and strange to say,
horned cattle rarely or never survive their secoud year. * Horses
and pigs thrive ezverywhere, and sheep do fairly well, so that upon th
whole, an industrious farmer could mannge prefly comfortably, provided he
did not lay too much stress upon butter, cheese and milk.”

This proviso is enough to settle Anticosti's clsims upon the emigrant
Unless he is content to live on pork, mutton, potatocs and squashes, he had
better look around for some place that will yield his bread amd lutle.
Until Canada, with an arca equal to that of Europe, and a population about
equal to that of London, has furnished comfortahle homes for many mit
lions of cmigtants, there will be no urgent need for colonmizing Anticosu.

CANADA AND JAPAN.

The opening of direct communication between Japan and Canada marks
the commencement of a new cra in the history of Canadian commerau
activity. Before the revolution of 1868, the communications between the
Japanose and the * foreign ' srbarians™ of Caucasian race were hamperedby
the extreme exclusiveness ¢ the former. A closer acquaintance with the
diplomatists of the so-called vu.barians, and a brief but memorable expen
cnce of the superiority of European fire-arms entirely removed all prejudice
against the foreigner ; so much so, indeed, that the Japznese are now most
energetic in cultivating the acquaintance of the * forcign barbarian,” and
in studymng his arts and sciences. Within the las. eighteon years an extensire
trade has sprung up between Japan and the outsidec world. In 1884 the
exports amounted to 833,016,430, and the imports to $28,821,027. The
British, the Americans, the Chinese, the Germans and the French take the
lead in foreign trade with Japan.

Now that Canada and Japan have bocome such close neighbours, and
that the latter has developed so sociable a spirit of lale, the time has come
to consider what will be the nature of the relations between the two coun-
tries. Canada is of all civilized countries the ncarestto Japan. The dealings
of Japan with Europe and America arc daily becoming more extensive.
She is capable of cnormous development, her present population, equal to
that of the British Isles, being less than half as many as she is ablt b
support. European habits and education are rapidly gaining grouad. Tbe
principal cxports from Japan are rice, tea, silk, artistic products, grain and
provisions. The cominonest imports at present are textile fabrics, metalks
and manufactares, beverages, drugs, paints, sugar, molasses, books, clocks
and machinery, oil and war, winas and liquors. A g.unce at the geographi-
cal position of Canada and Japan, and at the excellent me: ns of transpont
furnished by the Canadian Pacific Railway, with a comparison of the articles
exported and imported by the two countries respectively, will at once show

The
contributions of the Presbytery of New York last ycar amounted to
$754:552 8¢, an average per communicant ot nearly 40 The number ot
communicants is 19,823. Besides thesc churches there are cleven chuiches
connected with the Reformed (Dutch), the Reformed Presbytenian, the

United Presbyterian, and the Welsh Calvinistic, all of the Presbyteran faith
and order.

ASCENT OF MOUNT ETNA.

Tho guido collects our sparo clothing and rofroshments and puts then
across his mulo, and then, calling ou us to mount, he lezds tho way. On b
left we pass tho Monti Rossi, two wmountains betweon 6,000 and 7,000 fey
high, thrown up by one of the cruptions of Etna. Thon thore are nothin
beforo us but masses of tiny vines somo two or three feet high, which w
supposo aro the last traces of vegetativn wo shall seo. But no, wo soon rame
to quito a distinct zone or bolt of woodland, called 1! Bosco, or the wood,
which oxtends in width about six miles, and is three miles deep. Hitherls
wo have boen ploughing our way through looso cinders with a dreary wuy
of land on ecithor hand, but now the scono changes suddenly, and u
pleasantly. For an hour we aro riding through s wood of small trees,
oak, bocch, and cork ; tho roadway is no longer of looso cinders, but of huy
boulders of lava, over which, or around which, tho mules mount or ereepu
may svora bost to them ; for by this time wo aro quito persuaded that w
aro at their morcy, and that theso pationt, hardy animals will well earn the
money charged for thom.

Great care should bo omployed 1n making the bud so as to
have overything smooth and oven. If a blauket by used next to tho bed,
see that 1t is buth Ter gor and broader than the bul itsolf, and be particular
about tho samo points 1u choosing the shoet which is to cover the blanket.
First, tuck the blinket well in ab the head of the bed, draw it down tightly
and tuck it well 1n at the fuot, thou tuck tt uunder the sides,  Lay tho sheot
over tho blanket in the same manuer, su that tuere may be no wrinkles,
Then place the bolster aud pillows. When you cover up your pativnt, tuck
the ciothes firmly and smovthly 1 av the fuut of tno bed, so that they may
not bo disturbed if ho bo resiivss. Do not turn them down on the pa}iont‘s
chost, as the weight will bo uncomfortable, and, perhaps, ovon distressing.

The excrotions of tho pationt should not he kept in the room to
polute the air for a single mowment,

Tho hours for giving nourishment should bo as regular as possiblo.
Tho paticot should not bo worriod to takoe it, if he be disinclined to do so
it should bo kopt constantly on hand, so that it may boe givon whonover an
ogportunity occurs. Whun the pationt is dangerously ill, nourishment
should begiven about four or five o’cluck in the morning, and at the same
time othor necossary dutics may be porformed. Aftar that the pationt should
not be disturbod, but allowod to sloop as long as ho likes. As soon as ho
awakes he should recoive sumo witin nourishment, and immodiatoly after-
ward his faco, ncck, hands, and feot slould be well sponged with warm
water, his hair should bo brashed for the day, his bed-clothing should bo
arrangel, and all things got in roadinass bofore the visit of the phggici;n.

OUR COSY CORNER.

Cvcudper Ao Ly Martre p'Hoter.—Peel a nico straight cucumber,
aud cut il into four pieces lengthwise ; scoop out all tho seeds, and then cut
it up again into small pieces about threo inchos in length , throw thess into
a saucepan of boiling water with somo salt. When they bend under the
touch they are done, and must bo taken out and very carofully drained in a
ssive ; then put them into a saucopan with a good sized picce of buttor, some
finoly chopped parsloy, sslt and pepper to tasto , toss the cucumbor well ovor
& brisk fire until thoroughly heated through, and setve on a very hot dish.

To Staiy Froows, if they are well finished and of clear wood, treat
them first to staining, then to filling, and then to polish or varnish. By the
first process you ,:ve them a color, by the second you fill up all tho pores
and givo them a smooth, hard hat elastic, impervious surface, and by the last
a durable surface. A good oak stain may be made by adding to overy quart
of water two ounces ~ach of potash and pearlash, This stain must be
handled carefully, as it blisters tho hands and softens the brushes; it should
be kept corked up, and applied hot. If .hisstain is nct golden enough, the
merost trifle of aloos put in the floor polish will produco the desired effect.
A good dark mahogany stain can be made by boiling half a pound of maddor
and two ounces of logwood in s gallon of water, and brushiug it woll over
the wood while the liquid is very hot. When dry, slightly brush it over
with a solution of two drachms of pearlash in one™ quart of water. For a
good walnut stain, to overy quart of water add ono and a half cunces of
washing sods, two and a half ounces of Vandyke bruwn, and one quarter of
an ounce of bichromate of potassa, boil ten minutes, and thon apply hot
with_bﬁ'ush. When youar stained floor is dry apply a filler, and then a floor
varnish.

The newest thing in toa cosics are those with four and oight sides, marked
with appeques of volvet on satin or plaia wool. They aro often made up
with wadding, but nothing retains the heat so well as the old-fashioned layer
upon layer of flannel,

Fancy vests are made of colored sursh and ribbons.

COMMERCIAL.

‘Tho condition o1 the wholesale trade in all dopartmonts is quite satis
factory. Though it cannot bo said that there has beon a largely increased
activity, still it must be borne in mind that a pnod, healthy business has
been done right along fur some wecks and its volume is certaiuly larger than
it has beon in tho corresponding poriods of recont years. Country orders
come in frooly, prompt payments are made, and all means of transportation
are kopt busy, The outlook coutinues to be decidedly encouraging.
Unfortunately the unhappy state of tho West India markets rendors it
impossiblo for much to be done in that direccion, but what is accomplished
is fairly remunerative. Considerable quantitics of fish, both on ico and in
pickle, are being shipped to tho Unitod States, wherc the demand is active
and the prices favorable. This relieves vus haidy fishermen of the apectro
of want duricg the coming wintor, which tho bad promise of the early pan
of the season held out to them,

The horse railway company is rapidly laying its rails, and oxpects to have
its cars running as far as ths Post Office by the ond of tho week.

Work on the dry dock is being pushed as rapidly as circumstances wui
pormit and much faster than many persons thought would be found
practicable.

The city is arranging to construct a large sower which will drain all the
caatorn front of the city fromn Almon streot to North street. It is estimated
to cost about $18,000—one-third of which amount will be defrayod by the

Impozial Governmont, »s when completed it will reliove their duckyard of

threo ill-constructed drains that nov; run through it.

All theso works give, or will give, employment to hundreds of men who
would otherwise bo idle, Thoy put monry in circulation whero it is nust
needed and enliven the retail trede whica has been languishing for a lung
time. Thoy add to the purchasing power of the community, and thercb,
increase the comfort of all.

It is much to bo regretied that tho directors of the  Halifax" sugar
rofinery at ‘Woodside, Dattmouth, havo not yet, so far as known, found a
way out of their difficulties. They reserve their confidence, howover, s
much from the public that no one but themsclves knows what their pruspocts
or intentions are. All will hope that they may be able to straigiten out
their troublo without serious loss, and bo soon ablo ' resume on a firmer
basis for operations than ever beforo.

Dry Goops.—The wholesalo trade is excellont, and many of our iy
houses are kept busy till late hours in filling orders received during the day.
On the other hand the retail business is smaller than it should be, but vser
it shows symptoms of revival that we trust will bo realized as the fali
advances.

Breavsturrs,—Wheat continues to flactuste in & very bawildonog
manner, but the general tenduncy is in favor of lower prices, In the pas
ten wooks a decline of 1lc. has actually beon achioved. Somo of the
shrewdest dealers confidently predict that it will fall to 70c. before Gctber |
is out, and that it will not recover from that figure. Of course this maka
all other grains and grain products weak and causes flour to be decidedly
panicky, It must be understood that our quotatio.s are strictly mullen
prices in cat lots delivered at Halifax. Jobbors and rotailers prices must of
vccossity bo dearer to cover the items of labor, expense and profit , we
make these oxplanations becauso some complsints are mado that Lrohen
lots are charged in excess of market quotations. We quote as follows for
to-day : Flour—Graham, $4.40 to $4.50 ; high grado patents, $4.50 to
$4.60 ; medium patonis, $4.30 to $4.40 ; choico roller superiors, 84.15 tv
$4.20 ; extras, $3.85 to 83,90, low grades and sour flour, $3.10 to 83.50.

Cuxesg.—Aunother bold advanco has heon made in this article, 1t is
structive to reviow its movomonts {n the groat wostorn centres during the
ast four months, starting at tho beginning of Juno at 7ie., it ronched
L\fom tho ond of that month 8o. In July it was 93¢.: in August, 104 to
103e., and this mouth it isat 11 to 11je. One yoar ago it was quoted in
Auguet at 73 to 8c.,and in Septomber at 96 Thy faliing off in tho last to
years to the middle of September in the shipmonts is slso worthy of
altention, In 1884 thore woro shinped 800,000 boxes ; in 1885, 760,000
boxos, anl this yoar only 640,000 boxes. Tho market hore is quiet but firm,

Fuxiants of breadstuils and provisions will, it is rumored, be advanced
10 conis per barrel on tho 1st Oct.' This will, if carricd out, offset to
tho consumer the anticipated doclension in prices to somo extent.

Liverpool and London prices
hitherlo have beon Jower than was anticipated, but it must be remembered
that quotations aro, eo far, for carly fruits, and bettor figures may bo expected
whon winter fruits aro prosented to tho market. New Valoncis rzisins have
been reesived in Montreal, and ave roported to be the finoat ever soon. Thoy
wid &t 9 to 9do., but the pricesa obtained for flvat lots are no criterion for
what may be obtained Iatter on. The first California raisins over brought
1o Now York have boon presented in that market and sold readily. Sultauas
at8o. f.0.b, Asit has been found that tho Golden State can produce an
sbundanco of raisins and figs as good as those of Europe, it is quite
likely that tho trado may in a few years be rovolutionized.

Live Stoox.—The supply has boon abundant and good, but prices are
lower for large lots on the hoof. An experiment in shipping small
Antigonish cattle to Englund for choap meat food will, it is roported, shortiy
be mado. If thoy find eale at favorablo prices a large trade may develope
therofrom. '

Lunpen is faitly activo and the demand threatens to outrun the immediate
sopply.  Yet quotations are unchanged and prices are very firm.

Our Cuau InpusTrRY.—In his last letter to Tar Cririo, Mr. Longley
wisely abstains from a further discussion of the coal dutics, and virtuslly
sdmits his untenabloe pusition ; but when he statcs that woare trying to draw
him into a discussion of the National Policy, he is entirely wrong, as such a
diecussion would be out of place in the Mining columns of this paper.
Where the National Policy or any other polioy affeots the miuing inguatry
wa aro willing to discuss it, but only fo that oxtent. Neither had we any
intontion of reflecting on the present Local Government in our closing
" romarks. We simply called aitention to the fact that the proposed changes
in tho Royalties were obnoxious to the coal mine owners, and requested Mr.
Longloy to use his influonco in having them changed, and a more accoptable
measuro substituted. Slack ooal is oxempted from paying Royalty under the
Act, 50 it is manifestly unjust to charge the full Royalty on the run of the
mine coal, which must includo a largs porcentage of slack coal. Yet Mr.
Longley says, that under the old schedule, this had to be dono. Woe fail to
seo the logio of this, The options] reduction of the Royalty on all the coal
mined to 7% cents from 9 7-10 cents on round coal, does not, in our opinion,
meet the requiremen's of the case in any particular, 1f the mine owners
accept it, they virtually admit the right of the uuvernmont to charge the full
Royalty on slack coal ; if they do not, the Government still insisted on charg-
ing the full Royalty on run of the mine coal, including the large percontage of
slack, Is this fair tothe mine owners? Mr. Longloy admts that charging full
Royalty on run of the mine cosl was * oppressive and injurious to tho trade,”
and yet we would agk him, how many lessces of coul areas have accepted the
compromise terms offored by the amended Act?

‘The percentage of slack in run of the mino coal must vary considerably,
according to the quality of the coal being mined and through other causes
too numerous to mention, but it 1s possible to average vory correctly the

rcentage of slack in every thousand tous of coal actually shipped, and

yalty should only be charged on the balauce. If the Government have
been doing otherwise, we certainly feel that thoy have not treatod tho coal
mining industry as faitly as the importance of the business deserves.

There may be a great deal in Mr. Longloy’s propusition, that the Federal
Governmont grant a sum tu the Pruvince in commutation of the Iloyalties
now charged on mincrals, and we should like to sce tho matter presented
for consideration.

Raritime Frobieinl Grange—Pateons of Fusbanden.

We present below a partial report of the session of the Executive
Committee_of the Maritime Provincial Grange, held at Winans' Hotel,
Twro, on Wednesday 22nd ult. The members of the Committee arrived
in town on Tuesday, and spenta long evening, as well as the whole of
Wednesday until a Jate hour, carefully and thoroughly discussing the varied
interests of the Order demanding their attention. "Much of the work
resulied in decisions not to take any action—~or to leave the matter under
cousideration for further discussion by and action of the Proviucial Grange.

The programme of business for the session was arranged and taken up
in alphabetical order.

Agricultural Education received a large share of attention and the
Committee was greatly aided, as well us instructed, during the deliberations
on this most important interest by Professor H. W. Smith, of the Nova
Scotia School of Agriculture, who spent an hour with them at their hotel,
and another at the laboratory of the Agricultural School. The Committee
were much and favorably impressed with the varied and apparently thorough
attainments of the professor, evinced by his ready replies to, and full
information concerning, all the many inquiries addressed 10 him. The
professor believes that the facilities afforded by the School of Agriculture for
acquiring a thoroughly useful knowledge of the profession, so far as they
may be obtained at a school, are not surpassed by any with which he is
acquainted. The professor also asserts that the Laboratory is superior in
many respects to any in Canada, if not on the continent. ‘The pupil
teachers attending the Normal Schoel share the Pr fessor, and the facilities
for an Agricultural course, with the Agricultural students. Perhaps the
government of Nova Scotia will not be unwilling to share with our Order,
and especially with our worthy brother, Col. Blair, the honor and credit due
in connection with the establishment of the School of Agriculture, which
should be an enduring monument in their honor. We have also been
assured that the premier has promised, that as soon as Prof Smith has
under his care twenty Agricultural students, land and the necessary equip-
ments for an Agricultural College and Model Farm, will be furnished The
Executive Committee strongly urges the governments of the Maritime
Province to adopt such measures as shall effsct the introduction of the first
gﬁnciplcs of Agriculture into all country district schools in the jurisdiction.
'he rudimentary knowledge thus acquired will, it is believed, not only be of
great practical service in itself, but will also create a thirst for more know-
ledge and furnish students for the much-needed Agricultural College.

The Secretary reported efforts made to awaken, stimulate or assist a
sentiment in favor of the general observance of Arbor Day—also the action
taken by the Council of Public Instruction concerning the observance Ly
schools. The Sec'y was instructed 1o convey to the Council of Public
Instruction and to the able and zealous Superintendent of Education of Nova
Scotia, the thanks of the Commitice on behalf of the Order, for the
co-operation to which is due the measure of success attained.

It was resolved that subordinate Granges thronghoat the Maritime
jurisdiction be requested to observe the 13th day of May 1887 as Arbor
Day ; and to use every effort to obtain the observance in the District Schools
of their neighborhood.

The past history and prospects of Asscssment refurm, agitation and
measures were fully discussed. I’ast Master W. M. Blaiy, Leing present,
gave the Committee the benefit of his intimate acquaintance with the history
and position of the measure.

The Committee by resolution expressed strung disapproval of the manuer
in wnich the Assessment Bill, and the demand for Assessment Reform, had
been treated, also their opinion that while the measure introduced at the
last Session of the Legislature of Nowa Scotia, was a great improvement
upon the existing law, it failed to provide for an cquitable adjustment of
taxation. The Committee also by resolution expressed a hope that the
passage of the bill referred to, or a better one, would signahze the first
session of the new House.

The condition of the Order in the jurisdiction received a share of the
attention of the Committee commensurate with its importance. The only
reliable information at hand, was obtained from the official Report of Secre-
taries of Division Granges. A number of subordinate Granges have failed
o report to the Secretarics of their several Divisions, which shows a
condition of the Order demanding efficient treatment and remedies. It was
decided that the Secretary be instructed to request Division Deputics to
furnish quarterly reports of the condition of the Order in their several
'glﬁsdictions. It was also decided to recommend the appointment by cach

ivision Grange of a competent member 1o visit the sub-Granges in their
several jurisdictions, whose duty it should be o explain the unwritten work,
to see that cach Grange worked in accordance with the constitution, laws
and usages of the Order ; to instill, if possible, an apprecistion of and zeal
for the principles, purposes and objects of the Order; and to report
tterly for the information of Division Granges and of the Provincial

range.
The ! presented a statement of the financial condition of the
Provincial Grange, and & Deposit Receipt of the Halifax Banking Company,
vhich shows that the finances are in a very gratifying condition.

The relations of the Order in the Maritime jurisdiction to_the Dominion
Grange and the Order in Ontario, were fully discussed. The Committee
expressed the opinion that greater efiiciency, as well as a great saving in
expenditure, would be effected by adopting the amendment to the Cunstitu-
tion which proposes that the Doininion Grange be composed of the
Executive Committees of the Provincial Granges under its jurisdiction.

The Commiittee also reiterated the determination previously expressed,
to strenuously oppose the Amalgamation of the Dominion Grange and the
Ouatario Provincial Grange.

The Secretary was instructed 1o request the Executive Committee of the
Dominion Grange to restore a previously existing arrangement for renumer-
ation of Deputies organizing Granges outside of their own counties, which
would afford some slight encouragement to the work of organization, now at
a stand still, no new Granges having been organized during the present
year.
The Sccretary was also instructed to communicate with the Executize
Committee of the Dominion Grange, with reference to retention by }he
Maritime Provincial Grange of one-half of the tax due the Dominion
Grange, on the ground that no session of the latter was held during the past
year, aud that the Maritime Provincial Grange would thereby be cnabled to
prosecute cfticiently the work of organization.

The Organ of the Provincial Grange, published in the Halifax Crttic,
was considered by the Committee to be doing a good work fur the Order,
by diffusing a knowledge of its principles, purposes and objects  The
Committee also passed a resolution urging all Subordinate and Divisional
Granges to furnish Secretaries with a copy of THE Critic, so that it might
be a reliable and cfficient means of official communication. Patrons
generally are also urged to subscribe, as the cfficiency of the Organ of any
Society must depend, not only upon efficient management, but also apon its
circulation among those whom it is intended to reach.

The Secretary was instructed to convey to the manager of Tue Critic
Publishing Co., the thanks of the Committee fur the liberality and courtesy
which has characterized his dealings with the Order.

The Secretary reported having recently received applications for infor-
mation concerning the Order, and for Deputies to organize Subordinate
Granges.

THr Suant ToxaToes.—Soon after the promotion of the tomato to a
position among most valued garden esculents, the miniature varieties were
brought prominently to notice, and in the good old gardening days no more
popular ¢ preserve” or pickle was scen on the farmer's table.  An occasional
compromise was * sweet pickle,” a toothsome relish, partaking of the char-
acters of both the other forms. There has becn no change in these pretty
little varieties of late years, but they are almost unkrown to the majority of
tomato-growers.  Still they possess decided merit in the way of reliability
and great productiveness ; in fact, during a disastrous scason when the large
and solid kinds have rotted badly, the small varities presented a mass of
perfect fruit.  The most curious, and at the same time most ornamental of
the latter class is properly known asthe currant tomato, with fruit very litue,
if any, larger than the cherry currant.  Next in size is the cherry tomato,
with both yellow and red varieties, ar.d these arc especially recommended
for conserves, being of mild, pleasant flavor. The plum, or, as it is most
frequently called, the pear tomato, for the shade of difference is too slight
to notice, is likewise represented by both ycliow and red, and tuese
appeared to be the most highly prized by our ancestors. A size yet larges,
and entirely globular, is very appropriate for salads, as the firm texture of
the flesh is uuexcelled. In this class are several mew introductions of
decided merit.—Croppie,

———

BuiLp ox Ice-Housr.—It is now in order for those wishing to harvest
their share ¢ tho ice-crop to propars for storing the same. In alluding to
this seasunablo topic, an Eastora papor says the ico house is no longer con-
sidored a luxury, as ice is now one of tho necossities for evory farmer. An
ico-houso may ho very cheaply bailt, and a shady place should be selected
for it, if possible. Evergeeen boughs are admirable for placing in the house
to prescrvo the ice, whea sawdust or chopped straw cannot be obtained.

SEEDING TO GRrass.—\Vhether to seed to grass in Spring or Autumn
depends on circumstances. On some lands when tho weather is favorable
fall seeding will scem to do best. Bat ofton when the autumn months are
dry the grass-gots such a poor start that unless tho winter is very favorable it
makes but a poor showing tho following spring. Crickets and grasshoppers
often do much dimage to fall aced-land. In dry woathor the young grass

starts slow, and mikes but little growth, and at such times these insecls are
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usually very plenty, and on the borders of tho new sceded land they often
eat tho tender graso as fast as it grows until it is ontirely destroyed. By
seeding in spring wo avoid these causes of failure, I havo tried both spring
and fall socding, but have had very much the hest success with spring
sceding. By soeding in spring with grain wo savo tho ploughing and
harrowing of tho land for ono crop, as two crops aro suwn togethor, When
graes seed is sown in spring with grin on guod, well prepared land, it ia
almost sure to start and grow well till the grain ripens and is horvestod, If
the grass fails it is usually at this timo. I have noticed that whon tho grain
was cut green for fodder the grass did much better than whon it was loft to
ripen. But I am not suro whother it was due to the grain’s Leing cat carly,
before the weather becamo hot and dry, or to tho oxhaustion of water and
availablo plant fuod in thoe surface-soil by the ripening grain. 1 think that
more failurcs in sceding result rom lack of availablo fortility than from any
other cause. The young grass plant, whon it first starls, is a very small and
delicatoe structure, and unloss its tender roots find an abundance of plant-foed
within their reach, the growth is vory slow, and if its surroundings aro
unfavorable, it soun dies, Suwa in tho spring with grain, it soun starts, but
if there is only a scanty supply of available plant-food, tho rapidly-growing
grain, by its greator vigor, soon absorbs it, and by the time the grain is ripe
and harvested, thero is little left for the tender grass, and, as a natural result,
it dies, But with a richor and better-prepared soil, thero is fuod onough for
both grass and grain, and tho partisl shade of the growing grain protects the
grass from the hot sun until it gets so firmly rovted as to be able to rosist its
scorching rays. To meet this immediate want of the young grass, I usuully
sow & light drossing of fertilizor with tho grass-seed, which givesit n good
atart, and it seldom fails to grow. Tho grass on newseeded Iand is often
injured by cutting the grain too low. When it is cut high, as with a cradle,
the stubble affords somwe protection, and tho grass does much better. Raking
the grain-fields with a spring tooth horse-rake in hot, dry weather destroys
much of tho tender grass, cspecially if the rake is pressed down hard un the
ground. It is botter to rake tho grain by hand than to tear up tho grass
with a horse.  When from any causo the grass is thin on parts of the new-
seeded lauds, it is a good plan to sow additional grass and clover-sced early
in the spring on bare ground, but it must be sown early while the soil is
moist.—J, W. Pierce, in N. E. Farmer.

Keeeixe Oxions Throven THE \Winter.—There are many ways of
keeping good, sound, ripe, dry onions. Tne great point is to keep them
dry. But you must recollect that even a ripo onion contains at least eights
per cent. of water, and when a large mass of thew are kopt together they
ure liablo to “ sweat)’ and the skin and tops become damp ; and if the
temperature is above freezing thoy will throw out roots and commence to
grow, just as thoy would in the damp soil. If it is nocessary to keep thom
in 8 large mass, put them in a dry place, such as a shed or a barn ; then
they will freeze eolid, and stay frozon till wanted in spring. They must be
well coversd to keep them frow thawing, and you should avoid putting them
in & barn with a basement underneath where horses, cattle, sheap or hogs
are kept, as the warmth from the animals might thaw them out.

They can be placed three or four inches deop on shelves in a dry cellar,
or in slat-boxes hulding about a bushel each. The lower buxes should ba
placed on buards, and not on the cellar floor. The boxes may be piled up
one above anothor, but in such a way as to * break joints” and admit of a
circulation of air round and through every bux. In other words, do not
place the ¢nds and sides of tho boxes closo to each other. Lrave a space of
two or three inches botween the boxes. A little ingeunuity may bo required
to stack them up, and it is wuil to think out the methud Lifute you commence,
50 a8 to know exactly what you are poing to do. At any rate, sece that the
vnions are dry before storing them in the cellar or house, aud Jdo not pack
the boxes too close, and give frequent ventillation and change of air by
oponing the door and windows. XKcep as noar tho freezing point as possible,
and sco that the collar is clean and that there is no damp organic matter
anywhero.—American Agriculturist for October.

Professor Budd says that in sciting trees it is always best to lean the
tree towards the south [or southwest.— Ev.] at a strong angle, This may
not look near so well as to sct them upright, but wo must pay more attention
to profit ourselves and good health for the treo in this matier. By leaning
the treo to the south in this munner, sun scalding is prevented to a groat
extent, for the top being partly between the sun and the trunk, shades and
protects it from the heat ; as tho tops and routs both are strongest on the
north side, thoy will gradually pull the treo back into ax upright position.

The Massachusetts Exporiment Station asserts that there are two cortain
methods of capturing the plum weevil, the first by jarring tho tree overy
morning for three weeks after the plums have set, and catching the weovils
upon sheets laid upon the ground; the socond, by placing’ largs flocks of
chickens in coops uuder the trces It sleo says that pyrethrum mixed with
five limes its bulk of plaster apd dusted into the centro of the loaves with
sulphur bellows, :s certain destruction to cabbage-worms.—Fruit Recorder.

The spokss, hubs and felloos of a waggon are soon rotted at the mortises
by the cntrarce of water, and the frequent swelling and shrinking produce
a looseness of the joints which is soon fatal to the wheel. By saturating
these parls with hot oil until no moro will become absorbed, the wheel will
become solid, firm and dursble.
