-We have hald an unusutial number of
interesting subjects to notice within the
last few days, and are therefore conpelled
to be brief in our references to them. At
a very late period of the Session, railvay
resolutions have been brought dowon,
auithorizing subsidies aggregating nearly
ten niillions of dollars to twenty-six rail-
ways, thirteen in the Province ofQuebec,
eighit in the Maritime Provinces, andl five
in Ontario. Quebee is to get $7,4i9,100,
the Maritime Provinces $1,060,400, and
Ontario 036,800. It is scarcely possible
thiat these resolutions can give satisfac-
tion to the nienbers frodi. Ontario, espe-
cially aI it is geierally believed thiat they
have ouiginated in a pledge given as an
inîducemenit to the Quebec meibers ta.
coicuir i the loa 1 li1e 0ianadian Praifi
00mgpaiy,
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sTREAMs QUEsTION.
The unanimous decision of the Judicial

Committee of the Privy Council has
reversed the unanimaus decision of the
Supreme Court of Canada on the question
of the right of a riparian proprietor to
make improvements in certain streams
alleged ta be not navigable, and to preven t
other proprietors from using such im-
provements. The costs are said to be
enormous, and have been estimated as
higli as $30,000. The political parties
are each claiming the victory. There is
something to be said on both sides. The
main point taken by the Montreal Gazette
is that the Ontario Act had a retroactive
effect, and that it was therefore properly
disallowed. The Act was, if we are not
mistaken, passed originally after the first
judgment in favor of' Mr. McLaren. Its
object was to declai'e that such power,
even il legal, ought not to exist, but it
also provided fair compensation for the
use of the iniprovements. lt was-com-
petent in the opinion of the Legislatise
for it to pass such a law, and, as matters
have tnlned ont, it would have bee
fortunate foir Mr. MeLaren hal it been
left to its operation. It was held to be
an interference with private riglts, and
thereis no doubt that it was intended to be
so, but there are cases when it is desir-
able to protect the geieral public froin a
bad law, as the one in question was be-
lieved to be. ILt is certainly very hard on
Mr. McLaren, who lad been encouraged to
believe that lie was only exercising his
legal riglts, and who has been put to
enormous casts in consequence.

. THE OONSPIRAcXCV CAsE.
The sitting magistrate at Toronto lias

commiîtted all the parties charged with
conspiracy for trial. There was quite a
scene in Court caused by Kirkland, the
United States defendant, falling in a
fainting fit on the Bloor. The magistrate
seeis to have had little difficulty in com-
ing to the conclusion that there was a
conspiracy. le then found Wilkinson
and Meek sufficiently compromised by
their interview with McKim, while
Bunting was leld to have committed
himself by his promise that, whatever
Wilkinson and Meek agreed to, would be
carried out. Kirkiand's offer of $1,000
to McKim, and his references to " tlhe'm
connected hii with the conspiracy. It
was at this period of the judgment that
Kirkland fell in a fainting fit.

30UNDARY QUESTION.
The Dominion Government bas agreed to

leave the boundary dispute to be decided
by the Privy Council, and, as Ontario and
Manitoba have agreed, it may be assumed
that this troublesome question is in a fair
train for settlement.

THE LANGEVIN cHARoEs.

The Globc lias made very serions
charges against Sir ItectorLangevin,which
are, in substance, tLat a considerable
'amount of the money raised for a testi-
moniaI to the Minister was contributed
by contractors who had unsettled claims
pending before the department of Public
Works, and it is added that large sumis
were subsequently awarded to these con-
tractors. It has been stated positively
by the Montreal Gazette that the nanes
of the contributors were not known to
Sir Hlector Langevin, while the Globe's
correspondent states as positively thiat
Mr. Goodwin, one of the contractors, sent
his cheques direct. Sir Hector Langevin
has positively denied all the charges, and
we think quite satisfactorily.-The old $32,-
000 charge lias been revived in connection
with the other. It will be recollected
that Sir 11. Langevin oflered to subimit a
statement of the expenditure to Mir. Joly
in confidence, but thiat gentleman de-
clined to receive it. It is uifortinate
that Sir Hector did not at once ask some
leading gentleman of his own party,
such, for example, as Senator Ferrier or
Senator Ryan, to examine the niatter, and
to give a short statement, over their sig-
natures, that they had been satisfied that
the money had been expended for politi-
cal purposes, and that no personal benefit
had been derived frorn it. e\N have
always heard that the origin of the sus-
picion, and the consequent imputations,
was the denial by Sir Iector's political
allies in Quebec, that they had received
any assistance from the fund. It was
very different in Ontario with the allies
of Sir John A. iacdonald.

THE DECLINE IN WIIEAT.

Owing to a succession of bad crops
in the most fertile countries of Europe,
the United States have for the last
five years been called upon to supply
the wants of hungry populations, and
accordingly fully one-third of the wheat
raised in the United States lias annually
been exported. Europe was represented
by newspapers ta the south of us as
entirely dependent upon America for lier
food. Her exhausted fields could no
longer satisfy the demand upon them and,
like Great Britain, occidental countries
liad to rely upon American surplus to fill
up their annual deficiency.

The continued heavy break in prices,
aRnouiting to a decline of 24 cents
per bushel within the last fou, months,
(and yet not great enough to permit
exportation) is -a severe blow to the
assumption of America's being the

granary of the world. Wheat has not
been sufficiently low to admit of transpor
tation to and sale in European marketsi
in competition with Indian, Russian and
other wheats. IL seens, therefore, a Most
conservative statement of' the case to say
that high-priced wheat and monopoly of
the supply, due to lack of development in
other fields, are nearly at an end. Ve must
now on this continent adjust ourselves to
the markets of the world, and accept thé
price which. foreign wheat consumers ivill
pay us mn common with other competitors.

WVith every new application of steam-
pow'er, witLh every new mechanical
contrivance for saving labor, with every
dollar added to the general wealth,
there comes an increased facility for
meeting the competition of foreign grain-
growing countries in the European mar-
kets. But the bane of the country is
speculation, with the enhanced prices put
upon all things speculated in. It is this
tax, added to the farmer's profit, that lias
made prices systeinatically higiher than
in other countries, and enabled these to
undersell American producers. Specula-
tion has extended to all commodities.
Stocks, wheat, corn, provisions and cotton
were for a long time almost the only
commodities bought-and sold upon specu-
lation. Now option sales in tea, coffee,
sugar, naval stores, petroleum, metals,
butter, cheese, and eggs are of daily
occurrence. The latest proposition of
this nature comes in the shape of an effort
to establish a "Cali and Options " in
print cloth, in connection with the Cotton
Exchange of New York. Speculation is
a destructive parasite upon American
trade-exacting its toll from the con-
sumer.

Accustomed to command prices in the
European markets, the Ainerican grain
trade would not admit that times had
changed,-that the crop in Europe was
notas bad as statistics were fain to exhibit
it,-that large stocks lied accumulated
every where, and new sources of supplies,
owing ta prolific harvests in Australia
and India, would soon be adding largely
to the already overstocked markets.
Instead. of meeting the demand at its
own prices, speculation held up the
largest supply the country ever had in
sight, and refused to admit that the
United States was not the agricultural
mistress of the world, as it has been
accustoamed to pose for some years past.
Everywhere the prospects are in favor of
a bountiful crop of cereals. In Europe
the winter lias been very mild, and the
plant is weil forward ; on this continent
no complaint is heard as to the appear-
ance of the winter wheat, and wiLhiu'a
fortnight spring seeding will begin.
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Owing tothe building of new steamers,
freights are exceedingly low; and,
to complete the inducenients to relieve
our granaries, exchange is se low that
gold shipments have taken the place of'
drafts for remittance abroad. 'ie stocks
of wheat in G rent Britain are enorimous,
and iii London are -154,000 quarters larger
than last year. From the lst of Septen-
ber to the l5th of March, ,he importation
of wiicat alone amounted to i1,421,252
quarters, and the carrying of this enor-
mous quantity of grain, in presence of a
persistent decline, creates a good deal of
anxiety. lu France and in Belgiumn the
tendency is toward lower prices. ln Ger--
nwuny the crops are said to " look splen-
did ; " wheat anid rye aire lower. Wheat
in Berlin is rather veak, as well as rye ;
in lambniurg vleat is inactive and flour
difficult of sale. l IHolland, wheat for
delivery in November lias declined 4
guilders per last, and the market for
actual delivery is quite dull. In Hlîungary
the lastadvices from LPesth notice a decline
of 20 kreutzers per 100 kilos on wheat,
and soine ieaviness in flour. The opening
of navigation at the port o? Nicolaief and
the rivers in the initerior of Irussia iwill
allown of the quantities held in the country
reaching the sea-shore. The wheat exports
froin Odessa for the tvo first maontis of
this year amount to 176,447 tchetwertz
against 918,076 tcl, in 1S3, (7,05s,682
bushels against 4,008,456). The conclu-
sion arrived at froi the tone of the for-
eign markets is that a recovery in prices
cannot be expected as long as the pre-
sent appearance of the crop is not inarred
by disastrous weatlher, or the glut in thé
markets relieved by the consumption.

The decline during last week lias been
unprecedented, and yet present prices of'
the usual shipping description of wlieat,
with the extraordinary low rates of freight
and exchange, do nlot warrant shipment
te anîy port of Europe vith a fair chance
of even a snall profit. For instance:
Toledo No. 2 Red Winter wheat will cost
in London-Americain terns-abont 36s
6d per quarter i butl wheat of better
quiality, giving more profit te the miller,
nay be had cithere at the saine price, e.g.,
Polish Odessa, 35s 6d; Bessarabia. as
per sample, 37s ; Calcutta No. 2, new
crop, 35s i and Bombay No. 1, 38s per
quarter. A visible supply of 28,500,000
bushels, a promising crop in the ground,
and favorable weathîer for the spring
wheat seeding, leave no alternative
te wheatlolders but toadjust tliemselves
te the markets of the world, and accept
the price which foreign wbeat consumers
will pay them in common with othel

competitors.

FIRE INSURANCE, 1883.

Acknowledgments are due for advance
sheets of the departinental fire insurance
returns for last year. which, although
subject to corrections, are doubtless suffi-
ciently near the mark te enable readers
to form some idea of the general working
of this important branci of business. A
comparison with the records of the pre-
vious year, althouîgh not as sat.is.4factory
as might be desired, yet shows sone im.
provement, and when it is considered that
the new tariff rates in Ontario had not as
yet suflicient time for proof, and that we
are entering upon a new era in this Pror-
ince also, it is not unreasonable te hope
that the present year will show a much
greater improvement. We again adopt
the tabular forms used in a former re-
view:

The percentage of Canadian companies
is swelled considerably by the losses of
the Sovereign, which show a proportion of
over 100 per cent. The total net amount
at risk at the close of the year by all
licensed companies wvas $572,144.0S4, an
increase of $45,287,606 on that at the
end of 1882. 'The great bulk of this in.
crease is in British companies, and nearly
one-haltf of it belongs te ene alone. i' the
newv Britisi companies entered during
the year the Caledonian lias made notable
progress. Tie losses of this company
aud of the National of Ireland show the
usual experience of a firstyear's business.
The latter company's losses during its
nine monthlis' operations were barely one-
third of premium receipts. It may not
be out of place te mention that the net
premirums of Canadian companies do not
comprise the receipts of the Western, the
British America, the Royal Canadian and
the Anchor, from inland marine or fore-
ign sources, and whicli are nearly double
those from the home business of all
Canadian companies, as represented in
the foregoing table. On the whole, the
Canaqdiain business for 1883 compares
favorably with the experience of many of
the same companies operating in the
United States.

THE RAILWAYS.

It is, we think, deeply to be laniented
that such an active warfare should he'
anaintained by a large portion of the
Canadian. press against our principal
railway conipanies. The leading organs
oe the opposition seei deteimined to,
strain all their efforts to inflict injury on
the Canadian Pacific Co. A mere rumor,
invented by the Ottawa correspondent of
a leading political journal, ivas copied
extensively by the opposition pressr
which did not hesitate to express ils.
belief that the Canadian Pacifie company
had madie a fresh application for assis-
tance to the Dominion Government.
Detailed reports of interviews between,
the president of :îthe cnmpany and kir
John A. Macdonald ivere given, and it
was alleged thiat Sir John hlad expressed
himself in strong terns of indignation at
the demand. In due course these rumors
reached New York, and have been widely
circulated by the press of that city, with
the natural result of a fall in the stock.
We can iake due allowance for attacks by
a political party on the railway policy of
the Government, which is, of course, open
to fair criticism, but nothing can excuse
the persistent efforts made to damage ,
conipany which bas entered into a con-
tract with the Government with the sanc-
tion of Parliament, and which has given
abundant proof of its determination to
carry out its undertaking in good faith,

We sbould be sorry to think that the
ditectors of the Pacific. company are
responsible for the'atticks on the Grand
Trunk, which have been so persistently
made of late. When the Grand Trunk
company endeavored to secure a mono-

poly in a vast region of country it vas
quite right to oppose its pretensions, but
there is no longer any ground for the
hostility which bas been silice manifested,
and the personal attacks on the General
M anager,Mr. Ilickson, ough t tobe strongly
condemned. It lias been the policy of
railroad companies, ever since their first
organization, to oppose competing lines,
and in viewv o the learlul losses sustainea
by those who have embarked capital in
railroad enterprises, this should not cause
surprise, nor should it be a ground for the
display of hostility. We cannot believe
for a moment that a single memberof the
Canadian Government entertains a feeling
of animosity either against the Grand
Trunk company or its manager, owing to
the opposition which was made to the
loan to the Canadian Pacifie. The Grand
Trunk conpany is about to place a double
track on its fine between Montreal and
Toronto, and by se doing will confer a
substantial adyantage on the entire com-
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munity. We do not understand that the

amendments which were made in the

Bill which is about to become law are

complained of by the company or that

they will be found in the least degree
embarrassing. We have observed with
satisfaction that our daily contempor-
ary, the Nontreal Gazette, bas expressed
his conviction that tLhere is no justification
for the assumption that the attacks on
the Grand' Trunk company and on its

muclh respected General Manager, Mr.
Hickson, have been inspired by the
Canadian Pacific company. Such is our
own belief, _ There is an ample field for
the operations of both. companies, and it
is clearly the interest of the country that
the competition between them should be
of a friendly character. The public inter-
ests have been amply protected by the
clause in the Pacific Company's Bill pre-
venting amalgamation or pooling arrange-
ments witli the Chad Trunk.

THE NEWFOUNDLAND DIFFICULTY.

It seems to be generally admitted that
notwitlhstanling the express provision in
the law that there shall be a duty exaôted
on barrels, the usage at the various
ports, otlier than Montreal, bas been
not to exact any duty on harrels contain-
ing oil when imported from the United
States, the practical effect being to dis-
criminate against the colony otNewfound-.
land. We believe, mioreover, that no in-
spection is required of herrings imported
via the United Sfates to other ports than
Montreal. So far as we have been able
to ascertain, the deputation whiclh visited
Ottawa recently to represent the views of
the trade on this subject failed - to elicit
from the Government what its futrre

policy is to be. A part altogether from
the highuly objectionable discrimination in
favor of a foreign country against a Brit-
ish colony, the objections to a duty on
the barrels containing an article, which,
in accordance with what is deemed sound
policy, is admitted duty free, and the
compulsory inspection of such a com-
modity as herrings on importation are so
obvious tlat it mighthave been expected
that the moment the attention of the
Governmnent was called to the subject
the grievance would have been redressed.
It might, likewise, bave been expected
that independent members of the House
of Commons, and especially those repre-
senting the city of Montreal, would bave
exhibited more energy in protesting
against a policy which is not only detri-
mental to the interests of that city at
present, but, which, in the event of the

There seems to have been no opposi-
tion to the estimate of $30,000 to provide
for the cost of ascertaining the practica-
bility of utilizing for commercial purposes
the navigable waters of Hudson's Bay.
The Imperial Government, acting, of
course, under the 'advice of the Lords of
the Admirailty, bas declined rendering
any aid to the proposed expedition, hold-
ing that the log books in their possession
clearly show that, the straits are not navi-
gable for a sutflicient length of time to
allov merchandize to be shipped to Eng-
land by that route. We confess that we
do not attach much weight to Sir John
Macdonald's remark, that the Admiralty
had once held the same opinion about
the Gulf of St. Lawrence. We are in-
clined to think tiat the opinion of the
Admiralty will be very generally shared
by those engaged in the shipping trade,
and that it would be found diflicult to
induce ship owners to place vessels on
the route. Of course the Manitobans
would argue that a good round subsidy
would prove a sufficient inducement, and
it is quite possible that such a solution of
the difficulty might be found effective.
Meantime no less than two railroad com-
panies are in the field, fully prepared to
construct one, or possibly two, roads to
Hudson's Bay before the important ques-
tion of the prscticability of utilizing the
route has been determined. It cannot be
imagined that capitalists are prepared to
embark their money in so hazardous a
speculation, and it may therefore be in-
ferred that the land and money subsidies
will be sufficient to construct the road.
Then comes the question of traffic. Theb
longest period of navigation that can be
calculated on is four months, but that is
probably two or three weeks too much.
What. trafBlc will there be on such a road
during the interval betwreen the season
of navigation ? The temptation of 12,800

adoption of a retaliatory policy, will be
highly injurious to all engaged in the ex-
port trade to Newfoundland.

The foregoing was written before the
dircussion bad taken place in the House
of Commons. Sir Leonard Tilley was mis-
taken in stating that duty had not been
charged on oil barrels from Newfoundland,
and also that it was not imposed by-law.
ILt lias been announced that negotiations
have been opened with the Newfoundland
Government as to the herring inspection
question, but Mr. Fortin lias th reatened to
go into opposition unless inspection is
maintained, and we believe that Mr. Cos-
tigan's nev bill provides for it.

HUDSON'S BAY ROUTE.

acres of land per mile bas been found
sufBcient to induce two companies, the
Winnipeg and Hudson's Bay Railway and
Steamship Co. and the Nelson Valley
Company, to enter into competition for
the Grant, which will probably be sup-
plemented by Manitoba. The Minis-
ter for Railways is naturally anxious thîat
one strong company should be formed,
but it seems probable that the respective
promoters have each personal interests
in the routes wJhicli they have selected.
The paid-up stock to be allotted to the
shareholders is $200,000, which would
possibly build five miles of the road.
Reliance is placed on obtaining capital in
England, which is said to be waiting
investment as soon- as it shall be deter-
mined which company will be entitled to
the enormous land -subsidy. Although
the professed object of the recent vote is
to ascertain the practicability of naviga-
ting ludson's Bay it is tolerably evident
that it bas been already determined by
the steamship and railroad companies to
embark in the enterprise, and it is quite
possible that some enormous subsidy bas
been held out as a bait to English specu-
lators to make the experiment of se.nding
one or two steamers to the bay. One
thing is tolerably certain, wbich is that
the whole scheme of the railroad and
steamship line is the most visionary of
the numerous visifonary projects that have
been undertaken on this continent.

.RECENT FAILURES.

The number of failures throughout the
Dominion recorded every week in the
pages of our "Commercial Summary."
miglit lead one to suppose that the coun-
try is passing through an era of business
depression only a little less in degree
than that of 187S-9. An examination,
however, into the circunistances of the
majority of these troubles reveals the
existence of special rather than general
causes. Many of the persons concerned
were totally unfitted for businessi others
had been popular clerks but proved in-
capable princi-pals; a majority lad too
little capital and were eaten up by inter-
est in one form or another ; a great many
were induced to start another store where
there was scarcely aliving profit for those
before them ; others who possessed some
of the attributes of success were tempted
into keeping extravagant horses and
carriages to please those who from the
outset must maintain the proper dignity
of the merchant's position.

But it is to a larger or middle class of
dealers that attention has been more par-
ticularly attracted during the last six
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montlis or more,-men, who, not satisfied
with doing well slowly, but too readily
availed themselves of one or more of the
various opportunities presented on every
side foi juniping, as it were, into a fortune,
and, who, for this purpose, invested the
few thousands or litindreds they liad savedi
to be followed in many cases by what
was required to pay mnaturing liabilities.

hlie iiprovement in trade during ISSI
and 1882 found many merchants who
had weathered the disasters of the pre-
ceding five years on the road to pros-
perity, and somtie o these, never loibtfutl
of the perianency of fthe irnprovement,
were drawn into the specttlative whirl of
the day. Toronto appears to have been
the centre of this new exciteient,
although Moitreal and other cities con-
tribtted their quota. Tlie difference in
the fwo sections was soniewhat remark-
able. ln the west, principals held not
aloof ; in he east, one or two venture-
sone spirits lid been cauglit sone tine
before, and their' enormous losses proved
a valuable lesson to those who looked
,westward for further gifts of fortune. The
investiiients of eastern men were rather
in the formu o too easy credits, but of
these there was generally little losti be-
yond fite profits. Apropos of fle fat'
west, it cannot, fail to occur to those who
are-interested in the growth of that great
and fertile country tiat, ýaimnid ithe nany
blanks recorded, there is little or nothing
lenid of any disaster anong the more
legitimate settlers ,thc tillers of the soil.

Among the weekly record of business
troubles onle inay look in vain for the
name of any nerchant possessing the
ordinary eleients of success, who stuck
te his business and avoided outside
specilations. And thus it mîust always be.
The retailer is, in the long n, less liable

to failure through bad debts, the principal
danger to the legitimate trader being
fron over-coiipetition-too mnny stores
for the business to be done. His customers
may be slower, but they are surer. Maniy
of the custoers of lte wholesale dealer
are temipted into various outside enter-
prises, by which tley risk tle capital
being always lent tbet. There is at the

present, dotibtless, a considerable aioint

of capital lent outin t.his way ; and, owiig
to the deficient harvest and thlock-up of
savings in outside enterprises, renewals
have been more coimîion of late. ''ie
nunber of persoils carried along in this
way is considerable, but the reniarkable
caut.ion in making purchases, observed
generally by the country trade for ilonths
past, augurs favorably for the future.
Towards the close of 1883 sone obser-

vers of flic signls of the fimes foretold

heavy failures before the spring; these
have not. occurir(ed, altliough the same
class of seers describe lhe present state of
business as being ilike the" iwonderful one-
horse shay," eaci part so well made and
supported that it requires only a slight
accident to one part to bring on general
smash. Tis is not the view taken by
some leading bankers, and by merchants
who have not over-stocked under the
impression that the far western demand
liad not met with a tenporary check. The
outlook foi' the year would seen to bc
favorable. 'The growing wheat looks
promising, and the general caution praco-
tised all round-except perhaps by sorne
of the cotton manutifacturers-points to
confidence among traders in being able
to pay twenty shillings in the pouînd for
sonie fime to corne.

The finer grades of sec otter
brougit higli prices, but medium grades fell off
slightly as conipared with last spring. lu seals
aiska skins brougit fully lie high prices of
hast October, the quuitity of file grades offred
being smîaller than uisuil. Tie Enuglish trade
were the principal buyers, the previous collec-
tion, sold list Oetober, being bouight aIhniost
atiogether for thu American market. The
Copper Island collection, wrhich ranks ntext te
A laska skins in quality, sol at an average of
30 per cent higher than last year i they also
were purchased by the Europeau trade for home
consumluption. Prices at C. M. Lamipsoni & Cou's
sales, whii lasted froi 19tliIhirehi to Ist April,
ruged abouit the saute as at the Hudson Bay
Co.'s sale, excelpt otter, which only broughut ain
nverage advance of 10 te 15 per cent; lii usk-
rat there was a lecline of 10 to 15 pur cent
and in beaver a fill of 10 per cent as com-
pared wlith prices of Jauuuuary last. The trade
was fully represented, and bouglit all the goods
ohfered at an advance on prices of a year ago.
Auseveral minoir suales, held both before and
since the principal 'onues, goods reallized satis-
faictory prices. The collection of continental
lurs at Leilsic is neot se large tus usual. Per-
siuinla , though lower in price than a year
buack, are very in ferior in qutli ty ; skints suilable
for the Ciinadian market are diflicult to obta in.
Tie demanld for Astracanlis ex ceeds the supply,
and prices are cousequently rather higher
Squi rrel furs have accumu lated diurinîg Lite las
two years, and are being sold ut about 25 peu
cent less than a year ago. Otter furs rule a
about the prices of 1883. The trade on th

continent during the winter of 1883-4 has been
very unsatisfactory, owing to the mild weather
and absence of frost and snow; notwithstand-
ing, a great deal of spirit lias been shown and
biglier prices than usual have been paid at
latter sales. The numiber of skins at the
Hudson Bay Cos.' sale was nearly 189,000; the
lieaviest items were 70,000 marten and 52,000
miik skins; six varieties of fox-silver, cross,
red, white, blue and kitt-were catalogued.

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THE DYED CTTON TARIFF.
It is well known to the trade that the addi-

tional 7ý per cent duty imposed on cottons,
printed or dyed, on and after the lst*January
last, was intended as a protection to manufec-
turers of those goods li Canada, according to
promise made by tle Governnent sone time
before. By what Sir Leonard Tilley in bis
B'ndget speech admiitted to have been a clerical
error, some important articles of Canadian
cotton manufacture were excepted from this
advance and remained unduer the old duty of
20 per cent, among thembeing the class known
as silicias, coutilles, black casbans, sateen jeans
and permanent linings, forming about 90 per
cent of the product of the large factory chiefly
employed on this class of goods. It is possible
tait these were supposed to bu used in ie
manufacture of corsets, the materials for which
are now specially provided for. The unavoid-
able dilli culty in tise way of consulting before-
band *ith the wholesale trade lias hald the
iisual effect; in trying to mend matters the
other extreme bas beei reaclhed, and a consid-
erable number of articles of cotton manufacture
that may never be produced in (anida, and in
whicli England lias as yet a practical monopoly
were, by the ediet of 14th Mlarch, included te pay
the additional duty of* 'î, per cent. Principal
among these are book-mutslins, tarletans, lenos,
cotton damasks, turkey reds, mosquito nettings,
Pink and other tapes, etc. While the wholesale
dry goods trade generally recognized the object
of the change as regards the articles to bu pro-
tected; tley felt that tiere was probably an
oversiglt in advancing the diity upon the
second class of goods aforementioned. It was
therefore resolved by the principal mercantile
bodies lu Montreal and Toronto that a deputa-
lion bu appointed to go to Ottawa to represent
the views of the trade ipon hie subject. This
deputation, composel of .'lessr's. Brock, Huglhes,
Simpson and Caldicott of Toronto, Messrs.
Siessor and Lonsdale ofMontreal, and Mr. Gar-
land of Ottawa, accordingly waited iponl tue
Finance Minister on Tuesday last, accoipanied
by lessrs. M. 1. Gault, T. W hite, Uurran,
Beaty and Hay, menibers of the Ilouse of Com-
ruons. The subject is described by one present
as baving been fully and candidly disciissed
with Sir Leonard Tilley, who expressed a fear
tbat if a distinction between the various classes
ofdyed cotions was male the efflct would be
that nearly all would te brought in at 20 per
cent. The departient, lie. said was desirous to
secure the equal and uniflormu application of the
lariff in all the ports of entry, and it was prin-
cipally withi that object in view thliat all dyed
cottlons were made subject to the higher dutyof 27 per cent. lowever, after a thorouîglh
exchadnge of opinions, Sîr Leonard asked the
deputation to submit hIe classifications of the
cotton goods they desired to have male, with
samples of the varions classes and a complete
list of the dyed cotions muan Ifiactiured in tlie
country upon the import of whicli tle higlier
duty is intended to apply. Deputy Commis-
sioner of Customis Johnson was present during
the interview. One ofthe Moilntreal depuîtation
placed before him a satlle oflved book-nuslin
and asked what classification 'it belonged to.
He replied-" That is a dyed cotton, and, as
such, subject to a duty of 271 pei' cent." He
was next siowin I sanmpîle of white book-muslin.
" That," said be, " is a white iiuslin, and
subject to a duty of 20 per cent." "If this,"
saiî the practicail and clearlheaded merchant,
taking up the former sample,- if this is a dved
cottoi, tiln thi (pointing to the second san-
ple) iust be a white cotton,, and as such subject
to pay 1 cent per square yard and 15 per cent.
ad valoreni." Thie anomaly pointed out is înot
the only curions feature of a tariff which is
probably as free from errors ns most tariffs are.
Sir Leonard listened to the explanations and
remarks of the deputation with the ulmost
courtesy, and they left for their homes,.feelingthat as sOon as Hon. Mackenzie Bowell returns
due attention will bu given to the malter
which can bu adjusted by an Order in Council.

MONTREAL WHOLESALE MARKETS.
TnURSDAY, April 10th, 1884.

Business of almost every kind has been very
quiet during the past week, and such orders as
have been taken are generally small, and to
supply temporary wants. The feeling is pretty
hopeful, but, with the opening of navigation so
close nt aud, every one prefers to wait, as far
as he possibly can. Although the Banks hold
a larger amount of money than usual-indeed
according to a contemporary they hold far lt
mich-it is not by their own particular wisl ;
on the contrary, they would willingly part
with a good deal, if they could meet with really
safe and reliable security. In' Sterling Ex-
change, 60-day bills are 9î ; demand bills at
10W to 101.. New York dratîs are at par to 1-8
prêmium. Caîl loans are 4 to 4ý per cent. First-
class commercial bills are not disconnted
at less than 7 per cent liere, although 6 is
commnon l Toronto. A larger business has
been done in Bank shares this week, but at a
decline in prices ail round. The highest prices
obtained for Montreal and Molsons shows a
decline of 3; while the lowest price for Toronto
this week is 178, as compared with 184 lst week.
Gas shares have also fallen & in higliest prices,
with a smaller atount of business. This
afternoon some shares recovered su glitly, but
not to any great degree. The Stock Exchange
will bu elosed to-morrow, Good Friday, as
usual and will not be oiened again tntil
Tuesday morning, Easter londay being
observed, for hie first time, as a statute holi-
day.

On grey cottons, for examîlple
ai advance of at least 10 per cent is needed

FLoua AND GAsîi.-The continuied decline of
Eiglishi and Western markets has told upon
values here ; there is, as usîîmîl ut this period, a
little more enquiry for fouir, lut buyers are
very cautiouis on accoiunt ofi lte falling values.
In grain the markets here are iominial,every
one waiting to sec the end of the moveient in
Ch'icago, where the bottoni price is believed to
have been touclhed early the present week,pirices
liaving advanced 5 cents per bushel diuring
ftie last fou days. The business donc is of a
purely local chiaracter.

FîîuTs.-Businîess shows a marked improve-
nient over last week, one reason being tait
dealers hav been laying in stocks for Efaster.
