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" SACRIFICING TO SECURE ’L'ItADE.

“Throwing a minnow to cateh a whals” is a familiar
hyperbolical expression to indieate the policy of_ saeri-
ficing a small object to secure alarger one. In trade
this policy is no novelty in itself, but the extent to
which the . practice is carried is one of the features of
‘modern business.

In days gone by the custom was chiefly conﬁned to

the grocery stores, where sugars of the lower grades.

were commonly made the bait to eatch more valuable
fish. In this case the sacrilice was more in appearance
than reality.” Some years ago in a large English town
a leading grocer became irritated at the success of a
rival who was drawing away his customers by making
loud professions of selling sugar below cost—a most
nntradesmanlike practice which has & morbid fasein-
ation for some housekeepers. To expose the sham he
caused & number of pounds of his rival's sugar to be
hought in pound packages assold in the customary blue
.wrapping paper. These were tested in weight one by
one, the result being that every package of sugar was
so far under weight as to leave the vendor a large pro-
fit, double indeed what was received by honourable re-
tailers. The incident showed that it was not the sugar
that was saerificed, but the bargain hunters. I'he test
was also applied to other goods sold at “sngar sacri-
fice” stores with the same result, a systematic shortage

of weight) being found in teas, coffees, and other goods.

We should be sorry to believe that dishonesty
grant is now prachised, save in some few obscure stores,
but there is no question thak the same principle, or the
lack of it, as inspired the ostentatious sale of sugar
“helow cost” in order to secure sale of other goods,
underlies the whole modern %ys(.(,m of sacrificing goods
to seeure trade.

In numerous cases of insolvency which have come
under onr notice, the bankrupt trader has been found
to. have so far overshot the mark as to have sacrificed
g0, large an amount of valuable bait without eatehing

more vuluable fish as to have left himself ‘v'l;lh()l:z tllli " when he proclaims that he is in order to cateh custom,
I'he result :

profits necessary to maintain his solvency.
in such cases was the sacrifice of the wholesalers who
supplied his stock ;
trader’s own reputation. A merchant,
retail, carries on his business for the sole purpose of
-clearing an amount of profit by the sale of goods as
will puy interest on his invested capital, cover the
ranning expenses of his store, will provide enough for
his private needs, and, as far as possible, enable him to
lay by a fund for the contingencies of his business, and
his family. By whatever degree his business fails to
meet these essentinl requirements and objects, to
that extent it is a failore and in  proportion
to its failure to .secure these rewards for his
enterprise and labors, his business is being so con-
ducted as to be dragging him gradually towards the
brink of insolvency. The sacrificing of goods, the
selling them that is, without a fair amount of profit to

meet the above needs, is a violation of the basal prin-_

eiple of honest business.

The trader who invites custom by sacrlﬁcmg to en-
sure trade practically appeals to the "public to encour-
age astyle of business dealing which runs very close to
the border between imprudence and frnud In the case

in very narrow lnmts, the plactlce did not .disturb the
general trade of a grocer. In the case however of dry
goods the conditions are different. One dry goods
merchant sacrifices one class of goods, a second a dif-
ferent class, a third, another cla%, and so on throngh

quite a list of articles. The effect of all this is to sub-
ject almost every part of a dry goods merchant’s stock

to the ruinous competition of some rival who is sacri-
ficing that parbicular article. Buyers watch this strife
between the different stores, and buy on the culling
system, they go to one store for its * leading .article,”
and to others for those each one is offering as a bait.

This is great sport to shoppers, but it is death o pro-..

fitable trading. The departmental stores meet this

condition by declarmcr their whole stocks to be sellmg "

on the lines of sacrlﬁce on part_lcular days. It is per-
fectly notorious to experts in drygoods that not one
refail buyer in & thousand knows whether goods are
cheap or dear as compared with their real cost, or in
comparison with goods in another -store. The flaring
advertisements that certain goods worth se much are to
be sold for one-half that sum, are the rankest buncom-
be in most cases. Those goods which are really sacri-

ficed are cleverly selected to act as baits or set down in '.

price as a blow at some rival.

Whenever the opportunity occurs the buyer is the -

sacrificial victim, not the goods. DBut the system demo-

ralizes the whole trade, and the general effect is to so-

stimulate competition as to bring profits below the
line of safety. Upon buyers the effect of the excite-

ment kept up by incessant appeals to secure s‘xcnhce‘

goods, is most mischievous.

THE DUTY OF CANADA.

The rebuft is intended to be effec-
tual, and the self-respect of Canada should, under
present -conditions, vestrain any further atlempt at
negotiations in that direction.

Tlie result of all this is ‘to make the course that
Canada has to take elear. We must endeavor to find
markeéts outside of the United States for all our pro-
ducts, and those markets will surely be found and

“made profitable. In the meantime in the best in-

terests of this country no time should be lost in putting
an export duty on saw logs and wood pulp timber,
This shounld be done in any case without reference
specially to present conditions. The conservation of
our forests is of vital importance. A policy that will
preserve them from the reckless and comparatively un-
productive destruction that has been going on for some
time should at once he adopted. A few Canadian es-
tablishments might be affected if the export duty on
saw logs were imposed, and in that case the threatened
25 per cent ndditioxml' duty on sawn lumber going
into the United States from Canada put oun, but that
would only be temporary. The United States cannot
long do withont Canadian lumber and timber, and in
the long run they will have to pay for it whatever it
may cost. All such considerations “should not weigh
against the duty of conserving our forest mtrlmouy
The Canadian Pariiament is now in season, and pro-
bably very soon the policy of the Luurier Government
will be known. In respect to past promises and

- THE FEBRUARY - BANK STATEMENT.
The bank returns for Mebruary afford the scantiest
materials for comment, as they usually contain little
beyond evidence of the prolonged stagnation. of win-
ter. Last month this feature was made all the more
prominent by the added dullness of a time of uncer-
tainty regarding the 'Tariff, which remains a great
amystery. It is true some remarks have fullen from
ministers which have been eagerly interpreted as fore-
shadowing certain generalities, for their specific mean-
ing is as doubtful as were the oracular utterances of
the priests of Delphos. A rumour lus bheen floating
round that strong pressure has been brought to bear
upon the Government by leading bankers whose busi-
ness is embarrassed by their customers being in such.
doubt as to the fate of their enterprises under the
coming Tariff. Although the rumour is incorrect as
reported, we cannot be surprised at baukers being es-
Pecially desirous of securing some “tips” privately for
their guidance, as they are taking more chances in dis-
counting under present conditions than are usual, or
desirable. Any material reduction of dulies on such
goods as are held in stock by our merchants will reduce
the security of their loans; will tend to lower the
value of the paper they have under discount by which
sueh goods were promised to be paid for; and will lead
to such sacrificing of present stocks as will demoralize
trade. - A recent incident illustrates what is “on ‘the
cards” to occur if lower duties are imposed on goods
made in Canada.

Canadian duty does not bring the cost up to the cost

lesson warning against the exposure of our enterprises
to sueh a cut tlno.lt elass of husiness.

Current loans and dis-
counts remained with practically no change, though. we
believe a considerable restriction would have been
agreeable in some quarters in view of the grave con-
tingencies of Taritf changes. Tn our issue of March
28Lh, 1879, we said that, the country * demanded that
the Tarilf be sbrickly in accordance with pledges which
Ministers gave fo their constituents.”

OPENING OF PARLIAMENT.

Parliamont opened in Oftawa yesterday with something
like the usual eclat. Loyalty and cohesion throughout the
Empire are recommeonded in the Speech from the Throne.
The brief reforence to the Tariff would seem to indicate a
consideration for home manufactures and at the same time
for the people at large,~**a measure which will provide the
necessary revenue, and, while having due regard to indus-
trial intorests, will make our fiscal system more satisfactory
to the masses of the people.” '

'TRADE AND NAVIGATION RETURNS. -

In the two preceding issues of the JOURNAL oF Cox-

MTFRCE we have dealt ab length with the exports of the
produce of the mine, fisheries, and forest. We now
proceed to examine in detail the exports of animals and
their produce—the ]argest division of the country’s ex~
port trade.

The total value of the exports of animals and their
prpduce for the year 1895-96 was $37,404,400, of which
$32,818,700 represents the Imperial trade, leaving a
very small ‘balance for foreign countries.  Quebec
heads the other Provinces by a very large amount, its
contributions in value being no less than ¢25,345,930.

‘Great Britain alone absorbed nearly the whole of this,

her portion being represented by $24,503,270. The
United States is the next customer in value, but the
amount is very small, $503,360. Other markets are
Trance, $175,117 ; Newfoundland, $77,900; Germany,
$719,655; and Belgium, $9,0605° Second to Quebee, but
a long way off, comes Ontario; the value of its exports
of animals and their products being $8,462,632, Great
Britain is again the chief customer—$6,348,718. A
little over $2,100,000 is the American portion, while of
the remaining 11 customers the only one which goes
over a thousand dollars. is Newfoundland—$3,2317.
Belgium, Holland, France, and Germany appear in the
returns for small amounts varying between $250 and
$550. Japan and China are entered for $700 and $500
respectively. Manitoba ranks next to Ontario, the
value in this division of exports for 1893-90 being
$1,021452. Its markets are England and the United
States, the former’s value being $806,000, and the lat-
ter's $215,500. After Mamtoba comes New Brunswizk,
its contribution amounting to about $380,000. The
best market is Greab Britain, the sum reaching $470,-
000; There-are three other customers: the United
States, $102,500; the British West Indies, $6,800, and
St. Pierre, $700. British Columbia’s exports of ani-
mals and their products amounted to $434,6350, of
which "Great Britain’s part was $200,000, and the
United States $229,000. China is entered for $4,550,
and Japan for $550. Other markets are Australia,
Hong Kong, and the Hawaiian Islands. Nova Scotia's
total for 1895-96 is $386,700. Thecustomers are Great
Britain $104,200; Newfoandland, $98,000; St. Pierre,
$45,400 ; British West Indies, $35,000; and United
States $41,900. The- Danish, French, and Spauish
West Indies are entered for $7,583, $2,100, and $600
respectively. DBritish Guiana and Hayti are also en-
tered, the former for $470, and the latter $2,035.
Prince Bdward Island's exports of animals and their
produce amounted to $284,000, Great Britain’s value
being $92,000 and the United States $99,000." New-

foundland and the British West Indies are entered for -

$55,110 and 516,610 respectively. Other markets are
St. Pierre. $17,6506, British Guiana $2,300, and the
French West Indies $2,110. .The Northwest Terri-
tories found their sole market in the United States,
$43,000.

The largest item in the exports of animals and their
produce is cheese the amount for the year 1895-96 being
nearly $14,000,000, of which -Qunebee contributed $11.-

ber being 301,490 and the value $2,151,283. .The num-

‘ber of horses exported was 21,852; and their value $2,-

118,005. - Dressed and undressed furs were exported to
the value of nearly $1,800,000. Amongst other large
items are hides-and skins, $1,095,000; butter, $1,052,-
100; wool, $823,920; canned meats, $819,400; eggs
$807,100, and ham, $380,000. Including bacon, ham,
and eanned meats the total value of meats exported

was $5,392,200. Great Britain is our great market for

horses, cattle, and sheep, cheese, bubter, and eggs, and
bacon, ham, and pork, and for our furs.

The next great division of our exporfs is agrieul-
tural produets, the total value of which for the year
ander consideration is $17,974,011, but $3,890,650 re-
presents goods not the produce of Canada. This item
is made up chiefly of wheat ($2,286,486) and Indian
corn,'_.($1,127,881). Taking into account goods not
the produce of Canada, Quebec hedds thie list in the
exports of agricultural products, its total being $8,563,-
887. Of this sum $3,797,717 represents non-Canadian
produce of which $2,214,237 represents wheat and
$1,000,000 Tndian corn exported to Great Britain. The
value of the Canadian agricultural-products shipped
to Great Britain from Quebec was $2,603,602; to the
United States, $1,804,824; to Newfoundland, $281,692;
to-Germany, $129,588; to Belgiuny, $46,537 ; to Hol-
land $6,18); and to St. Pierre $5,358. To these custo-

- mers Quebeg also sent goods not the produce of Canada

—TU.8.A., $220,790 ;. Newfoundland, $167,800 ; Ger-
many, $81.570, and Holland, $77,370. 'The total value
of Ontario’s exports of agricultural exports for the year
was $7,261,563, of which only $80,840 represented
goods not the produce of Canada. The chief market
is England, ¢5,577,700. Others are the United States,
$1,313,984; Germany 3109811 ; British West Tndies,
$100,000; France, $9475 ; Holland, $15,540; Spanish
West Indies, $2,378; Belgium, $2,360 ; St. Domingo,
$4,310; Norway, $1,745, and Denmark, $1,184. Nova
Scotia’s total exports of agricultural products was
over $900,000 of which Great Britain took nearly half
—8438,800. 'The United States is entered for $135,-
554; the British and Spanish West Tudies for $72,000
and $89,200 respectively. Other markets for Nova
Scotia's produacts are Newfoundland, $84,700 ; British
Guiana, $35,310 ; St. Pierre, $11,730 ; Hayti, $5,707;
Danish and French West Indies, $4,710 and $620; and
U. 8. of Colombia, $1,575. Manitoba’s shipments
abroad reached a total of $621,260, Great Britain being
a customer to the extent of $570,000, and the United
States $51,650. The exports of agricultural products
from New Brunswick amounted to $392,000,
of which Great Britain’s share was  $270,000.
Other markets are the United States, $105,500 ;
British West Tndies, $15,450, and British Guiana, $930.
British Columbia’s ‘total -was $80,770, and the chief
markets Australia, $43,800 ; England, $12,120; and

Hong Kong, $3,510. The total entered for Prince’
Edward Island is $173,470. The best customer is New-
foundland, $76,675. - Other markets are British West
Indies, $37,662; United States, $20,584; British Guiana,
$8,582, 8t. Plerre, $6,710, and the French West Indles, '
$3, 220

The most important dmsmu in wrlcultunl exports
is grain and its produets, the total for the year 1895-96
being $8,097,310. To this may be added grain not the
produce of Canada, $3,410,957. Wheat is of course
the largest item in this division, the total awounting
to $8,007,957 of which $2,136,4306 represents wheat not
the produce of Canada. The Indian corn exported was
nearly all non-Canadian, the total bLeing $1,131,429.
Pease make a good showing, $1,209,491. Other items
are hatley, $316,028; beans, $258,446; buclwheat, $173,-
689, and oats, $278,861. 'The value of the flour and
meal exported was $1,100,000; fruits, $1,716,280 ; hay,
$1,976,450; 1naple sugar, $51,500; =eeds, 5426 460, and
vegetables, $334,782.

MASSACHUSETT'S BENEFIT LIFE ASSOCIATION,

Insurance men and that small portion of the public
directly affected by the standing of {he Massachusetts’ Bene-
fit Life Association werg much inteested in the appearance
of Hon. William A. Simmons of Chicago bLefore the insur-
ance commities of the Massachusetts Legislature. Mr. Sim-
mons was the first president of the Massachusetts Benefit
Life Association, and he told a very interesting story of its
inception by himself, Major Merrill, and others as a boon to
their Grand Army comrades, and of how wickedly Mr,
Litehfiald had diverted their laudable intentions into ascheme
of robbery and self-aggrandisement. He confessed, however,

" that when the association had about 1,500 members, he and

his nine confederates, desiving to secure absolute control,
called in all the certificates by a Lrick and issued new certifi-
cates in which the holders were made only “ benefit mem-
hers” instead of “aclive members” as at first, while the cer-
tificates of the ten men in control were not so changed and
they were therefore ihe only acting and voting membership.
He charged that President Litchfield originated this scheme,
and that the recently retired management never had ashadow
of legal right to their positions, nor to the large <ums they
have receivad from the association, He said be had already
given to the Governor's commission documentsto prove all his
statements. A New York insurance journal remarks that it
is an interesting fact that this “young christian soldier”
kept all the letters, etc., which hoe veceived when he was in
this deal. He discloses all the secrets now, as he says, be-
cause of the actions of the Litchfield party in robbing the
members. ' It is a pertinent question why he allowed this
“ robbery™ to go on for a dozen years or so without protest.
His statements that when he gave out his purpose to make
disclosures he was offered a free trip to Burope as a hribe,
and that Litchfield’s resignation was alsv offered him if he
would keep still, justify the suspicion that the Litchfield peo-
ple thought ihey bad his gauge. Perbaps 1t was larger than
they thought and beyond their ability to cover. Mr, J, H.
Rolker, the new president, resents the imputation that the
new management is under the Litchfield inspivation. “They
are the genuine Mr. Hyde, and have nothing to do with
Jekyl. He has also announced a new check system in the
association’s account, that all members are to be admittad to -
the management at the next biennial meeting, and that all.

A GUARD TFOR RAILS.

Accidents frequently occur, particularly in train yards,
as the result of the men getting their feet caught between
the rails at frogs and switches, when, being umnable to ex-
tricate themselves instantly, they are run down by the
moving cars, Several forms of frog guards have been in-
troduced, but not very extensively, Wooden blocks have been
tried, but they are not durable, so' that metal forms the
most effective guard, A new design of’ metal foot guard is
constructed from steel plates in such a way as to.fit any
angle or shape of frog switch or guard rail, EBach guard
consigts of twu steel plates, one over the other, fastened
towether at the heel so as to block the entrance and also to
exclude snow and ice, while the plates are leld apart by
coiled springs of 800 pounds’ resistance. Two springs are
and one i3 used for the shorter guards., The side of the
upper plate fits against the rail head, and the springs al-
low this plate to give if strnck by the flange of a worn
wheel, ‘

fact of Mr. Gault’s realization that a man’s business is his

Mr, Gault is the third son of a prosperous family, Fros-
perity appears to run in families somewhat after the man-
ner of genius, with which it is frequently allied. A nota-
ble instance is that of the Walter family, whose name is
8o .closely and intimately woven with the rise and progress
of the greatest newspaper in tha world. Mr, Leslie Gault,
the father of the subject of this sketch, was a successful
merchant and sl}ip owner in Strabane, Ireland, who mar-
ried Mary Hamilton, of Trenta House, County Donegal, a
lady of great personmal attractions, marked' character, and
lively wit, Heredity is a great factor in a man’s success or
failure in life, In the case of Andrew Gault the inherited

@ -

“tion of his character and the

yualities of mind and heart which have been the founda-
mainspring of his career
wore never allowed to lie dormant, His inberited talents
have gained other talents., The secret of his: success lies
in his uniun of energy and thoughtfuluess, of cultivated in-
telligence and practical wisdom. He has supplemented and
enlarged the favouring forees - of heredity . by turning to

" advantage all the chances and opportunities which came

within his scheme uf existence. .

Mr, .Gault was born in 1833, On the death of his father,
about 18454 the family came out to Montreal. The careful
preparatory trnining Mr, Gault had received in the old land
onabled himn to turn to great advantage the instruetion re-
ceived in Montreal.® He left the Montreal High Schuol
to enter the service of a large wholesale clothing house.
There is no better training for any career, business or pro-
fessional, than a few years spent in the oflice of a large
mercantile establishment: Of great practical and intellec-
tual value is the knowledge such an experisuce aflurds of
the methods of conducting a large business, its banking,
accounting, buying and selling, the dealings with _men and
measures, the trade and commerce of the country. Mr.
Gault early acquired the habit of watching the markets,
studying’ the laws of demand and supply, of caleulating
forces in the commercial world, T him this was a pleas-
urable excitement instead of a wearisome effort, [t soun
made him a marked man among his confreres and ac-

quaintances. Suéh eminent gilts as he possessed were not

long to be used in the service and for the advantage of
others, In 1854 he shook himself free from the dictation
of other men and established the wholesale drygoods busi-
ness, of which lhe is yet the controlling mind and animat-
ing force, Associated with Mr, Gault was the late Mr. J.
B. Stevenson, the firm’s name being Gault, Stevenson '&
Co. On the retirement of Mr, SHtevenson, which took place
a few years later, Mr, Gault admitted his brother, the late
Mr. Robert L. Gault, to partnership, and the name of tha

firm was changed to Gault Brothers, It was not long be-

fore another change was made by the admission of another
partner, his brother-inlaw, Mr. Samuel "Finley. The firm'’s
name was then changed to Gault Brotlhiers & .Company, by
which it has been known for the past forty years. On
the retirement of Mr. Fintey ten years ago, Messrs. Robert
W. MacDougall and Leslie H. Gault, a nephew (son of the
late M. H. Ganlt) were admitted a8 partoers, and a little
later My, James Rodger also entered the firm. Cn the 6th
April 1ast the Lusiness was incorporated under a Dominion
charter as the Ganlt Brothers Company,’ Limited, the cor-

-
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porate members with one exception being the partners of
the old firm, The death in Novemwber, 1805, of Mr. Robert
L, Gauly was a greatf blow to his brother, and a loss not
unly .to the Grm in which he had so long been a tower of
strength but ulse to the whole community, in which he was
greatly respected and esteewed.

It is diflicult to separate Mr. A, F. Gault frow the great
business he has built up with which he is identiied and
which is identified with him, But, his nawe is alinost if
not quite equally identified with one of Canada’s greatest
indugtries-—-the manufacture of cotton. Wheu Mr. Gault
first Lecame intorested in the business, those enguged in
it were occupied in a struggle against the labour-—-the pro-
ducts--of foreign countries, Under the ‘‘Natjonal Folicy”
u large number of mills was established. These in a few
years began to’ over-manufacture, the result of which was
cutting of one another’s throats by the most egregious and
ill-ad+ised competition. Agreements would be made only to be
evaded at the first opportunity. Mr. Guult was forewnost
in raising the industry from the slough of despond
into which it had fallen and bringing it to the high
state of oscellence It has since attained, By virtue of

his force of character he was enabled to bring the
" different mills of the - country into two or three large
commpanies, Of these he is the président. The duties
and responsibilities of this weighty oflice make large de-
mands upon the time and energy of Mr, Gault, but he ap-
pears mors than equal for all he undertakes. Ile is pecu-
liarly fortunate in the cholee of his asscclutes, and shares
with them his responsibilities as every good merchant does.

It is only natural that Mr. Gault should have repeatedly
been urged tu enter Iarliament, Two or three times has
he been the choice vf the Congervative party as their can-
didate for Montreal West. The mayoralty was also unani-
mously offered to him. But he has slways declined muni-
cipal and politieal honours, to his own gain prdbably, but

nu doubt greatly to the luss of his country, The Canadian’

people entertain the highest respect for able men of busi-
ness. 1t is belisved in many qusrters that to be a good
administrator one should have passed hig life in the study
and practice of business. Bfliclent conduct of great com-
mercinl undertakings implies industry, application, method,
moral diseipline, fufethought, prudence, practical ability,
insight into character,” and~ power of organization---all of
which are required in the men who enter public life. For
his eminent business qualities and rare power of organiza-
tion Mr. Gault has had full play in the immense scope of
his commercial enterprises, On the death of Hon. J..J.C,

Abbott, in 1808, Mr., Gault was unanimously chosen to fill

the resulting vacancy on the Board of the Bank of Mont-
real, He is also president of the Dominjon Cotton Mills Co,,
the Canadian Colored Cotton Mills Co., the Montreal Gotton

Co., and the Trent Valley Woollen Manufacturing Co., and
u director of the Liverpool, London & Globe Insurance Co.,
a governour of the Montresl Generul Hospital, uud 4 mem-
ber ol the Montreal Bmld of Trade. .

The large part which Mr. Gault plays in the Canadian

buginess world suggests a continuous demand on his readi-- -

ness, But in spite of his many and great responsibilities
and their aborbing nature, he is always the master. The
great business vortex, the [rictivus and raspings of sharp”
‘competition, have not whittled his lile away. It is be-
cuuse he is ulways so busy thut he is able to find time for
the play of’ that large spirit ol humanity “whick he posses-
ses iu such an eminent degree, It is uot long since the
clergy and laity of the Anglicau Church in Mountreal pre-
gented Mr, Gault with a tne portrait of himselt ag u token
of their warm appreciatiop of his many princely gifts to
the Church. There is hardly a parish in this diocese which
does not bear evidence of his "unostedtatious geuerosity.
Some of the .poorer churches in Montreal would not be in
existence had iv not been for Mr. Gault’s sympathetic and
substantial -usalstunce. In the training and education - of
young men tor the ministry of the Church, he has taken
the deepest and most practical interest. The building for-
werly oceupied by the Diocesan Theological Cullege was pre-
sented to the.Bishop for that purpuse by Mr., Gault, who
quietly supplemented his valuable gift from time to time
a8 the reyuirements of the College suggested, The build-
ing proving inmadeguate to meet the increasing demands
made upon it {or accommodation, last year Mr, Gault erected
and endowed for the College the present beautiful and
elaborately appointed buildings in University Street. But
while ‘princely gilts such as this claim large attention,
it-is In those acts of generosity and kindliness of which
t.ha world makes little count that Mr, Gault perbaps best
Shows his character. Though an active member of our
benevolent socleties, his acts of charity and beneficence are
ot confined to these ofiicial channels. Iven those who
have wronged and deceived him have not been excluded
from his forbearatce and Iiberality., Those with whom he
is in daily contact, his immediate associates in business,
and those in_his employmegt'speak of him with tﬁat afTec-
tion and esteem which testifies more clearly than anything
else to the true character’ of the man, Mr., Gault is ever
ready to assist deserving young men in their career, and
those in this city who owe their first impetus to him are
not & few., Ilis gracious hospitality finds a @it setting
in his handsome Sherbrooke Street residence.

we consume; and we can only export the surplus on. condi-
tion that we can produce it as cheaply as our competitors.
Any tax on raw. materials is, therefore, obstructive, and
must result in general stagnation.

-should be got out of politics. We will never have any ata-
bility in business until this is dome. I fear, however; that
we shall have to go through with another experience similar
to that which oceurred under ‘the McKinley bill, and then
.we shall learn the great lesson that, having been endowed
by Nature with the most abundant natural resources,
which can be .exploited with less labor than in any other
country, we have only to lét Nature have her way in order
to give us the command of the commerce of the world, The
proposed bill will undoubtedly delay this consummation ;
but we shall arrive at it sooner or later, and have a resul-
tant prosperity and activity in business which will leave
nothing to be desired.---Phila, Record.
