THEY THAT HUNGER AND THIRST
© AFTER RIGHTEOQUSNESS.
Yn most of the instructions of our Lord, you
will find something which one ‘can readily
understand, By means of things easy, fami-
Yiar, and intelligible, he leads to things more
difficult; mysterious, and hidden from common
vbservation. Even the bodily appetites of
hunger and thirst, naderstood by every one
in possession of a living body, are here sum-
moned to-aid the divine Teacher in explain-
fng the spiritual hunger and thirst of the soul
aftér righteousness and God. In our text,
therefore, we all have common ground to
start from. We have a point of commence-.
ment intelligible to every individual present.
You all know what it 'is to hunger and to
thirst. Tlhese ate the natural appetites, the
cravings of the body aftet suitable food.
They are atiended with a sense of faintness
und desire, which nothing but food can re-
amove. They are an evidence of life—the
dead never haingeror thirst,  And they are
also characteristies of health—it being an
“alarming symptom svhen the natural appetite
for food fails. . Every one infers that there
must be - disease . spreading  ravages through
the system, when a man turns with - disgust
from ordinary and wholesome food. Thus
the appetites  of hunger and thirst, though in
their nature painful, yet through - their
important uses are welcome to all. They
stimulate ty effort, render food agrecable,
keep the world in activity, and make even
- the slothful work. . They are symptoms of
health, evidences of life, ‘aid * proofs - of the
.. wisdam atid goodness of God'in regard to - our
-bodies, so fearfully-and Wonderfully made. .

There isa thirst after know-
ledge, which many feel, even an ardent
desire and longing after intellectual gratifica-
tions: there is a thirst alter fame, honour,
and distinction : there is a thirst after plea-
sure, vanily and dissipation ; there isa hun-
gering and thirsting after gold, which num-
hers can understand as soott as mentioned.
So thaty beside the literal or natural sense of
hungering and thirsting, you all, with little
or no effort of mind or of memory; can com-
prehend a figurative or metaphorical sehse,
It is probably true—=Scripture would allow
me to say it is certainly true—-that every one
amongst-us has hungered and thirsted alter
other things beside natural food,  Therefore,
Yot must nof tell me, presently, when I come
to speak of hungering and thitsting after
righteousness, thiat you cannot ‘understand
melaphors " and figures. [ have already
shown that you can, and do, understand what
it is to hunger and thirst in a metaphorical
sense. liven those who now hnngerand thirst
only as the beasts after natural food, can- re-
member the time when they had desires after
samething higher :-and they who have these
desires, and hunger and thirst after fame, or
knowledge, or wealth, but not after righteous-
ness, still all.

God’s commanid-
mments in all their spiritual and extensive
meaning, 1 know -not if you understand
this: 1 wish to make it intelligible to all,
The righteous man is he who resembles od
in his hol{' perfections, obeys His command-
ments l'uldy,lovcs Him with all his heart,
souly, mind, strength, and his neighbour as
himself. He is not a Pharisce, who thinks
himself righteous while he is far from righte-
ousness. He is'not a' careless ‘sinner living
without God in the world. ‘ile is one who
loves God perfectly, supremely, and unceas-
ingly, who has never committed a sin against
God or man, in word, thought, or dend, o
has fulfilled all vighteousness, and is witliout
spot or taint of sin. . That man is righteous;
on him the righteous God can look with full
complacency. But where will he find such ?
¢ The Lord looked down from heaven upon
the children of men, to see if there were any
that did unlerstand and seck God.  They are
all gone aside, they are altogether hecome
filthy : there is none that doeth good, no, not
one.”* And yet men mustbe righteous be-
fore Goil, or God and they cannot he at pence
with each other. God may, for a season,
pity -and bear with the ungodly, but he
cannof delight in any who are not rightcons
and holy in his sight. lere then is our diffi-
culty and dauger. Noue ave righteous, no,
not one ; yet all, yea, cach of ns must he
tighteous, or God caunet, consistently with
his divine perfections, delightin us, or admit
us to his presence. If vou understand that
dificulty, you see itis no trifling question,
 How should man be just with God 271 You
are nol righteous in yourself, because you
have not fulfilled all righteousness, you have
left undone those things which vou ought o
have done, and you have done those things
which you ought not to have done. And if,
from this lime, you never leave undone one
thing which you ounght te do, nor do one
thing which you ought aot, that will not
make you righteons; it is simply vour duty,
it makes no satisfaction to the justice of (od
for even one of ull your former deeds of un-
righteousness.

It cevtainly will not be supposed that T, to
whom there has beeir appointed, in the pro-
vidence of God, the itnportant office of ardain-
ing those who shall interpret Seripture “and
enforce it, should undervalue lniman teaching.
Neither would ‘T speak slightingly of creeds
or articles.. I believe them, in their proper
place, to be highly useful, and to have - the
sanetion of antiquity : but, at the same time,
L think it very important that there should be
a 'Seciety which should both maintain - the
sufficiency and declare the suptemacy of the
Bible itself. We know well that there are
countries in which those who should interpret
the Scripture, do in trath pervert them for
their own purposes ; that those priestly lips
which enght to keep kxowledge for the be-
nefit of the people, keep it back for their owi
interests, . We know that there are conntries
where even: the creeds and articles; instead
of heing safe-guards of truth, are the vehicles
of error, and, counsequently, ‘we are glad to
think that this.

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The profession you have chosen is one of
the most honourable that can be selected,
leading not only to compelence and respec-
tability as respects self, but to usefulness as
regards others. 1 would fain hope, though
many enter the profession for a mere liveli-
hood, that not a few generous youths have
hearts warmed by the prospect of doing good,
look at the opportunities they may have of
alleviating the pains and.- distresses of their
fellow creatures, and, in romantic eapectation,
almost overlook self-advancement in the pro-
speet of being useful.

If we regard our profession abstractly as
a merely scientific pursuil, it has high claims
to consideration. What profession gives greater
opportunities of studying the wonders of crea-
tion? Where shall we find an object mmore
wonderful in structure than the human body ?
Every part, with the nicest precision,adapted
to the operation it has to perform, and not only
perfect in itsell, but conducing to the perfec-
tion of the whole.

Who can be so foolish as to imagine
this the work of -chance or of the fortuitous
concurrence of atoms?  Yel it has heen
suid that Anatomists are generally skeptics:
accustomed to contemplate the human body
in its inert, often disgusting condition, sus-
ceptibility is lost and they become uncon-
scious of the bearing of their studies on the
proofs of .the existence of a'great first cause.
But depend upon it, whoever'is at the same
time an- Anatomist and a skeptic, his skepti-
cisin does not depend on his investigation of

These little
ohjects which, from their minuteness, escaped
the researches of the older Anatomists, (oftest
scarcely Jarger than large pins® headsy appear
to exert the'most important influence, by con-
necting distant portions of the body so as to
form one system’; and by them ‘sympathies
are established, and different organs united in
the exercise of one function.

But if Anatomy be highly interesting as a
study, we shall find Physinlogy still.-more so,
Take any function, and yon will find it 2 won=
derful exemplification of the existence of con-
trivance. 1ixamine the Circulation of -the
blood and see how each part'is adapled to aid
the general effect—the Muscle to propel—the
Arteries and Veins to convey—the Valves to
prevent repurgitation —the Capillaries to
strain ;—or Respiration, ‘and exumine the
mechanism of the expansion and contraction
of the Chest—the passive yielding of the
Lungs to the pressure of the atmosyhere—the
essential duty of the Air admitted, and the
change in the blood consequent theteon. But,
inoreover, these functions are not jsolated,
but.mutually dependent; and not only so, but
assisting also in the perfection of “others, the
whole bound together by an indissoluble tie.

Henee we see, how interesting our pro:
fession may be in"its merely elementary de-
partments : can it, we may ask, be interesting
as a subject of scientific research, whenin a
state of Disease 7 Are we to look upon it i
this state as a mere matter of trade ? or, to
take higher ground, can any pleasure be found
in investigating Discase, farther than that of

There is one thing more in our duty towards
our patients to which I' feel disposed’ to call
your attention, though it is one .which many
consider beyond our sphere, but which I am
clearly of opinion comes within it as a duty,
and that is, whenever we fear the Death of
our patient, not Lo conceal the apprehended re-
sulty When we cousider the evils that may
arise to survivors from the want of the vroper
settlement of the affaivs of the deceased, our
duty to them would seem to suggest the pra-
priety of advising them of the dangerous
condition of their relative, in time to allow of
arrahgements being made. It is true that,
to communicate the fact to a dying man, is
not only unpleasant to the person doing it,
but may he injurious to the patient himself—
discretion is thevefore to be observed in such
communications : but as far as worldly ar-
rangements go, our Responsibility’ goes not
beyond the communication of our fears to the
friends of the sick. - They will judge how far
it may he important for their future twelfare
that their relative should settle his afiairs “be-
fore his departure :—but ‘there \is another
aspect in which to regard the dying man, and
another species of *Responsibility which it
may be right to contemplate. -

In the commencement of these remarks, I
alluded to the evidences afforded by the struc-
ture and functions of the “body, of the. exis-
tence of ‘a- Supreme Being, The existence
ofa soul within that body cannat be so clearly
shewn, but there are: none-here, I presume,
who are inelined: lo doubt it. ~ Taking for
granted, then, that the Soul is, as represented
