DBut such acknowledgment can surely be
made in 2 manner agreeable to Catholics and Protestants alike
by the recitation of an opening prayer in which Jehovah would
be addressed as the God of the nation, the exercise involving

nothing in the direction of personal religious instruction, but at
the same time avoiding the charge of godlessness which might be
made against the schools. Candidly speaking, the religious cxer-
cises at present conducted in the public schools are the merest
matter of form, and it will be a pity if, for the sake of this for-
mality, Manitoba must perpetuate a positive evil in the shape of
separate schools. It is becoming manifest, however, that unless
some happy compromise can be agreed upon, Professor Green-
way will have to retire with what grace he can muster, leaving
his promised * trick "’ unperformed.
