“ THE London Standard makes light of the grave discussions which
have taken place over the question whether women who have success-
fully passed the Cambridge University examinations shall be admitted
to places in the University class lists. After settling the more import-
ant question of their admission to University privileges in their favor,
the Standard thinks the refusal to grant them what is now sought is
more than ‘straining at a gnat and swallowing a camel—it is an act of
positive injustice.” The Zimes, commenting on the same point, and
alluding to the case of Miss Scott, who took a high position at the
mathematical examination last year, says ‘it seems ungenerous, and
not very rational, for a University to let its authorities proclaim a
man in the Senate House eighth wrangler and inform Girton College
that the real eighth wrangler was a woman.

‘ Ar the last meeting of the Senate of the University of Durham,
England, application was made on behalf of a lady for permission to
compete for the ehtrance examination in October next, and if success-
ful, to proceed at the proper time to the degree of B. A.

“ AN unusually-large meeting of the Senate of Cambridge Univer-
sity was recently held to consider the report of a ¢ Syndicate ’ appointed
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to consider certain memorinls addressed to the University respecting
higher education for women, That report recommended that, subject
to certain conditions of residence at Newnham and Girton, female
students should be admitted to the Tripos examinations, and certifi-
ficntes issned to them testifying to the results achieved. Nothing
geems to have been decided at that mecting, but it is reported that on
the subject of female education as a whole, ‘the tendency of the Uni-
versity seems to be in favor of cantious progress.

“ AT a vecent meeting of the Senate of Toronto University it was
resolved that in the Faculty of Arts, the exuminations, medals, prizes,
certificates of honor, schiolarships, and degrees should be open to
women on the same conditions as to men, except that in the case of
women attendance on lectures in an afliliated college should be dis-
pensed with, and that any woman gaining a scholarship should enter
into an engngement to expend the money in prosecuting the studies
necessary to obtuin a degree.”

The date of the annual election is now
fixed by statute for the first Wednesday in May, which is this year the
fourth day of the month.  The clection hereafter will be preceded by
nominations, and no votes will be counted for any cundidate who has
not been nowminated Ly at least ten members of convoeation, The
nomination papers must he sent in at least four weeks before election
day to the Registrar, who shall send out along with the voting papers
a list of «ll those who have been regularly nominated, and are there.
fore eligible for election, The list of candidates and the voting papers
are to be sent to voters at least three weeks before election day, and as
soon as the voter receives his paper he can fitl it in, sign it, and return
it to the Registrar, the week limitation formerly in force having been
abolished.  As to the electoral franchise it should also be noted (1) that
under this act all graduates in all facalties are members of eonvocation
and as such have a right to vote ; and (2) that as the new Act makes
no provision for the limitation of the franchise by the imposition of a
membership fee, it will not be necessary to pay any such fee in order
to be entitled to vote. The election this year will be for three mem-
bers in the room of Messrs, Taylor, MeNish, and McFarlane, who retire
by eflfuxion of time, and for one wember to complete the remainin
year of the term of Mr. Mulock, who becomes an ez officio member in
virtus of his elevation to the Vice-Chancellorship.
