Durîng the Second
Worlcl War, nearly one
iu ten (more tlian onemillon) Canadians enlisted in the

arrned forces; 45,607 died and
100,000 were woumded. Canadian
Forces played a large part in the
liberation of the Netlierlands in
1944-45; more than 170,000
served in the Netherlands. Fromt
October 1, 1944, when the
Canadians first entered the
Netherlands, nearly 6,400 were
kiIIed. In clearing the Scheldt the
lst Canaclian Army made a
significant contribution to enckng
the war. The followiug sprlug
Canadian Forces began to open
up a supply route to Arnhem, and
to complete the liberation of the
Netherlands.

Fifty years later, lu 1995,
Dutch and Cana*lians
remenibered the sacrifices of A
those who contributed to the
liberation, and reflected on the
causes and conseguences of wart
Canadian veteraus returned to the
Netherlands in their thousands to
participate lu officiai
cominemorations, and Caacla's
Department of National Defence
supported key events on thie

commemnoration calenclar with a
Military contingent consîsting of

1a band, guard Of honour and flag
Party.

The colmmnemoration period
also, afforded a special opporuniy
to, rememiber the fri-ts of the
shared effort fifty years ago luntle
special bonds that have developed
lu the post-war era between the
two countries and their peoples in
the areas of business, cultural,
political aud personal relations.
Today, Dutch and Canadians are
major business investors in each
other's country; there are
important cultural exchanges;'
Dutcli and Canadian peacekeepers
stand side-by-side in the region of
the former Yugoslavia, aud
hundreds of thousands of
Canadians trace their origins to,
the Netherlands. With A tuinl
mind, a programme of activities
to salute the special relationship
in 1995, and to project if into the
future, took shape.

Iu the luterest of harnessing
the couniitment and enthusiasm,
of the widest number of people
and enterprises, Loth private and
Public, in this programmne, a

le Canadian Forces actively
supported the program,
throughout the commemoration
period and, in fact, formed two,
special units to performa
ceremonial duties at over 200
events in eight countries during
1994 and 19 . These two units,
known as the "<Canada
Rememlhers" contingent visited
the Netherlands frorn April to
Novernler 1994 and again frorn
March to May 19.

Two Veterans Affairs Canada
PlIgriniages in September 1994
and May 19, led hy Canada's
Secretary of State for Veterans'
Affaire, the Honourable Lawrence
MacAulay, commemnorated the
return of Canadian Veterans to
the battlefields and communities
of the Benelux. From Holten in

West, from. Putte to Groningen
Dutch and Canadians
remembered those who sacrificed
in the cause of freedom. and
showed their appreciation to the
veterans who played their part
fifty yearsago.

One of the most
prestigious projects
of the multi-faceted

program of The Netherlands-
Canada Committee was The
Netherlanda-Canada 1995
Distinguished Lecture Series.

The Series focussed on
contemporary areas of sliared
concern and1 cooperation between
the two counitries in promoting a
more peaceful and better worlcl,
and attracted prominent Dutch
and Canadian speakers. TIu
important Series was organized ini
conjunction with several renowned
institutes.

The lectures were held
throughout 1995 at varions
venues in The Hague. Speakers
were introduced by moaderators
with expertise ini the subject field
at hand. After thie lecture and
discussion period, a reception
followed offering those who
attended a chance for f uller
exchange with the speakers.

More than 100 people
gathered on March 8 to hear
General A.J.G.D. de Chastelain,
Chief of the Defence staff of the
Canadian Armed Forces, share lis
views on the Canadian
peacekeeping experience. The
General's remarks prompted a
nuner of conceptual and
operational reactions from
Clingendael Senior Research
Fellow, Mr Dick A. I4eurdijk.
This first ini the Lecture Series
was organized in cooperation with
The Netherlands Association of
International Affairs (NGIZ) and
the Royal Netherlands
Association of Military Science
(KVBK).

The second lecture, "7le
Emerging Right to Good
Governance " , organized in close
collaborationwith The Institute
of Social Studies, was very
appropriate to the setting. The
lecture on April 28 attracted
about 140 people, many of whom

Maslow's bierarcliy of needs to
people's beliaviour towards the
envirouiment - the key to
sustainable development is people.

The Canadian Ambassador for
Disarmament, C.W. Westdal, and
General (ret.) H.J. van der Graaf
sliared the platform li the fourth
lecture in the Series, organized in
conjunction with The Royal
Netherlancls Asociation of
Military Science on june 27. The
topic was "Ile. Prolf eraion of
SmallArms: À lost Battle?"

Mr. Westclal formulated a set
of values as the basis of a
structure of principles and
guidebnes for containing the

iproliferation of conventional
weapons. lie Dutcli speaker,
