No More for Turkey.
The disposition of European Turkey 

and the Dardanelles is a question 
brought suddenly to the front by the 
armistice which has ended Turkey's 
career as an alty of Germany. One 
thing Is regarded here . as virtually 
certain—the Dardanelles will 
again be under the domination of 
Turkey. Great Britain and France are 
determined upon this.

In some quarters the belief prevails 
that the Dardanelles will be Interna­
tionalized, thus opening the Black Sea 
to the commerce of the world, 
giving Russia an. outlet to the Medi­
terranean.

Dr. Stevenson stated that the hos­
pital provided a type of continuous 
hammock warm baths in which pa­
tients suffering from mental depression 
(such as Corp. Parker) were placed to 
soothe their nerves. Parker’s case was 
of the extreme type. While his mind 
was practically lifeless, his hands were 
constantly on the move, and this* ac­
counted for the fact that altho toe ate 
ravenously (he received two egg-nogs 
a day besides the regular rations) he 
was emaciated.

The dinners at the hospital, Dr. 
Stevenson said, were always meat, and 
plenty, and the other two meals, tho 
not meat, were nourishing, inquiring 
among the men In town, the reporter 
found them all satisfied In this re­
spect.

A Democratic Reform.

By-elections westwards are hailed 
by some a* omens of what is to be 
expected after the war. Perhaps 
better oracles could be consulted, but 
no one familiar with the political 
world can honestly expect a continu­
ance of the present terms of repre­
sentation. It matters not what side 
of politics or what partisanship may 
be felt by the individual, he must 
soon realize that the so-called vic­
tories lay general elections in which 
one side sweeps the country, and the 
other Is reduced to impotence are the 
consummation of political folly. What­
ever they do for one party or the 
other, the result for the nation is 
never ^the best, rarely even positively 
good, and is a conspicuous failure in­
asmuch as it bereaves thé country of 
about half its potential common sense 
and paralyzes the rest. Government 
by .committee or by cabinet is not 
democratic government. The house 
of commons, if it is to be an operative 
body, must be elected in a democratic 
fashion. Thé object of elections under 
the present system of party organiza­
tion is to disfranchise half the popu­
lation. When this is accomplished it 

h is,1'hailed as a victory. It may be a
K victory, but not for democracy.

We are fighting to make the World 
safe for democracy, but we must 
make it safe at home as well as 
abroad. It .to in the power of the 
Union government to do this now, by 
passing a proportional representation 
act and giving the people of the Do­
minion a fair chance to return 
presentatives who actually represent 
all the important currents of thought. 

The big majorities need have no 
i fear. They will be no less In the ma­

jority than before. But their repre­
sentatives will be a better class of 
men, more intelligent, more patriotic, 
more entirely concerned for the in­
terest of the country. The house of 
commons with proportional repre­
sentation would be really democratic, 
really representative.

The present is a great opportunity 
o make this necessary reform. If it 

he missed those responsible will be

Among the great incidents of the. 

war, with the reconstruction of the 
world which it has involved, many of 
the social and political changes al­
ready accepted are almost -passed 
without notice. It is the custom still 
among those trained to orthodox and 
conservative habits of thought to put 
aside a positive acceptance of the 
changes and to think that after the 
war the world will drift back into its 
old gait.

Someone present asked if they 
might not sell bonds if anyone want­
ed to buy, and was told by all means 
that this might be done, the point be­
ing still emphasized that publicity 
was to be the first work of the booths.

They Were Forgotten,
With this somewhat doubtful per­

mission to sell, the women started, 
bringing all their enthusiasm to bear 
upon their work, despite the fact that 
the committee, which should have 
seen to it, had, in some cases, for­
gotten or neglected to have a booth 
or even a table set out to mark the 
place where the worker should take 
up her stand.

Even with conditions greatly against 
them some of the booths are making 
good sales—something evidently not 
approved by the general committee. 
That the success of sales was not 
phasing found echo In an afternoon 
paper of yesterday, which said, in re­
ference to the subject :

"It Is pointed out that the booths 
are for publicity purposes only. If 
ariy woman's organization seeks sub­
scriptions It seriously interferes with 
the work of the men who are doing 
’the canvassing. Understanding this 
it would not be *playing the game’ for 
the women to ask men friends to give 
them their subscriptions.”

Writes Long Letter.
Letters were sent yesterday to the 

heads of the booth stopping the sale 
of bonds, or at least limiting the sales 
to a very small margin, In a letter 
covering nearly two pages and ex-, 
pressing all kinds of appreciation of 
the work the women are doing, Dr. 
Abbott came to the pith of his com­
munication when he said that it was 
particularly desirable that the work­
ers should not canvass their friends 
to buy at the booths, but that they 
should use their influence to induce 
people to buy from the scanvasser that 
should call upon them. The reason of 
this, the letter explained, was that the 
arrangements of the" organization, 
which has provided for the canvassing 
of every house aiQ evgry business 
place, would be broken in upon.

A letter was also sent out by H. R. 
Tudhope In which he said that the 
point should be “stressed” that women 
should not sell outside their booths.

The consequence of all this limita­
tion is that Initiative has been de­
stroyed, and enthusiasm, while It has 
not been lost for the cause, is con­
siderably minimized on the work in 
which the worker finds so little upon 
which to spend herself.

Why Waste Time?
If bonds are not to be sold, think the 

women, why pile up their tables with 
bonds of every denomination, with In­
structions ad infinitum as to their 
disposal? The anxiety of the commit­
tee to keep the sales within the prov­
ince of the men Is giving rise to some
