Paris, Nov. 5.—Great Britain, France 
and Italy have signed a tri-partite 
agreement in which they undertake 
to support each other in maintaining 
their ‘ spheres of influence" in Tur­
key. The limits of the areas in which 
the respective special Interests of 
France and ltaiy are recognized are 
defined by the same" document. ,

This agreement, it developed today, 
was signed at Sevres on August 10, 
the day the public ceremonial of the 
signing of the peace treaty with Tur­
key took place. Altho the agreement, 
it is explained, is not considered a 
secret one, it nevertheless has never 
been made public until now, after a 
lapse of nearly three months since 
the signing. Under its own 
the document was to come into force 
and be published at the time the 
Turkish peace treaty should go Into 
effect.

Granard, Ireland, Nov. 6.—The sack­
ing of this town on Wednesday night 
by uniformed men ranks with the re­
cent raids at Balbriggan, Mallow and 
TubbercuSy, according to accounts 
given to the Associated Press by eye­
witnesses today.

London, Nov. 5.—In a speech at 
Cardiff, Wales, tonight, former Pre­
mier Asquith declared that evidence 
that servants of the crown were be­
ing allowed, with virtual impunity, to 
engage in a campaign of organized 
outrage was overwhelming and irre­
sistible. An appeal to parliament, he 
said, was useless.

Alluding to statements attributed 
to him, advocating a separate navy 
for Ireland, the former premier ex­
plained he never intended that Ire­
land should have anything not 
granted the great dominions and he 
would make it an absolute condition 
that the imperial navy should always 
have free access to all Irish ports.

Should Ireland be ill-advised 
enough to start her own navy, added 
Mr. Asquith, it must be under condi­
tions agreed to by all the dominions 
at an imperial conference.

Two interesting, altho unofficial, 
attempts are being made to solve the 
Irish question, it developed today. 
The first of these is an effort by in­
fluential political quarters to induce 
the government to communicate with 
the Sinn Fein members of parliament 
in order to try to reach a practical 
agreement and prevent the ruin of 
Ireland.

The second is that three coalition 
members of parliament will formally 
propose a plan for withdrawing the 
military in Ireland to strategic cen­
tres and allowing the loçal authori­
ties to take the responsibility for the 
preservation of law and order with 
the eventual view of negotiating a 
political settlement of the problem.

. The Bell Company, said Mr. 
Osier, has three auditors in the offices 
of the Northern Electric Company.

The chairman made it clear that the 
city accountants would not be asked 
to accept the figures of the Bell audit­
ors. but would be given the informa­
tion first hand from the _ Northern 
Electric Company. Mr. Geary said that 
would be satisfactory.

The Bell Telephone Company has 
already submitted to the board figures 
and arguments in support of the con­
tention that more capital was needed 
to take care of extensions, and this 
capital could not be obtained unless it 
could be shown that dividends would 
be paid, and this could only be done 
by an increase of rates.

Greedy, Says Mayor.
Mayor Church was the first to ad­

dress the board when the hearing 
opened yesterday morning. He express­
ed regret that Chairman Carvell was 
not present, as he might have learned 
something from Toronto. The m^yor 
opposed any increases by the company 
whatever, because he said they had 
had fat years and had proved to be 
the most greedy and avaricious com­
pany that had ever operated in Canada. 
It had declffied to pay its way on the 
streets of the municipalities. He urged 
that the company be asked to furnish 
information concerning the cost of 
operating in Toronto, cost of mainten­
ance the number of business and resi­

dential calls, and the necessity for in­
creasing the wages of employes. Re­
garding the metering of calls, he said 
it had been shown in cities where this 
system had been adopted that the 
companies continually overcharged 
phone users whose checks of calls were 
not accepted. Considering the trend 
of values, quality of service given by 
the company, and the surplus of four 
or five millions which the company 
held, rates, he thought, should be cut 
rather than increased.

W. W. Vickers presented a resolution 
from the King Street Association ex­
pressing opposition to the increases of 
rates proposed. The company, he said, 
were continually writing off assets for 
depreciation, yet phones in use twenty 
years ago were still in service. The 
company aleo damaged houses in in­
stalling and removing phones which 
they did not pay for.

Opposed to Toll Basis.
J. R. L. Starr, K.C., speaking for 

York township, said the toll system 
proposed by the company would give 
them more revenue than they were 
entitled to, and might mean an in­
crease of anything from 26 to 600 per 
cent. Nobody, he said, would with­
hold from the company sufficient 
revenue to pay dividends and wages, 
and if any increases were necessary 
they should be on the flat rate.

A. C. McMaster, K.C., for the board 
of trade, drew attention tp the fact 
that the company proposed to meas­
ure only outgoing calls, which might 
be just as unfair as the other meth-

!3!ods in the case where one person had 
considerable number.of outgoing calls 
and few incoming calls or vice versa.

G. W. McIntosh of the Caledonia 
District
pointed out that statistics submitted 
showed a steady decline In prices of 
materials used in the manufacture of 
phones, a decline of 18 per cent, from 
the high prices of last May. 
had also been a substantial decline in 
foodstuffs, and indications were ap­
parent that wages would soon come 
down. The Bell Telephone Company 
was, therefore, running hostile to the 
trend of things by trying to increase 
ph<me rates. All the evidence favored 
lower than higher rates.

W. Faragher, representing the Cen­
tral Council of Ratepayers’ 
tion, said he opposed Increases in any 
form, but more especially the flat in­
crease proposed on residence phones.

Would Hit Hospitals.
N. N. Young, on behalf of the 

Academy of Medicine, said they con­
ceded. the justice of a flat increase, 
but protested against being placed on 
the toll basis with business concerns.

Col. (JDr.) Marlow supplemented the 
academy statement, by saying that a 
large amounting of the doctors’ phon­
ing brought no financial return. The 
hospital accommodation was on a 
charitable basis, and all doctors had 
a great deal of phoning in getting 
patients placed, especially during the 
cold weather when the hospitals 
were crowded, and most of this work 
was unremuneratlve.

These 
Instances of injustice' in regulations 
governing the re-establishment" of ex- 
service men had convinced Mr. Raw­
linson of the necessity of all classes 
of ex-sérvice men co-operating for 
the better expression of their needs 
before properly constituted authori­
ties. Mr. Rawlinson has Just re­
turned from an extended tour of Great 
Britain, where he studied conditions 
among ex-service open first-hand, and 
from the viewpoint of the totally dis­
abled man.

Clearly and concisely Mr. Black 
laid the situation before his audi­
ence, feeling that more real progress

The possibilities of power develop­
ment in Newfoundland were dealt 
with by Arthur J. Mudge, electrical 
pngineer, in an address before the 
Electric Club of Toronto at the Mos- 
sop Hotel yesterday.

Mr. Mudge was sent a year ago by 
a Toronto concern which held options 
on power and pulp concessions on the 

’south coast of Newfoundland, to study 
the country and report on the cost 
of power development. The survey 
was made of the Bay D’Est River 
and the lakes feeding it. The lakes, 
he found, offered splendid facilities 
for water storage, in fact, by means 
of inexpensive dams the level of some 
of thovn could be raised twenty-five 
feet. From the lowest of the storage 
lakes to the tidewater at -the mouth 
of the river, a -.stance of 9 miles, a 
drop of 500 feet was found, making 
possible the development of 76,000 
horse-power. The river empties into 
Bay D’Espolr. An industry cap! Sal- 
ized at $10.000,000 will be established 
on the river if the Toronto people 
carried out their plans.

Mr. Mudge’s address was replete 
with interesting sidelights on life on 
the island and the habits of the 
people. That the island is still in a 
backward state, altho the oldest of 
British colonies, it was revealed by 
the statement that there are no coi%- 
try roads to speak of. and most of tht 
settlers live along the coasts. St 
John’s, the largest city, has 40,000 in­
habitants. four miles of car lines and 
six cars. The operations of Lord 
Northcliffe In establishing paper mills 
to supply his papers in England, was 
causing development in the north­
eastern interior.

By 
this phrase, “basic industries,” he ap­
pears to mean those Industries which 
are native or indigenous, such as farm­
ing, fishing, mining and lumbering. 
These are indeed basic in so much 
as people must have food, clothes, 
fuel and houses in which to live. All 
of them have been developed on a 
large scale in Canada, and, Indeed, 
would be In any country from the 
necessity of the case. It is true, 
however, that much of our mineral 
wealth is shipped out of the country 
as ore or matte to be refined by the 
workmen of other nations. It is also 
true that we have abjectly failed to 
appreciate the powerful weapons plac­
ed in our hands by providence for 
our defence against external unfair­
ness or aggression.

One need not be a member of the 
Farmers’ pai .y to agree with *Mr. 
Crerar In thinking that we have 
neglected to develop a number of key 

syr essential Industries. This is not 
the fault of the National Policy. The 
trouble la the National Policy was 
never applied to nickel or asbestos, 
or for that matter any other intelli­
gent policy. No one outside of a mad­
house would defend the way In which 
for years we allowed all the nickel 
ore mined In Ontario to be refined In 
other countries. No one outside of a 
prison could find an audience ready to 
believe that the asbestos, of which 
Quebec has a monopoly, should be 
owned, exploited and refined in* the 
United States.

Key industries are not only those 
which permit a country to successful­
ly carry on a war, but rather those 
that enable a country to prevent war, 
and to enforce fair dealing in politic­
al and economical affairs. Such in­
dustries should be In some way uni­
que and such industries we can have 
in Canada.

The Kent building, at the south­

The monthly circular of the Cana­

dian Bank of Commerce has the fol­
lowing:

The industrial and commercial sit­
uation in Canada is influenced to so 
great an extent by the movement of 
Commodity markets in the United 
States, particularly those of domestic 

x raw products, that the continued fall 
in cotton and wool, combined with a 
determined effort on the part of 
growers to hold their stocks for 
higher prices, cannot fall to have an 
unsteadylng effect upon Canadian 
manufacturers.

The prospect of a further decline 
in commodity prices continues to 
favor conservative buying. Other 
factors in determining this attitude 
are the publicity given to the tariff 
commission’s investigations, 
gradual elimination of government 
control from the marketing of im­
portant manufactured and domestic 
products, and the feverish movements 
of foreign exchange. On the other 
hand there are some reassuring fac­
tors. Immigration continues to in­
crease, the greater number coming 
from British territory. Meanwhile 
United States farmers continue to 
take up holdings in Western Canada, 
where land values are firm with a de­
cidedly upward tendency, as is also 
the case in Eastern Canada.

The; bank statement for September 
shows an increase in current loans in 
Canada of 932,000,000 over the Au­
gust figures, while demand deposits 
Increased by 937,000,000 
deposits by 99,000,000. It Is only to 
be expected that during the crop- 
moving season the banks will be 
called upon for substantial advances, 
but the steady increase which has 
taken place in the -amount of cur­
rent loans in Canada for some months 
past, in spite of the evident slacken­
ing in a number of manufacturing 
and trade activities and the recent 
lowering of prices, indicates the 
necessity of some curtailment of 
credit in order that the country 
avoid the dangers of over-expansion. 
A seasonal increase of 94,090,000 has 
taken place in note circulation.

New York, Nov. 6.—Movements of 
market leaders on the stock exchange 
today were 'again very conflicting, 
many high grade or. investment rails 
responding to further accumulation, 
| while industrials and apecialtlesi 
sagged, some of the latter recording 
lowest prices of the year.

Dealings once more were large and 
diversified, > aggregating 
shares, but a considerable portion of 
this total represented an extension of 
the short account and liquidation by 
discouraged holders of long stocks.

is relatively much greater than this, 
because of an unusual number of de­
faults of exceptional magnitude. The 
October Ineolvenciea moreover, ex­
ceed, in number those of any month 
since March of 1918, when the total 
was somewhat above 1,100, and the 
indebtedness is the heaviest of all 
months back to April, 1916, at which 
time the aggregate ran beyond $48,- 
600,000.

3RADSTREETS TRADE REVIEW.
Toronto reports to Bradstreet’g say 

that while business at present con­
tinues on the quiet side there are some 
quite favorable features to be noted. 
Sales at wholesale are reported by 
some to be larger than last year and 
it is claimed that the Increase is 
greater than would be accounted for 
by the increased prices. In some in­
stances it is admitted that the volume 
of trade is not up to expectations 
which were held some months ago, 
but at the same time it might be a 
great deal worse. The conservatism 
and deliberation of Canadian mer­
chants is standing them in good 
stead at this time an*giving all con­
cerned more time to become adjust­
ed to the changing conditions than 
seems to be the case in the United 
States. In all quarters there is to be 
noted a strong tendency to hold back 
.n anticipation of lower prices which 
condition is reflected at both whole­
sale and retail stores. This naturally 
affects buying for the future more 
than buying for immediate needs. 
The ■ fact of the big grain crop has 
been one thing which has been very 
instrumental in steadying the mar-, 
kets of the Dominion. As the money 
trom the generous harvests comes 
more and more into circulation the 
beneficial effects will be more appar­
ent.
