Herbert Sawtell the proprietor of tle
gutted hotel, awoke the sleeping inmates
and on returning to the second floor, found
his way cut off by way of the stairs.

The flames rapidly ap-
proached him and he jumped to the ad-
joining roof unhurt.

NEW YORK, Nov. 22—Engagements of
foreign gold to relieve the money strin-
gency in the United States today passed
the $75,000,000 mark when Lazard Freres
announced that they had completed ne-
gotiations for an additional $2,000,000 for
import. Goldman, Sachs & Company also
engaged $800,000 today for import.

John Johnson of Carleton
Street Has Abused His
Wife for Seven
Years.

—_— e

The case ag&inst John Johnson, who
was arrested last Wednesday night on a
warrant sworn out by his wife, Bessie
Johnson, charging him with assault, came
up in the police court this morning, when
the prisoner pleaded not guilty. 'L'he evi-
dence disclosed a course of almost con-
tinuous ill-treatment suffered by Mrs.
Johnson at the hands of her husband, and
judging from his honor’s comments the
prisoner is not likely to be let down very
easily.

His honor also made some very caustic
remarks relative to public feeling in St.
John with regard to drinking men and the
way they treated their families when un-
der the intluence of liquor. He intimaied
that the feeling towards this class was
entirely too lenient.

After hearing of testimony Dr. A. W.
Macrae, who appears for the defence, ask-
ed that an amicable settlement be made
between the parties to the suit, and A.
W. Baird, the plaintiff's attorney, after
pointing out that Mr. Johnson had make
life miserable for his wife, and, altogether
likely for himself, said that he could only
ask that his honor deal with the prisoner
as he thought best.

The case will be resumed at 2.30 o'clock
this afternoon, and it is just possible that
the prisoner will be sent to a higher
court, charged with an indictable offence.
Judge Ritchie said that if he Jaad the dis-
posal of the case, Johnson would get the
tull extent of the law.

Mns. Johnson, when called to the stand,

stated that for the past seven years hei
husband had continued to ill-treat her,
having assaulted her at various times,
used abusive language, accused  her of
leaving him and keeping company with
other men, and in other respects had act
ed badly.

During the past six months he had been
particularly violent, and acted very badly
while in the house, assaulting and beating
her, breaking up the furniture, cutting
open the cushions of chairs and destroying
household property. He had even torn
a seal coat—or jacket—belonging to her,
and ripped one of her blouses.

On Tuesday and Wednesday of lasi
weelk, the witness added, Johnson had as
saulted her, on one occasion striking hes
in the face, choking her and bumping he:
head on the ground. He had also ill
treated the little girl and the child hag
to seek refuge in a neighbor's house.

It also appears that the police experi
enced considerable difficulty when they
visited Johmnson’s house to place him unde:
arrest, having found him in a room par
tially or wholly disrobed.

His honor remarked that the feeling it
the community today was very differens
to2what it was years ago.

Nothing could
be more unfortunate for some members,
in their aldermanic capacity, than to have
the reporters pass from an indulgent to a
resentful mood. The alderman who is
afraid of criticism should do nothing to
merit criticism.

TELEGRAPHS

Government Will Introduce
Legislation to Regulate Tele-
graph Companies.

Ottawa, Nov. 21—The government has
under consideration a bill for the purpose
of increasing the membership of the Rail-|
way Commission by either two or three
commissioners. There will also be added,
to the work of the board full control of
telegraph and telephone companies. The
details of the bill have not yet been com-i
pleted. There will likely

be some;
re-arrangement of the board so that it

can either hear cases by a full board
or two sections sitting simultaneously at
different points.

It is well known that the work of the
board is increasing to such an extent that
something must be done, and that at an
early day, to meet the emergency. The
board has now partial control of tele-
phones, but under the amended act will
have full control and also full control
over telegraph companies.

The board of railway commissioners on
account of the investigation into the rail-
way wreck at Moore Lake will likely is-
sue an order making railway companies
cease permitting light engines to.run from
station to station under charge of an en-
gineer who is merely asked to avoid regu--
lars.

New York, Nov. 2nd.—The immediate
effects of preparations to subscribe for
the new certificates of indebtedness were
to emphagize the premium on currency
prevailing here. This might have been
expected, but these results have aroused
some criticism of the plan in some quart-
ers. It is understood that the syndicate
banks will be permitted to retain on de-
posit one half the purchase price, but the
remainder is going west as fast as sub-
scribed. It is difficult to devise means
of forcing money hoarded by certain west-
ern banks back into circulation, the only
thing that can be done is to withhold
them assistance in the shape of deposits.
It is expected that in a week or two all
the irregularities of the money situation
will have been regulated. The stock mar-
ket still reflects the necessity of liquidat-
ion of old loans carried over the acute
period. This tendency has been emphas-
ized by the unfavorable tenor of late rail-
way earnings, and the reaction in certain
lines of business.

P. Nase & Sons found the amount of
business about the average, with the pros-
pects not any too promising. When asked
in what way they accounted for the um-
i favorable outlook, they explained that
'lumbering operations had every appear-
‘ance of being on a much smaller scale than
usual, much less work being planned for
the woods than last year. This was be-
cause food stuffs and feed were very ex-
pensive this season, the outlay for fitting
out for men and horses in consequence,
was heavy. As a large portion of Messrs.
Nase’s business was along this line they
would naturally feel the effect of less ex-
tensive lumbering operations. Collections,
however, were about as usual. Money,
while not over plentiful, was not less so
than heretofore. Théy knew of the ex-
istence of a black -list, but did not care
to discuss it.

D. H. Nase could not see any change in
the volume of business than from the gen-
eral amount as compared with the pre-
ceding year. Prospects were mnot too
bright, this being the result of late Crops.
While the farmers were getting good
prices this year, living expenses were cor-
respondingly high; flour, feed, etec., being
away up. What stuff countrymen had to
sell was difficult to get to the market on
account of lateness in getting out, and the
close approach of the end of navigation.
Little change was noted in collections.
No black list was known of. N. C. Scott
found the customary quantity of business
with a rather bad outlook. He accounted
for this by the indications of a poor lum-
ber market. Lumber prices, he under-
stood, would likely be " considerably off.
This would mean less money in circulation.
The lumber was affected by the state of
the American money market. Times at
DPresent here were good; good wages were
being paid and people haa a good summer
generally, and were able to pay the pre-
vailing high prices for eatables. Court
Bros. reported this year as away ahead of
last in the amount of business done by
them. Meats were selling at high prices,
esepcially lamb, which was selling at 10
and 11 cents. Last year it sold at seven
and eight. Smaller dealers and grocery-
men were as a result unable to buy meats
at these figures, as their class of frade
would not warrant it. Asked to account
for the prevailing condition of the meat
market, Messrs. Court explained that tra-
ders had been going about the country
buying up. Then, as regards lamb, large
quantities were being shipped to the Unit-
ed States. Much of their buying now was
through traders, where in former years
they were able to buy from the farmers
direct. The tendency now was, however,
that beef and pork would soon be down
to normal figures, the latter had already
dropped from $1.50 to $1.00. Collections
were as usual. Prospects they reported
very encouraging.

J. P. Quinn, the well known fish dealer
in the north end, said that the amount of
business was below last season very much.
Not that there was less demand, but the
supply of fish was insufficient. The stormy
season resulted in a light catch. The her-
ring used for bait for cod and haddock at
Point Lepreaux were scarce and the facil-
itieg therefore for the catch along these
hines were unfavorable. The collections
were slow, in fact he found this the case
when people were holding on to their
money for the approaching season.

Slipp & Flewelling found things on the
ordinary, the largest amount of their busi-
nes was between the months of December
and May 1st. The bulk of buying,
selling and curing were dane hetween these
periods. Collections were about the aver-
ge. Prospects looked good, especially as
the winterport season was on and their
business with the steamers was usually
large.

F.E.Williams & Co. had a large volume of
business, a fair increase over last year.
Values were all good but prices were fall-
ing and stock was not being bought in
quantities, as the prospects were for a
decline along all lines. A reaction from
high prices were looked for. The pros-

20ord Desborough, nobleman, sportsman
of international renown, chairman of the
British Olympic committee, thought he
would be a fit man to look after Canada’s
interests.

Col. Hanbury-Williams is military sec-

“In the Olympic games,” he said, “we
whould win as Canada, not as certain clubs
‘or associations. We should be unanimous.

“Take football, for instance, one associa-
#don will say ‘No’ about certain players
going, and another will say ‘Yes,’ and be-
tween the two you will lose your best men
and instead of a Dominion team, repres-
ghtative of the Dominion, you will have a
focal team.”

v *“You seem to have the right idea of
the situation,” it was suggested.

*No,” he replied, ‘I am only trying to
learn, and it eeems a most difficult propos-
ition, But I am going to learn, and no
ohe can hustle me. I am going to under-
egtand this situation thoroughly..

4‘But at present my firm idea is that

¥ must send over the best athletic teams
s¢ individuals which Canada can produce.

“And unless the two divided camps can
be brought together and meet on national
grounds and make a natiopal job of it, and
t-él'“personal prejudice to one side, I do
not,/ see myself how we will be able to send
B ‘epresentative athletic delegation from
Canada. :

“] certainly will do my best to bring
them together, because looking forward
further than the Olympic games, it seems
to me that if they can be brought together
now, and brought to agree, it will do great
good for Canada for the future.

‘“There are a great many things to be
thought of. In some respects the rules in
iHngland are very stringent, but these
rales may not be applicable to Canada or
to other colonies where conditions are dif-
ferent.

“I am a believer in etmight sport, and

«.mot in hairsplitting. I dislike unnecessary
Jroughness, hitting men in the back. Men
lwho do that I think should be ruled off
iat once and kept off for a year at least.
" “And here comes in another difficult
{point about eending Canadians to the
‘Olympic games in view of the division be-
{tween the two athletic camps in Canada.
'The men who go to England must have
certificates from the association or union
to which they belong to the effect that
they are amateurs. i

“Now, whose certificate am I to take
under the present circumstances?

“In bringing these two bodies together,
considering local conditions, and I am re-
ferring now not to the Olympic games but
to Canadian athletic affairs only, it would
be easy to leave the professionals out
where they are undesirable, and to leave
them in where local conditions make them
desirable.

“In regard to the Olympic games we
have got to remember that this is a na-
tional affair, not a fight of one against the
other, and that we cannot accomplish any-
thing with split camps.

“What, for instance, would be the use
of mentioning about certain men going to
_the Olympic games, and then having one
athletic body or the other send in a batch
of affidavits against him, and thus wash-
ing our dirty linen before the whole world,
for the eyes of the whole world are on
these Olympic games.

“I have been deluged with letters about
this affair for and against the federation,
for and against the Canadian Athletic Un-
jon; I have read newspaper articles for
pnd against either eide, and then I have
heard the question raised that if we do
mot do such and such a thing, the Ameri-
can Athletic Union will be angry and will
not send men to compete.

“Well, it seems to me that we here
have nothing to do with the United States
in this job. We are here in this particu-
Jar instance not working for the United
States, but for Canada. This looking after
the athletic interest of Canada is too big
a job to allow us to look after the inter-
est of any other country; other countries
can look after themselves..
