It is Valued at $6,331,374 — In-
ventory Issued for Probate

Halifax, Dec. 12—There will be from
800 to 500 people totally or partially
blind and 200 full orphans as a result of
the Mont Blanc explosion, it was learned
today from Canadian and American
workers who have made investigations

of the deaths, missing and injured here.
The known dead total 800 and it is esti-
mated that from 900 to 1,000 still lie be-
neath the debris of shattered or burned
houses.

The trouble with the figures issued in
the last few days has been that identifi-
cation of one body would be counted
several times. The relief workers are
careful to explain that their figures are
not final angd to explain that it will prob-
ably be impossible to arrive at definite
totals because in many cases whole fam-
ilies are gone and nobdy remains to re-
port their loss. The missing list, very
formidable in the days immediately suc-
ceeding the disaster, is being steadily re-
duced as relatives are reunited and the
refugees who left the city return.

On the property damage it is report-
ed that 500 houses have been totally de-
stroyed, 500 rendered uninhabitable,
while 1,000 can be patched up.

The pressing needs of Dartmouth for
assistance in its task of handling its in-
jured and repairing houses was brought
to the attention of the Halifax relief
committees yesterday by C. S. Dexter,
head of the Charity Organization So-
ciety, Montreal, who will concentrate his
efforts on the people of the little town
across the Narrows which suffered pro-
portionately with Halifax.

Help Needed There.

Mr. Dexter reported that some people
injured by the explosion, fire or the
tidal wave had not been attended to yes-
terday and the system in force was re-
organized. - In- one ‘sheélter ‘Mr. A
found 800 men, women and children
herded together, eating and sleeping in
the same room, some of the children
being only a few days old. To this
number there was yesterday added a
crew which left a munition ship on fire.
The people in this shelter were attend-
ed to by only three nurses.

The re-construction work in the town
was also badly in.need of attention, Mr.
Dexter reported.

WANTS REPORTS SIFTED

Says Germans Took Advantage
of Biitish Success te Strike Un-
expectedly at Wholly Unpre-
pared Part of Line — Asquith’s
Speech at Birmingham

London, Dec. 12—The Times this
morning prints conspicuously an edi-
torial demanding a prompt and search-
ing inquiry into the battle on the south-

jern end of the Cambrai saliecnt on Nov.

80, and on the following days, owing, it
says, to disquieting first-hand amplifi-
cations of censored accounts. They are
said to include charges of blundering and
assertions that the British were caught
unready.

“It was perhaps hardly possible from
day to day,” the Times adds, “and cer-
tainly unwise to attempt an authorita-
tive account of the situation as a whole,
though we cannot longer be satisfied
with the fatuous estimates, for example
the German losses in mén and morale
which have inspired too many of the
published messages.” :

After asserting that the new line, as
reconstituted, is securely held, the Times
continues: :

“The published and censored version
is being amplified daily by innumerablée
disquieting first-hand accounts from of-
ficers and men who participated in the
actual fighting. It is high time that this
mass of partial -information should be
placed in its true perspective, blundering
sifted, and blame, if anywhere due,
stould take shape in prompt disapproval
of “every blunderer.”

The Times forestalls a possible charge
that in its article it is intriguing against
Field Marshal Haig by saying:

“There is no question whatever of
turning a temporary setback to the detri-
ment of his great position or plans.” But
it adds: ]

“His weakness, if it be a weakness, is
inveterate devotion to those. who have
served him longest—some of them per-
haps too long, or too lomg without a
rest.” f

The newspaper says further that the

Germans clearly took advantage of the

brilliant British success to0 strike back
unexpectedly at a “wholly unready” part
of the line, and, referring to individual
deeds of valor in this fichting already
recorded, generals
and doctors interrupted in dressing sta-
tions, says:

“They are all magnificent. but should
never have occurred.”

Asquith’s Speech,

London, Dec. 12—The ungrudging sac-
rifices made by the British people, for-
mer Premier Asquith declared in an ad-
dress at Birmingham yesterday, proved
that the ancient and ingrained spirit of
the British people had not been sapped
by luxury or staled and withered by
dotage.

“We look to the end,” he said, “with
the assured and ever-growing belief that
both in the council chamber of peace and
in the ordering of our own household
a new era of liberty and justice will be
opened.”

The former premier said that he had
had a large part in Great Britain’s en-
tering into the war and he unhesitating-
ly believed it had been worth while if
the war ended in a peace of security and
He endorsed President
Wilson’s latest words as expressing
clearly the intention$ and desires of the
Allies. -Adverse criticism of the recent
letter of the Marquis of Lansdowne, he
added, was caused by reading into, its
meanings and intentions which the let-
ter did not intend to convey.

Mr. Asquith said there was abundant
evidence that the enemy peoples were
misinformed of the, Allies’ objects which
were not to annihilate the German peo-
ple, but to destroy the military domin-
ation of Prussia. He said that Germany
must learn that the
force was bad business.

“An enemy misconception,” he con-
tinued, “is that the Allies, especially
Great Britain, are aiming at the de-
struction, for their own economic and
political objects, of what is vaguely
called the freedom of the seas.  This
formula, if it possesses any relevance,
can only be used to indicate some new
limitations in war time upon belligerent
rights of the power which happens to-
bhave command of the sea. No corre-
sponding limitation has been suggested
for land warfare where existing conven-
tions have been in this conflict system-
atically violated by the enemy. I do
not think we are likely to hear very
much from enemy lips of freedom of the
seas.” i

“The Allies are still unflinching in
their purpose to use all legitimate meth-
ods, economic and military, to ecure
lasting ‘and fruitful peace which the
world needs. The Allied position is
stated with perfect lucidity by President
Wilson in his recent address and I es-
pecially subscribe to and endorse the
language he used. When that object is
accomplished we shall be free, as he well
and wisely said, to base peace on gen-
erosity and justice, and to the exclusion
of selfish claims to advantage even on
the part of victors.”

After
a victory over Tom Lees, Jackson came
to this country in 1888, and defeated
George Godfrey, Joe McAuliffe, Patsy
Cardiff, Jack Fallon and others in a
very masterly style. He stopped Jem
Smith, the recognized champion of Eng-
land, in London, in two rounds, and af-
ter some other successful conquests,
Jackson fought Jim Corbett in San Fran-
cisco the famous sixty-one-round draw.

Probably one of Jackson’s greatest
victories was his desperate battle with
Frank P. Slavin in London, England, in
1892, when he knocked his rugged an-
tagonist out in the tenth round. Poor
Peter, after this terrific mill, seemed to
deteriorate. He returned to this coun-
try and fell a very easy victim to Jim
Jgﬁriés in three rounds at San Fran-
cisco.

This was the end of Jackson’s bril-
liant fighting career. He shortly after-
ward returned to Australia, a physical
;vgxbelck, and dicd there of consumption, in

He was not a native of the Antipodes,
however, for Peter was born at Chris-
tiansted, St. Croix, West Indies, on July
8, 1361. He stood six feet one-half inch
in height and weighed when in fine
condition, close to 200 pounds. He cer-
tainly yas a grandly formed gladiator,
and an ideal figure for any artist to copy.

A few months ago old Larry. Foley,
who was really the father of modern
boxing in Australia, died at a ripe old
age. In his early life he had fought
many a hard bare-knuckle battle on
the turf and with the gloves also.

It was old Jem Mace on his first visit
to Kangarooland who taught Foley the
artistic and fine points of the manly art,
and ‘finally made him a master of his
‘professién. !

Foley ,n turn, instructed Jackson,
Fitzsimmons, Griffo and other noted

them all very clever. boxers. “They all
followed the Mace school, which I have
always considered ‘the most skilful and
greatest in ring tactics and generalship.
Mace was a grand old professor of the
manly art, and there is hardly a boxer
in the ring at present who displays the
wonderful science he did in his hey-day.
But that also is another story.

Other Great Australian Boxers,

We can recall the sad death of poor
Les Darcy, the gallant young Austral-
jan middleweight champion, who was
so shamefully hounded in this country
by certain people in power. There is
no use of going over the unfortunate
fate that befell the game boy. He is
dead and gone, but his ‘memory willlive
with thousands of his admirers’in this
country alone, who deplore his sad end.

The rather sudden death of that great
fistic warrior, Bob Fitzsimmons, is still
fresh in our minds. He indeed, was one
of the most, marvelous fighters who came
across the Pacific from the Antipodes.
His wonderful ring career in this, coun-
txﬁ' will always be remembered by us
all.

“It is an imperative and urgent neces-
sity that steps be immediately taken to
ensure that sufficient drafts of officers
end men are sent from Canada to_ keep
the corps at its full strength.”

How will Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s policy
of voluntary enlistment meet this im-
perative and urgent necessity? Quebec
has not responded to his appeals during
the last three years. Does anyone be-
lieve it would respond any more heartily
and quickly if he succeeded in the elec-
tions? Certainly not. And would it be'
feir for the other provinces to oleed
themselves white in order to protect the
slackers of Quebec? That would be the
only alternative unless Canada with-
drew from the war. The military ser-
vice act affords the only means of get-
ting the reinforcements which Gen. Sir
Arthur Currie says are imperatively and
urgently needed.

1t is because they realize this fact and
are determined to redeem Canada’s
pledge and stand by the men at the
front that Liberal leaders and the Lib-
eral press with so few exceptions have
declared for union government.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier would try vol-
untary enlistment but there is no use in
blinking the fact that a large section of
his Quebec following would prefer to
have no more soldiers sent overscas.

The issue is therefore clear. The

union government stands for prompt
/reinforcements for the men in the
trenches, Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s policy
would cause inexcusable: and perhaps
gatal delay. Between these two policies
the people must choose, and a due re-
gard for Canada’s honor requires that
the union government policy be endorsed
and sustained.

The Gickens That

~ Flirted With Brawery

These Were of the Feathered
Variety and They Fell From

For a long tifhe ‘we have wanted to
write about urban poultry; but we have
been too nervous to start. It may seem
to the reader that we are carrying our
natural delicacy too far and are becom-
ing almost prudish, but the fact remains
that we were afraid to write about city
chickens for fear of being misunder-
stood. !

You see, the word “chicken” has ac-
quired ramifications of ‘meaning which
have nothing whatever to do with Ply-
mouth Rocks, or Silver Wyandottes, or
Buff Cochins, or any of the other stand-
ard breeds of hen. It occurred to us,
therefore, that if we were to start an
article about keeping chickens and dress-
ing chickens and that sort of thing,

might jump to indecorous conclusions.

We hasten assure the reader that
we don’t mean” that kind of ‘“chicken” at
all. In the first place, we don’t know
anything about them. We are too virtu-
ous—also too poor. It is true that oc-
casionally, when forced by our profes-
sional duties to investigate the night-life
of great cities, we have seen poultry of
this sert gaily cavorting about and—but
we are growing prolix. Let it suffice to
state that this article is written <about
the sort of chicken that goes garbed in
feathers—hen feathers, we mean, not
ostrich plumes, .

It is really extraordinary how many
people in town keep chickens. The love
of things rural seems to die hard in the
ur reast. Unable to go out in the
early. dawn and chew straws while he
gazes placidly at his hay field or his hog
lot, the city man keeps hens.

First of all he buys a whole library of

are ahout seven hundred breeds, and that
each one is ideal for his purposes. Fin-
ally he buys four hens and a rooster
which can trace back their ancestry
through two bundred generations or
moze of aristocratic hendom. No com-
mon pullets for the city man who is go-
ing in for poultry—nothing but the real
blue bloods at about forty dollars apiece.

He has previously built a strictly up-
to-date hen house—steam heat, hog and
cold water, nursery attached, open-work
plumbing, and every modern conveni-
ence. If he is a very kind hearted man,
he may even put in a gramophone and
hang comic pictures on the walls. They
say it is very important that hens should
be kept in a cheerful state of mind. Per-
sonally, we have always had our doubts
about a chicken having any mind at all.
But that’s what the books say, and who
are we that we should venture to dispute
with a book? |

Of course, these chickens don’t lay.
Purse proud and aristocratic chickens
qf this sort never do. They have no
incentive. Why should they go to the
trouble of laying eggs and having a fam-
fly when they can get everything a hen’s
heart desires without it? Besides, the
late hours they keep tend to a low birth
rate. .

The owner gets it into his poor numb
nocdle that the food “isn’t ~right. He
starts experimenting, and once you start
experimenting with ‘hen feed you are
headed for bankruptcy and the bug-
buggy. The only thing that saves you
is that the chickens die in time—chick-
ens thut are fed everything from ‘can-
ary sced tos lobster and champagne are
apt to die young.

Is the - owner discouraged?—usually,
no! 'Ten to one he goes out and buys
another half dozen members of the poul-
try peerage. The only difference is that
this time he gets a

At a moderate es-
timate—allowing only a reasonaable in-
terest on capital invested, hen house,
hens, etc.—the ¢, cost three dollars and
a half each, and the chickens six and a
quarter. But every time one happens the
proud owner goes about for days

all his friends what a convenience an
economy it is to grow your own eggs
and spring chickens right there on the
premises.

There is something pathetic about the
way the moral character of chickens de-
teriorates in town. We have often won-
dered, in fact,, why the parsons do not
draw stern ethical lessons for their ser-
mons from the way decent, well behaved
country chickens take to evil courses
in large cities. i

Time and time again we have seen in-
nocent and energetic young roosters from
the farm come into our neighborhood—
rather a respectable 'neighborhood, too,
as: neighborhoods .go—nice, . young

roosters of good habits, who always got | talk

up at the proper time in the morning and
went to bed early o’ nights and crowed
with fidelity and discretion.
And what happened? Why, those
roosters wouldn’t be exposed to the per-
nicious influence of city life .for more
than a month before they would be stay-

ing up all night, crowing at the -electric.

lights and keeping the “hens ' up, : too.
What becomes of family life under these
conditions? What sort ‘of future is there
before a hennery where the rooster sleeps
all day and the hens sit around and
hold mothers’ meetings without an egg
or a chick in the place? > - 5

There is- a rooster in our block just
now, who has gone absolutely to the
demnition -bow-wows. We first knew
him as a kindly young cockerel from one
of the small provincial towns, good hum-
ored, honest, and - orderly. But you
ought to see him now—especially you
ought to hear- him. The brute shouts
his head off every time in the night that
an ‘automobile goes by; and he spends
his afternoons sitting on the side fence
watching the’ girls in the tight skirts—
with the nastiest leer in his eye! We
often hear the hens calling to him; but
what does he. care about his family re-
sponsibilities?—not a kluck?

The neighbors are all talking about
that rooster. They are also shying
things at him whenever he gets within
range. This brings up another unpleas-
ant feature of keeping hens in town. The
neighbors are very apt to be nasty about
it. They never seem able to take the
same idylic view of chickens that the
owner does—very narrow minded peo-
ple neighbors, as a rule.

Even the best behaved fowl are likely
to fly over the fence occasionally into a

neighbor’s yard and dig worms out of
the gravel walk or make impromptu
salad of his geraniums young onions.
And you have no idea hdw annoyed-the
neighbor gets over these little. outbreaks
g.playfuhus. Think, too, of the eggs

st must result from it. Just imagine,
reader, my dear, an egg with a geranium |
shell and a gAVOX' of young onion!—or
heliotrope and carrot tops!—or burdock |
and tomato cam! The possibilities are;
unlimited.

This reminds us of a man we knew
once who lived back of a brewery. We'
didn’t seek out his acquaintance apd |
make ourself a friend of his just because
he lived back of a brewery—it hap-
pened that way, that's all. We couldn’t
very well cut a man just because he lived
back of a brewery, could we?

He also kept chickens. We didn’t let;
this interfere with our friendship elther, |
But he had certainly the gosh darndest
time with his chickens of anyone we ever
knew. There were about fifty of them—
three roosters—and they had a . nice,
roomy - hen house with separate bedsJ
and great big perches to sit around and
on, every comfort, in fact.

But did those chickens stay at home
and lay eggs and rear large families and
attend to the other duties of their sta-
tion in life? No, they did not. They |
took to drink. We can hear the reader
snort in disgust as he reads this—if he
does.. The reader no doubt thinks we
are lying. Not knowing the sterling
honesty of our nature, the reader doubts |
our word. But fortunately we have court |
records to back us up; for our friend!
sued the brewery for damages. |

You see, the brewers used to throw]
out their used malt and the lees of the
‘beer-vats in a huge pile, just back of t
our friend's fence. One day an enter-l
prising young r whose 1 up-|
bringing had been neglected, hopped '
over the fence and tried some of the!
malt. ‘It tasted good. Littlé did he!
know, poor bird, that he was getting in- |
to the clutches of the Demon Rum. He'
ate fermented malt till he couldn’t jam |
down another grain.

Did it go to his head? Didn’t it—dear
reader, that young rooster adeumulated
the loveliest load of lush, the most
beauteous and bountiful “bun” ever seen
in that district—and it is a district rather
famous for its “buns.”

It was long after dark when the young
rooster got home—trying to find the key
hole, no doubt—and he aroused the
whole hennery. He staggered around
crowing comic songs, insulted all the!
most respectable hens in the place, start-|
ed in to whip the other roosters, and put
the whole place on the blink generally.

They went in for close
harmony in their choral work and also
did a little close scrapping. They even
tried to whip our friend when he went
out to restore order.

Talk about drunkards homes and tem-
perance ] that h v  would
have furnished the W. C. T. U. and iiic
prohibitionists generally with arguments
for a five years’ campaign. In a few
days every chicken in the place had de-
veloped a taste and capacity for beer
that would have filled half the popula-
tion of Bavaria with envy. Lofe for
them became one big “bust” after an-
other.

Instead of hopping cheerfully from bed
at the first peep of dawn, those chick-
ens slept in till noon. They didn’t care
who got the early worm. Then they
piled over the fence to the malt pile, and
stayed right there till closing time and
after. They stayed, in fact, till our
friend went over and carried them back.
He said it made him feel like a police
van on the Twelfth of July.

Nothing could keep those hens away
from the booze. Our friend built the
fence higher; but they dug a tunnel un-
der it. When he blocked that up they
flew over into the neighbors’ yards and
got around that way. They would even
go out-by his front gate and walk around
the block, coming staggering back at all
hours of thé" night in a way that would
give any house a bad name.

THE CAREER OF CARUSO.

“Jtaly may claim him as the land of |
his birth,” writes Mary H. Flint in |
“Caruso and His Art,” a souvenir vol- |
ume with portraits of ten of the tenor’s ;
famous roles, “but he belongs to ‘Amer- |
ica, for.it is here, on our soil, under ouri

+ skies, amidst our surroundings, .that he |
has developed into what he is today.”
Enrico Caruso was born in-Naples in
1878, says the volume’s foreword, which |
adds some facts of his career less often
recorded. |

Naturally he sang when a boy, for all
Italian boys sing, but he had grown al-
most to manhood before he thought of
a professional career. When a little
over 20 years old he made his debut “in
an unimportant role in a provincial the-
atre” One of his first engagements out-
side of Italy was in Fiume, and later he
sang in Russia, Monte Carlo, Portugal,
South America, and London, reaching
the goal of all Italian singers—La Scala
in Milan—in 1909.

Caruso was about thirty years old
when he came to the Metropolitan. He
was not heralded as a world wonder, for|
while the velvet voice and the marvel- |
ous phrasing immediately aroused ad-
miration, he was still handicapped his- |
trlonica]fy. Perhaps it was his years of |
hard work, perhaps the atmosphere of |
America, that stimulated him, for here,

Colonel McLeod ~had 'referred to the
solemn treaty.Canada had  made with
the men -overseas.

That the military authorities should
recognize the port of St. John as a na-
| tional one and should not only use every '
protection against accident in the handi-
ing of munitions, but that the same
authorities should also assume all respon-
| sibility for any acaident arising out of

John. This was expressed in a strong
| resolution moved by Commissioner Mec-
' Lellan and seconded by Commissioner
Russell at the common council meeting
yesterday . afternoon. The resolution
which was carried unanimously was as,
follows:

Owing to the

common council of the City of St.
John realizes the very great responsi-
bility both moral and financial, at-
tached to the safeguarding of lives
and property from the hazardous
conditions attached to the handling
and transportation of ammunitoin at
this port,

That this council fully realizes
that these conditions are made pos-
sible by the requirements of war,
which is of a national character, and

therefore the conditions = must be
considered as a national responsi-
bility or liability.

That this council does not feel
equal to or liable for the responsi-
bility attached to affording the
proper amount of protection from
the hazards accompanying the con-
ditions referred to.

That this council believes that the
militia department is the only de-
partment capable of furnishing the
needed protection, and as a federal
department must accept the réesponsi-
bility for efficiently liquidating this
federal or national liability.

That this council herewith calls
upon the militia department through
the military commandant of the dis-
trict, General Macdonell, to assume
‘the full responsibility in affording
the required 'amount of protection.
In moving the resolution Commission-

er- McLellan pointed out that Canada as
a whole was interested in the handling
of ‘these munitions and that Canada as a
whole, through the federal ggovernment
must be responsible for any accident
that may arise therefrom.
