MILE UP IN AR

'Eye Witness Tells of Fearful Ex-
plosion That Wrecked the Princ-
ess Ireme

London, May, 28—A naval officer who

from the point on shore where I was

standing. Suddenly I noticed a llttle
whisp of smoke aboard and called:

‘is there afire there?” Before the men
aboard could answer there came .an ex-
plosion like a volcanic'eruption. Then a
great cloud of -dust, coal, smoke and
flame rose a mile hlgh Amidst the
smoke the eye could discern huge'pieces
of the ship bumﬁng into small pieces as.
they rose. 'The ship did not go down,
she went up, distributing heér remains in
dust and" jagged fragments over a radius
of many, miles,

“The smoke cloud of the explosion
lasted, I think, only a moment or two.
I rubbed my eyes and saw clear where
the Irene, barges, and launches had been
a2 moment before. The explosion seem-
ed to stun everyone for a few minutes.

Then came the order ‘away all boat|

crews to pick.up survivors’ But when
I got into a boat, and sailed past the
spot where the explosion ' had occurred
there was nothing but a single fragment’
of mast to matk the place. Farther
away, however, the water was dotted
with pieces of wreckage.” ’

OTHER CRAFT GONE.

There is no trace of a harbor steam
launch which was moored alongside the’
Princess Irene or of its crew of five men,
and it is' assumed these five must bhe
added to the list of dead. - One possible
survivor of the explosion is in a hospital
suffering from shock. He was picked up
in the water some time after the explos-
ion, but it has not been learned wheth-
er he was a member of the Princess
Irene’s crew or was blowh out of some
small boat nearby. Only one body has
been recovered. Twp barges which were
alongside the Irene were demolished.

PRISON R.EFORM

The humanizing tendency in prison re-
form in the United States, appears to
be having excellent results. It is said
that when the warden of Sing Sing
recently asked for sixty-six volunteers
from among the 1786 prisoners to go
to Auburn prison, because Sing Sing was
overcrowded, not one-responded, and it
was necessary to draft the required num-
ber. The fact is explained by saying
that the now order of things at Sing
Sing is pleasing to the men. Another
illustration comes from the New Jersey
State Prison. An old man who had re-
fused to accept a parole a year and a
half ago, because he declared himself
innocent, and would not go out without
a free pardon, was granted it recently,
but refused to go for some days because
the deputy of the wash house where he
worked was short of help, and. only
when the necessary help was provided
did he go forth “feeling out of place and
homesick.” Commenting further on the
change that has come about in prisons
where humanity first has replaced safety
first the Boston Globe says:—

“At Jackson, ' Mich, the men
making their plans and are preparing to
construct for themselves a dormitory,
which 'sounds as attractive as those giv-
en to educational institutions by benefi-
cent alumni. They will have apart-
ments for four and six men each, with
shower baths, and with thin window
screens instead of bars between the men
and outdoors and - liberty. lLong-term
prisoners work on prison farms far from
the walls and without guards. Others
handle the business administration of
the prison and its industries,, with a
profit of thousands of dollars annually
to the State. The prison receives daily
more newspapers than the Boston Pub-
lic Library receives and the papers are
not censored. When the men leave Jack-
son on parole or at the end of sentences
they succeed because they are not handi-
capped and have learned more than self-
control while in prison.”

Chelsea. P. McGovern.

Thomas Cochrane, tenth Earl of Dun-
donald, was born in 1775 and died in
1860. He had a most adventurous career,
chiefly in the navy.

In 1811 he laid before the British gov-
ernment a scheme which the committee
appointed to investigate it termed “a
terrible invention,” and which has been
kept secret for imore than 100 years as
being “too horrible for humanity.” Dun-
donald declared,that “no power on earth
could stand against its attack,” and the
committee agreed that it would do all
he claimed for it, but said its destruct-
iveness would shock humanity.

The device remains a profound secret
to this day. It is known that it is
capable of being used on land and sea,
against armies, fleets and fortresses, as
Dondonald proposed using it against the
French fleet, the Russian fortresses, and
said it could be used against the British
armies in India.

Secondly it is simple in its operation,
because he said the' unskilled soldiers

of India could turn it against the Brit-

ish armies.

Third, it is quite obvious in its ap-
plication and operation, so that any one
seeing it used once would know all about
it and be able to use it. These three
known characteristics eliminate  aerial
engines," submarine or torpedoes.

It was some mechanical, electrical or
chemical device such as never has been
hit upon by any one since or else Dun-
donald himself and a half dozen of the
most accomplished scientific and mili-
tary experts of the time were victims of
the delusion.

An article in the North American Re-
view by Edgar Stanton Maclay says that
while engaged in research work in the
British Museum he came upon a pam-
phlet published in the 18th century,
which describes an invention of “burn-
ing glasses” whereby it was claimed that
man was able to “grasp the veritable
thunder bolts of Jove” himself and hurl
them at his enemies. The essential idea
was the arrangement of several hundred
mirrors in a great frame at such an
angle as to catch and concentrate the
sun’s rays. The power was &0 great as
to explode any magazine set fire to
woodwork and to cause instant death to

Rink Shows Results AIready--Spehkers‘
All Soldiers—Two Bands Assist

Oﬂiccrs and men who have . already
volunteered: their ‘services in the defence
of ‘the Empire, were the speakers at the

big recruiting meetmg in  St.: Andrew’s.

-~ rink last evening. The rink was filled

4 with a gathering of at least 1,500 ‘and

great enthusiasm was displayed by these

in attendance. The prompt enrollment of

names afterward was the first indication

of the success of the meeting and great

results are expected within the next few
days.

Mayor Frink presided and in a brief
opening address said that when the cam-
paign for the 26th battalion started there
was a certain apathy to be broken down
because it was not so clear then as now
that the need for men was so great. If
Canadians had a drop of true British
blood in them they would come out and
carry on the glorious work of their fath-
ers and grandfathers. The first men
from Canada had stepped into the breach
and faced the steel and it was up to
those who remained behind to do the
same as their comrades. They were not
calling for vengeance in any special sense
but everyone felt that those things the
Germeans had done in the war to stagger
humanity by their inhumanity should be
in a right degree avenged. The call had
come and there was a plain, square duty
before each man.

The Brigadier’s Speech.

Colonel McLean said the call that had
come was a serious one, which involved
the giving of their lives and all their
strength to the country. Having paid a
high compliment to the Railway Con-
struction Corps, he passed on to say:

“You have for days seen posters cover-
ing the walls of our streets calling for
recruits. The answer to the call has
not given us all the men we want.. Some
of the posters are worded in stfriking
and picturesquex language.. In England
they are using this method. of attracting
the attention of the man on the street.
One of the headings on a poster read:
“Wake up, wake up, your country wants
your help.”

A joker stuck up a number on the
tombs and headstones of the cemetery.
(Laughter). Of course the dead omes
did not answer the call. Is the result of
this meeting to be the same? I say to
the live men, “Wake up, wake up, your
country wants your help.” Men of St.
John take Nelson’s signal: “England
expects every man to'do his duty.” St.
John/ must and will show Canada that
the old Loyalist city is doing its duty.
Our brothers dre ing to us from the
trenches, They must not call in vain.
Act on the example of the old Romans.

“For Romans in Rome’s quarrel

Predicts Entrance of U. S.

Captain Pidgeon then asked the peo-
ple to decline to subscribe to anything
such as sport, baseball, etc., while the
~ar was on, keeping it all for patriotic
purposes.

British Isles were contributing recruits
€Canada should furnish half a willion
men. Britain, he went ‘on, was now
fighting eight separate campaigns—a fact
that they had hardly begun to grasp in
Canada yet, and it would take the best
and the last man if all were 1t be
brought to a successful issue. Were
the stay at home Canadians uof going
to take up a fair share of the light, or
were they to reply for protection solely
on Great Britain? (Applause.)

Railway Men Aroused.

Lieut. Col. Ramsey put what he called
the Canadian railway man’s point of
view in a brief but rattlingly t:lling!
speech. As month after month of the
war went on, he said, they began to
realize first that things werc scrious.
Then they got worse as the months past
until at last they began to ask whether
they could do anything, and to ask ‘1
they could afford to keep still. On
March 13 he' advertised that the corps
was to be formed, and the railway
men from Halifax to Vancouver asked
themselves if they could afford to keep
out, and the result was that by March
27 he had 8,000 application ' for 500
places.

“So I came to the conclusion that I
was not alone in thinking that Canada
could not afford to keep oui any longer.”
(Applause.)

Company Officet’s Appeal.

Major Weyman then made a speech
as a company officer. He said he want-
ed 150 more men to add to the 75 he
had \in the company, Having made the
remarks about physical fitness quoted

the 55th had already supplied drafts for
the overseas battalions and told how one
father and son, French-Canadians, had
enlisted together and would go into the
fight together. (Loud applause.)

“It is necessary for the young man to
come to Sussex at once so that he may
get the required training soon. It thkes
time to make a soldier and you must
utiize every moment. We feel that,
and I am here by the order of the offi-
‘cer commanding the battalion to say
that you ought to be up at Sussex now.
Germany had thought a'treaty a scrap
of paper; England had held it to be
a covenant; only by men could Canada,
too, show that she held a treaty to be
more than a scrap of paper.

Socialist in Ranks,

Private Fred Hyatt, well known as

a labor man in the city, was then called
on, and he made a racy speech. “I have,
spoken against war many times in pub-
lic here, and when war broke out I
spoke against it in this very hall. But!
if we are to attain what I want—
peace—we have to beat the kaiser first.
If one man in Germany has the right tul
declare war like this, then I say it is!
time the people of that country had |
the right given them of saying thatl
should not continue. I am a peaceful
man, but if a fellow punches me on the
nose I am going to give him a clout
back: The kaiser has struck a blow
at our nation, and there is only one
thing to do with him—to attain peace
for the future—to give him the hardest
crack he has ever had, and to finish
him.” (Laughter and applause.)
- As one who had bad twelve years in
the regular British army he said that
the best soldiers made the best citizens.
The service would broaden the views of
men and they would be better for it. He
then told with unconscious humor how
he had come tc join. He had told his
wife, he said, that he was going to enlist
again as he felt it his duty.

“‘But what about the single men,’
sald; ‘let them go.’

“Oh but 'M going, and that’s all there
is to it,” he went on.

“‘But you’ll have to get my consent,’
she persisted.

“Well, I went down to the recruiting
cffice and signed on and then I went back
home and told her what I had done and
I put the paper before her and said,
Now if you don’t slgn that youw’ll be $20
short in your pay.” (Loud laughter.)

Private Hyatt pointed out what Great
Britain was shouldering in this war and
said that the demand for men that had
been led from Canada was only a small
share of the dominion’s burden. He gave
Wales—which had not been mentioned
by other speakers—the pat on the back
it ‘deserved for having the record of all
the component peoples of the empire for
recruits. But above all he said the men
of St. John should come in quickly and
joint the 55th Battalion when the call
was honorable.

“Crawl Stroke,” Being Imparted
aaY.M.C. A.

(H. O. Bonk, Y.M.C. A. Instructor).

For many years swimming instructors
were fully satisficd when they were able
to teach a few at a time to swim. The
tnethods used at that time were such
that the instructor could handle only
one person at a time. The . beginner
would be taken in:the water at once
a belt fastened around his body with a
long rope attached to it. The instructor
would walk along a spring board ex-
tended out in the water, holding the rope
firm, thus holding the swimmer well up
so that he would be free to use his arms
and feet. The old fashioned methods
used were the breast stroke or broad
arm.stroke (sailor fashion). The world’s
greatest swimming. instructor says re-
garding the bre- _, stroke, that it has
done more to hold back the populariza-
tion of swimming than all other hind-
With this stroke the
frog kick was used, which made the
swimming much more awkward: I am
firmly convinced myself that after years

gome years ago this unpleasantness in
swimming and teaching  beginners to
swim was solved, when George H. Cor-
san, the .country’s greatest instructor,
who holds the world’s record of teaching
the largest number of beginners in the
ghort period of a week, introduced what
is known as the Corsan method or crawl-
stroke. This stroke has been developed
from the dog-paddle method, changing
the short choppy paddle stroke to the
lpng arm stroke over the shoulder and
getting the feet well to the surface.
Thus you have the well known crawl
stroke, which gives pleasure to swim-
ming. Mr. Corsan is author of “Home
in the water” and in it gives a descrip-
tion of his methods of teaching the crawl
stroke to large classes. :

Finish of the scissors kick. When the
under leg has snapped to the upper leg,
both legs should be straight and toes
pointed’ and there should alse be a dis-
tinet pause while the body is gliding
through the water, as a result of the
stroke, the under leg should be thrown
back slowly. and not with a jerk.

By carefully studying over these move-
ments of the crawl stroke and comparing
them with other strokes one will readily
sec how much easier this method of
swimming is, against that of others.

For long distance and for speed swim-~
ming the crawl stroke cannot be ex-
celled.

This is the course the local Y. M.C. A.
is teaching to the boys and many are
making rapid headway,

ginners was given. These classes proved
to be the largest since the swimming
campaign started. The school boy class
in the afternoon reached seventy-four in
attendance, the evening classes ninety-
four, all were well taken care of and in
closely observing the progress, we find
that about fifty per cent. are able to
swim. This seems to be a very good
showing as there are two more lessons
to be given, and we trust that many
more of the boys will avail themselves
of this free swimming campaign and not
let this opportunity go by without
making an attempt to learn to swim.

The name of Roy L. Flaherty, former-
ly of St.,John, is added to the list of
those who have made the supreme sac-

irifice and given their lives for the em-
' pire and its ideals of liberty and honor.

The news was contained in a telegram
to his brother, recejved this morning,
which read as follows:—
Ottawa, Ont., May 27, 1915.
F. E. Flaherty, i i
218 Waterloo street,
St. John, N. B. / ;

Roy L. Flaherty, 1st Battalion, form-
erly 9th, officially reported -died ; at
Rawal Pindi, British General Hospital,
Wimereux, May 26; gunshot wound in
thigh,

Mr. Flaherty, who was a son of the
later Mr. and Mrs. John E, Flaherty of
this city, is survived by two brothers,
Herbert of the Western Union staff here,
and Fred E., of the 6th Mounted Rifles;
and one sister, Mrs. A. R. Pearson’ of
Exmouth street. He was unmarried.

erty left St. John for the wider fields of
the west and since then he had traveled
over much of the western half of the
continent. One of his feats which at-
tracted attention in the west was a 700
mile horseback ride from Missoula,
Mont., over the mountains to Calgary,
which he accomplished in = sevenieen

| | days. b

When the war broke out he was with
a dominion survey party in the Peace

River district, 200 miles north of Ed-

monton. The news that 'Great Britain
was at war and that Canadians were to
take their share in the fighting appealed

his loyalty, and, with eight of his com-
rades, he set out at once for Edmonton.
On their arrival there they enlisted in
the 9th Battalion' and sooh were at Val-
cartier, - Later he was transferred to the
1st Western Ontario battalion  and it
was with them that he took part in some
of the heaviest battles of the war. He
passed safely through the fight at Lange-
marck and it was somewhat later, after
six. days and seven nights continuously
in the trenches, that he was wounded by
a bursting shrapnel shell, ;
The first word received was contained
in a letter from a chum to a friend in
St. John which was received here on
Sunday, byt which merely said that Roy
was slightly wounded. His chum; named
McCarthy, was another ‘adventurous
spirit who had seen service with Villa
in Mexico, but who hastened north to
enlist* when he learned that Canada was
in the war.

 Since this letter no news,’ official or
otherwise was received until the’ tele-
gramh came, this morning telling of his
death.

His brother, who had been given leave
from the 6th C. M. R. in Ambherst over
the holiday and had his leave extended
on aecount of 'his wife’s illness, thus
happened to be still in the city when the
telegram came.

It is years since his relatives here have
seen Roy, although Fred Flaherty nar-
rowly missed him last summer. He left
for the west to meet his brother to take
over some of his interests while the lat-
ter indulged his propensity for roving.
He reached Edmonton and took the trail®
for the north while his brother was re-
turning by another trail and so missed
him. When Fred returned to Edmonton

this brother had left for Valcartier

His relatives here think that Roy had
a premonition of his end; as it was only
a ishort time' ago that he wrote home
giving full directions for the disposal of
his property in case he did not return.

Speaking of the death of His brother,
Private Fred Flaherty said this morning,
“It is only what we must expect; with
so many falling we cannot expect our
own people to escape. But it gives one
a different feeling about the war, makes
it more of a personal matter. ] want to
get to the front now as quick as I can.
1 will fight better on account of this.”

MATE TRIES T0 SAVE HIM

Cecil Hutchinson Saved as He
Clings to Upturned Dory—
Fishing -Extra Good and They/j‘
Had Overleaded Boat

Digby, N. S, May 28—Schrs. Lila G.
Boutilier, Capt. Arthur Casey, and Dor-
othy G. Snow, Capt. Ansel Snow, ar-
rived early this morning, both with re-
cord fares. The former had 160,000 and
the latter almost 150,000 pounds .of
mixed fish, 3

The Boutilier has her flag at half mast,
having lost a man. Capt. Casey said
the accident occurred on Thursday night,
May 20. “We were fishing about twen-
ty-five miles southwest of Seal Island,”
he said, “and the rest of our dories had
come abiard. Many of the men were at
supper when we heard somebody yell
about a mile and a half away. We hust- |
led several dories to their rescue, and
when the first boat got there they found
Cecil Hutchinson of Parker’s Cove, cling-
ing to an upturned dory. ,They arrived
just in time ‘to save him,<but his dory
mate, Wm. Gibson, had been drowned.

“It appears that the: two men had
overloaded their ‘dory, the fishing being
extra good.

Hutchinson did
everything in his power to.save Gibson,
