CHANG PROGRESSES.

TOKIO, Dec. 24—Consular reports
from Mukden say that the troops of
General Kuo Sung Lin are abandoning
guns and ammunition in their retreat
before the forces of Marshal Chang
Tso Lin, the Manchurian war lord,
near Mukden. Chang’s troops have re-
occupied Paikipu and are advancing
on a wide front. The reports say that
the failure of General Kuo’s operations
amounts to a serious setback for him.

SURRENDER PROPOSED

TOKIO, Dec. 24—Kokusai (Japa-
nese news agency) declares that the
Japanese war office has unconfirmed
advices from Mukden, Manchurian
capital, declaring that General Kuo
Sung Lin has proposed to Marshal
Chang Tso Lin, Manchurian war lord,
to surrender if Chang will guarantee
his life and property.

U. S. TO TAKE WAR

Pilgrimage, at Government’s Ex-
pense, to Graves of Sons
Proposed in Bill

WASHINGTON, Dec. 24—A pil-

TRAFFIC

C. N. R. Car Loadings in 1925
Increase 14,092 so Far, Ap-
pleton Says -

ONCTON, Dec. 23—An in-

crease of 142,092 in reve-
nue car loadings on the Canadian
National Railways from Jan. |
until Dec. 17, is indicated in the
figures given by W. U. Apple-
ton, general manager of the At-

lantic region today.

On the Atlantic Region traffic is
reported at an unusually high level
for so early in the season. In the
first seventeen days of December,
fifteen working days, 1,161 more cars
were loaded, despatched and received
from connctions than dn the corre-
sponding seventeen days last year.

INCREASE GENERAL.

The increase is general, all lines
of business participating. It includes
large quantities of grain, nearly
1,500,000 bushels for the port of Saint
John, and an unprecedented ship-
ment of potatoes. Lumber and other
commodities produced in the Mari-
time Provinces also show big in-
creases.

PORT BUSINESS.

With regard to the shipments
through Maritime ports, Mr. Apple-
ton cited as an example the fact that
the tonnage handled through the port
of Halifax, both import and export,
was 100 per cent greater in 1924 than
in 1921 and it is anticipated that this
year it will be at least 25 per cent
greater than last. A similar increase

61is indicated for the port of Saint

John this year.

and is still increasing.

Canada first and the other fellow
afterwards, is the people’s doctrine
with respect to transportation.

They do not believe that this coun-
try is helpless, and that nothing can
be done to stop the traffic leak by
which foreign ports and railways are
being fattened and by which Canadian
vorts and railways are being neglected.

Odds a_n_d' Ends

. “Them Was the Happy
D ”
(Wall Street Journal.)

FEggs were five centy a dozen and
chickens 75 cents a dosen (correct) in
Harrison County, Indiana, back in 1846,
and the farmers were happy, accerd-
ing to an old document just found in
the hands of G. W. J. Blume, of Rich-
mond, Virginia. The paper is a well-
preserved letter written to Blume’s
grandfather, Philip Blume, of Lewis-
burg, Va., by his cousin, George Blume,
on September 8, 1846.

The writer declares that farming
conditions at the time were good, with
prospects of 16 cents a bushel for pota-
toes and oats. Butter was 5 cents a
pound and milk cows were selling from
$8 to $10. Wheat, however, was selking
for 50 cents a bushel; probably due to
the fact that the main wheat lands
had not been fully opened up and
transportation facilities to markets
and mills were inadequate.

If none of these afore-mentioned
rivers had names sonorous enough to
suit, perhaps one of these would have
filled the bill; the Tangipahoa, the
Ohoopee, the Peedee or the Tombig-
bee; the Canoochee, the Kinchofoonee,
or the Kissimee; the Chattahoochee, |
the Tuckasecgee, the Ochlockonee, the
Weekiwachee or the Ichwaynochaway.
What if Foster had not been pleased
with the sound of “Suwanee”; he did-
n’t have to stop there, for there are
many more. Here are some samples
he might have tried on his saxophone:
the Atchafalaya, the Annamessex or
the Youghiogheny; the Nolichucky or
the Willowhockee; the Chickasawhay,
the Salkehatchie or the Coosawhatchee;
the Tulliinny or the Waccamaw. The
Suwanee isn’t the only river on the
map. There are others whifh have
equal or perhaps better claims. Note
the Buttahatchee, the Sequatchie, the
Chassahowitzha, the Ocmulgee, the
Keowee, the Noxabee—and even the
Fahkahnatchee.

Think how different it would have
been if all the world, instead of sing-
ing- about the Suwanee River, had
sung:

“Way down upon the Caloosahatchie
River,

Far, far away;

There’s where my heart
ever;

There’s where the old folks stay.”

Gunners’ Grave Neglected

In a small, heavily overgrown rural
cemetery in Caswell County, North
Carolina, not far from Yanceyville, is
a mound covered with ¥ines—no effort
to mark the spot is apparent, other
than the tombstone—under which lies
the body of the man who fired the first
shot in the Battle of Yorktown, says
The Associated Press. s

The man’s name was Starling Gunn.
The cemetery is little visited, and few
people, even in the vicinity, know that
the little cemetery contains the his-
toric grace.

On the headstone, barely legible, ap-
pear these words:

“Here lies the body o f Starling
Gunn, who fired the first cannon at the
Battle of Yorktown, and who was an
eyewitness of the surrender of Lord
Cornwallis.”

The grave is overgrown with perl-
winkie and other vines, and Is more
prominent than other graves in the
lonely little cemetery only by virtue of

the fact that the headstone is some- A

what larger than the others.

The existence of the historic grave
has beenl recognized only once, other
than in a casual way by individuals.
A few years ago the Daughters of the
American Revolution asked for carth
from historic spots to be used in plant-
ing a tree, to be taken from Yorktown
and planted at Arlington. At that
time a bit of dirt from Gunn's grave
was supplied.

REAL ENDING OF
GREAT WORLD WAR

Political and Other Matters
in Empire Metropolis
: Discussed

Correspondence of The Times-Star
LONDON, Dec. 3—1It is worth while
trying to visualize a scene so historic
as that solemnly enacted on Tuesday in
the great conference chamber of the
Foreign Office. Its importance to the
troubled world at large far exceeds
that dramatic occasion in 1918 when
the Armistice was signed, or the later
denouement of the Versailles Treaty
ratification. Here were assembled
statesmen of outstanding fame, pleni-
potentiaries of most of the great na-
. tions of fthe Old World, to perform an
wct unique in human records. Many
times before have illustrious statesmen
get their signatures to treaties termin-
ating historic campaigns, but that day
they set their seal to the first solemn
league. and covenant against all future
wars. And the stage for this momen-

tous heppening was adequately set.

A STATELY SCENE.

Punctually at 11 o’clock in the morn-
ing—the tremendous hour at which
sudden - stillness fell uport the Great
War’s earthquaking symphony of death
and destruction—the crush of privileged
onlookers rose. The international plen-
ipotentiaries were entering the room to
take their places, punctiliously allotted,
round the big table in the centre of the
apartment. Their appearance war{
dramatic, and, in face,-figures,-and even
attire, they epitomized four-fifths of
Europe. Austen Chamberlain’s tall,
correct monocled figure led the way.
He seated himself, with Mr. Baldwifr
on his right, and Sir Cecil Hurst, legal
adviser to the Fareign Office, on his
left, at the head of the table. Behind
him on the wall hung a huge portrait
in oils of King George V. in full state
apparel, flanked by a smaller one of
Lord Castlereagh in Georgian dress.

9 KILLED, 24 HURT
IN JAIL MUTINY

Burmese Prisoners Revolt, Seize
Prison But Later Are Over-
powered

LONDON, Dec. 24—A prison mutiny
resulting in nine deaths is reported
here from Burma. While a party of
prisoners in Pya-Pun jail were being
taken to the bath they turned on their
guards, seized their weapons and shot
two of them dead.

The remaining warders fled, and the
mutineers, led by a youth of 20, named
Nga Nyo, who had just been sen-
tenced to death for murder, called on
the other prisoners to join the revolt.
When they refused they fired on them.

Meanwhile, the wardens had sum-
moned _the military police, and, with
those residents of Pya-Pun who pos-
sessed firearms, lald siege to the jail.
A pitched battle ensued, which lasted
until Nga Nyo was shot dead. Then
the munineers lost heart and surren-
dered.

Five prisoners and four wardens
were killed, and 20 prisoners and four
warders wounded.

BLAME BRITISH FOR

COFFEE BOLSTERING

Washington Alleges Brazil Plan
to Hold up Prices
Supported

WASHINGTON, Dec. 23— With
Congress and Secretary of Commerce
Hoover pushing plans for an investi-
gation of high rubber prices, which
certain quarters contend have the
support of the British colonial gov-
ernments, now comes news of the
plan of the State of Sao Paulo, Bra-
zil, to hold up the prices of coffee,
and  government circles allege that
this is also to be dome with the
British backing.

Hesitating to attempt to borrow
in this country, largely because of
the recent pleas of Secretary Hoover
that United States bankers deny cre-
dits to foreigners for such purposes,
Sao Paulo expects to borrow $50,
000,000 from London bankers. The
Brazilian Legislature, according to
word received here, has been asked
to authorize the loan, which would
be used to bolster the coffee market
against any material price declines.

SAYS PRICES UNFAIR.

Mr. Hoover himself has launched
an attack on the rubber prices, in
which he will enlist the co-operation
of the country’s automobile users,
and there is no doubt that he will
reiterate his appeal to decrease con-
sumption of coffee.

Only recently the secretary de-
clared ‘ that prices charged United
States householders for many foreign
commodities were unfair and that
steps must be taken to “defend our-
selves against trade war being made
upon us.” He suggested that con-
sumers’ organize in a strong sym-
pathetic campaign to restrict their
use of the products monopolized;
that substitutes be used more large-
ly and that buyers be permitted
through legislation, to combine for
the emergency against foreign mono-
polies.

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CONSERVATIVES  IN
P. Q. PLAN UNION

Star Says Meetings Held to
Bring Conflicting Interests
Into Line

MONTREAL, Dec. 23—The Star, in
its news columns today says:

“Iynmediate steps will be taken to
bring about complete unity among all
the Conservative interests in the
Province of Quebec as a result of a
meeting of defeated and successful
candidates here yesterday. Although
the meetings were held behind closed
doors, it is now understood tha.t’a rep-
resentative committee was appointed,
charged with the duty of bringing con-
flicting Interests into line, and of orga-
nizing another meeting at which plans
for complete unity and co-operation
will be adopted.

“Tt was stated that Right Hon. Ar-
thur Meighen would attend the meet-
ing as the leader of the Conservative
party.

Detailed plans for the second meet-
ing will, it is understood be made im-
mediately after the Christmas holidays.
The schism between Hon. Rodolphe
Monty, who ran in Laurier-Outremont,
and other members of the party, was
taken as an instance and it was stated
by several that a complete basis of
agreement should be reached in this

respect.
ON POLICIES

“Hon. Andre Fauteux, as well as
other speakers, supported the idea that
Right. Hon. Arthur Meighen should be
recognized immediately as the leader
of the Conservative party. The argu-
ment was put forth that an impres-
sion had been created that there was
a difference between the Patenaude
and Meighen policied. It was said that
the policies of the two were identical,
and that there should be no difficulty
on this question.

Catherine The Great Held

Guests To Quaint Code of

Honor, Recently Discovered

LENINGRAD, Dec. 24—While dis-
mantling the sumptuous drawing room
of the late Empress Alexandra, in the

famous winter palace, the Bolsheviki
eauthorities discovered a quaint set of
rules for social conditions written by
Catherine The Great, in 1875. Catherine.
who was one of the most versatile and
gifted women of her time, caused these
“Ten Commands’” to be posted at the
entrance to the Imperial Chambers:

1.—~Leave your rank outside as well
as your hat, and especially your eword.

3.—~Leave your right of precedence,
your pride and similar feeling, outside
the door.

8.—Be gay, but do not spoil anything,
do not break anything.

4.—Sit, stand, walk as you will with-
out reference to anybody. 4

5.—Talk moderately and not very loud,
so as not to make the ears and heads
of others ache.

6.—~Argue without anger and without
excitement.

7.—Neither sigh or yawn, not make
anybody dull or heavy. =

8—In all inocent games, whatever one
proposes, let all join.

9.—~Eat whatever is sweet and sav-
oury, but drink with moderation, so
that each may find his legs upon leav-
ing the room.

10—Tell no tales out of school; what-
ever goes in at one ear must go out at
the other before leaving the room.

Transgressors of these royal regula-
tions were obliged, upon the testimony
of two witnesses, to drink a glass of
cold water for each offense, not except-
ing the ladies. They also were com-
pelled to read a page of the Telmachi-
ade, at thoroughly bad poetic composi-
tion by Tretiakofsky, an unfortunate
native poet of the time, whose literary
reputation thereby became ruined.
Those who broke any three of the rules
during the same evening were required
to commit six lines of the Telemachiade
to memory.

Official figures of Denmark exports
and imports during Sptember show an
export surplus of $500,000. For the
whole period of January 1 to Septem:
ber 30, the import surplus was $20,-
500,000 compared to $37,500,000 for
the same period in 1924. On the other
hand Danish export figures were main»
tained almost on the same level as
last year, due to increases in quantities.
Exports of agricultural products in
October were somewhat less than Sep~
tember. The prices . obtained in the
foreign markets for Danish agricultural
products during October were rather
uneven. Prices for butter and eggs
were considerably higher than in Sep-
tember, whereas prices of bacon and
cattle declined.
