much pleasure in being able to state that the Institution has been 
in a flourishing and prosperous condition during that period. 
Your Committee, agreeably to their intimation in the Report 
of last y^ar, lost no time in procuring Assistant T achers in 
both departments. Mr. J. W. Hartt was employ d in the 
male, and Miss P. B. Brown in the female department, both 
cf whom have rendered valuable service to the Institution. 
Miss Brown has since been appointed Principal in the place of 
Mrs. Miles, who wished to retire from the school.

“ There have been upwards of seventy young persons 
from different séchons of the Province in attendance during 
the last year, whose parents are to be found among the mem­
bers of every religious denomination. This circumstance to 
your Committee is truly gratifying, and affords conclusive evi­
dence that their determination to have use ml know.edge and 
instructs a imparted to the Pupils without regard to the peculia­
rities of sect or party a^e not in vain. The strict adherence to 
those principles by the Teachers, and an entire freedom from 
all sectarian influence whatever, has given confidence to per­
sons of various religious sentiments, to seek here an education 
for their children, notwithstanding the charge of sectarianism 
urged by persons hostile to the Institution, but who have never 
taken an opportunity of making themselves acquainted with
either its principles or operations.

U An examination of the Classes took place on the 7th and 
8th instant, which, we believe, proved very interesting to those 
who witnessed it, and produced the general impression, that 
through the t-ble and indefatigable exertions of the Teachers, 
the Pupils in both departments had made great proficiency in 
the study of the several branches to which their attention had

been directed. ,
“ Your Committee have found it necessary to advance the

rate of Board from 7s. 6d. to 10s per week, in consequence of 
the unusually high price of Provisions, Groceries, &c. required 
in the Boarding department. The rate of Tuition remains
from £3 to £5 per annum, as before.

« The Committee beg to press upon tne attention ot tne 
Society and the friends of education generally, the importance 
of sustaining the Institution by sending their children and using 
every proper effort to increase the number of Pupils in both 
departments, which alone can insure to the Province those 
benefits which have been anticipated, and enable the Commutée 
to meet the Salaries of the Teachers. . .

tion, and feel particularly called upon to notice the deep inte­
rest manifested by individuals altogether unconnected with the 
Institution, for its prosperity and advancement, whose influ­
ence has had & most salutary tendency, and whose disinterested 
and unreir’Ued kindness cannot be too highly appreciated.

“ The Committee in conclusion would invite the public to a 
intimate acquaintance with the principles and operations 

of the Institution, and rely with confidence upon the friends ot 
education throughout the Province, to sustain the same by af­
fording such support as it may be entitled to receive.

Burpe and Taylor, after maturely deliberating upon the sub­
ject, the conditions of which the Committee have on their part 
in all respects fulfilled.

“ 2nd. That the difference of expense occasioned by erect­
ing the building at Fredericton instead of at Maugerville, as 
referred to in the Petition, was estimated by the Contractors, 
assisted by their architect, to which the Committee acceded.

“3rd. That all other, extra charges were referred to a dis­
interested competent person mutually chosen by the Committee 
and Contractors, agreeably to the terms of the contract, and 
the difference awarded paid by the Committee.

“4fh. That the Committee are of opinion that the Contrvctors 
have been amply rewarded for all alterations and extra work 
done, and that any loss which they may have sustained has
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arisen on the original contract, and that evea this might have
tbedeataIn,derbad malf,alsbeen Provided and the work execu­
ted at an earlier period agreeably to the contract.
