Flurry on the Floors of the Chicago and
N«*w York Boards of Trade—Margins
Extensively Called for — Immense
Sums of Money Made and Lost—An
Advance In Price.

Chicago, April 14. Business on the 
beard of trade today was on an enormous 
scale. The popular interest centered in 
wheat, which fluctuated, the course being 
in an upward direction. Margins were 
called freely, and enormous sums of 
money were made and lost The board 
of trade forbade any smaller fluctuations 
than \ cent to be sent ont, but the ups 
and downs were so frequent and liberal 
that this was sufficient for most 
speculators. “Turns” were made by 
the frequenters of-tbe oflteesDf brokers, 
and it was quite a common thing for a 
man to rake in a clear profit of $1000 on 
his trades in the course of an hour. 
Wheat appears to be getting pretty high 
but everybody has got the buying fever 
and there is no telling where the boom 
will stop. There was a wild time again 
this morning, the May future, which 
closed at 88J Saturday, opening at 90, 
immediately becoming to 92\ and then 
falling to 89. There was talk of a 
corner, but the principal cause of these 
strange fluctuations appeared to be the 
terribly oversold market. The shorts 
were frightened and rushed into the mar­
ket to buy, but found very little for sale. 
A panic resulted, and after a little was 
sold the longs offered so much that prices 
fell quicker than they advanced. July 
fluctuated only If sales being at 87 to 85$. 
There was an almost universal disposition 
to settle up trades in May, owing to the 
manipulated condition of that option 
and to trade in July futures. The gen­
eral trading was so enormous that it was 
an exceedingly difficult matter to form 
any clear idea of the magnitude of the 
indivdual trading, but it was clear to 
everybody that Hutchinson was a very 
large seller all the time. Other longs, 
too, thought it a good time to take their 
profits. During the last hour Hutchin­
son became a buyer, and this helped 
along the rise. At the close, May stood 
at 90 and July 8Of. This is an advance 
for the day of 1) cents for May and 2f 
cents for July.

Ottawa, April 16.—Sir John Thomp- 

son’s bill amending the criminal law 
occupied the attention of the house all 
afternoon, verbal amend mets, suggested 
by the lawyers, being made to several 
clauses reserved from the previous 
occasion.

Peter Mitchell gave notice that on the 
third reading he would move to strike 
out the clause protecting female em­
ployes in factories and elsewhere against 
offences by their employers or foremen. 
He objected -that this clause gave too 
great facilities for blackmail.

In the evening the tariff was discussed 
in committee of ways and means. Discus­
sion was resumed on the item respecting 
the flour duty, which was passed, and 
the succeeding items were next taken up.
