Chicago, June 22.—The traction com­
panies gave the council committee on 
local transportation yesterday the 
figures at which they would agree to 
sell to the city their present tangible 
property.

Railway Deposit.

Montreal. June 21.—Damage to the 
extent of $400,000 was caused by a fire 
which broke out to-night in Nicolet, a 
town on the south shore of the St.

The crowd uncovered when 
the bishops entered the cathedral. The 
cathedral filled rapidly and by 10.26 
the majority of the spectators had ar­
rived and were seated, the women in 
evining costumes and many of the men 
in bright uniforms and wearing orders. 
The effect was imposing in spite of the 
half light in the interior of the old 
cathedral. Long rows of seats extend­
ed along the entire both sides of the 
building, -îsing tier upon tier. The 
centre was unoccupied except by the 
throne seats ani} a few .chairs back of 
the columns. A red carpet was stretch­
ed down the aisles and the centre of 
both transepts.

The arrival of the bishops was fol­
lowed by the appearance <of a number 
of priests all robed in white. They 
entered the north sanctuary at 10.30 
and formed a

Semi-Circle About the Altar 
and with bent heads offered up pray­
ers for the King and Queen. Their en­
trance silenced the crowd.

In the meantime lines off soldiers and 
sailors from a specially constructed 
landing place, passed the palace to the 
cathedral and formed a lane to the 
cathedral entrance.

The royal and special embassies soon 
afterwards began to arrive.

The visiting princes and princesses 
were hailed with cheers as they drove 
along the lane of troops and a band 
stationed opposite the canopied portal 
of the cathedral played the national 
anthem, respectively, of each country 
represented by the arriving embassy 
and at the same time the troops pre­
sented arms.

The Prince and Princess of Wales 
entered last, at 10.55 a.m., and their j 
party was still in the street when peals 
of bells from the city churches an­
nounced that King Haakon was pre­
paring to leave the palace.

The King and Queen after a brief 
delay in arranging the carriages and 
cavalry escort started for the cathedral 
preceded by their suites. A great cheer 
announced the departure of the royal 
party. Their Majesties, who rode in a 
closed state coach, both wore ermine 
robes and were bareheaded. The King 
smiled and saluted in reply to the sal­
utations of the people.

In addition to the outbreaks at Se­
bastopol and Ryazan the dispatches 
report that the garrison of Krasnoy­
arsk, capital of the,province of Yenisei 
and, one of the principal cities of 
Siberia, mutinied and killed its offi­
cers.

THE BIALYSTOK MASSACRE.

Paris, June 21.—The foreign office 
has been advised that China yesterday 
signed a treaty according complete 
satisfaction to France for the massacre 
of six French Jesuit missionaries at 
Nanchang in February last. China 
pays $200,000 indemnity to the missions 
and $400,000 indemnity to the mission­
aries families, builds a memorial hos­
pital and punishes the ringleaders of 
the rioting.

He spoke amid breathless 
silence, but did not mention Bialystok 
by name, though everyone within 
sound of his voice knew he was re­
ferring to the scene he had just 
left and the anti-Semitic massacres 
which the country has witnessed and 
was witnessing. He declared that the 
massacres were due directly to the in­
equality of the Jews before the law 
which parliament was seeking to cor- 
rest, adding: “It has been charged 
that the Jews are becoming anarchists. 
This is partially true. Government by 
oppression is driving the persecuted 
members of this race to anarchy.”

In conclusion, M. St. Chepkin ap­
pealed for instant action.

The entire subject was then by 
unanimous vote referred to a commit­
tee of thirty-three members with in­
structions to report as soon as pos­
sible. After consultation to-day the 
party leaders decided that the St. 
Chepkin commission's report shall be 
presented Monday.

theSan Francisco, June 25.—Dr. A. E.

Winnipeg, June 25.—Every person 
within the confines of Manitoba, Al­
berta and Saskatchewan at 12 o’clock 
last night was included in the special 
census.

Surface of the Earth.
A smooth, tapering line of steel is to 
drag its lower end over the ice, keep 
the ship at a fairly stable height (150 
to 250 feet) and maintain, under ordin­
ary condition, the vertical stability of 
the craft. Then there are other fac­
tors involved in the problem of verti­
cal stability. There may be an ac­
cumulation of frost, snow, . sleet or 
moisture upon the airship amounting 
to several hundreds of pounds in an 
hour or so. In operation the motor is 
consuming fuel at the rate, perhaps, 
of 800 to 1,000 pounds in twenty-four 
hours. The airship may lose a con­
siderable part of its ascensional force 
through cold and loss of gas at the 
very time when, instead of dropping 
weight to correspond through consump­
tion of gasoline, it is actually gaining 
weight through accumlation of frost 
and sow. Again, the reverse may be 
true—a considerable gain of volume 
and lift force at the very time the 
motors are rapidly reducing the weight 
of the cargo.

The possibility of successful anchor­
age is another serious problem. In 
case the ship at anchor were to be at­
tacked by a wind exceeding the tre­
mendous velocity of fifty miles an hour, 
the envelope probably would be rup­
tured and the whole thing collapse in 
ruin. In such an event the aerial part 
of the voyage would come to and end, 
because the gas would escape, and the 
huge envelope* would soon come tumbl- 

i ing down upon the ice. There would 
then be nothing to do but to continue 
the journey by means of sledging over 
the icç with ice motors, the fuel uncon­
sumed by the engines of the airship 
being available for this purpose.

The difference between the tenders here 
and that estimated by the owners is ac­
counted for, doubtless, from the fact that 
the company make estimates on the basis 
of the cost of material and labor as it is 
in Germany.

His Worship Mayor Moriey and 
members of the city council are still in 
the throes of the water problem. Not 
satisfied with having investigated the 
conditions in the Highland district and 
at Sooke lake they have now turned 
their attention to the source of Vic­
toria’s present supply—Elk lake. This 
afternoon the Mayor, accompanied by 
Water Commissioner Raymur, City 
Engineer Topp and others drove out of 
the city in the direction of Saanich, 
and on Monday evening should have a 
full report of the possibility of intro­
ducing improvements at Elk lake and 
in that vicinity sufficient to overcome 
the difficulty which confronts the civic 
solons. .

When seen this morning Mayor Mor­
iey acknowledged that he intended 
taking a party to Elk lake. His idea 
was to secure all the information 
available in regard to every source of 
water supply within reasonable dis­
tance of Victoria before the matter was 
laid before the council for serious dis­
cussion. He had been informed that 
the body of water which served the 
community could be made to meet the 
conditions for many years with just a 
little attention. For instance it had 
come to his ears that there was a great 
deal of waste during the 
months, in fact that sufficient water 
drained off in various directions to 
supply Victoria twice over if directed 
into the proper channels. This state­
ment, of course, was only hearsay.

Another informant had told him that 
it would be quite possible to construct 
a dam at a point higher up the lake, 
thus making two reservoirs. If this 
was practicable, as stated, it would re­
sult in an increase of the elevation to 
some extent, and a consequent aug­
mentation of the pressure.

Whether anything could be done was 
a matter for conjecture. The 
question would be looked into, and a 
report compiled containing the results 
of their labors.

In the meantime the work of obtain­
ing authoritative and definite in forma­
tion upon the Highland district scheme 
and the Sooke lake project are in full 
swing.

He is one of the suc­
cessful journalists of Canada, having 
been for a quarter of a 
identified with the affairs of the Fourth 
estate. Mr. Wood, discussing his form­
er residence here, said:

“I came to Victoria to help launch 
the late Theodore Davie's short-lived 
Daily News.

“On the demise of the News I start­
ed a publishing business, but sold it 
quickly at a small profit. My reason 
for selling then was tersely expalined 
to one questioner, a competitor of mine. 
To him I said, ‘You are only forty-five 
years old, and you look sixty-five. I 
do not want to look sixty-five when l 
am only forty-five—that is my chief 
reason for selling.’ The job printer is 
the worst paid business man I know 
of. The man who knows least about 
good job printing is the worst kicker.”

From Victoria Mr. Wood went to 
Nelson, where, after prospecting for 
gold for several months, he relumed to 
the effete East. “I figured it out,” he 
said, “that every man out here was 
looking for the man and the money 
from the East. I thought I would go 
back East where the money came from 
and rub shoulders with it.”

Mr. Wood is credited with making a 
small fortune in a few years in buy­
ing, reorganizing and selling news­
papers.

“On my return to Toronto,” he said, 
“I took the first position offering at 
$400 a year. In a very short time the 
same employer was paying me $4,000 a 
year, and I had to manage to catch 
the spirit of the West and carry it 
home with me.”

Mr. Wood’s caustic comment on the 
business men wTio waste money in ad­
vertising schemes, to the neglect of 
real advertising in newspapers and by 
catalogues is certainly an impartial 
assertion, for Mr. Wood is now a di­
rector of the Semi-Ready Tailoring, 
and is also advertising director of the 
Slater Shoe Company, 
business houses are perhaps the best 
known manufacturers in Canada, and 
their advertising expenditure is con­
fined almost exclusively to the news­
papers.

“We find that advertising saves us 
a lot of money,” said Mr. Wood. “Our 
advertising lessens our wholesale sell­
ing expenses. In fact, our selling ex­
penditures and our advertising appro­
priation combined is' a less percentage 
than the selling cost alone of the 
manufacturers who cling to old sys­
tems of business and old methods of 
manufacture.”

tural Society, 
the emblem of England and queen of 
the garden, the rose, opened at two 
o’clock this afternoon and’ will 
tlnue this evening, 
the Fell block, Fort street, formerly 
occupied by the Victoria Cafe, have 
been turned into a blaze of blossoms, 
the position of honor being taken by 
the glorious flowers for which 
prizes are being awarded this after- 
noon by the judges.

The show is a very riot of color. Not 
only are roses on display hut many 
other varieties of blossoms. A visitor’s 
eye is attracted immediately after en­
tering by an enormous mass of bloom, 
pink shading into the deepest crimson 
that forms the centre of a magnificent 
display of gloxinas kindly lent by Ma­
jor C. T. Dupont. Although not in 
competition it displays most effectively 
the ability of Victoria to compete with 
the world in the growth of the waxen 
beR that is the pride of many horticul­
turists. In addition to the gloxinas he 
exhibits a couple of perfect specimens 
of flame colored amaryllis.

E. B. Wallace has another splendid 
display of hardy perennials. This 
again is not in competition, but a 
graceful contribution to the success of 
the show. It embraces purple datph- 
iniuns, tigredas, canterbury bells, and 
several varieties of eschscholtzia, the 
emblem flower of California. In any 
general competition it would be award­
ed very high distinctions.

But the roses are, after all, the chief 
attraction. Almost every kind known 
to the florist is on exhibition. Per­
pétuais and teas, with their various 
hybrids, form the largest collections 
but other distinctive varieties are well 
represented. The blush pink Paul 
Neyron is the largest bloom on show, 
one specimen measuring fully seven 
inches across. There is also a wonder­
ful array of Madame Caroline Testors, 
much resembling in general form the 
La France, one bloom having a diam­
eter of over five inches. Tea roses of 
every kind are much in evidence. 
There is an unique showing of the 
bronze or copper colored variety. The 
old fashioned mother of them all, sal­
mon with light brown shadings, has 
evidently not lost its place m the gar­
dener’s esteem. In fact, all shades of 
color of this popular kind are shown 
in great profusion. Hybrid perpetual* 
are represented by almost all known 
classes. Among the extremely dark 
crimson may be mentioned the Abel. 
Carrier and Marie van Houtte. There 
are too many varieties to recapitulate, 
suffice it to say that anyone who ad­
mires roses should take advantage of 
the opportunity for inspecting one of 
the best collections ever shown in the 
west.

In connection with the appeal which- 
is to come before the judicial commit­
tee of the Privy Council, E. P. Davis, 
K. C., and a. F. Luster., K= C.„ rep­
resenting James Dunsmuir, the re­
spondent, have sailed from Montreal 
for London. The London firm qf 
licitors, representing the respondent, 
is Hepburn, Son & Cutcliffe. Sir Chas. 
Hibbert Tupper, K. C., who will repre­
sent Mrs. Joan Dunsmuir. is now in 
Lnodon in connection with the appeal.

It will be remembered the action was 
brought in the first instance by Edna 
Wallace Hopper against James Duns­
muir to set aside the will and probate 
thereof. The trial judge was Mr. Jus­
tice Drake, who on February 6th, 1904, 
gave judgment against the plaintiff. 
The appeal to the Full court was de­
cided in favor of the defendant, and 
upheld, the judgment of the trial judge. 
The latter judgment was given Janu­
ary 13th, 1906.

Mrs. Joan Dunsmuir, during the pro­
gress of the trial, became a party to it 
as intervener, and joined the plaintiff 
in the action.

Iu the present reference to the Privy 
Council the two appeal one one behalf 
of Edna Wallace Hopper and the o^ier 
on behalf of Joan Dunsmuir have been 
consolidated, and will be heard as one 
appeal.

The reasons set out on behalf of the 
appellants are as follows;

1. Because the domicile of 
Dunsmuir at the time of the execution 
of the alleged will was in the state of 
California, and under the law of that 
state the document was not a testa­
mentary document, nor was it made 
and executed in accordance with the 
requirements of the law of California.

2. Because alleged testator did not, 
as the law of California requires, de­
clare by language or by unmistakeable 
acts (intended so to indicate to the 
witnesses) his intention to declare the 
document he was at the moment sign­
ing or had actually signed to be his 
will;

3. Because the said Alex. Dunsmuir 
was mentally incompetent to execute a 
will on the said date.

4. Because the execution thereof 
obtained by the undue influence of the 
respondent.

5. Because the testator did not know 
and approve the contents of the 
legèd will.

6. Because the judgment in 
courts below is erroneous, and judg­
ment ought to be entered for the plain­
tiff and the intervenor or a new trial 
ordered.

In answer to these the respondent 
gives the following reasons for up­
holding the judgments in the British 
Columbia courts:

i 1- Because the testator was of sound 
memory and understanding, and knew 
and approved the contents of the said 
will.

2. Because there was no undue1 influ­
ence.

3. Because the testator was domiciled 
in British Columbia and the will 
duly executed as required by the law 
of that province.

4. Because it is not shown that he 
ever acquired a domicile in California.

5. Because if he did acquire such 
domoclle the will was executed as 
quired by the law of that state.

6. Because the facts and circum­
stances show that the testator duly ’ 
declared to the attesting witnesses j 
that the document was his will.

7. Because by the attestation clause 
the document appeared to be duly j 
executed as a will and it was for the , 
appellants to show it was not in fact j 
declared to be such, which on the evi- i 
dence they have failed to do.
