M4JI NEW CHEAP FERTILIZER.

; him. Mr. Fa-ure has reported the discovery, 
due to the development of the electric 
arts, of a new nitrated fertilizer adapt­
ed for agriculture on a large scale and 
remarkably cheap. It is cyanite of cal­
cium, wMch up to the present time ex­
isted only 'in small quantities in labor­
atories, and which has suddenly De 
come a very important substitute for 
the nitrate of soda that is iimported at 
great expense from foreign countries. 
It is even richer than the soda, is as- 
similiable nitrate. Being an oxidizabie 
substance, it does not require a great 
amount of heat for its production, whicli 
is accomplished by placing a mixture of 
limestone and coal in the electric fur­
nace and subjecting it to a direct pre-' 
liminary heating of 1500 degrees O., 
and afterwards to a super-heating at 
2500 degrees C, in the presence of pure 
nitrogen' in large excess, and finally in 
an oxidization by air, the oxygen of 
which is retained by the product, while 
the nitrogen carries the heat due to ox­
idization to the electric chamber.—Scien­
tific American.

The Colonist has taken occasion to 
quote extracts from the speech of the 
Hon. L. H. Davies on the Manitoba 
school question delivered before the 
Young Men’.s Liberal club of Toronto.

“The enthusiasm,”STATUTE REVISION.

Mr. Edwin Johnson’s second letter on 
Statute Revision, which appears in to­
day’s Times, points out some of the an­
omalies to be found in the draft copy 
submitted to the legislature. It goes 
even a little farther than that, and gives 
at least one instance of a change from 
the present law which would have a 
startling effect in the. administration of 
justice if passed by the house in its 
present form. Most people will agree 
with our correspondent that there has 
been a deplorable waste of public money 
nT this business. . Chief Justice Dayie 
has already received $7,500, and his 
work is not half finished. The revision, 
continued as it has been begun, will 
cost the government $25,000. And then 
what will be done with it? Will the 
work be accepted and bëcoine law, with 
all its crudities, errors?- atnendmenis, 
omissions, interpolations, anomalies iffid 
what not? We sincerely hope not. As 
suggested by the Times and by our cor­
respondent; the commission must be re­
constructed and made strong. It is mani­
fest from the Attorney-General’s/ action 
in the -house that the government has 
little confidence in the commissioner’s 
work; and if the government is scepti­
cal who in all this ring-ridden province 
can have faith? The simple truth is 
that no one man—be it the chief justice 
of British Columbia or the chief justice 
of England—ought to be entrusted with 
the complete remodelling of the laws of 
a country. Two, or three, heads 
better than one in this as in all other 
works where anything but the best 
possible results would be of 
whatever.

AN IMMIGRATION CONVENTION.

The Canadian Northwest immigration 
convention will meet at Winnipeg on the 
27th inst., to discuss questions affecting 
immigration to Manitoba, British Col­
umbia and the Northwest Territories. 
Yhis association is a branch of a sim­
ilar one that met at St. Paul last fall, 
and as the meeting promises to be a rep­
resentative gathering, and its delibera­
tions are bound to" have an important 
bearing upon the question of settle­
ment—the classes of immigrants want­
ed, the localities most in need of settlers 
and the places holding out the. best in­
ducements to immigrants—it will be a 
great pity if British Columbia is not 
properly represented thereat. We have 
always believed that four dollars out of 
every five expended by Canada on her 
“vigorous immigration policy” have been 
wasted. At all events the census proves 
that the results have not been commen­
surate with the enormous outlay. Brit­
ish Columbia’s efforts, although on an 
insignificant scale in comparison, have 
not been more successful. They have 
consisted chiefly of Mr. Vernon’s arduous 
and expensive labors in London and 
the printing of immigration literature 
that is of little use to the immigrant. 
The convention at Winnipeg will afford 
an excellent opportunity to learn some­
thing, and will be almost certain to pre­
sent opportunities for co-operation, as 
well as for more economical and 
intelligent management of immigration 
matters. It has been stated that the 
British Columbia government will aot 
send delegates, preferring to continue 
in the deep rut that it has been fbliOwing 
for many years.

The cost to the province would be very 
little; the benefits, possibly, would be 
great. Our representatives would 
ly learn something, but if they only 
ceeded in finding out the causes bf the 
failure of the province in the past to ob­
tain its quota of settlers, and how to 
avoid frittering away money in useless 
immigration work in the future, they 
would accomplish a great deal. A prop­
er immigration policy would not seek to 
bring people indiscriminately into the 
province, which is largely the effect of 
the misleading literature circulated in 
England and in the east. It would only 
induce to become settlers those classes 
of people who are required to develop 
the country and who are likely to become 
permanent residents. The hap-hazard. 
room-for-all plan has worked disastrous­
ly to all concerned. While we, ,he«

3. That a Dominion measure will be 
difficult if not impossible to" enforce, 
will embarass the provincial authorities 
in an endeavor to maintain an efficient 
system of education, and will, in all 
probability, be productive 'of strife, con­
fusion and costly litigation.

4. That a conflict between the fed­
eral and provincial powers will arouse 
deep seated discontent in Manitoba, and 
will tend to destroy the harmony es­
sential to the successful Working of 
confederation, and that such, conflict 
ought by all honorable means to be 
avoided:

5. " That inasmuch as the difficulties in­
volved in attempted federal interference 
will fall upon the people of Canada, the 
people ought to have an opportunity of 
pronouncing on it before they are eom- 
ihitted to it by the enactment of a fed­
eral lew.

Haggerty, national delegate of the An­
cient Order of Hibernians, and ex-Sher- 
iff Jimmie O’Brien, who contributed 
$250 to the cause of the amnesty. Re­
corder John W. Goff sent a letter of re­
gret with an enclosure of $50. and Hon.

They oc­
cupy precisely the same position as the 
under secretaries in England, and< it is 
well known that under secretaries in 
England are never members of the cab­
inet. It is clear, therefore, that the 
spirit and intention of the acts from 
which I have quoted, but in order to put 
it beyond a shadow of a doubt, I will 
read, from the commons Hansard of 
1887, the views of Sir John Macdonald 
and others on the subject.”

At last night’s meeting of the city 
council the amendments to the Muni­
cipal act proposed by the legislative 
.committee of the council, were discussed 
in committee of the wholq.

The first of these amendments was 
for the purpose of giving the city power, 
to make the general assesment of 2. 
per cent, instead of 1 1-2 per cent as at 
present, and that the special rate for,, 
schools and health purposes be abolish­
ed.

Aid. Wilson was not in favor of rais­
ing the rate of taxation. It was pos­
sible that real estate would increase in 
value within a year, and if the rate 
should be now increased, it would mean, 
increased taxation.

Aid. Cameron was in favor of special 
rates, ft -was the proper system of 
taxation, but these special rates should 
be sufficient to raise all the money ne­
cessary for the departments for which 
they are levied,

Aid. Humphrey agreed with Aid. 
Cameron. It was necessary to raise the 
general rates, as the assessment would 
be lowered this year. A great many 
complaints were heard, regarding the 
special rates last year.

Mayor Beaven considered it a mis­
take to dp away with the special rates 
for school and health purposes.

The Wanderer cleared from tHe cus­
tom house on January 17 and sailed on 
$he.21@t for^Nootka Sound for the pur­
pose of securing Indian hunters. When 
off Barclay Sound the schooner encoun­
tered a heavy easterly gale and hove to 
under short canvas. The wind carried 
away the fore gaff during the mg ht. On 
the, morning of the 24th the 
again made sail and stood for liesquiot 
Point. Ttye weather being very thick 
and a heavy sea running, land could not 
be made and the schooner had to stand 
out to sea again. The wind increasing 
to a lively gale, the, rudder head was 
carried . away- 
blown to pieces, 
drifted until Tuesday the 28th, when 
Scott Islands were sighted. The wind 
veered to westward that night, but in 
the morning shifted to southeast and 
again increased to a gale. Captain Par­
sons tried to make Quatsino Sound, but 
was unable to do so, on acCount.of the 
rudder and gaff being gone, so he head­
ed his schooner for San Joseph Bay, 
which was reached at 3:30 p.m. on 
Wednesday the 29th. At 7:30 the same 
evening, although both anchors were 
down, the Wanderer was driven on the 
rocks by the strong wind and the heavy 
seas. She struck heavily, and her stern 
was immediately carried away. The 
crew were obliged to take to thq .'/small 
boat to make a landing. The boat cap­
sized in the surf and the men were 
thrown out and washed ashore. Nothing 
was saved from the vessel but the 
chronometer and some of her papers. In 
an hour and a half after striking she 
was completely broken up.

The crew gathered up a little flout 
and canned meats that were washed 
ashore that night. On the 30th a. .piece 
of the jib was secured and this was 
made into a tent. At three a.m. on, the 
morning of the 31st, the tide rising, car­
ried away the tent, boat, men, provi­
sions and everything into the sea. After 
some difficulty the men succeeded fn re­
gaining the shore. They were wjthout 
shoes and outer clothing, but fortunate­
ly the boat, which was driven back by 
the surf, was secured and made fast in 
the bush.

Captain Munger volun­
tarily offered to sail immediately to 
San Joseph Bay to rescue Wilks. The 
Corwin arrived there about noon on the 
17th. Although there was a heavy sea 
running at the time, Capt. Munggr or­
dered the surf boat to be immediately 
lowered. Manned with a crew under 
the first lieutenant, it succeeded after 
considerable danger in making a land­
ing and rescuing the men.

Bay. Capt. Munger offered to take 
Capt. Parsons and the crew of the Wan­
derer to Victoria, an offer which was 
gladly accepted. The Corwin then pro­
ceeded to San Joseph Bay and picked 
up the man who had remained on shore 
near the wrecked schooner. A thorough, 
search for wreckage was made around 
Cape Scott and the small islands north 
of Vancouver island. Two days 
spent off the north end of the island, and 
the return trip was made through the 
inside passage. Considerable stormy 
weather was experienced by the Corwin 
on the trip.

Capt. Christensen speaks very highly 
of tne very careful and thorough search 
made by Capt. Munger. No nook or 
corner on the coast was overlooked.

The Corwin left at 8 o'clock this 
morning for the Sound. Upon his 
turn to the Sound Capt. Monger will 
sign the command of the Corwin to 
Capt. Roateh, Capt. Munger having been 
ordered to report at Washington City.

She was last 
spoken by the Wanderer in Sooke har­
bor on January 22nd. As she was going 
to New Challitz, near Nootka Sound, 
for Indian hunters she must have en­
countered the storms which succeeded 
in making a total wreck of the Wander­
er. Sealing men, however, 
must have been driven to the west coast 
of Queen Charlotte Island, 
probably be spoken by the Quadra. Had 
she been wrecked on the west coast the 
Corwin, which made a careful search, 
would have been almost certain to have 
run across a portion of the wreckage.

The capacity of 
the mill will be 5#.000 -feet daily, and 
sawing will begin in July. The new 
mill will cut entirely for the foreign 
trade, and cypress and spruce will be 
the only lumbers cut. The company have
