'It
simply means that the government in-
tend to gather in all the money, they can
by squeezing all possible - sources
of taxation and DEddlmg off
the publie domain to ’ ‘spec'n-
lators and then to do their best to dis-
sipate the funds thus collected in the
mest advantageous way to themselves.
The prospective victims of the  govern-
ment’s rapacity and those who object o
thka cncouragement - of land grab-
bing must necessarily encourage
joy the prospect. . If the government of
the province were carried on on rational
lines, the programme would be t_o _u"mt
down the expenditure to the lowest
point consistent with prudence and a re-
gard to the actual necessities K of the
sitnation; the estimates would be pre-
pared with these limits in view, and
then the raising of revenue would be
regulated so as to meet the demand,
and no more. But the wonderfully wise
men who misrule the province at pres-
ent know how to improve on’ all that
by putting the financial cart before
the horse—a process most expensive and
disastrous for the people. - Their plan s
to tax everything in sight; sell off the
people’s property at a sacrifice as if
they were its mortgagees, #nd then push
the expenditures up to the limit of the
revenue they miay thus find themselves
able to wring out. There never was 2
greater travesty on government than
that presented by the combination
whom the people of this province have
unfortunately entrusted with the man-

agement of their affairs. To get money
and to spend it in utter disregard of
ali possible consequences, and with
never a thought for the future, is their
rule of conduct. Yet they.have the
“nerve” to call themselves statesmen.

FINANCIAL PRANKS.

Mr. Wilkinson’s letters have shown
how very badly informed in regard to
the floating of the late provinecial loan
the Hon. Mr. Turner was, especially
where Mr. Wilkinson's offer was con-
cerned. A return recently brought
down to the house showing the instrue-
tions under which the conversion of the
loans of 1877 and 1887 is being proceed-
ed with furnishes evidence that the fin-
ance minister has no better knowledge
oni that particular snbject. The.return
consists ‘of 'correspondence which\passed
between the Hon. Mr. Turner and the
London financial agents in 1892, In
his first letter to Messrs. Woolston &
Beeton, written on May 1st, the finance
minister states that an order-in-council
has been passed “authorizing Messrs
Glyn, Mills, Currie & Co. to negotiate
and complete the conversion on the best
terms obtainable, but not to exceed on
the maximtum £155 of inscribed stoeik
for £100 of debenturecs of 1877, and £135
of inscribed stock for £100 of 1887 de
bentures. Immediately afterwards he
points out that if the loans are convert-
ed at these maximum figures the amount
of inscribed stock required will be £709.
790, whereas £700,000 is all that tha
act of the legisiature allows for the pur-
pose.  The finance minister very naive-
ly adds: “It is, however, not expected
that this extreme limit will be requir-
ed.” It is hard to see why this extreme
limit should have beea set, since it was
not supposed to be required, and since it
was beyond the limit fixed by the act
The mystery seems all the greater in
view of the cable message to Mr. Tur-
ner from Messrs. Woolston & Beeton o
May 27: “We propose 145 and 130, if
you agree.” These prices were respect-
ively £10 and £5 less than Mr. Turner's
“extreme limit,” - The finance minister
seems to have gone at it haphazard fash-
ion. On October 22nd Messrs. Wool-
ston & Beeton wrote:

“The additions to the conversion
scheme have been insignificant of late,
and with the concurrence of Messrs.
Glyn, Mills, Curric & Co.., and the
market, we propose issuing an advertise-
ment in December reducing the offer af-
ter dst February to £140 stock in the
rase of the 6 per cent. bonds, and £125

stock in the case of the 414 per cent.
bonds.”

The finance minister was evidently
afraid of the conversion being carried on
too cheaply, so in reply to this sugges-
tion he sent back a letter in swhich the
fellowing appears:

“l am sorry to learn that conversion
is not progressing so fast as we should
like.  Would it not, therefore, be bet-
ter, with a view to inducing the present
holders of the old bonds to convert, to

keep to the first rate offered, viz.. £130 |
and £145 respectively for the 41, per |

cent. and 6 per cent. bonds, instead of
making a reduction?

AN IMMIGRATION CONVENTION.

The Canadian Northwest immigration
convention will meet at Winnipeg on the
27th inst., to discuss questions ,aﬁecting
immigration to Manitoba, British Col-
umbia and the Northwest Territories.
This association is a branch of a sim-
ilar one that met at St. Paul last fall,
and as the meeting promises to be a rep-
resentative gathering, and its delibera-
tions are bound to have an important
bearing' upor the question of settle-
ment—the eclasses of immigrants want-
ed, the localities most in need of settlers
and ‘the places holding out the. best in-
ducements to immigrants—it will be a
great pity. if British Columbia is not
properly represented thereat. We have
always believed that four dollars out of
every five expended by Canada on her

. “vigorous immigration policy’’ hg;vp been

wasted, At all events the census proves
that the results have not been commen-
surate with the enormous outlay. Brit-
ish Columbia’s efforts, although on an
insignificant scale in comparison, have
not been more successful. = They have
consisted chiefly of Mr. Vernon’s arduous
and expensive labors in London and
the printing of immigration literature
that is of little use to the immigrant.
The convention at Winnipeg will afford
an excellent opportunity. to learn some-
thing, and will be almost certain to pre-
sent opportunities for co-operation, as
well as for more economical and more
intelligent management of immigration
matters. It has been stated that the
British Columbia government. will mot
send delegates, preferring to continue
in the deep rut that it has been’ followitg
for many years.

The cost to the province would be very
little; the benofits, possibly, would be
great. Our representatives would: sure-
ly learn something, but if they only suc-
ceeded 'in finding out the causes bf the
failure of the province in the past to ob-
tain its quota of settlers, and how to
avoid frittering away money in useless
immigration work in the future, they
would accomplish a great deal. A prop:
er immigration policy would not seek to
bring people indiscriminately - into the
province, which is largely the effect of
the misleading literature circulated in
England and in the east. It would only
induce to become settlers those classes
of people who are required to develop
the country and who are likely to become
permanent residents. The * hap-hazard.
room-for-all plan has worked disastrous-
ly .to all congerned. While we, believe
that the most. intelligent, and henge’::he
most sucecessful, immigration “policy
that the province can. adopt would be
a more capable, efficient and’ economical
administration of its affairs, neverthe-
less something might be ‘done even by a
bad government to present the great na-
tural advantages of our country to de-
sirable immigrants—and to desirable
immigrants only—wherever they may be
found.

SMALL DEBTS COURT.

Considerable "interest is being shown
just now in commercial circles as to the
action the provincial government tvill
take in order to test the constitution-
ality of the small debts court. The pres-
ent uncertainty is, to say the least, most
inadvisable. Neither plaintif nor de-
fendant feels that measure of = . confi-
aence in the court, and the respect for
the judgments given, that they would in
a tribunal whose position and power is
beyond controversy. Many merchants of
the city are loudly demanding its con-
tinuance. They aver, and rightly so,
that this is a quick, cheap, and
if we may use the word, un-
technical method of enforcing the pay-
ment of just debts. Any ecreditor 'c-:m,
without any professional knowledge,
carry through his own case from be-
ginning to end, and there are no vex-
atious unreasonable :-h:n'ges to the un-
fortunate debtor.

Under the county court system it is
almost imperative to employ legal as-
sistance. Where the amount is large
and the law uncertain, doubtless. . the
need of professional knowledge is more
apparent. -But there are a vast number
of ‘ordinary debts  contracted—for gro-
ceries, hardware, dry goods—to which
there is no just defemse, and which 1n
time past, owing to the expensive char-
acter of the county court, as well as its
long delays, have often been allowed to
go by default. It is not too much to
say that many thousands of dollars of
just debts have been paid-in the prov-
ince already directly through this court
and probably as much more indirectly.

On the other hand there are doubtless
grave defects in the court which need
to be remedied. It cannot be wise to
allow a ‘judge to collect the. fees of his
own court, as it gives him necessarily
a pecuniary interest in eneouraging liti-
gation. A judge should be above sus-
picion. and although, as for as known,

STATUTE REVISION.

Mr. Edwin Johnson’s second letter'on
Statute Revision, which appears in to-
day’s Times, points out some of the an-
omalies -to be found in the draft copy
submitted to the legislature. 1t goes
even a little farther than that, and gives
at least one instance of a change from
the present law which would have a
startling effeet in the administration of
justice if passed by the house in its
present form. Most people will agree
with our correspondent that there has
 been a deplorable waste of public money

in" this business. . Chief Justice Dayie |

has already received $7,500, and his
work is not half finished. The revision,
contipucd as it has been begun, will
cost the government $25,000. And then
what will be done with it? Will the
work be accepted and be’co;‘ng law, with
all its ecrudities, errors; ,aﬁlendmeﬁ :
omissions, interpolations, anomalies ahd
what not? We sincerely. hope not. As
suggested by the Times and by our cor-
respondent; the commission must be re-
constructed and-made strong. It is mani-
fest from. the Attorney-General’s; action
in the .house that the government has
little confidence “in the ecommissioner’s
work; and if the government is scepti-
cal who in all this ring-ridden province
can have faith? The simple truth is
that no one man—be it the chief justice
of British Columbia or the chief justice
of England—ought to be entrusted with
the complete remodelling of the laws of
a country. Two, or thrée, heads are
better than one in this as in all other
works where anything but the best
possible results would be of ne use
whatever.

A TAX EXEMPTION.

Collector of Customs Bowell, of Van-
couver, who enjoys a very handsome sal-
ary from the Dominion, and probably
looks. upon himself and other Dominioh
government officials as a  privileged
class, refused to pay the poll-tax—thé
insignificant and paltry head tax—ang
entertained such- strong conscientioup
objections against .so doing that he
fought the matter in the courts, appeal
ing .from the conviction --of the Jx)lictg
iagistrate to'a Supreme eouft judgé,
And, stranger still, the son of the
Prime Minister of Canada won the 2ase,
Mr. Justice Drake’ deciding, according
to the World's account of the trial, that
a Dominion servant, whe is required. to
go, temporarily, w’h(\r(‘ver sent by the
government in the discharge of his duty,
is not taxable in propria personal. The
learned judge seemed’ to think that the
Dominion government officials were
equally entitled to exemption with mili-
tary and naval men; and that because
there is a decision against the taxation
of Dominion officials’ indomes it would
be wrong to require-from' them g poll
tax. The law is probably just as stated,
but the unfairness of the exemption is
none the less manifest. There are be-
lievers in the principles of “single tax™
and “no tax at all,” and to the latter
class Customs- Collector Bowell, ‘of Van-
couver, evidently belongs. He .is paid
$2,000 a year; the poll tax is $3.

NORTHERN MAIL SERVICE.

The Colonist has found in the north:
ern mail service a grievance, against the
Dominion government, and in character-
istic  fashion mealy-
mouthed hope that “satisfactory” ar-
rangements will shortly be made. The
fact is that the great country to the north
—Cassiar, the Yukon and Alaska—is ut-
terly neglected, in so far as mail faecil-
ities are concerned, by the Dominion
government. The only service is by the
Alaska steamers, which receive no Can-

adian subsidy for carrying the mails,
and therefere will neither receive nor
discharge mazils-at a Canadian port.: AH
mail for Victoria is carriéd to Port Town-
send, although the steamers previously
stopped here for several hours: all mail
from Viectoria- for the north is sent to
Port Townsend, although the steamers
come to ‘this port after leaving Port
Townsend. Victoria is the first place of
call on the down trip and the last place
on the up trip. The Ottawa postoffice
department is generally directed by in-
competents of the Caron stripe, other-
wise the coast mail service of British
Columbia might not be so utterly fe-
glected. It would surely be a simple
matter to arrange with the American
authorities for the carriage of the Vie-
toria mail to Alaska. The service to
other and nearer points on the coast is
little better. There is no adequate sub-
sidy anywhere, and .it folloxvs there is
an inadequate service everywhere. The
inhospitable shores of Labrador, where
there are a few isolated fishing stations,
are treated as generously in this respect
as the whole of the Pacific: coast of
Canada, which is destined to be one of
the most prosperous sections of our
country. But still we must npt forget

THEY KNOW NO CREED.

The — Colonist has taken occasion to
quote extracts ﬂ:o’m' the speech of the
Hon. L. H. Davies on . 'the Manitoba
school quesﬁu& delivered before the
Young Men’s Liberal club of Toronto.
There is one small portion of the speech,
however, that the editor has been ex-
éesdingly carcful to overlook. It ‘reads
as follows (Globe report):

“I remember well twenty years ago
that I had the honor of introducing a
bill for the adoption of the national
system (of scheols) in Prince Edward
Island. We fought it out, and arrived
at the conclusion: that in the interest of
all the people the system should be ad-
opted, and now after twenty years of
experien'ce I'am prepared to state that,
vhile at its inception there was a strong
feeling against it in’ many quarters, now
¥Ou could not find a dozen men who are
ready to say they want a change. I do
not by any manner of means claim that
the system is perfect, but I do claim
that it suits us and to-day our Roman
Catholic friends say “we stand on the
principle of having our sons and daugh-
ters eduecated the same as yours, we
stand on the same ground as you,” and
the result is .that to-day we know no
creed in the province.”

PUBLIC MEETING SUGGESTED.

There. is a danger, if the school lands
bill is left entirely to the very -tender
mercies of the house, that it-will pass
without being shorn of even one of its
worst. features. With a majority in
the house in its favor, with little or no
discussion in parliament on the merits
of the bill, with no petition and no pub-
lic ‘meeting against it, the government
will ‘be warranted in concluding that tho
law is just what the people of the coun-
try want. It was the same with the
commissioners’ bill that the Davie
government tried to foree upon the cities
until Vietoria spoke in public meeting,
when the government wilted. Mes-
srs. Turner, Davie, Rithet and Helme-
ken changed their views immediately af-
ter that meeting; at least they no longer
adveecated the. passage of a bill thaf
seemed to ‘haver no friends outside of
the house. We would suggest that our
representatives be given an opportunity
to learn the views of “their constituents
gn -the school lands bill: Tet’a public
meating be called to diseuss its provis-
ions. The premier will no doubt gladly
explain to his constituents his reasons
for ' submitting such an extraordinary
bill to the house. We would not for a
noment advise that the furctions of the
legislature should be abdicated in favor
of ‘the public meeting, but when the
legislature fails ‘in its duty it is
clearly the right of those who elect it
to .indicate the course they believe
should be followed in the interest of the
country.

JOHN HAGGART'S DITCH.

In the house of commons the other
day Minister Haggart informed a ques-
tioner that the cost of maintaining the
Tay canal during the  past season in-
cluding pay for the keeper was $3,1S88.
The revenue derived from tolls last sea-
son was $119. The total cost of the
work -up to date was $476,877. The
people of Canada may well look upon
“Johin Haggart’s ditch” as a rather oX-
pensive affair for them to construct and
maintain for the sole benefit of the min-
ister of railways and eanals. And
while ready to squander hundreds of
thousands of dollars for the advantage
of favored supporters, there are publie
works ‘much needed in this provinee
which the government refuses to under-
take, on the plea of economy. It would
take some calculation to ascertain the
exact amount out of which the public
purse has been defrauded by operations
such as resulted in the construction «f
this expensive and useless work.

A MODEL TO COPY.

If the Hon. Mr. Turner, premier,
finance minister, ete., of British Colum-
bia, would take the Hon. Oliver Mowat
as a model, and try and imitate the On-
tario premier, he would perbaps succeed
in time in making a name for himself as
a wise and sagacious ruler. The Mow-
at government has a surplus of over $5.-
000,000 and when Provincial Treasurer
Harcourt made his budget speech the
other day he made the almost prece-
dented announcement that the expendi-
ture for the past fiscal year had been
less and thé revenue more than had
been estimated. Premier Turner has
to admit an annual Geficit of half a mil-
lion and a provincial debt of three or
four millions. There is a difference
with a vengeance! Ontario has a popu-
lation of nearly two millions—British
Colunibia of a hundred thousand. On.
tario has been fortunate in baving wise
statesmen at the helm ever since Con-
federation. And during those twenty-
nine years a Conservative government
never was in power in the first nrovinece
of the Dominion. That, no doubt, is
partly the cause of Ontario’s marvellous
financial standing.

“SOMEWHAT PECULIAR.”

At the risk of averdesing Col. Prior’s
organ, the views of the Montreal Ga-
zette (Conservative) on the dual posi-
tion of the Controller of Inland Hey-
enue are reprinted. It will be seen that
that well-informed newspaper has doubts
where the local organ has none. 'I'he
Gazette says:

“The position of the Controllers of

New York, Feb. 24.—Mr. Garrett P.
Serviss, in an interview, discussed the
report that Perrine’s comet is travelling
towards the earth at a rate of 1,700,000
miles a day and that a collision was
probable. He said:

That
would not be very large* for a comet.
If it is then there is no possibility of its
litting us. We are travelling nineteen
miles a second, and by March 14, the

4, John Ewing and Tom Ackelson
have just been killed, and Ben Ayers
is eating them. I have already eaten
my boot leg. The water in the mine
is terrible. Our oil is getting scarce and
the air is becoming foul. I only know
the day of the month by my watch.

“No. 6.—Ewing has just killed Ackel-
son, cut off one of his feet, is eating it
and dancing around flourishing a dirk
liké a maniac.  Nov, 7.—I am now alone
with the dead. I had to kill Ewing in
self defence. Have just eaten my other
boot leg. I am sleepy; good bye. I
enclogse this note in a flask to preserve
it if possible, so that if ever it is found
our sad fate may be known. (Signed)
Joseph Obney.”

Tremendous Mass Meeting in On-
tario’s Capital City Against
the Remedial Bill.

Liberals and Conservatives Join in
Condemning Coercion of the
Prairie Province.

Strong Set of Resolntiors Passed,
and Able Speeches Made by
Prominent Men.

Toronto, Feb. 24.—Not less than fou:
thousand citizens gathered :at  Massey
Hall Saturday night to protest against
the remedial bill. The greatest enthus-
jasm and’ good feeling prevailed. Mx-
Mayor E. F. Clarke presided, and o2
the platform were: Bon. Joseph Mar-
tin, M. P., Winnipeg, author of the
Manitoba school act, Dalton MecCarthy,
Q. C., M. P.; Wm. Mulock, M, P., Hon.
L. N. Wallace, M. P., Col. Tyrwhitt,
M, P, A. McNeill,: M. P. P, W. B
Maclean, M, P., Dr. Sproule, M. P,
Editor G. W. Wrigley, of the Farmer’s
Sun, J. S. Willison, editor of the Globe,
and numerous well known Conservative
workers, prominent Orangemen and
many leading city ministers.

Alexander Muir, author of *“/The
Maple Leaf Korever,” started this na-
tional song, which was accompanied by
the grand organ of the hall, and the
voices of the vast' audience, It was a
wonderful outburst of enthusiastic loy-
alty, which was continued when “God
Save the Queen” was sung.

A series of resolutions was passed, as
follows: 1. The jurisdiction of ihe
Dominion parliament in education:l
matters is exceptional, and, while we

' may not be united as to whether such

jurisdiction ought to exist, we are abso-
lutely unanimous that it ought not to be
resorted to except in cases of gross and
clearly proven abuse of power of the
majority in any province, and after ail
other efforts to remedy a grievance have
been exhausted.

2. That in the case -of the province
of Manitoba, no such abuse has been
proven, but, on the contrary, the pro-
vincial authorities have alleged that
their system is framed with due regard
to justice as well as to efficiency, and
that they have ' courted investigation
and bave declared that in amending the
system from time to time, they will en-
deavor to remedy any well founded
grievance that may be found to exist.

3. That a Dominion measure will be
difficult if not impossible to enforce.

{ will embarass the provineial authoriiics

in an endeavor to maintain an efficient
systemy of education. and will, in all
probabiljty, be productive ‘of strife, con-
fusion and ecostly litigation.

4. That a conflict between the fed-
eral and provinéial powers will arouse
deep seated discontent in Manitoba: and
will tend to destroy the harmony es-
sential  to :the ' 'successful ‘working “of
that such conflict
ought by all honorable means to be
avoided;

5. That inasmuch as the difficulties in-
volved in attempted federal interference
will fall upon the people of Canada, the
people ought to have an opportunity of
pronouncing on it before they are com-
hitted to it by the enactment of a fed-
eral I~

And, therefore, this meeting, in_ no
spirit of hostility to Catholics, but with
o sincere desire to see justice dome to
all classes and creeds in the community,
protests against the passage of the so-
called remedial bill, as subversive of
provincial autenomy, injurious to those
faor whose benefit it is ostensibly framed,
and likely to proveke strife, keep ‘alive
sectarian bitterness, and impede the pro
gress of the Dominion.

The first resolution was moved by Mr.
Mulock, M. P., and seconded by Mr
Craig. M. F., Liberal and Conservative
respectively, . both ‘of whom made
speeches sustaining the position of
Manitoba in opposing remedial legisla-
tion.

IRISHMEN'S AMNESTY RALLY.
Great Meeting in New York in Favor of
the New Movement.

New York, Feb. 24.—The Grand Op-
era House was crowded last night by
thousands of Irishmen and their friends
on the occasion of the ‘“‘amnesty rally,”
the in*tention being to start a move-
ment in this country looking to the re-
lease of Irish political prisoners now iu-
carcerated in English jails. Edward
O’Flaherty presided. Judge James
Fitzgerald was the chief speaker of the
evening. On the platform were Judge
John Henry MeCarthy, president of the
board of ‘aldermen; John Jeroleman, dis-
trict attorney; John R. Fellows, Hon.
W. Lyman, president of the Irish Na-
tional Alliance of America; O’Donovan
Rossa; Rev. Father Smith, Bostop; J.
Haggerty, national delegate of the An-
cient Order of Hibernians, and ex-Sher-
iff Jimmie O'Brien, who contributed
$250 to the cause of the amnesty. Re-
corder John W. Goff sent a letter of re-
gret with an enclosure of $50, and Hon.
Amos J. Cummings wired: “With Bay-
ard in ‘Paris and Eustis in London, Am-
erican prisoners would be released. Re-
gret absence.”

James P. Eagan, ambassador from
the Amnesty Association of Great Bri-
tain and Ireland, pictured the horrors
endured by political prisoners in Eng-
land, and minutely detailed the tactics
emploved by informer Red Jim McDer-
mott while in the employ of Scotland
Yard. At this point a collection was
taken up for the relief of the families
of palitieal prisoners, and $5000 was
raised. Con John B. Fellows, district
attorney, made an address which arous-
ed the greatest'enthusinsm. Appropriate
resolutions were adopted.

der secretaries, or parliamentary heads
occupy in England, to defend the de-
partments over which they preside sc
far as the departmental work is con-
cerned. But is there anything in the
language of the act which the hon.
gentleman has just quoted, and whick
he has so often said during his remarks
has been violated, to establish, even by
implication, that a controller could not
be made a member of the cabinet if
the policy of another government. under
a different head, was to make him
such?’

No government can override the statute,
and .if the government is desirous of

Hon. Mr. Debourcherville—Was not it
decided some time ago that the Solici-
tor-General was a member of the cab-
inet?

Hon. Sir Mackenzie Bowell—Yes; he
was in the cabinet also.

Hon. Mr. Scott—I do not remember
I do not think there was any statute de
fining that in the discharge of his duties
he was to be in any way subordinate
to the Attorney-General, though natur-
ally one would suppose he would be.

Hon. Sir Mackenzie Bowell—In the
same way, every cabinet minister is
subordinate to the head, because the
head has ‘the power ‘to say he must g9
or remain; but I cannot see how the
appointing of a controller to the cabinet
eould be in any way an infringement nf
the Independence of Parliament Act. I-
is a grave question whether, the office of
controller having been created by stat
ute, it is necessary even in the appoint-
ment of a member of parliament to oc-
cupy that position that he should g9
back to the people. It is a question the
minister of justice had grave doubts
dbout, and when we had so appointed a
controller the question was fully dis-
cussed and Mr. Wood—whom I know to
be a lawyer of no mean standing—was
of the opinion that there was Nno meces-
sity to go back to the people, and tha+
it would not be an infringement of the
Independence of Parliament Aect be-
cause the office had been created by par-
liament. But Sir John )Iacdonaid. al
though of that opinion, thought that for
fear doubt would exist they should go
back to the people, and that after going
back to the people who had approved 0;'
the appointment to the office, there cer-
tainly could be mo infringement of the
Independence of Parliament Act by call-
ing him to the couneil.

STATUTE REVISION.

To the Editor:—In the article -which
(thanks to your public spirit and love of
fair play) was published :in your journa!
of the 11th, a shert history of the stat-
ute revision of the province is given. It
contains oniy two expressions of opin-
ion—{irst that the self-imposed task of
the present commissioner is a formid-
able one, and secondly, that the altera-
tion of the law ought not to be delegat-
ed to one person. It acknowledges the
ability and force of charactér of the
commissionor.  The history is unassail-
able. The opinions are given for what
they are worth.

I propese now to review briefly a sam-
ple of the draft revised statutes lately
published. It is stated on authority
(Colonist leading article, Feb. 3) that it
is no work of scissors and paste; and
those who complain; of ‘it are told that
their complaint arises from a failure
critically and fairly. to examine it. 11
is remarkable ‘that the editor of the
Colonist should know so much more
: about statute revision than such experi-
enced lawyers as Mr. Helmcken; Q.. C.,
and Mr. Williams, both members of the
legislature.

Statute revision is of necessity largely

useful articles must be. applied with
knowledge and discretion, and supple-
mented by the pen. It may be admitted
—and indeed it is a ground of complaint
—that this work contains more original
matter than any eof its’ predecessors: or
contemporaries in _thjs or

volume is purely a work of scissors and
paste, cut from the English statute -book
and pasted into ours. It ' occupies
eleven double-columned pages. of small
type; and nearly the whole of it is in-
applicable to a colony. This is Magnn
Charta, divided into thirty-seven chap-
ters. Chapter 1 enacts ‘*‘that the
Church of England shall be free, and
shall have all her whole rights inviol-
able.” From an historical point of
view it is intergsting to learn on such
unquestionable authority that there was
a Church of England in the thirteenth
century, and that she was then strug-
gling for freedom; but the fact is not
likely to be in issue in any court of law
in British Columbia. Chapter 2 makes
provisions for earls and barons holding
land by knight’s service. We have mo
earls or barons: and although we are
honored with one or two knights they do
not hold any lands by knight’s ‘service.
Chapter 3 deals with the heirs of theso
nobles.  Chapter. 6 says simply, “Heirs
shall be married without disparage-
ment.”  Surely these quotations are
enough.

New York, Feb. 24.—The executive
hoard of the International Lithographic
Artists’ and Engravers Insurance and
Protective Association met yesterday
and issued orders for a general strike
throughout the United States and Can-
ada, for a readjustment of their rela-
tions with employers and recognition of
their union.

STATUTE REVISION.

To the Editor:—I make bold to say
that Mr. Edwin Johnson, whom every-
one respects, has not succeeded in criti-
cizing the new revision of our statutes
in ‘the genial manner which always
marks good criticism.  His main ob-
ject, filling half his letter; is to the al-
leged inclusion of the Great Charter
He complaing that it is the “very first
stataute’”’ in the volume, which made me
prick my ears, as the charter is not a
“statute,” properly so-called. Mr.
Jobnson thinks that, . if included, it
should have been “revised.”

"Phe facts are, that the charter is not a
statute, and that it is not included in
the revised statutes, as Mr. Johnson
leads his readers to believe. It forms
no part of these statutes in the hand-
some volume, but precedes them, with
en  inaugral,  rather than even an in-
L Lo ry, character. The legal fath-
%rs of the Knglish- revision; WHONS  H:
thority Mr. Johnson must regard, make
a similar use of it, and, doubtless, for
the excellent reason that the charter
distinctly marks the transition from
the age of traditional rights to the age
of written legislation. But no revisor
anywhere ever attempted to truncate or
“revise” the Great Charter in any col
lection of legal instruments. That not-
able suggestion will die, I opine, with
my worthy friend, the Sage of Comea-
ken. - No up to date man, imbued with
the modern spirit, and capable of sus-
tainedgthought, will do anything to mini-
mize the value of the Great Charter in
the-public mind. That supreme declar-
ation survives,' and with the supplement-
al 'Bill of Rights, and the Reform Act
of 1832, merely marks stages of a con-
tinuous struggle in one and the same
general direction. The records of po-
litical achievement are as important to
us here as to the people of the old coun-
try, for what Byron said of the world
is especially true of our race, namely,
that “History, with its volumes vast
Lath but one page.” Plain truth is it,
and demonstrable truth, that it is large-
ly owing to the efforts and sacrifices of
the seemingly far off Barons who wrung
the Great Charter from the crown that
the working man in Victoria is able to
sit at peace in his cottage, enjoying the
rights of self-government, free sneech
free meeting and equal justice by his
ecuals:

Admitting this, Mr. Johnson may re-
ply that the charter, however impertant,

148 out of ‘place even when used inaugur-

ally in a collection of “provincial”’ stat-
utes. The opinion of a gentleman who
calls the charter a “statute,” and differs
from the English revisors, should be
supported by argument. The presenta
tion of the charter is as much needed
here as in England, perhaps more need-
ed. Neither laymen nor lawyers can
Fuightly understand our own laws or in-
gtitition’s without a careful study of
the ‘English roots from which they
sprang. Constitutional questions arise
more frequently in the colonies than at
home, and lawyers engage more in prac
tical politiecs. It is well to have, con-
veriently within reach, the great instru-
ment which marks the beginning of the
era of the admission of all classes of our
ancestors to the restraints of written
1o v—

I am quite unable to understand Mr:
Johnson’s allusion to the Church in con-
nection with the charter. It reads like
a sneer, but Mr. Johnson is incapable if
such a mood in discussing a
question. The Church, in those early
centuries, had founded agriculture in
England, turned the hearts of the peo-
ple towards religion, and softened their
manners. The protection given to the
Church in the forefront of the charter
was the most immediately useful pro-
vision in it, tending, largely, to secure
such civilization as then existed, which
the Church—I may almost say—had cre-
ated,

itself had enacted some four years ago.
Mr. Johnson calmly bases his argument
on the “innovations.”

Again, Mr. Johnson, an experienced
and excellent police magistrate, appears
to have forgotten that in the acts under
which he worked—Jervis and the Sum-
mary Convictions Acts, Canadian and
provincial—there is a three months’ Lm-
it time for suing for a penalty or for-
feiture. The revisor makes it six
months in our statutes, where not oth-
erwise provided. Mr. Johnson is alarm-
ed—"“never heard of such a thing—too
short altogether.” The faet is, that the
policy of the law prescribes a short
period of limitations for penalties and
forfeitures, and if there is, in the re-
vision, any variance from the spirit of
existing law on this point, it seems to
be in enlarging. instead of, as Mr, John-
son supposes, in reducing the period of
limitation.

Further, I see nothing wrong or incon-
sistent in enacting “by reference to the
Statutes of Canada.” when the subject
matter requires it, as in stating the
meaning of the words “Governor-Gen-
eral” and “Governor-in-Council.”” The
definition of these terms might, at any
time, be varied by the Dominion parlia-
ment, in which case any stated defini
tion by t.ho provincial legislature would
be meaningless. Mr. Johnson’s criti-
cism must be pretty well exnendeq
when he carps on such a point. I my-
self see no heed for the subsection be-
cause the meaning assigned by the Do-
minion parliament would always goverr
but: my own criticisms, with your per-
mission, }vill come later. My present
purpose 1S to remove my friend Mr,
Johnson gently out of the way. The lit-
tle explanatory notes at the end of many
of the revised acts are valuable. We

Missing British Bark Cad-'
zow Forest.

Every Nook and Corner Along the
West Coast of the »Is'lgnd
Visited. ;

At 4 o’clock this morning the TI. S.
steamer Corwin, in command of Capt.
Munger, returned to port after a nine
days’ search . for the missing bark Cad-
zow Forest. Although every cove and
inlet was searched as ecarefully as the
stormy weather would allow, nothing of
the missing vessel was seen, but the
trip was by no means’'a fruitless cne
for the Corwin rescued the crew uof the
sealing schoomer Wanderer, wrecked at
San Joseph bay. The Corwin returned
by the inside passage, thus making a
voyage around the wholé of Vancouver
Island. Captain James Christensen, who
was pilot on board, and who had charge
of  the Corwin from the time she left
Victoria till she returned, gives the
following particulars of the ftrip:

The Corwin left Victoria at 8:39 a.

THE CORWIN'S TRIR

| The Victoria Sealing Company’s

‘Schooner Wrecked in San.
Jos.eph Bay.

\

She Went in There Looking for
Shelter, and Was Blown
on the Rocks.

Captain Parsons and the €rew
Return to Victoria on °
the Corwin.

Harry = Parsons, master; William
Keefe, mate; Julius Meyers, cook, and
seamen Mack Rupper and Frank WiHks
comprising the crew of the staunch lit-
tle sealing schooner Wanderer, arrived
on the United States revenue cutter €or-
win to-day, and report the total loss of
their schooner by being driven . on the
rocks in San Joseph bay, near the north-
" The Wanderer cleared from the’ eus-
tom house on January 17 ar;d'salilled._qn

e 21st for,Nootka ‘Sound for the pur-
i‘)hi)se of securing Indian hunters. When
off Barélay Sound the scheoner encoun-
tered a heavy ‘easterly gale ‘and hove. to
under short canvas.  The wind carried
away ‘the fore gaff during the night. On
the., morning’ of the 24th the Wanderez
again made sail and stood for Hesguiot
Point.  The weather being very thick
and 2 heavy sea running, land could not
be made and the schooner had to stand
out to sea again. ‘The wind increasing
to. a lively gale, the rudder head was
carried , away -~ and the storm trysai:
blown to  pieces. Still lying to, she
drifted wuntil . Tuesday the 28th, when
Scott Islands were. sighted. ' The wind
veered to westward that night, but in
the morning shifted to southeast and
again inercased to a gale.’ Captain Par-
sons tried to make Quatsino Sound, but
was unable to do so, on account,of the
rudder and gaff being gone, so he head-
ed his schooner for San Joseph Bay,
which was reached at 3:30 .p.m. on
Wednesday the 29th. At 7:30 the.same
evening, although both anchors. were
down, the Wanderer was driven on the
rocks by the strong wind and the heavy
seas. She struck heavily, and her stern
was immediately  carried away. ., The
crew were obliged to take to the.small
boat to make a landing. = The boat cap-
sized in the surf and the men . were
thrown out and washed ashore. Nothing
was saved from - the ' vessel but the
chroncmeter and some of her papers. In
an hour and a half after striking she
was completely broken up.

The crew gathered up a little. flour
and canned meats that were washed
ashore that might. .On the 30th a, piece
of the jib was secured and this was
made into a tent.

rorning of the 31st, the tide rising, car-
ried away the tent, boat, ‘men, provi-
sions and everything into the sea. After
some ditficulty the mea succeeded in re-
gaining the shore. They were without

shoes and outer clothing, but.fortunate- .
ly the boat, which was driven bagk by |

the surf, was secured and made fast in
the bush. Some pieces of eoal, canned
meats and flour had washed up on the
beach, and William Keefe, the  cook,
having matches in his shirt bosom, a
fire was made and pancakes were cooked
on a shovel which also came ashore
from the wreck.

For eight days the unfortunate men
lived in this manner, when the weather

launching the boat she filled with water,
the sea being very high. Wilks then re-
fused to go, so he was left in camp and
the others proceeded on. their way and

the same evening.
On Sunday, Feb. 9, Captain Parsons

Captain Parsons reported  the disas-
ter to Captain Munger of the Corwin,

who kindly took the ecaptain and his !

crew on board. Captain Munger volun-
tarily offered to sail immediately to
San Joseph Bay to rescue Wilks.. The
Corwin arrived there about noon on the
17th. Although there was a heavy sea
running at the time, Capt. Munger  ur-
dered the surf boat to be immédiai‘vly
lowered. Manned with a crew under
the first lieutenant, it succeeded  after
considerable danger in making a langd-
ing and rescuing the men.

Captain  Parsons and his crew are
deeply grateful to Captain Munger and
his officers for the extremely courteous
treatment received at their hands. They
diu every thing 'in their power t6 make
the wrecked ‘seamen as comfortable as
possible. “Much credit tis due Captain
Munger for his promptness in going to
the rescue of Seaman Wilks and for the
portion of the crew who, at the risk of
their lives, manned the surf boat that
was sent to the shore,

The Warderer was owned by the Viec-
toria Sealing & Trading Company and
was a very seaworthy vessel of about 30
tons burden. She has been engaged in
the sealing industry for a number of
years,

Considerable anxiety is felt for the
salety of the . schooner May Belle in
command of Captain Edward Shields,
and also belonging to the Victoria Seal-
ing & Trading Company. She was last
spoken by the Wanderer in Sooke har-
bor on January 22nd. As she was going
to New Challitz, near Nootka Sound,
for Indian hunters she must have en-
countered the storms which succeeded
in making a total wreck of the Wander-
er, Sealing men, however, think she
must have been driven to the west coast
of Queen Charlotte Island, and will
probably be spoken by the Quadra. Had
s_he been wrecked on the west coast ithe
Corwin, which made a careful search,
would have been almost certain to have
run across a portion of the wreckage.

So little is known in I.ondon
about British Columbia that in the
Times Atlas, recently published, no map
of the province is published, although
«ther provinces of the Dominion have
full page maps. A great deal of good
is being done in this direction through
the Imperial Institute, which will un-
doubtedly within a short space of time
become the .commercial centre of the
empire. Owing to Mr. Beeton’s efforts,
British ' Columbia now holds the most
prominent position obtainable in ‘the
Canadian section.

“But I started to discuss a coloniza-
tion scheme in which we are interested.
Owing to Mr. Beeton having been agent-
general for fourteen years, which office

§ he held without emolument and at con-

siderable expense to himself, his atten-
{ tion has been frequently drawn to the
{ fact that the interests of this province
demanded a thoroughly organized and
well directed scheme of immigration. He
believed that the government should
concentrate its efforts upon one or two
sections of the province and thorough-
ly develop these.
