The defendaht was ar-
wested on June 10th, brought before
Magistrate John T. Hoben, of Upper

It is understood that P. A. Guthrie
will’ appear for the prisoner. The
withesses for the crown will be
Chérles W. Mclntyre, James Briggs,
Luther :McIntyre, Dr. Coswell, John
Hamilton and Frank Hamilton.

The other case on the docket, that
of King vs. Elijah Starkey, assault,
will come up later.

Starkey, it will be remembered,
wae arrested at Waterborough after
particularly startling revelations ve-
garding his treatment of his wife un-
til her death by poison, which, it was
gald at the time, she took as a last
pesort to escape his cruelties. Strak-
ey was arrested on June 11th and
committed for trial by Magistrate
Smith, of Waterborough, Queens
county, on June 17th.

Would Cost Eastern Railroads
Over Twelve Millions Says
Expert — Trainmen™ Ask
Nearly 21 Per cent.

New York, Oct. 6.—It will cost the
eastern rallroads nearly $12,000,000
more a year to operate if they are
compelled to grant the wage demands
of thelr 80,000 trainmen and conduc
tors, it was testified on behalf of the
roads today before the federal board
that is arbitrating the men's griev-
ances under the Newland's act. The
increases asked for represent & jump
of 21 per cent. over the total wages
now pald, according to John G. Walk-
er, & vice-president’s assistant on the
Baltimore and Ohio.

“Taking into consideration all the
agencies working in favor of the train«

wen in these requests, sheuld they be|

granted, the Inerésses would epprox-
imately cost the railroads $17,975,688
more & year than at present,” sald
the witness. -
Double-heading, which means draw-
mg a train with two locomotives, a
practice which the men im presenting
their case held io be an important
factor in increasing the hazards of
railroading, was brought up by coun-
gel for the roads today. “The train-
men want to penalize the railroads
for rallroad risks and speed,” com-
mented A, H. Smith, senior vice-presi-
dent of the New York Central lined.

NEW HAVEN Y. |
MAY CONFORM
WITH DEMANDS

Attitude of Company Toward
Government May Lead to
Settlement Out of Court is
Believed.

Washington, Oct. 6-—Any attempt
by the New York, New' Haven and
Hartford Railroad to treat with the

Department of Justice to square New
England's transportation system with
the terms of the Sherman Anti-trust
Law, would be favorably received, it
became known today, by Attorney
General McReynolds, who would be
willing to delay for a reasopable time
the filing of the government’s propos-
ed dissolution suit to hear proposals
from the road.

The possibility of an effort being
made to settle the case out of court
became very apparent in the attention
which the recent announcements of
attitude by the New Haven have at-
tracted at the Department of Justice.
Officials clearly were pleased with
President Elliott's statement that the
raflroad had no desire to’retain in-
vestments, except in conformity with
law and sound public policy.

The present intention of the attor-
ney general is to seek a dissolution of
the company by the quickest means
possible. He believes the pressing
need to be speedy solution of New
England’s transportation problem. If
that end can be accomplished through
negotiations in which the New Ha-
ven would meet the government’s de-
mands, it is declared that the case
may be settled by agreement, In that
event, it is possible criminal -prosecu-
tions may be avoided, although offici-
als today were reluctant to discuss
that phase of the situation.

ME ALMOST DESTROYED
BY- TERRIBLE HURRICANE

Whole of Front Street and
Sand Pits Completely
Wiped Out.

MILLION AND HALF
IS ESTIMATED LOSS.

Five Hundred Houses Were
Demolished and Others Now
Falling — Much Suffering
and OQutside Help is Badly
Needed.

Nome, Alaska, Oct. 6.-—Nome has
been almost destroyed by a storm.
The south side of Front street is gone.
The sandpit is gone. Two miles of
territory next to the sea was devas-
tated. No lives were lost.

The storm: that 'last night began
beating in from Bering Sea was the
worst ever known here. Men and
women worked all night in the icy
water to save their household effects.
The electric light plant was wrecked
and telephone service cut off. The
loss is estimated at a million and a
half dollars.

There will be much suffering, and
outside help will be required. Winter
is at hand, and it will be impossible
to get in supplies needed.

The steamships Victoria and Cor«
win, which are lying in the roadstead, *
ran to the open sea and escaped dam*
age. All the small boats on the beach
were destroyed. Five hundred houses
have been demolished and more are
falling.

Nome, the famous gold camp on
Bering Sea, the most northerly city
in the world, was built on a sandy
gea beach. In front of the town there
is an anchorage for ships, but steam-
ers do not make a landing. Cargoes
and passengers are landed at an
aerial tramway station in deep water.
The principal part of the town which,
a dozen years’' ago, had a population
of 20,000, is in the east side of Snake
River, with a finger extending to the
west along a narrow sandspit. This
sandspit was rich in gold dust and the
earlier settlers built their cabins
there.

Of late years the sands have beem
worked out, and little except dredg-
ing operations, which require large
capital, is being done. It has been
estimated that the dredges have
enough ground in sight to operate
fifty years more. Nome has produced
more than $35,000,000 in gold dust.
Some years the yield has been as
high as $8,000,000. This year the
production will not be more . than
$4,000,000, owing to lack of water.

The summer population of Nome is
about 4000, and in winter 2000 remain,
the others coming out on steamships
that leave late in October. One steam-
ghip is yet to leave Seattle for Nome.

It will be possible to send revenue
cutters to Nome to deliver supplies
and take away any persons who wish
to leave.

AYAN'S SON
N STAND IN
SULZER GASE

The Ryans Gave $10,000 To-
ward the Campaign Fund of
New York's Ex-Governor —
Interesting Testimony.

Albany, N. Y, Oct. 6-—Governor

Wm. Sulzer attempted to obtain the
influence of United States Senator
Elihu Root, and of Willlam Barnes,
chairman of the Republican State
Committee, to prevent the trial of his
impeachment, according to testimony
adduced at the trial today, although
subsequently stricken out by vote of
the court.
Allan A, Ryan, son of Thomas F.
Ryan, a New York financier, gave the
testimony. It was also brought out
through the testimony of Ignatius
McGlone, secretary of the elder Ryan,
that Governor Sulzer was the recipi-
ent of a $10,000 cash campaign con-
tribution from the Ryans, which was
not reported in the gopernor's sworn
campaign statement.

“Tell your father I am the same old
Bill,” young Mr. Ryan said the govern-
or said to him over the telephone, in
atking for the contribution.

Mr. Ryan was called to the stand
today after the attorneys for the im-
peachment managers had obtained
permission to reopen their case,
which they announced as complete
when court adjourned last Thursday.
The witness said that just a week
before the trial of impeachment be-
gan he had seen Governor Sulzer in
the latter’s office in New York.

“He asked me,” testified the finan-
cier's son, “to go to Wushington and
see United States Senator Root, and
request him to see Willlam Barnes
and get him to endeavor to have Re-
publican members of this body to vote
that this court had no right to try
him and impeach him. The testimony
preceded the opening of the case for
the defence late in the afternoon, by
Harvey D. Hinman.

It was in the face of repeated objec-
tions by counsel for the defense, who
several times halted him as he was
about to answer that Mr, Ryan was
permitted to tell of his conversations
with the governor. Judge Cullen with-
held a final ruling on their objections.
Whether the governor’'s attorneys had
any previous knowledge of what Mr.
Ryan was about to say could not be
learned, but as soon as the testimony
fell from his lips, counsel held a hur-
ried conference and then Attorney
Herrick demanded that the testimony
be stricken out on the ground that
it was incompetent. By this time the
whole court room was a-buzz with
conversation, and it was evident that
the words of the witness had caused
a sensation.

“The testimony is stricken out,”
said Judge Cullen.

“Thereupon Senator E. R. Brown,
Republican leader in the Senate, de.
manded a vote on the ruling of
presiding judge.

“With all due deference to the rul
ing of the president,” said the Sena-
tor, “I desire to move that this testi-
mony be allowed to stand on the rec-
ords.

DIARY OF EVENTS

THE PASSING DAY

A YEAR OF WAR.

THE NEW U. S. TARIFF,

Commenting on the new United
States tarift recently signed by Pre-
sident Wilson, the Hamilton Specta-
tor says: “There can be no denying
the fact that President Wilson has
made good his promise of real tariff
reform. It is not a reform like that
which his Republican predecessor
promised and which turned out to be
up instead of down. The Wilson tariff
is, on the face of it, 8 blow at the high
cost of living. It remains to be seen
what effect it will have in that way.

“The tariff changes are of impor-
tance for Canada: Predictions made by
Conservative speakers in 1911, that be-
fore long the Democratic party, if re-
turned to office, would lower the tar-
iff without requiring Canada to give
similar privileges in exchange, have
been fulfilled. Practically, a majority
of the changes that were promised in
the Knox-Fielding agreement come to
us without having to pay for them.”

In the year that has passed since
the outbreak of war, the Balkan States
have gsined a hard-won victory over
the Turks; they have fought among
themselves over the division of the con-
quered territory, and have committed
atrocities that would shame the Mos-
lems; they have lost by diplomacy a
large part of the spoils of battle; they
have left their fields uncultivated, and
their plows to rust in the furrow, and
& multitude now face a winter of star-
vation and famine; they have covered
the conquered country with graves, in
which lie their noblest and best sons;
they have transformed every house-
hold into' an abode of mourning, and
given every family its cripple; they
have mortgaged the future for a hun-
dred years in order to get money to
carry on the struggle, and they have
exchanged old hatreds for mew ones,
which must again and again flame
forth into war. The folly and futility
of war have never been better demon-
strated than in the Balkan States dur
ing the last year.

It is estimated that the allies sent
800,000 troops into the field last Octo-
ber, representing practically the en-
tire male population, or one in every
eight, are now corpses, either killed
in battle or dead of disease. The
money cost of the war and the sub-
sequent battles between the allies has
been not less than $400,000,000.

For this appalling outlay of blood
and treasure, the Balkan States have
gained—what?

Montengro, which commenced the
struggle, gets a narrow strip of all
but worthless country along its east-
ern border. Scutari, for which the old
king sacrificed the lives of a majority
of his able-bodied male subjects, was
denied him,

Bulgaria has gained a coast line and
a stretch of country of no great value.
Adrianople, for which Bulgarians
fought so long and at so great a cost,
has been given back to Turkey.
Servia, which spent all she had in
money and men, got the fertile Vardar
valley, and a guarantee from Greece
of access to the sea—a right for which
she may have to fight again.

Greece fared the best of all the al-
lies, as she gained the important port
of Salonika, and a rich country along
the Aegean.

Roumania, although not a partici-
pant in the war, forced Bulgaria to
give up a section of country bordering
on the Black Sea, which she long has
coveted.

Albania, a new nation, has been
carved out of the conquered territory,
and has already become a scene of
strife and bloodshed.

The war, so tremendous in its cost,
g0 terrible in its after effects, has not
solved the Balkan question, but has
only made it a graver source of dan-
ger to the remainder of Europe.

THE U. 8. WEATHER MAN,

Prof. Charles Frederick Marvin,
who recently succeeded Prof. Willis
Moore as Uncle Sam's chief weather
sharp, is a pative of Putnam, O,
where he was born fifty-five years ago
today. Dr. Marvin assumed the direc-
tion of the United States Weather
Bureau last July, and thé very first
thing he did was to turn on a temper-
ature of 103 in the shade. On the
second day he gave Washington an-
other sample of what he could do by
staging the greatest 8lectrical display
witnessed in Washington in thirty
years. He followed this with a rain
that was a “regular gully washer,”
and it is understood that he is now
anxiously awaiting the arrival of the
season when he can show off his line
of beautiful snow and white manties.

Ever since he graduated from Ohio
State University, thirty years ago,
Prof. Marvin has beesn studying the
weather, and he has long been a rec-
ognized authority on snow, sleet,
slush, rain, clouds, hail, atmosphere,
sunshine, earthquakes thunder and
lightning. He entered the weather
bureau then a branch of the signal
gervice, in 1884, and ten years' later
became a pioneer in the use of kites
for observing weather conditions in
the atmospheric strata above the
earth. Prof. Marvin has made no rad-
ical changes in the weather bureau,
but it is announced that under hig
direction more attention will be paid
to weather reports and forecasts as
they affect agriculture and farming
conditions.
