Ottawa, June Bh-Hon. Wm. Pugaley 

made a blunder tonight when he 
ed a motion of condemnation of the 
government In connection with the 
National Transcontnental Railway. He 
simply handed fclniBelf and the late 
government over to the tender mer­
cies of Hon. Robert Rogers.

Mr. Pugsley had shouted that the 
government was doing nothing regard­
ing terminals and had stopped work 
at St. John, and Mr. Rogers after 
pointing out that the present govern­
ment had done more in the three years 
In developing the ports of Canada than 
the previous government had done In 
fifteen years, took Mr. Pugsley to task 
regarding the way In which the Lib­
eral government had .neglected the In­
terests of New Brunswick when it 
formulated its N. T. R. scheme.

“It is true,’’ said Mr. Rogers, “that 
the N.T.R. is of very little service 
and very little use to the province of 
New Brunswcik’’ “Where was Mr. 
Pugsley?” he asked, “when this fa­
mous contract was being made?* 
When it was found that the population 
and the people of New Brunswick were 
to be utterly deprived of any benefit 
from the railway, where was he then 
as the defendant of St. John? Was he 
doing his duty in allowing a national 
transcontinental railway to be built

W » London., June 9.—Parliament will

■ tin a spirit which is far from concili­
atory. In fact, the readiness to com­
promise, which was apparent a month 

seems to have almost disappear­
ed. The speeches of Lloyd George 
in Wales, of Sir Edward Carson in 
Ulster, and of Lord Haldane at Ox­
ford have all served to widen the gulf 
between the -parties instead of bridg­
ing the gap. Yet outside parliament­
ary circles public mem as well as the 
general public are becoming more and 
more Impatient of the political dead­
lock and the spectacle of rival vol­
unteer armies drilling in Ireland.

This feeling finds timely expression 
.from the Archbishop of York, who, in 
a letter to the London Times, urges 
that the Irish problem is of far too 
great depth to be solved by merely

It demands as the first condition of 

any settlement the acknowledgement 
that Home Rule must come, and sec­
ondly that the two Irish parties with 
their leaders shall be given the oppor­
tunity of considering the whole posi­
tion ab Initio without any Interfer­
ence from the English parties. The 
government will he pressed to divulge 
something of Its plans, but it Is ex­
pected that it will wait and see what 
answer will be given again If this 
political crisis is to be shelved for 
a month.

Ottawa, June 8.—Hon. Wm. Pugsleyi 

admitted in the house today that Hon, 
J. D. Hazen had made a good defence 
of St. John as the best winter mail 
port, and said also that the Minister 
of Marine and Fisheries 
to all the credit for getting the Cana­
dian Northern ships to make St. John 
their port of call. Incidentally the 
postmaster general paid a fine tribute 
to the Canadian mail service as oper­
ated from the winter ports.

In his endorsation of the speed ofl 
the Canadian service and the super­
iority of the Canadian route he wae 
supported by Sir Wilfrid Laurier and 
Premier 'Borden.

Sydney, N. S.. June 8—Tonight 

Crown Prosecutor Hearn was called 
by telephone and was informed that as 
a result of a drunken fight a French­
man named Felix Bennel is dead and 
an Italian comrade. Louis Brachetti 
is arrested charged with murder at 
New Waterford.

The story as given by Magistrate 
McKinnon of Waterford is as follows:

"This morning three prisoners con­
fronted Magistrate McKinnon at the 
police court in that town all charged 
with fighting and drunkenness. They 
pleaded guilty and were fined, the 
three of them being again placed in 
jail. Bennel complained of a pain in 
his head, accusing Barchattl of hitting 
him with some heavy weapon.

Little attention was paid to the 
complaint as similar complaints aro 
heard in that station. However, dur­
ing the morning the man grew worse, 
until in the afternoon It was thought 
advisable to send tor a physician. Dr. 
McLeod attended and ordered the man 
removed to the hospital. However, 
before the removal could be effected 
Bonnel succumbed to the injury, dying 
about five o clock.

The crown prosecutor was Immedi­
ately informed of the case and he or­
dered an autopsy on the body of the 
deceased man; also that a charge of 
murder be preferred against Brachet­
ti. A coroner's jury has been empen- 
elled and will Investigate the cause of 
death. The autopsy will be held to­
morrow. .

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Loudon, June 4—"As a soldier, 1 am 
naturally pugnacious.

"On the Sunday following the sink­
ing of the Titanic I was visiting a 
medium when she told me that on 
the glass of the picture behind my 
back the head of a man and afterward 
his whole form appeared. She de­
scribed him minutely, and said that he

that she had witnessed the same phe­
nomenon at the same time.

"A few days later at a private se­
ance, the voice of Stead came almost 
immediately and spoke to me.

The report of the finance commit­
tee, eastern section, was highly satis­
factory, showing total receipts for the 
year of $151,204.32, an increase of over 
$10,000. The report was presented by- 
Judge Forges of St. John, N. B.

The report of the board of Sabbath 
schools and young people’s societies, 
which was adopted, recommended 
among other things, that ministers 
and all religious workers be earnestly 
charged to make a special study of the 
needs of boy life, attention being 
drawn to the fact that a large propor­
tion of the boys were being lost to the 
church. The committee would have 
boys conferences, community work, 
and other like movements in behalf of 
the boys. The committee recommend­
ed that Rev. J. C. Robertson, Sunday 
school secretary, be appointed repre­
sentative on the new international 
Sunday school lesdbn committee.

Rev. W. J. Knox, of London pre­
sented the final report of the commit­
tee on religious education, deploring 
the fact that only fifty per cent, of 
children in their teens attended Sun­
day school. Great difficulty, said Mr. 
Knox, was being found in securing 
efficient Sunday school teachers and 
superintendents: family worship, the 
committee had found, was being con­
ducted in but twenty per cent, of the 
homes, which had considerable to do 
with so few y oiling men entering the 
ministry. The speaker deplored the 
fact that so much more money was 
being spent upon church buildings 
than upon Sunday schools. He would 
also have the Sunday schools co-op­
erate more with the day schools in the 
maVlér of teaching religion.

Dr. A. S. Grant told the assembly 
tonight that he was looking forward 
to a two million dollar budget by 
1920 and declared his conviction that 
the amount In question could be rais­
ed without difficulty.

Dr. Grant said he would have the 
wealthy members within the church 
contribute a certain definite sum each 
year, and made a plea for increasing 
giving all around to maintain and ex­
tend the missionary work, both at 
home and in the foreign fields.

Hon. Mr. Hazen has been well 
abreast of his colleagues in the pro­
duction of useful legislation, import­
ant measures affecting matters over 
which he has control have been the 
Ftseherles Act, which greatly improves 
that act, measures to increase the 
efticiency of aids to navigation and to 
amend the Shipping Act.

The tariff measure introduced by 
the Finance Minister, Hon. W. T. 
White, stands out as one of the most 
important items dealt with during the 
session. The tariff changes decided 
upon were prepared with the one idea 
of adding to the prosperity of the 
country, and were such as to draw 
much support even from the most ag­
gressive members of the Opposition 
party.

Two important and progressive mea­
sures which, because of lack of time, 
could not be taken up this session, 
were the bill to consolidate the Rail­
way Act and the Co-operative Credit 
Bill. Both will be taken up next ses­
sion. They will be found to be most 
advanced pieces of legislation of great

Taken in all, the session has been a 
most useful one. Aside from the value 
oT the bills passed it has shown that 
the Government party is united on 
the great questions affecting the coun­
try at large. As much caunot be said 
for the Opposition. The lack of har­
mony in the Liberal ranks was many 
times made apparent, especially dur­
ing the tariff debate, when every Grit 
member seemed to have a little policy 
all his own. The Government forces 
can face the next session with every 
confidence that the country’s affairs 
have been well administered and that 
the Canadian people, when the next 
appeal Is made to them, will be out­
spoken in their endorsation of the Con­
servative policy.

HISTORJC DAYS IN CANADA MACAULAY BROS.^ O-Cedar 

MOPS mHamilton the flourishing industrial 
metropolis at the west end of Lake 
Ontario, put on city airs sixty-eight 
years ago today, June 9, 1846, when It 
was formally admitted to the sister­
hood of Canadian 
"city" in name only, however, for its 
great manufacturing enterprises of to­
day were then undreamed of, and it 
was just a pretty and quiet little vil­
lage, serving as a trade centre for the 
surrounding country. When the Prov­
ince of Upper Canada was created in 
1791. the principal landowner In the 
vicinity of the present city 
ard Beasley, who was bo 
and Indian trader, and there were 
several other settlers im the neighbor­
hood. The site of Hamilton early at­
tracted the attention of the first Lieu­
tenant-Governor of Upper Canada, 
Maj.-Gen. J. Graves Stmcoe, and that 
builder of cities is believed to have 
considered its possibilities as the seat 
of government. In any event, he con- 
idered it an excellent location for a 
town, but Beasley asked what the 
Governor thought was an 
able price for the property on the 
Heights, although it would doubtless 
be deemed an excellent bargain today. 
Sirncoe, after wavering for a. time be­
tween the sites of London and Toronto 
chose the latter as the capital of the 
Province, and christened it York. The 
proposal to plant a town at the west­
ern end of Lake Ontario languished 
until after the outbreak of the second 
war between the United States and 
England. It was then that George 
Hamilton, a young farmer livid? near 
Niagara, sought gleater safety from 
the enemy by removing to the site of 
Hamilton, and thus became the real 
founder of the city which bears his 

‘name. He not only perpetuated h»s 
family name, but in laying out the 
streets of the village he christened 
them after members of his family, in­
cluding Hatinah, Catherine, Augusta, 
Maria. James and John. From this 
humble beginning Hamilton has de­
veloped into a city of over 100,000 peo­
ple, and one of the most Important 
industrial centres of the Dominion.

It is now expected that the Parlia­
ment of Canada will prorogue on 
Thursday if nothing intervenes to pre­
vent the carrying out of this pro­
gramme. The House opened on Janu­
ary 15th and. with the exception of the 
usual adjournment at Easter, has been 
in session for almost five months. 
Principally has it been remarkable for 
the passage of an unusual amount of 
useful and beneficial legislation.

On every occasion the Government 
has shown itself to be a government 
for the people and the best interest of 
of the whole of Canada has been kept 
to the front in every measure passed. 
Particularly has the Government look­
ed with careful eye to the interests of 
the agriculturists in Canada. The 
amount of aid to agriculture has been 
largely increased, the expenditures on 
that account having almost doubled 
since Hon. Martin Burrell, himself a 
practical farmer and orchardist, took 
charge of that department of the ad­
ministration, while the Bill to aid Ag­
riculture, appropriating ten million 
dollars for co-operation with the prov­
inces of Canada in the development of 
that important national industry, is the 
most progressive proposition ever ad­
opted by a Canadian government.

During the present session Mr. Bur­
rell was responsible for two measures 
designed to protect the interests of 
both the producer and the consumer. 
One was to regulate cold storage ware­
houses, and the other to regulate the 
sale and manufacture of dairy pro­
ducts. In both of these wise provision 
is made whereby existing abuses will 
be remedied. The first named bill 
aims to prevent cold storage concerns 
from attempting to hold up both farm­
ers and consumers, and the latter to 
make more stringent the penalties for 
the adulteration of butter and other 
products of the dairy.

Hon. C. J. Doherty, Minister of Jus­
tice, took a long step in the direction 
of Imperial Unity when he Introduced 
the Naturalization Bill which creates 
an Empire-wide citizenship, and alto­
gether is a broad patriotic and highly 
commendable piece of legislation.

Hon. T. W. Crothero, Minister of Lar 
bor, was responsible tor various mea­
sures designed to aid and benefit the 
working men of Canada. One of the 
most important of these was the legis­
lation which forbids the use of white 
phosphorus in the manufacture of 
matches. Mr. Coderre, also. In his 
measure regulating the use and sale 
of explosives, became resopnsible for 
a valuable piece of legislation Intend­
ed to minimize the risk to those whose

Liberal newspapers, especially those 
in the Province of Quebec, are assail­
ing the Government because it was 
demed advisable that the state should 
reimburse depositors In the defunct 
Farmers’ Bank.

Certainly it is good for Quebec, and If 
the Herald or any other Liberal news­
paper can show’ that the conditions 
surrounding any of the defunct Que­
bec banks are similar to those of the 
Farmers’ Bank it would be the duty 
of the Government to reimburse the 
depositors. But first it must be shown 
that these banks were granted char­
ters after the finance minister of the 
government of the day had been warn­
ed against them because of their un­
stable character.

Hon. Mr. Fielding was advised not 
to grant a charter to the Farmers’ 
Bank but he disregarded all warnings 
and thousands of people have reason 
to curse hie action. The condition 
which makes it necessary for the pre­
sent Government to reimburse the de­
positors in that institution was creat­
ed through the inattention to business 
on the part of the Laurier govern­
ment It is a debt of honor which the 
present administration .must liquidate. 
That Liberal newspapers should cri­
ticize the action is not only bad form 
but Ingratitude.

Ottawa, June 8.—A bill to exclude 

from Canada all Asiatics south of the 
fiftieth parallel of latitude was intro­
duced by Mr. H. H. Stevens of Van­
couver, in the House of Commons this 
morning. The effect, is to exclude all 
Asiatics except, Russians. The agrees 
meut with Japan is excepted by a spe­
cial clause and provision is made for 
other Asiatic governments to make 
similar agreements with the Canadian 
government.

Mr. Stevens said that he gave due 
weight to imperial reasons against ex­
clusion, but that he based his bill on 
the right of self-prptection, which Lord 
Curzon agreed belonged to the self- 
governing colonies. He asked that If 
the bill should not pass this session 
the government should make strong 
representations in London as to Can­
ada’s right to control immigration. Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier asked what course the 
government proposed to adopt.

Quebec, June 8.—About forty fishing 
schooners were lost with a lose of life 
number about twenty, In a disaster 
caused last Friday night by a severe 
storm that swept the coast of northern 
New' Brunswick and Bay Cheleur.

Mostly all the wrecked boats were 
driven ashore op Miscou and Shlppe- 
gan Islands, and those points being 
rather remote, news of the disaster 
was slow in coming in. Twenty fish­
ermen are reported drowned and of 
these the bodies of eight were taken 
to Caraquet, N. B., this morning. All 
the recovered bodies are those of 
French-Canadian fllshermen.

Considerable damage was caused to 
property along the coast and In Bay 
Chaleur.

During a severe storm on Friday 
night the fleet of fishing vessels on the 
North Shore of the,province was bodly 
crippled and reports vary concerning 
the number which have been lost 
though it is definitely known that nine 
men have been drowned, eight from 
Caraquet, N. B., and one from St. Sim-

Halifax and the Malle.
At the opening of the afternoon ses­

sion Mr. A. K. McLean called to the 
superiority of Halifax over St. John 
as the landing point for the trans-At­
lantic malls. He read a memorial from 
the Halifax Board of Trade which 
claimed that Hallfx had an advantage 
on the average of twelve hours and 
forty-three minutes over St. John for 
malls from Liverpool to Montreal. He 
pointed out that the mail contract last 
year had provided that the steamship 
company should he left free to choose 
the port at which It would land mail 
but said that he was convinced that 
the government had used Its Influ­
ence to secure the transfer of the 
Royal line steamers from Halifax to 
St John.

Mr. F. B. McCurdy* of Queens-Shel- 
burne, agreed with Mr. McLean as the 
superiority of Halifax as a port of 
call but affirmed that there was no 
evidence to show that the government 
had exercised any influence in con­
nection with the C. N. R. steamships. 
He said that he was prepared to use 
his influence for the establishment of 
a satisfactory all-Canadiau mall ser­
vice. He then went, on to discuss the 
port of Halifax. The late govern­
ment he said had been dtlttory In 
making Improvements but the present 
administration had taken hold of the 
problem In a manner which satisfied 
the people of Halifax that it would be 
dealt with 1ft a comprehensive way.
St John Will be Given Consideration.

Mr. Hazen thought if the people of 
Halifax and St John would pay less 
attention to quarrelling and would get 
together so as to arrive at some unani­
mity it would be better for all con­
cerned. Mr. Hazrn said that St. John 
for years bad never had an oppor­
tunity until the recent contract was 
Signed to
of Its port. This contract gave the 
mail carriers an option to go to either 
port. Mr. Hazen explained that the ex­
periments had shown that St. John 
could handle the mail» with equal 
facility with Halifax. He read a let­
ter from Mr. N. E. Marshall of the 
Toronto Board of Trade 
there was very little difference in the 
time of the arrival of the mail either 
from St. John or from Halifax. Mr. 
Hazen said that he proposed in future 
in the signing of an contract for the 
delivery of mall that St. John should 
be given consideration, 
be a division of services between the 
two ports.

Hon. Dr. Pugsley said that under 
the Gutelius-Bosworth agreement frei­
ght was being hauled on the I. C. R.

cost of operation. What the people In 
St. John complained of was that the 
government had not told1 the C. P. R. 
they should get the same raîes as 
those prevailing on all the different 
steamship lines which come to Hali­
fax. However, the government had 
entered Into the agreement limited to 
C. P. R. mail steamers and had special­
ly provided thaï in order to get these 
lower rates they must make Halifax 
their terminus.

Referring to the proposition to sub­
mit the matter to the railway com­
mission Mr. Pugsley said that since 
the government through the minister 
of marine and fisheries had told the 
St. John Board of Trade that no mat­
ter what tlie decision of the railway 
commission the agreement would go 
into operation In and remain in opera­
tion it did not make much difference 
anyway.

NOW IS THE TIME 
TO ORDER COALThe reports which reached the city 

yesterday morning said that at least 
forty small fishing vessels had gone 
down in the storm which raged along 
the coast. Some of the crews of one 
or the other of the smacks were res­
cued by the more sturdy of the little 
fleet, but it was impossible owing to 
their being so widely scattered, to save 
all. No less than five bodies 
buried this morning at Caraquet, and 
many homes have been bereaved by 
the disaster which Is one of the worst 
In tife shipping history of the North

The latest word with regard to the 
loss in the storm on Friday on the 
North Shore was to the effect that two 
vessels had gone down and a third was 
missing. Nine men were drowned and 
the crew of the missing schooner have 
not been heard from. Eight of the men 
were from Caraquet and one from St. 
Simone, while each of the vessels was 
from the former place.

On board each of the schooners a 
father and two sons went to a watery 
grave. Joseph Cariault was the mas­
ter of one of the little vessels, and his 
two sons John and Arthur sailed with 
him. All three were drowned, and a 
neighbor named Dugas also. The~mas­
ter of the other schooner was R. S. 
Albert, and hte two sons, Larcin and 
John, were members of hie crew as 
were hie father and another man, 
Oliver Paulin.

In the fleet which was out on Fri­
day, there were aboyt thirty or forty 
vessels from ports all along the nor­
thern coast. With the exception of 
the three In question, all have put back 
to safety, and while there were sor­
row and regret over the loss of the 
nine who were drowned, there was re­
joicing over the return of those who 
had been saved from the same fate. 
The sinking of the two schooners Is 
thought to have taken place off Miscou 
Point, some miles farther along the 
coast from Caraquet.

Premier Borden said that the send­

ing of mails from London w^s govern­
ed to a considerable degree by the 
rules of the International Postal 
Union. Turning to the Halifax-St. 
John dispute he said it was but natural 
that there should be rivalry between 
these two cities. The government 
was accused by both cities of inter­
ference. The arrangement in regard 
to mails of last year, however, left 
the selection of ports entirely to the 
companies and the department had 
nothing to do with the choice. As to 
the Gutelius agreement it was but 
natural that the people of Halifax 
should feel that they should not be 
excluded from all the benefits which 
have accrued to Canada as the result 
of the construction of the C.P.R. Mr. 
Borden said he was convinced that the 
agreement does not 
either against Halifax or St. John.

It was only natural for Mr. Gutelius 
to desire an agreement which would 
not prove to be a losing proposition 
for the I. C. R. As to the mails he 
tiiought It was better to again leave 
the choice of ports to the contracting 
steamship companies. In conclusion 
Mr. Borden agreed with the opposition 
leader as to the necessity and desir­
ability of sending Canadian mails via 
the Canadian route. There had been 
some unfortunate drawbacks includ­
ing the Empress of Ireland disaster 
but he believed that the C. P. R. would 
do everything possible to replace that 
steamer without delay.

Hon. Rodolphe Lemieux said -that 
under the present government the peo­
ple of Canada were compelled to 
drink the cup of humiliation. Last 
year the postmaster-general had an­
nounced this new arrangement as a 
step to bring Canada nearer to the 
Motherland. “I stated at the time," 
remarked Mr. Lemieux, “when the 
names of the vessels were announced 
that the postmaster general was not 
a very high stepped and my predic­
tion has come true. We are paying 
$400.000 more for this service and 
people on both sides of the Atlantic 
speak of it with disgust."

Mr. Lemieux then read a letter by 
Robert Glasgow of Toronto to the edi­
tor of the London Times, who describ­
ed the present mail service as irregu­
lar and stupid and a wholly unneces­
sary handicap on business between 
the motherland and Canada.

Mr. Pelletier deprecated Mr. Le- 
mieux’s attempt to give a black eye 
to the service which his own leader 
had said that Canada should strain a 
point to maintain. As to .the com­
plaints in the Times these, lie said, 
were from people who wanted to sup­
ply a service something like the 
Blacksod Bay Service and who were 
thus competitors of the present mail 
service. These people were doing their 
best to injure the Canadian mail ser­
vice, and Mr. Lemieux was their ad­
vocate.

Mr. Pelletier said that a number of 
cases of delay had been investigated 
and In the greater number of them 
it had been found that delay had tak­
en place In letters sent via New York.

Stephen­
son's first locomotive attained a speed 
of six miles an hour. Improvement 
after improvement was made, not only 
in the locomotive but ini the rails, and 
in 1822 Stephenson opened 
railway, which was eight miles in 
length. In 1829 his locomotive, the 
Rocket, reached a speed of thirty-five 
miles an hour, winning the prize. of 
$2,500 offered by the Liverpool and 
Manchester Railway Company. The 
entire system of railway locomotion, 
witjh étalions, signals, tenders and 
carriages, was completed with the In­
auguration of the Liverpool and Man­
chester line in 1830. Stephenson was 
largely instrumental In establishing 
all the English and foreign Une» dur­
ing the first period of railroading. He 
died in 1842. The centenary of steam 
locomotives finds those engines im­
proved and enlarged beyond the wild­

Bullard, U. S. N„ who is incharge of 
the naval radio service, aud who has 
headquarters under the shadow of the 
three great steel masts which form 
the center of the naval wireless sys­
tem at Arlington, Va„ seven miles 
from Washington, has just presented 
to the Naval institute an interesting 
review of the development of naval 
wireless telegraphy.

The leaps and bounds of this de­
velopment are brought to pointed no­
tice. when it is recalled that during 
the SpanishtAmerican War such a 
thing as wireless telegraphy was un­
tried in the Limited States Na\ 
any other navy. It was during 
the year after the Spanish-American 
conflict, that the British Navy became 
the first of all of the naval powers to | 
try the new means of communication 
upon the three warships—Alexandria, 
Europea. and Juno. These ships suc­
ceeded in communicating up to a dis­
tance of 74 miles.

Today practically every vessel in the 
United States Navy is equipped with 
apparatus for this aerial communica­
tion, and It is so successfully operated 
that there Is scarcely a point 
seven seas at which the bigger battle­
ships would be out of touch, through 
relay, with the three great masts tow-! 
erlng over Captain Bullard's head

M Lyons, France. June 8.—The rules 
regulations and records committee of 
the International Amateur Athletic 
Federation discussed today and adopt­
ed with modifications, a set of rules 
submitted by James E. Sullivan, secre­
tary of the American Olympic commit­
tee who presided over the meeting. 
Most of the rules were adopted unani­
mously, but in one or two cases, not­
ably rule six, relating to time keepers, 
the French and English delegates 
offered some opposition.

Rule six states that “each of the 
three time keepers shall time every 
event; in case two watches agree, and 
the third disagrees, the time marked 
by the two shall be official time; and 
if all watches disagree the time mark­
ed by the watch giving the middle 
time shall be the official time."

Both France and England argued 
in favor of counting the best Instead 
of the middle time.

As modified the rule relating to the 
judges at the finish now reads:

"There shall be three or mote jud­
ges who shall decide the order ip 
which the competitors finish.”

The previous rule designated one 
Judge to take the winner, another the 
second man and an

At a recent conference held between 
Sir Thomas Lipton, designer Nichol­
son and W. P. Burton, the decision 
was reached not to ask the New York 
Yacht Club further concessions in re­
gard to towing the challenger on the 
Atlantic voyage.

“We do not wish to ask anything 
that might embarass the New York 
Yacht Club,” Sir Thomas said. “They 
have always been very kind to me, 
and we feel they would not refuse 
the towing privilege if they could do 
otherwise. We wish to conform to the 
rules."

The correspondence between the 
club and Lipton at the time of the 
challenge dealt at length with the tow­
ing matter, the club taking the posi­
tion that no greater concession than 
was made to the Shamrock I could be 
considered now. This left the matter 
as Interpreted by Lipton, as before.

Permission was granted the Sham­
rock I. to tow in calms. In the pres­
ent case towing in anything but calms 
might prove a detriment to the chal­
lenger's very light hull. As the south­
ern route will be followed by way of 
the Azores, heavy weather is not ex­
pected. This route is necessary in 
order that the Erin, convoying the 
yacht, may secure coal.

The date of her departure has been 
fixed for July 15, which means that 
the challenger may not have more 
than a fortnight under sail In Ameri­
can waters before the international 
matches.

Sir Thomas Lipton expresses the 
highest satisfaction with the challen­
ger and smiles at the cabled Ameri­
can comments qp the reports of her 
performances to the effect that “chal­
lengers are always fast before cross­
ing the Atlantic."

1865. four years before the start of 
the professional era, Montreal was re­
presented, as were Toronto, Hamilton 
and Quebec. The Hamilton Unknowns 
captured the series and the first base­
ball world's flag was hoisted on Can­
adian soil. In 1872 baseball was £i\ 
en a boost in the Dominion by the tour 
of the Boston club, champions of the 
National Association, the first profes­
sional league. The Bostonians defeat­
ed the Montreals. and was also vic­
torious over the other Canadian teams, 
Including the Ottawas, the London 
Athletics, the Guelph Maple Leafs, 
and the Dauntless club of Toronto. 
When the International Association 
was launched in 1877, Montreal was 
not represented, the Canadian cities 
being London and Guelph, The Lon­
don Tecumsehs annexed the league’s 
first pennant.

The first International league made 
frequent changes in name and circuit, 
and Montreal was admitted in 1890 as 
the result of one of these shape-ups. 
Montreal's membership in the pre­
sent International League, which was 
organized in 1892 as the Eastern 
League, dates from 1897, and, despite 
frequent rumors that Montreal would 
be dropped from the circuit, the city 
has stuck ever since. Toronto had been 
admitted 'three years before, and Ot­
tawa was a member for one season, 
that of 1898.

Montreal finished seventh in its first 
year in the Eastern League, but the 
following year the club captured its 
first and only pennant In 1899 Mont­
real finished second. Since then the 
Canadian metropolis has never boast­
ed a first division club, although the 
Royals have finished fifth five times, 
including last year. Montreal has 
achieved the cellar championship on­
ly once, in 1907, but there is every 
Indication that .the club will repeat 
this year.

This is an interesting anniversary 
for Canadian and International League 
fans, for it was twenty-four years ago 
today, June 9, 1890, that Montreal 
made its debut as a league city. Iu 
their first professional game on the 
home grounds the Montreal players 
were pitted against Toronto. It was as 
close and exciting a contest as any 
fan could wish, and ended happily with 
a 11-10 victory for the club of the 
Canadian metropolis. It was in the old 
international League that Montreal 
had its first experience of “pro" 
league baseball. Although Montreal 
was later than most of the other Can­
adian cities in possessing a league 
club, the amateur game flourished 
their almost from the beginning of 
the pastime. In the first world’s cham­
pionship series, held in Detroit in
