tions, but has only pointed out the
difficulty of doing so.

Von Lersner does not take up thd
matter of sinking of the German war'
ships in Scapa Flow, but leaves that
for a later letter.

Statements Inaccurate.

M. Clemenceau begins his reply by
gaying that Baron Von Lersner’s lets
ter “contains a series of statements,
whose incisive tone cannot mask thelr
inaccuracy.”

He declares the statement that
France on August 29, or at any other
time in connection with the murder of
Mannhelm or . the delivery of coal,
promised the reparation of prisoners
is “absolutely without foundation.”

The German government, according
to M. Clemenceau, is using the pris-
oner question to excite German opin-
fon against the Allles, especlally
France. He jnstances Germany's dila-
tory tactics by the long debates Which
are ensuing on the handing over of
prisoners accused of breaking the
laws of war, although Germany ad-
mits that numerous crimes were com-
mitted, and asserts that “Germany is
really responsible for the situation
of the prisoners, who are being treat-
ed not only humanely but kindly.”

$180 a ton to buy coal. The Rev. Mr
Merrett, a St” John missionary among
the Herschel Istand Bskimos has solv-
ed this problem of coal and uses crude
oil for fuel, It cest $1100 to get his
supply for this winter.

At Fort Simpson there ave only
three mail deliveries each year and
there are other missions in the diocese
which are 2,000 miles from a railway
line, post office qr grocery store.

The country is inhabited principaw
ly by Indians and Eskimos who live
on fish, moose, beaver, rabbits and
other products of the chase.
