4n when the plant is wet with dew or
rain. Little precautions like these will
save possible loss and within a week
at most give the flock immunity from
further danger. The rape field is a
luxury to sheep and a source of great
profit to the owner, who can well af-
ford to act on the above hints.—Ameri-
can Sheep Breeder.

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Their Breeding From s Commereial
Point of View.

For 19 years I have been connected
with the business of rearing, breeding
and sale of draft horses, says O. This-
ler of Kansas, and from actual experi-
ence I find that the greatest mistake
made by the average farmer is careless
laxity in selecting gires for breeding
purposes.. For instance, if a farmer
has a rangy mare, he is apt to select 8
high, rangy horse with which to pair
her. “This is a great mistake, for the
aim should be to select a sire .which
will tone down the defects of the dam
in the colt and supply those qualities
in which the dam is lacking.

While the draft horse question is not
an issue here today, nor is the thor-
oughness of draft horse breeding held
in the highest esteem, I am assured
that there are no more lucrative or en-
couraging results obtained than those
which attend the draft horses and the
crossing of the best imported blood
with the native mares of America.

Even in the present generally exist-
ent depression of prices of nearly all
farm products and the very low figures
at which all classes of horses are sell-
ing I see from our market reports that
in eastern cities a good draft horse is &
ready seller and will bring more money
in proportion to the expense of breed-
ing than any other stock in the mar-
kets.

My past experience teaches me that a
good draft horse can be reared to the
age of 4 years and put upon the market
for less' money than a steer'of the same
age and of equal condition. At present
prices for the draft horse, if. properly
handled, he will sell very readily in the
eastern markets for $100 to $150, while
a good, average price for the steer
would be $50 to $60. : .

Breeding Young Animals,

Defects, either constitutional or mor--

al, do not show themselves as & rule
until an animal has reached full phys-
ical and mental development, says the
St. Louis Republic. .

On this account before animals are
used for breeding sufficient time should
be‘allowed for the quality and charac-
ter of the parents to develop before the
progeny is reared. Every individual
animal, male or female, has a charac-
ter of some kind to transmit, with
some modifications, to its offspring.
This character may be positive, nega-
tive or neutral, but whatever it is some-
thing should be known about it before
it is used for reproduction, for heredity
has much to do with traits and charac-
ter In animals. For this reason great
care should be taken to know that an-
{mals have good characters as well as
good constitutions. A vicious horse or
colt is apt to breed vicious offspring,
and a weakly constituted animal is
sure to breed offspring of weak vital-
ity. Vitality or constitution cannot be
fed into an animal; it must be bred.

No infallible. rules can be laid down
with reference to the age at which
different classes of stock may be bred.

The short lived races, like swine and
sheep, arrive at maturity in much less
time than horses and cattle, but even
in the case of the shorter lived animals
it is best to await the period of reason-
ably mature development it the best
results are expected.

Generally a sow or ewe is as fully de-
veloped at 1 year as & heifer or filly at
214 years.

Of course there are conditions when
it may be considered best to breed
early. The development of the dairy
qualities of the heifer is often made
the excuse for breeding her early, and
to some extent the end sought makes it

[ justifiable under certain conditions.

Maternity at a tender age is a severe
strain upon the animal, and it often in-
terferes seriously with the subsequent
growth and development. An animal
stunted during growth by any cause
seldom fully overcomes the effect, no
matter what the after treatment may
be.

Especially when breeding to improve
the stock it is best to wait until the
animals are reasonably well matured.
as the value of the offspring may be
predicted with less risk of disappoint-
ment.

Cheapening Pork Production.

Trials at the Oklahoma station tend
to confirm the conclusions announced
from two or three southern stations
that planting peanuts, sweet potatoes,
cowpeas or soy beans and allowing
pigs to harvest the crop will be found
a profitalNe practice. Peanuts, cowpeas
and soy beans are highly nutritious,
well adapted for making muscle as
well as fat. The sweet potato is less
valuable pound for pound, but a good
yield can be secured at small cost. Pigs
can harvest either crop more cheaply
than can man. There is possible dan-
ger from early frost in the case of
sweet potatoes. With cowpeas it seems
best td turn the pigs in the lot before
the peas are fully ripe. Feeding some
grain in connection with either of these
self harvested crops usually will in-
crease the profit. The great value of

" wheat as pasturage for pigs is recog-

nized by many. Some have found good
results from pasturing early sown oats.
The best summer pig pasture for pigs
in Oklahoma is alfalfa. Where this
is not available sorghum, thickly sown,
will be found desirable. The fairly
matured sorghum stalks make excel-
lent hog food in the fall. They will be
eaten somewhat readily even in win-
ter.

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NUT GROWING.

Plain and Practical Talk of Interest
to Amateurs.

The planting and cultivation of varil-
ous kinds of nuts will sooner or later
be given more attention by nurserymen
and landowners than at present. The
hybridization of nuts has already be-
gun, and it can be safely predicted
that many new hybrids will be pro-
duced in the near future. A nut of this
sort has been obtained by crossing two
distinet varieties, the black walnut and
California walnut, and has been given
the name “Royal.” Mr. Luther Bur-
bank, the originator of various new hy-
brids in fruits, is the successful experi-
menter, says a Country Gentleman cor-
respondent, whose remarks are further
reproduced, as follows:

On almost every farm there is more
or less space which could be utilized
and converted into & nut grove at very
little expense or trouble—the steep
sides of & swale or gully, hillsides that
are too steep to cultivate, a roy of nut
trees planted on each nl&e of the lane,
or planted in fields used as permanent
pasture; in the latter case the trees, if
not planted too- thickly, would add to
the valve of pasture land by the de-
lightful shade given.

Nature seems to have distributed the
varfous kinds of nuts in soils and lo-
calities best suited to their growth.
For instance, the chestnut is always
found growing on a sandy soil, while a
hickory is rarely found growing in
sandy localities, yet would thrive In
sand if planted there. The chestnut
will thrive if planted in almost any
deep rich soil where there is good
drainage. I have often heard it said
that a chestnut tree if planted on any
but a sandy soil would not live, and 1
have also heard it asserted that it
cannot be transplanted successfully;
but I have proved to my own satisfac-
tion that both of these ‘can be done
quite successfully. The chances of suc-
cess can be made greater by introduc-
ing a little of the soil natural to the
tree into the hole in which it is to be
planted.

The writer transplanted some 10 or
15 sweet chestnut trees last spring.
Digging good sized holes, we care-
fully placed the trees in them and then
filled the holes nearly full of sand.
After pressing down the sand we cov-
ered the latter with about two or three
inches of clay loam to prevent their
drying out. All but ome or two of
these trees are alive and will be graft-
ed the coming spring with improved
varieties.

Not long since I read an article on
chestnut culture by Jacob Dingee of
Pennsylvania. Mr. Dingee’s method
was to cut off the old trees or any
young ones that were too old to graft
down to the ground. They would then
gsend up a new growth of sprouts.
These were thinned out the next year
to a few more than were needed. At
each stump or root the sprouts were
grafted when two or three years old.
They were afterward again thinned
out to a suitable distance apart.

A Very Poisonous Toadstool.
Amanita muscaris, fly amanita or
fly toadstool, has been pronouniced by
Professor Halsted of New Jersey to

be our most common, cosmopolitan,
poisonous toadstool, growing in wood-
land especially under evergreen trees
and sometimes in open pastures, being
found at nearly all weeks in the grow-
ing season after the 1st of June, and
is the species which caused the death
of Count de Vecci at Washington in
November, 1897.

On account of the large size and
highly colored yellow, orange or scarlet
cap, flecked with white, the species is
easily recognized. The white or yel-
lowish white stalk, four to six inches
long, somewhat woolly or scaly below,
rises from a gradually widening bulb-
ous, rough base and an incomplete
vulva or cup. -The cap is three to eight
inches broad, with white gills, slightly
tinged with yellow, and bright scarlet
or yellow upon the upper side, where
the white fragments of the vulva ad-
here closely to the smooth skin of the
pileus, that is striate near the margin.
Various stages in the development of
this dangerous toadstool are shown
from 1, the young “button” stage, to 6,
the fully developed specimen.

Beds For Pot Plants.

In making beds or perennials or pot
plants that are expected to shift for
themselves, dig the soil quite deeply.
After planting them give the bed a
thorough soaking underneath by mak-
ing a few holes in which to pour the
water. Pour in as much as the porous
soil will absorb, but keep the surface
perfectly dry.

French women de quite as much as
French men to keep up the standard of
cookery; and English women are quite
asmuch to blame as English men for
the absence of any standard in this coun-
try. Ask any lady of your aoquaintance
what she thinks of & certain restaurant,
and she will say. ‘‘Such a lovely room!
1 like those dark red hangings by Waring
so much.” ‘But the dinner, my dear
1ady, what about the dinnerf” ‘‘Oh, the
dinner, I don’t think I remember much
about that.’”” This fatal indifference
filters down from the table through the
service to the kitchen. The experiment
is constantly tried of getting over-cele-
brated chefs from Parls, and those who
know these artists on their native heath
are at & loss to account for their cold and
careless performances in London. The
reasons are not far to seek. The foreign
chef is badly served in the kitchen and
in the dinin m. This distresses him
at first, until he learns that his patrons
are too busy admiring the furniture and
one another to know whether his dinner
is hot er cold. For the truth is that so
long as the upholstery is magnificent,
and the company numerous and smart,
English people are quite bappy. Given
alabaster pillars, saddle-bag settees,
plenty of electrio light, and the restau-
rant or hotel is voted charming. The
garbage which we placidly swallow at
our very expensive hotels and en board
gor crack steamers is horrible to think
of. Nor are our clubs much better. In
1836 Abraham Hayward wrote: “The
best judg® are agreed that 1t is utterly
impossible to dine better than at the
Carlton.”” Would the members of that
institution indorse this statement now?

In private houses there is the same in-
difference above stairs, the same careless-
pess below. Even among the upper class,
where money, is no object, the contrast
is too painful between the splendor of the
table and the commonplace, 11
tare. With the exception of one or two of
our great nobles who entertain royally,
the best cooking is to be found, as might
be expected, in the houses of the cosmo-
politan financiers. In the upper middle
class the difficulty of obtaining & decent
cook is notorious, because the working
English woman regards & serious interest
in the preparation of food as derogatory.
To produce a good dinner at 8 o’clock
the cook should pegin ‘‘thinking of differ-
ont things.”” like Adrien, at an early
period of the afternoon; whereas she
pever dreams of beginniing her duty
until about an hour and a half before the
time. After all, why should she bother,
if master and mistress don’t mind?. Below
the upper middle olass cooking and din-
ing disappear, and you get boiling, bak-
ing and feeding. Things will never mend
until the majority recognize that goud
cooking is an important factor in hap-
piness, and insist upon getting it.
Nothing is so difficult as to force a taste
upon & people; but we really think that
a resolute effort might be made by Eng-
lish travelers to raise the culinary stand-
ard in their own hotels, which in this
simply scandalous. Verily,
we are a great and good nation; but at
the bare imagination of our national
cookery the stomach weeps.—Saturday
Review.

A Dbrief statement of England’s ocean
supremacy will, I think, be of interest,
says H. Phel Whitmarsh, in The Atlan-
tic. Great Britain to-day stands pre-
eminently the mistress of the wor. a’s
shipping interest. Her sonn:? is greater
than that of all the nations of the world
put together; her ships carry five-eighths
of the deep-water freight afloat, and she
buys and sells balf the cargoes on the
ocean.

Her success is no secret; it has certain-
1y not been due to chance, but has grown
from the spirited interest in ships that
every British subject takes, and has
always taken. This spirit bas culminated
in the great corporation known as the
“British Lloyds,” which corporation
more or less dominates every vessel, no
matter what nationality, that sails in
foreign trade. In its list of shipping
(Lloyds’ Register) 1t has stamped or
omitted to stamp the quality of every
foreign-going vessel afloat. It has been
the means of centralizing the marine in-
surance business to such an extent that
British companies o:rry seven-eighths of
the risks of the world.

For 200 years, since the days when
underwriters and men connected with
shipping met at the coffee-house of
Edward Lloyd, in London, and applied
the prinoiples of marine insurance taught
them by the Lombards, British ship-
owners have sent their ships to sea with
feelings of absolute safety, for they hold
a paper underwritten at oyls as g@ood
as gold, in case of accident to their
property. The board of directors in this
corporation represent the entire shipping
interest of Great Britain. It has 1,500
agents in various parts of the world—
men with thorough knowledge of ships
in general, whose duty it is to report
shipping news. As a result, Lloyds is a
tremendous power; the words of 1its ex-
perts are accepted before Parliamentary
committees as truisms, and its authority
in the manner of ratings has given it the
control of the world's oversea traffic.

Everyday Life of the Roman Populace.

They whiled
away the lagging hours which separated
them from the hoped for invitation to
dipe with their patron by scratching
rude verses and coarse jests on the walls
or pillars against which they leaned, or

FIRST IRONCLADS.

The Cereans Were the First te Invent
This Type of Boat.

The Coreans were the first to h:;:nt
the ironclad warship. In 1592 the h
of Hideyoshi landed on the shores ’
gouthern Corea and swept northward
through the peninsula, with the avowed
purpose of crossing the Chinese horder
and overthrowing the Ming Fmpire. The
Coreans could offer no adequate resist-
ance, for, while Corea had been at peace
for several centuries and the science of
war had received comparatively little at-
tention, the islands of Japan had been
one great battlefleld, and the army of
160,000 men that landed om Corean soil
were all veterans. The Japanese were
rovided with firearms, which had never
n seen in Corea.

When, therefore, the Japanese forces
swept northward toward the capital, and
the King fled by night along the road
to the Chinese border, Corea came face to
face with a hard, uncompromising faot.
She must either find some new means
for holding the invaders In check, or
she must go to the wall. The stimulus
was sufficient, and in the person of
Admiral Yi Sunsin Corea found the
solution of the problem. The Japanese
had penetrated the country as far as
P’yeng-yang, and were there awaiting
an army of re-enforcement from Japan,
consisting of 100,000 men, before advano-
ing to the conquest of China. Admiral
Yi perceived that it was only by destroy-
ing this auxiliary force that the Japanese
could be checked, and he realized, more-
over, that, should it once set foot on
Corean soil, all hope was gone. This
grim necessity resulted in the invention
of the kwi-sun, or ‘‘tortoise-boat,’”’ 80
called because of its resemblance to that
animal.

Thers are more people in Canada
who lose their lives by drowning than
from any other form of sccident, and
what is frue of Canads as a dominion is
likewise true of New Brunswick as a
province., This is a eondition which
no doubt arises out of the fact that
Canads is the best watered country in
the woild, & country of great rivers and
mighty lakes on which men pursue their
avocations or engage in pleasure. Many
drowning accldents are unavoidable, but
in the msjority of cases they are due to
carelessuess and a failure to understand
or appreciate the conditions om which
men may go boating or sailing with
safety. Itissad to think that so many
valunablelivesare unnecessarily lostevery
year by drowning, and it is even sadder
to reflect that the lessons thua taught at-
tracted mo little attention and are so soon
forgotten. The other day & senator of
the dominion, & valuakls member of the
community, lost his lite by drowning be-
cause the boat from which he was fish-
ing was upset by the most gross; care-
lsssnesr.

the rejection of the government’s policy.
They will look at the matter from a
common sense point of view, and they
will come to the conclusion that a nomi-
nated house which claims the right to
control public business, quite independ.-
ently of the wishes of the electors, is not
the kind of a legislative body which
ought to be permitted to exist in Can-
ada. The resolutions of Bir Wilfrid
Laurier with reference to the senate
have been already referred to in these
columns, They are cerfainly very
moderate, and although they may be
sneered at as introducing a continental
invention into our constitution, they are
none the less excellent on that account.
The time is past when people can be
influenced by such arguments; for a
system must be judged by ite resulte
and not by ieorigir. It is not likely
that the proposed plam of passing a
government measure over the senate’s
veto would required fo be frequently
exercised, for the Bowells, Fergusons and
Dell Peileys of the senate would soon
learn that they could not coerce the
house of commons and they would retire
defeated from the field.

THE DEOLINE OF THE WOODBOAT,

That “the c11 order changeth, giving
place fo new,” is a fact that is constantly
receiving fresh illustrationr. Twenty
years ago who would have thoumght the
time would ever come when woodboats
would beg!n to be scarce on the 8t. John
river. There seemed to be mo kind of
vessel that floated on the water so ceriain
to hold its place in the $rade of the
country as the wocdboat. It had almost
every advantage that could be named.
It was cheap to build; it was cheaply
run; it was fast; it carried a large load in
proportion to its size, and it looked as it
the large lumber trade of the 8t. John
would always make thte woodboat a
necessity. The woodboat men who ran
their own vessels took life easy. For
seven months of the year their
crafta were kept busy carrying
deals, but for the other five
they lived at home at ease, drove a fast
horse and became local magnates for the
time being. These were the golden
days, the good ¢11 times, and not so very
long ago either. But in an evil hourthe
woodboat men, or some of them, formed
a combination to increase the price of
carrying deals from Fredericton to St.
John, and then there was trouble. It
was the beginning of the end. The great
desl shipper of that dsy, who has not
yet gone out of business, built scows and
loaded his deals on them, fowing the
scows to 8t. John by meane of a tugboat.
The new plan has worked so well that
the woodboat, 8o far a8 the carrying of
deals is concerned, iz 1.kely to be a thing
of the paet, Every scow carries about as
large a had of deals as an average wood-
boat, and a tug can tow from fifteen to
twenty scows to 8t. John at once, The
entire cargo of the largest steameship can
be towed down &t once, and with smch
certainty that the shipper can tell,
glmost to &n hour, when his
cargo is to be expected. For the
laboricas tug keeps right on until hia
destination ia reached. He is ncot de-
pending on the fickle wind for his pro-
grege; he is not 8 gentleman of lejsure
who must be up over night at his home
on the river tozee his wife and family
while ths ghipper weite. Sothe tog and
the scows have taken the place of the
picturesque woodboat, and it looks a8 it
the day might come when that once

! popular craft will disappear altogether. ,

A Curious Experiment Made Recently
by Some Kansas Olity College
Studenta.

To learn just how much pain would be
caused by she constant dripning of water
on the body, several Ksnsas COity

students have tried it. A gallon of was

to be lcosed drop by drop from a height
o! thres feet, the drops falling at inter-
vels of about two seconds. A gallon ot
water contains about 61,440 drops, and
at this zate it would take over 34 hours
to complete the tesk,

One of the students was seated at s
table, and sllowed his left hand to be fix-

up on the Vic- | ed immovab

ably to the table,no as to in-
sare every drop striking the rame spot
upon the back of the hand. The appa-
ratus for dropping the water was adjust.
ed, and the experiment begap. For the
first 46 minutes he experienced no
inconvenience, save his hand becoming
uwcomiortable from being wet conséantly
with the cold water. Arrangements were
then made to keep the water at blood
heat, and it soon became more comfort-
able. In about two hours a slight redness
began to appear, which gradually got
a8 big as & quarter. The third half-hoar
the drops were scarcely felt at all, the
hand being appsrently mumb to the
water, although sensative to the touch
of anything else. The red spot increased
until it was larger than a silver dollar,
and the dﬂgpllng of the water began fo
become slightly painful. It was noticed
that if any one told a story or did any-
thing to divert the student’s attention
from his hand, he did not motice any
pain at all, but concentration of § hi
upon his hand made the pain grow. The
:‘lhr was kept steadily at close o 96

egrees.

After about six hours and a half, the
red niot, which had been at first a bright
red, slowly turned to purple, and a blister
began to raise. The pain had increased
gradually up to this stage, and the young

POOR DOCUMENT

" THE CLRVELAND STRIKE.

MUCH VIOLENCE AND DIS-
ORDER SUNDAY ORN
THE LINE.

Police Fire Into the Croxd who are
Dispersed Only by the 1liberal
Use of the Club—Men on the Cers
Are Roughly Handled by the
Ri:ters.

- CrEvELAND, Ohlo, July 23—The llotinl
which continued thronghout$ last night,
was renewed today, and there were sev-
eral serious outbreaks of violence, but no
clashes between the mobs and froops.
Carn were siarted running as usual this
morning on all but one or two lines. The
mobs were satir ea:ly, Boon atter 10
o'l'0k 1,000 or more persons gathered
on Barton street, on the south side, and
proceeded to obatruct the frack. When
® car came along, with two policemen on
board, it was attacked witha shower of
stoner. In spite of the policemen,
the non-union metormen and conductcr
were roughly handled. One of them,
named McDermott, had two ribs broken;
and the other was badly bruised. One
of the policemen fired at the mob, the
bullet striking & man named Wennick.
The mob assatlted the officers, both of
whom were struck with stones, and but
for the .intervention of a priest of the
Catholic cburch near at ll:-nd the offi-
cers might have been lynched. By this
time three cars had beem mixed up in
the melee, and & patrcl wagon load of
police arriving, the rioters dispersed and
the ocars weie taken back to the barns.

There was & serious disturbance on
the Broadway line at the cormer of
Petrie street, where 8 mob of three
thousand assembled in the forenoon and
obstructed the tzacke. Finelly a car
came along from the Wilson avenue
barns, having on board Sergeant Bur-
rows, and & private of militia, and De-
tective Kelsy. Thbe officer ordered the
mob $o disperse when the motorman at-
tempted to remove the obstruction from
the track, but the rioters showed fight.
Then Bergeant Burrows and the one
goldier, with fixed bayonets, faced the
mob and attempted to (lear the way.
There was & sharp fight for a few min-
utes, during which & perfect shower of
stones fell about the deiective and the
soldiers, smashing the car windowe. No
one was seriously hurt and after arrest-
ing two of the zioters and ylacing them
on the car, it was returned to the barns.
The police afterwards charged on the
mob, making several arreats. .

The military on guard st the Holden
Avenue barns, on the south side, were
lnn?,ed during the greater part of the
day by a jeering mob and fifteen arrests
were made there, with the assistance of

the police.

In the afternoon & mob of a thousand
conceived the idea of blocking the track
on Orange street, by placing a bi
boulder in the middle of the street an
building & fire around it. The plan
worked succeesfull, and cars were de-
layed; for nearly an hour, when the
police drove the mob away, put out the
fire and gave the ntreet railway a chance
to move the stone, Three men were
gent to the hospital with wounds made
by polioemen’s clubs at the end of this

riot. :

Ag a resulf of the shooting of the driver
of agrocery wagon in South Brooklyn
yesterday afiernoon by a nor-union con-
duetor, the mayor of that viliage today
issued on order to the marshal to arrestall
non-union conductors who carried con-
cealed weapons. Every car waa stopped
and every conductor found with a revol-
ver was arrested.

Of Interest to Women,

A housewive’s duty is to prevent waste,
and much can be saved by the proper
oare and use of cooked and uncooked

larder, the fizet and great consideration
is to keep it clean and well ventilated.
All larders should be sgheltered ifrom
‘the sun apd otherwise removed from the
heat—they must be perfectly dry, and,
if possible, have & current of dry, cool air
constantly passing through them. The
ghelves sheculd be well and !reqqontl;
acoured, and it is & good thing to was
the tiled walls, elabs and floor of the
larder occasioally with carbolic acid, in
the proportion of half a pint to a bucket
of cold waser. The ferquent washing of
the floor with cold water is recommended
in the summer, as it greatly fends to
cool the atmoephere.

With regard to the keeping of meat, of
course, the only difficully is when the
weather is hot or damp, and what is
oslled “muggy.” In summer the meat
should always be sent from the buicher
a8 early in the morning as possible, while
is in still coo), If the joint should after-
wards be found $o be slightly tainted in
parts, but otherwise quite good, the part
affected must be carefully cuf away, and
the remainder well washed with vinegar.
(This will often be the case with a sirloin
or beef, though is will only be necessary
perhaps to remove a piece of bonme or
grisile,) Never try to preserve joints by
rnbbing them over with malt, as is
recommended by so many people; the
galt only extracts the nuiritive juice. Of
course, it is undersiood that no joint
should ever ba placed for keeping on &
dish or plate, but must always be hung
up from a noosed string suspended from

& hook fastened across the ceiling; it is
better not to drive the hook into the
joint itaelf, When there are many blue-
bottles about there is often a great

eays: “This company, fully appreciating L

difficulty in preventing the meat from
from being fly-blown. One of the best
preventatives is to wrap the joint u
closely in a cloth kept moistened wi
malt vinegar.

‘Another excellent pregervative is s
weak golution of salicylic acid; this is
usefu] in cases where the meat has to be
bought in large quantities, 1f there ig .
the slightest doubt of the meat turning,
brash it over in every part with the solu-
tion, and when this bas been done mosf
thoroughly, was the joint first in lake-
warm then in cold water.

Placing meat directly on ice is not to
be recommended, as the water draws
out the juices sand imvarts an insipid
flavour the meat. Eng‘ morning,
when the housekeeper visits her kitchen,
she should give a thorough good look
round the larder, and s~e that the cook
has put the remains cf dishes from the
day before on ciean plates, not simply
put them back on the same dishes as
they leave the ta!la. All trimmings from ~
ham, tongue, pressed beef, etc., should
for the many fittle relishes -
they will make. Every scrap of meat
and bone left from roastsa and gzllll
should be kept for the etock pot, and any
gravy left over from a joint should be
poured into & jar.

The remaina of any boiled fish, unless
required for the servants’ supper, should
be carefully freed of all bones snd skin
before being put away on a plate; the :
fish will then keep beiter, and wlil be
ready for the warming up, in some
fan manner, the next dsy. If may
be here remarked that all fish should be
thoroughly washed under the cold fap
the momen$ it comes from the fish-
monger, while some people prefer fo keep
it in the scullery rather than to putit in
the larder by the side of other food. !

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BOLD BURGLAR

Blew Open a Hotel Safe and Held
a Hundred and Fifty Guests at
Bay With Revolvers.

Nxw Yorg, July 18—At Demarest,four
milss porth of Eoglewood, N.J., on the
Northern Railroad, -early yesterday
morning, masked- burglars blew open
and robbed the large safe in the Hotel
High View and held the 150 hotel pa-
trons at bay with drawn revolvers,

The hotel is situated on & high knoll,
and is a fashionable summer resort
Members of the Vanderbilt family and
other well known New Yorkers, when on
coaching frips, usually make the hotel
one of their stopping plates.

It was shortly after 2 o’clyck in the
morning when the botel patrons were
awakened by a terrific explosion which
shook the big hotel trom roof to founds-
tion. Many of the hotel patrons rushed
out into the corridors, while others ran
to the windows.

Beneath a big oak tres stood a masked
man watching the hotel. As quickly as
he would observe & person ata window
would come the command, “S8'and back!”
and the mext imstant a bullet wonld
whistle past the head of the persoun.

Mre. Elisabeth Hutchinson, of this
city, narrowly escaped being killed. The
bullet simed at ner 1)dged in the win-
dow casing. Edward Bertault, slso of
New York, who, with his family, oc-
cupied a suite of rooms on the second
floor, was driven from the window by &
shot aimed at him by the burglar.
Bertaul: dropped to .the flror as the
bullet whi past his head. His wife
and children, believing that he had been
killed, began to scream.

In the meantime the proprietor of the
botel, G, H. Kemp, rushed from his
room, juet across the hall from the office.
The hail was fillad with smoke, while
near the office door stood two masked
burglars holding above their heads
flaming torchee, The landlord, believ-
ing the hotel to be on fire, rushed from
the building and sounded the alarm.
The entire village was soon astir, and
it was only afier the. fire apparatus ar-
rived that the landlord diecovered that
instead of the hotel being on fire it had
been roboed of $600 in cask:.

The thieves by this time had made
their escape. They ware evidently famil-
iar with the premises, for they took the
precaution totie the doorof theroom which
the landlord bad occupied until Sunday
night, with part of & hammock which
they had cut dowa from beneath one of
the trees. On acsount of the large num-
ber of patrons the proprietor was com-
pe led to give up his room and hence in-
gtead of imprisoning the landlord, the
qurglars had imprisoned one of hie
patrone. .

The force of the explosion shatterea
all of the windows in the office and de-
molished the safe. The burglars, in
their excitement, dropped & diamond
ring, valuned at $250, which was after-
wards found in the debrie.

" STILL STRIKING.

Turbulent Soenes in Oleveland—
Cars Blown up by Nito-Glycerine
and Men -Clubbed Into Insensi-
bility.

CLEVELAND, July 24—The day has fail-
ed to bring any relief to the strike,which
is now regarded as merious. The state
board of srbitration hss practicaliy
abandoned its efforts fo comciliate the
sirikers and their former employers.
The resentment of the conductors and
motormen who quit work and the more
turbalent spirit of their sympathizars
are held in check tos degree by the
presence of the police and the militia,
members of which ride in the cars or
are held in readiness at the barns at
terminale. .
