The entrances are 
dangerous, owing to the outlying ledges, 
and vessels are frequently lost in attempt­
ing to gain the harbor. Petit Menant 
This is one of a number ot outlying is­
lands and ledges which dots the coasts 
and is considered dangerous for vessels 
which are striving to gain the inside 
thorough lares in stormy weather. Cran­
berry Islands: These islands lie off the en­
trance to Southwest Harbor, off Mount 
Desert, a harbor ol refuge, and one ol the 
many harbors run for by vessels in thick 
weather. Matinicua Seal Islands. This is 
a low, barren island, lying off Isle de Haut 
Bay, directly in the track of vessels seek­
ing shelter, and can be seen but a short 
distance in thick weather. It is proposed 
to place a house ot refuge on this is­
land, having the necessarv articles tor 
preserving lile placed jo it, as well assig 
uals by which shipwrecked crews can make 
known their presence, so that assistance 

be rendered from the main land. White 
Head : In the vicinity of this island it is 
proposed to place a station. The excat lo­
cation has not as yet been determined 
upon, owing to very stormy weather,which 
has precluded the possibility ot selecting 
the site. Cape Small Point ; It is proposed 
to establish a station at this point, it being 
reported a very dangerous point,many 
sels and lives having been lost in this 
vicinity. Wood Island : This island lies to 
the eastward of Cape Elizabeth, and is in 
the track of vessels making a harbor, and 
though no particular site has been select - 
ed, it is proposed to place a station in that 
vicinity. This completes the list ol sites 
selected for the coast of Maine. Capt. 
Faunce and L'eut Stodder have left 
lor Portsmouth, and will examine 
the New Hampshire coast for the purpose 
ol selecting suitable sites for stations. 
Amongst those thought ol are the Whale’s 
Back, at the entrance to Portsmouth har­
bor, the Isles ol Shoals, Wallace Sands 
and Rye Beach, upon which a vessel was 
lost but a few days since, and a portion of 
the crew perished.
