His Powers and His In­
fluence Reviewed.

EARL GREY

Has IConsiderable Political 
Experience.—A Satisfac­

tory Appointment. *

The office ol Governor General is of 
social importance only, says the Mont 
real correspondent of the Boston 
Transcript, cumbered with little 
responsibility and no political authority 
It has been well settled for many years 
back that the King’s representative in 
the Dominion shall follow the advise of 
his ministry as implicit? as the King 
himself is guided by the cabinet that 
holds a majority in the British House 
of Commons. Politically the governor 
is an animated official stamping 
machine, sent out by the Imperial 
government to validate whatever the 
Canadian Commons shall decide. Of 
course the office is not without reserve 
powers, analogous to the King’s pre­
rogative, which has not been employed 
for decades, but which might conceiv­
ably be of use in emergencies unforseen 
The governor general might be ordered 
by the king-in-council to vith-hold or 
refuse to assent to legislation, but. if 
the matter were one of any considerable 
moment, on which Canadians were 
united, that assent would have to be 
given, pretty soon, else disruption would 
come to pass. Meantime the appoint­
ment is felt to be so inconsequential 
that the good old Tory Gazette of 
Montreal treats it this morning in an 
editorial note of eignt lines, while the 
afternoon papers’deal with It in'a pure­
ly perfunctory way. This indifference 
fairly represents political emotion, and 
public emotion, yet it is quite true that 
Earl Cray’s name is received with 
general satisfaction by any who con­
sider the matter. It signifies that the 
usual order of things is to continue at 
Rideau Hall, as Government House 
in Ottawa is called.

A man of great family, pleasing to 
the Tory mind is to be there. He is a 

Brother to Lady Minto.
The Minto social regime has been 
suitable to the country and the capital, 
where society is mainly composed of 
people of what rich Americans would 
consider very small means. It was a 
quiet, modest, hospitable repime, as 
democratic as the circumstances would 
permit. Lord Minto, his wife and his 
beautiful children were anything but 
starchy; they made friends with a great 
variety of respectable people, |big and 
small; they went on long camping 
expeditions almost unattended by 
service and quite in the native manner. 
From what is . kuown of the Greys it 
appears that they are the same sort of 
-unostentatious aristocrats. It is of 
much importance to Ottawa and to all 
Canada that extravagance and the 
latest fashions therein shall not flaunt 
in Rideau Hall. The Canadian family 
purse conjoins with accepted canons of 
good taste in upholding Dorothea 
Brooke’s opinion that fine dress is the 
ambition of a huckster’s daughter. 
Probably Consuclo, Duchess of Marl­
borough, would heartily agree. But 
at the bottom of the Canadian objec­
tion against the Duke’s appointment to 
the governorship was the reasonable 
fear of an economical society that her 
New York friends would swarm to the 
Canadian capital, bringing with them 
the exasperating toilettes and the pro­
fuse ways of Gotham. With this work 
ed the anti American animus of that 
element of Canadian society which is 
largely derived from the loins of 
American Tories who emigrated to 
this country after the Revolutionary 
War—an element which often reminds 
one of Han’s - Anderson’s old 
that boasted superiority because 
had knotsJki their bodies. Not 
years ago I heard one of the most con­
spicuous of these amiable people refer 
to Americans in general as “rebels.” 
He had an historical conscience, and 
used his grandfather’s terms. It may 
not be , very difficult for imaginative 
Bostonians toe. sympathise with tfte 
sensejof such pre-Revolutionaiy reiics 
that they would be humiliated aid the 
Kinç appoint to the head of Canadian 
society a young gentleman distinguish­
ed for nothing except à great historic 
name ‘and ' a great American heiréss, 
“only three removes from the steam­
boat captain,” as the fagot says.

Earl Grey has had

Al­
together His career appears ro a<suve 
that he will not repeat an endiavor 
with which I.ocd Minto. who came out 
politically ii,exp< rienced4 is generatl) 
credited —that of trying to set Ins 
cabinet to some extent asde Y ou 
cannot get any minister to say so, w Id 
horses would not drag it out of then 
official mouths, but it became pretty 
obvious about the beginning of the 
S- ulh African war that Lord Minto 
imagined he had some sort of indepen 
dent authority in respect of the militi . 
He got his lesson then, and the com­
mand of the militia has since then been 
more than ever securely vested in the 
government of the Dominion. In a 
more delicate matter Lord .Mint.) ap­
pears to have successfully asserted a 
degree of prerogative. Minister.-, are 
sworn not to tell Such things, bul ome 
how tbev are revealed, possibly • the 
governor's talk to indiscreet friends. 
Lord Minto has caused the king to 
knight some Canadians hostile to the 
ministry, and lie has prevented the 
King knighting jome whom the min­
istry wished to fîave d stinguisheu in 
that way. This by virtu re of a theory 
that the crown is the sole fountain ot 
honor. Obviously the doctrine might 
be pursued to an extent that would 
cause serious trouble, by making the 
crown appear sympathetic with the 
Canadian opposition only It may be 
presumed that Lord Grey w.ill take 
care that this does "not occur, and irr 
deed his inheritance of one of the 
greatest Whig names as well as his 
own liberal, philanthropic and even 
Democratic record, lead to !he opinion 
that he will work in hearty agreement
with so good a Whig and liberal as 
Sir Wilfred Laurier-

The Earl. who succeeded his uncle 
in the title; is grandson to the famous 
Whig Premier who induced King 
William to consent that the House of 
Lords should be swamped by an ex 
tensive creation of new peers in case 
the then existing body should persist in 
opposition to the‘reform bill of 1842. 
That was in Grey’s old age. He was 
then, however, an aristocrat of aristo­
crats, and once declared that he would 
stand by his order were it really
attacked. Analogously, "the new 
governor general ïwill doubtless stand 
by the empire. He is hailed as an out- 
and-out imperialiet by the jingoes here, 
but his descent and training forbid the 
opinion that he will prove to be any­
thing but a sane one of Sir Wilfred 
Laurier’s kidneys.

Lord Minto with all his fine personal 
qualities, is essentially Tory. He nat­
urally suspects liberals. The Tory 
mind tends to favor centralization of 
authority, the liberal mind to repose 
in the people of every district all the 
power and freedom they can be in­
duced to assume. Though appointed 
by a Tory government, praised as an 
imperialist, even by the London Times 
and absurdly credited by the English 
press in general with- receiving an 
office that will enable him to direct 
Canadian affairs, It i& cheerfully as 
sumed by all Canadian Liberals, in­
cluding the Frendh that the Earl’s re­
gime will be marked by more than 
the recent degree of harmony with re­
sponsible advisers.

It appears that Lord Grey did not 
wish to take the place, which involves 
a sort of banishment that cannot be 
wholly agreeable to a great noble, of 
large estates, ample revenues, and not­
able civilization. Frequently the gov­
ernor has been a poor man, to whom 
Rideau Ha’.l was as good as or better 
than his custom state, and who saved 
money from his salary. It amounts to 
$48,666,66, 0^19,000 a year, and the 
public maintenance of Rideau Hall, 
his official home. This has cost 
Canada some millions mostly expend 
ed in alterations and aunual repairs 
of the ramshackle, comfortable old

K. It ts situated near ihe south
of the Ottawa River, a couple of 

miles from the parliament buildings 
Repairs cost usually about *3,000 a 
year. The governor is allowed a sec­
retary at $2,200, two aides at $3,000 
for both. The secretary’s office has 
four clerks and an orderly whose joint 
pay is about $7,000 a year.

Because of his opposition to trusts 
Bail Grey is not unlikely to have the 
experience rare for a Governor of be­
ing peculiarly acceptable to the me 
chank laboring and small-trading 
masses as one who has striven to less­
en intoxication in England he is ap­
proved by the tempetance people who 
are almost as strong in Canada as 
those who admire him on the ground 
that his^pecuilar promotion of public 
houses tends to Moderate drinking 
altogether the promise that he will be 
a very popular governor is fair is it 
sure to be made good if- he confines 
himself to his proper function of re- 
grgteriyg the decrees of his commons 
and Ms ministry, opening hospitals and 
fairs impressively making the usual 
tours wMt « checrftil visage entertain 
ink rovedqptely *t big official home 
add cautiously abstaining from trying 
to meddle with a dministration.

Of course much depends on the 
Cduntài.' The governor’s wife has

One rule of the British House of 
Commons not infrequently leads to 
ridiculous situations. One of the 
most rigidly enforced, and one over 
which new members are constantly 
tripping, is that no member must 
pass between the Speaker and the 
member addressing him. If it must 
be done, the unfortunate individual 
who desires to make his exit must 
double himself up end creep under 
the line of fire somewhat after the 
manner adopted by King Lewanika 
when attending service at St. 
Paul's. That dusky African poten­
tate, finding the sermon rather weari­
some, stole softly from the seat and 
crept on hands and knees out of the 
sacred edifice, thus compensating his 
lack of respect for the preacher by 
a commensurate reverence for the 
sanctuary. -

Steeling His Thunder.

Another grievance arises through
the arrival of Black Rod at Inop­
portune moments.

When he appears in 
sight the outer door of the House of 
Commons is closed, in order that, 
after duly knocking, his message may 
be delivered in proper form. Then 
the business in l end bas to be sus-
pended, wriiie Mr. Speaker departs to
the.Uppèr House to witness the cere­
mony which on his return he reports 
to the Commons. It is one of the 
minor signs of the times that these 
untimely visits of Black Rod are 
now keenly resented, and an arrange­
ment had to be made whereby his 
appearance was restricted to a more 
convenient hour.

Kicking Out a BUL
There has been frequent trouble be­

tween the Houses about their respec­
tive privileges. Edmund Burke was 
once kept for three hours waiting at 
the door of the House of Lords with 
a bill. , The Commons felt the In­
dignity so sharp]»' that the next bill 
sent down by their Lordships for 
consideration was forthwith rejected 
nemine contradicente. Mr. Speaker
tossed it contemptuously on the floor 
and honorable members then kicked 
it down the straight and shot it out 
between the doorposts. In these
more democratic days, there are not 
a few who would most willingly ap­
ply the same expulsive force to the 
hereditary House itself.

Hear, Hear.
Cheering In the House is also un­

der strict rule, but there are oc­
casions such as the fall of a Govern­
ment, when no bonds can restrain 
the pent-up feeling. This, however, 
le exceptional. Members may not
dap their hands or tramp the floor, 
or wave their hats except to catch 
the Speaker’s eye. Neither can they 
relieve themselves by shouting:
“Bravo!" “Hurrah!" or "Go it!” 
They may cry, "Hear, Hear,”—us­
ually "Yah, Yah,"-«-as often as they 
feel inclined, although uninterrupted 
reiteration becomes obstruction and 
disorder. “Oh, oh," and "No, no,” 
are permissible. If members are very 
Impatient they may call outr
“ 'Vide, ‘vide," or if they think th# 
orator on his legs is wasting time 
by platitudinizing they may loudly 
say, " 'Greed, 'greed." Pitched bat­
tle# sometimes occur between'* Stub­
born speaker and angry members.

OLD ENGLISH LAWS.

Kitchener Range■•toe Curious Owe» That No One Iv«r 
Heeds—The Price cf Beer—For­

bidding liignmy.
The Briton ii considered to be the 

most law-abiding citizen in the 
world. And yet they all break the 
law—unconsciously, of course—nearly 
every day of their lives.

To begin with the church, the 
bishops of the Church • of England 
wear a short apron, which, strictly 
speaking, is not an apron at all. 
but a short cassock without collar 
or sleeves. It should be worn by all 
ranks of the clergy from the bishop 
to the deacon, and a hundred years 
ago this was so. The law has never 
been repealed, although it is practic­
ally obsolete except, as already stat­
ed, as regards the bishops.

Then we have the laws for the due 
observance of Sunday, which still re­
main in the statute books. Charles 
I. and his Parliament were respon­
sible for an act which forbids any 
Carrie to travel on business that 
day, -he penalty being twenty Shil­
lings.

It is a moot point—which we do 
not believe has been tested—whether
this law would not suffice to stop 
the railway companies' Sunday traf­
fic. They are carriers in every sense 
of the word, and had they been in 
existence prior to 1627 would al­
most certainly have been mentioned 
in the act.

Of course, if a test case were 
brought before the courts, the only 
result would be that a bill would be 
hurriedly drafted by the Railwav 
Companies’ Association in order to 
repeal the out-of-date law at the 
earliest possible moment.

There was another curious act 
passed In "1 Caroll I.,” as the stat­
ute book calls it, by which it was 
declared Illegal to play any games on 
a Sunday. The penalty—still enfore- 
able—is 3s. 4d. for each offence; the 
alternative is to spend three hours in 
the stocks.

A still more remarkable law re­
mains unrepealed, dating from the 
time of “1 Jacobi I.”—i.e., the first 
year of the reign of James I., which 
was 1603. By this it is illegal to 
charge more than one penny a quart 
for the best ale or beer, and one 
halfpenny a quart for small beer, or 
light table beer, as we call tt. The 
penalty for each offence was twenty 
shillings.

In “1 Jacobi I." It was also for­
bidden for any man or woman to 
marry until their former wife os 
husband should be dead. This is 
merely their quaint way of forbid­
ding bigamy. Of course. It will al­
ways be a serious thing—in mors 
senses than one—for a man to have 
two wives, but it was much more 
serious in “1 Jacobi I.,*' for the 
penalty was death for each offence.

Official receivers frequently express 
SB indignant opinion that a bank­
rupt during his examination has 
committed perjury. But scolding is 
of no use in such cases, and vague 
threats as to the public prosecutor 
are frequently little better.

What the receiver should do is to 
invoke the aid of our old friend "1 
Jacobi I," and order the offender to 
be nailed by one ear to the pillory 
for two hours for each offence,' the 
ear to be cot- off when the man is 
released. The only difficulty would be
the* -many bankrupts would not
have ears enough.

! The 1 sumptuary laws have never 
been properly withdrawn.

Splendid Sport to be Had 

at This Season

THE FLIES TO USE

Not Inferior Save in Size 
to Salmon—Fishing 
on Saguenay River

The New York Sunday Sun has 
the following letter from Quebec.

This is the season for sea trout 
fishing in the Gulf of St Lawrence, 
the Baie des Chaleurs aud the low­
er portions of the rivers flowing in­
to them. The fish are reported to 
be just as plentiful this year as the 
salmon have been scarce.

When first lifted from the sea, 
the backs of the sea trout are of 
bluish green, just the color of the 
wave, ami the under part of the 
fish sparkles like molten silver. At 
this time of the year the whole 
Gulf of St Lawrence abounds with 
this fish, the individual specimens 
running from one to seven pounds 
in weight.

They proceed up the rivers, ap­
parently to spawn, as far as the 
head of the t\de in each, though it 
was formerly supposed that they 
never ascended into the purely
fresh water. At all events they
are most freely caught either in 
the. salt or brackish water.

A very short sojourn in fresh 
water produces striking changes 
both in their form and coloration. 
They lose flesh and hence appear 
•longer in shape, and are very bril­
liantly colored, with tri-colored 
fins of black, white and scarlet, 
and numerous bright spofs over the 
body.

In addition to ascending the 
livers to spawn, there is no doubt 
that the sea trout run into them 
after the smelt upon which they 
feed, and when these latter return 
to the sea, late in the year, the sea 
trout again follow them.

In the lower part of the Gulf of 
St Lawrence the sea trout fishing 
begins much earlier than it does 
farther west' Thus in the bays 
and harbors of Prince Edward Is­
land it is good in June.

In these bays and along the 
coasts of the island they are taken 
with a scarlet fly, from a boat un­
der easy sail, with a mackerel 
breeze and often with a heavy 
ground swell. The fly skips from 
wave to wave at the end of thirty'
yards of line, and there should be 
at least seventy yards more on the 
reel. x

It is splendid sport, as a strong 
fish will sometimes make a long 
run and give a good chase down 
the wind. In fact, it is not too
much to say that the seat rout are 
the most valuable of the salmon- 
idae after the Atlantic salmon it­
self, and neither m beauty of form 
and color, nor in excellence of flavoi 
nor yet in sporting qualifications 
do they fall behind even it, al­
though they are far inferior in 
weight and size.

Sometimes, too, a very large run 
of these beautiful fish is met. A- 
mong other catches on record is 
one of sixteen trout, weighing over 
80. pounds, caught in one morning 
at St Peter’s Bay, twenty-eight
miles from Charlottetown, Prince 
Edward Island. The same gentle-
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man, with a friend, killed 300 of
these fish in a sing'e tide.

Sometimes this fish is 
quite out of sight of land by troll­
ing a fly from a sail boat much in 
tne same way as in mackerel or 
bluefish angling. For this sport 
it is necessary to use a reel con­
taining not less than a hundred 
yards of line, as the largest fish are 
taken by this method and offer a 
very violent resistance before being

gaff.brought to net or
The trout frequently -throw3 its- 

self out of the sea to secure the 
the rapidly skipping fly, 
its beautiful bright sides flash­
ing jiko silver in tjie moonlight 
When struck it runsewith sufficient 
velocity to bring the angler’s heart 
into his mouth, and a hundred 
yards of line proves little enough 
at times to hold it.

In salt water fishing there is no 
need to be particular about a 
choice of lure for sea trout. A fly 
is by no means necessary. And 
bright artifical bait will do, and any
particular resemblance to known 
living creatures is apparently su­
perfluous.

Keeping well outside the bar, 
the angler should trail this bait at
the end of twenty yards of line 
and even more if the fish are shy. 
The spinning and glistening bait is 
apparently, to the trout, gifted with 
the power of escape. The trout is 
piqued, snaps and reflects not un­
til the hooks are in it. Then the 
angler must be prepared for a rush 
beside which that of a pollock or 
the same size is a mere crawl.

Keeping in view the fact that 
these frantic efforts are the resujt 
of fright, the cautious anglef 
knows how to let his fish run out
to a certain point, when suddenly 
raising the point of his rod: lie 
brings pressure to bear and winds 
up. Out goes the line again, and 
the same compliments are ex­
changed, the number of the runs 
depending upon the animal’s skill 
and still more on the >ize and con­
dition of the prisoner.

The depth at which the spinner 
should work depends largely on 
the weather and the general state 
of the atmosphere and water. A 
fresh breeze, as divers love re­
marked, will create a disturbance
among the marine life below even
when the water remains perfectly
calm. Myriads of tiny creatures 
are set- in motion and these are 
main objects of the trout’s pursuit.

On calm evenings the sand eels 
come to the top, where also the 
trout are to be found feeding. A 
littie variation in the number of 
sinkers used, aided by a little judg­
ment and observation on the part 
of the angler, will generally de­
termine the exact position of the 
first, which are at no time very 
hard to find, least of all when hun­
gry.

At this season of the year some 
of the best sea trout fishing is to 
be had off the mouth of the Bas* 
capeb in tfae Baie des Chaleurs,
and in the lower stretches of tidal 
water in the Moeie, the Trinity 
and the Saguenay Rivers. In 
many of the salmon rivers, not­
withstanding the gamey character 
of the sea trout, its rising at the 
salmon fisher’s flies calls down up 
on it many male dictions, because 
of the disturbance which it creates 
in the pool in which it may be 
found, spoiling the salmon fishing 
for some time te come.

On no other trout watér’ in the 
world perhaps, is there the same

The
uenay sea- trout, like the Saguenay 
salmon, have almost a world wide 
reputation.

The Saguenay salmon must run 
into one of the tributaries of the 
great dark river, before they will 
rise to the fly. The sea trout on 
the other hand, are successfully 
fished for in the Saguenay itself 
and the sport certainly offers an 
unusual experience.

Preeipitoons cliffs, ranging from 
,1200 to 2200 feet in height, line 
the river on either side, and in 
many instance actually overhang 
the water." If the ! chànhel df tile 
river were to be dried up it would 
be seen that some pf these cliffs
run down » for below the present
level of the Saguenay ae they rise 
above. There are many places 
where the water is over 1000 fëet 
deep, and this çltiSe to the cliffs.

In almost any other water of 
one-tenth this depth it would be 
absolutely useless to fish with the 
fly. In the early sprixig and late 
in the fall the fish would be found I

only in shallow water, and if they
sought deep water at all it would 

killed ! only be for the purpose of seeking 
the b ittom of it in the lie at <-f 

miner.
But in the Saguenay even the 

surface of the water is cold enough 
to satisfy the longing of any fish, 
even in the hottest weather, and in' 
all the bays of the river there is 
excellent fishing. Except when 
agitated by storms the water of the 
Saguenay is very placid. It is 
also very brackish and subject to 
the action of the tides.

The gloom of the surroundings 
is awe-inspiring. The only signs 
of life are afforded by the occasion­
al leap of a salmon, the bobliug 
up of a seal’s head, or a school of 
white porpoises roiling their huge 
bodies along the waters, ever and 
anon spouting a snower of liquid 
diamonds into the air.

In the still waters of the Sag­
uenay artificial bites are unnecess­
ary . In the eddies of the tidal 
water curling around the" various
points of rock, the sea trout rise
readily to the fly throughout the 
season. In the latter part of June 
and early in July they may be 
caught in the St Lawrence just off 
the mouth of the river. A little 
later they are tu be found in Tad- 
ousac Bay, and as the season ad­
vances should be followed higher 
uy the stream from bay to bay.

One of the most successful flies 
for these* fish is the red ibis. An­
other is the Montreal. One that 
is less known but equally efficac­
ious in the Alexandra, called aftdr
the Queen of England, who is as 
successful an angler as her hus­
band is unsuccessful.

The Alexandra fly is intended
as a vague imitation .of à minnow
and was originally recommended 
to be cast aud played minnow 
fashion, just below the surface of 
the Water. English fisherm m 
fonnd it to be so taking that its usj 
was forbidden upon some streams. 
The favorite method of.fishing with 
this fly is to allow the line to run 
with the current and then draw it 
hick up stream, by short, sudden 
jerks that open and close the hack­
les. giving glimpses of the bright 
silvery body.

All the leading salmon flies are
also excellent lures for sea trout
but new ones should not be used 
for the trout bite so savagely that 
they destroy artifical flies very 
much more than salmon do

When' not rising to the fly the 
sea trout may generally be taken a 
little below the surface of the wat­
er, with the launce or sand eel, 
which exists in large numbers in 
the Saguenay and at low tide may 
be dug out of the sand at the 
mouth of the river, and wherever
there are bays higher up the s’ream 
where a portion of beach is reveal­
ed by the running down of the tide

THE VALUE OF
AGRICULTURAL FAIRS.

The New Aducational Feat­
ures.—A Substitute for 

the Fair.

Ottawa, Sept. 8th, 1904 —It is a self 
evident proposition that agricultural 
which receive gnr.ts of public money 
should give the public something of 
value therefore It is n t the province 
of governments in these days to assist i 
in providing arau.-ement for the people 
A gond many agricultural societies are 
making an earn es; effort to improve 
their fairs by the introduction of 
educationaj’featurcs and their example 
is being followed l>y the large exhibi­
tions which do ii"t*ordinarily receive 
legislative grants There are still some 
fairs, controlled largely by the business 
men of the towns, which seem to be 
held for the purnose of attracting 
visitors who will prove good customers 
but the number is fortunately hecom 
ing few It is now generally recog­
nised that shows exist primarily for 
the purpose of improving agriculture 
conditions.

Teaching Market Requirements. 
The up to-date fair secure* the servic­
es of expert judges who explain the 
reasons for their decisions inthe ring 
and give addresses on the best types of 
horses, cattle sheep and swipe. In 
this way the judging may be mide an 
educational feature instead of merely 
an allotment of premuins by men who 
are often incompetent ' or biased in 
their judgment. The'awarding of prizes 
at a fair.is a comparatively unimport­
ant matter 'as compared with other 
considerations. What is’ really desir­
able is that fairs should be the means 
of d sseminating information arid of 
fixing correct ideals in the minds of 
those who are producing food-stuffs 
and on whom the prosperity of Canada 
depends. Desirable and undesirable 
types of fowls may be shown with 
lectures on the fattening of chickens 
for the British and domestic markets 
. nd exhibitions of killing plucking 
and packing for export.

This fact cannot be too 
soon brought home to the farmers of 
Canada, and one of the best ways of 
doing so would be to have on view 
at the fairs representative exhibits the 
great work being done by members 
of the Canadian Seed Grower’s Assoc­
iation.
