What are a few hundred, more 
or less, when a war is in progress in 
which about 15,000,0000 men are en- 
gaged, and we shall be receiving from 
a single strategical field casualty lists 
running into the tens of thousands?

Will They Come Out?
Everyone Is asking the question, 

"Will the German fleet come out?" I 
have slated more than once my belief 
that it will eventually—that is, when 
it has done its best by torpedo tactics 
to reduce our superiority.

... More than this, the public mind must 
be prepared to receive with befitting 
$ fortitude the heavy casualties and 

severe loss of material which must al­
most inevitably result when our ships 
do come in contact with the German 
high sea fleet.

Collision Certain.
H C Bywater, who for many years 

has lived in Germany and made a study 
of the German fleet, is of the same 
opinion. It is his view that such a 
collision is certain.

"In the first place," he writes, "we 
must refer back to the guiding princi­
ples of the German naval defence, 
which were expounded with such as- 
tonishing candor in the preamble to 
the navy act of 1900.

"Sentiment in Austria-Hungary, re­
ported by men who have been in 
touch with the people, is said to 
favor action which would provoke the 
long-predicted race struggle of Euro­
pean powers. Everybody is said to 
hope that the threatened storm will 
burst, not because national feeling is 
bellicose, but because people are sick 
of the periodic crisis. . . . Even 
the Exchange shares this view"
And again:

"The differences between Austria 
and Servia are the first symptoms of 
a gigantic struggle, which is bound 
to make Itself felt throughout Europe 
between Slavs and Teutons, or as the 
Austrians would prefer to put it, be­
tween the revolutionary and the con­
servative elements in eastern Eu­
rope."
However the rest of Dr. Dillon’s 

article may excuse Austria, this part of 
it is certainly damning to Austria and 
her big ally. The Austrian people are 
represented as eager for a general war. 
a queer attitude for a state on the de­
fensive. Germany, of course, backed 
this Austrian attitude.

Many think that a duck should be 
cooked like a chicken—that it should be 
set into a hot oven and be baked at top 
heat. But this is a mistake. This treat­
ment will make a young duck tough.

"A duck is very oily, and this oil 
must be gently rendered from the oil 
cells and allowed to percolate through 
the lean meat. If the bird is put into 
a very hot oven the oil is rendered too 
quickly and runs off into the pan so that 
the lean meat losses what might be 
called the necessary larding process to 
make it tender."

Judging a Ham.
This man’s way of judging a ham is 

one that every housewife should know.
"When I see a ham or a shoulder that 

is flat in appearance,” he says, “I dis­
card it. In selecting I choose one that 
is chunky in appearance. Then I know 
that it will not be all fat inside, but 
will have plenty of good lean meat on it.

"My second rule is to buy only hams 
having thin skins. Thick-skinned hams 
and bacon come from old animals and 
these have lost the prime flavor which 
we may more safely expect from young­
er animals. A plump or chunky ham, 
with a thin rind or skin is pretty sure 
to make the best eating."

Here is the rule for selecting poultry 
and ham, given by a dealer who buys 
and sells large quantities of dressed 
fowl and who buys not merely for signs 
of age, but for general “good eating” 
qualities, writes Laura Leonard in the 
Brooklyn Daily Eagle.

"I always look at the breast first 
thing.” said this dealer. “It should be 
well rounded. Then I turn the bird 
over and look at the back. Along either 
side of the backbone there should be a 
little ridge of fat. Look at a few chick­
ens and you will see what I mean. If 
those ridges of fat are lacking you can 
take it for granted that the fowl or 
chicken will not cook tender or eat 
well, because the animal is not well 
nourished. If the ridges are there the 
bird is a safe one to buy, even if it is 
not so young. It will make good eat­
ing.

A very strong 
current of electricity was being main­
tained in these wires, and as a result 
the first ranks of the Germans were 
electrocuted.

“Unchecked, the assailants followed 
in masses, but they were blinded by 
the glare of powerful searchlights. 
They hesitated and started to retire. 
At that moment a heavy fire of rifles 
and artillery was concentrated on the 
mass of Gerinan troops, and they were 
cut to pieces. The mass of bodies 
formed a mound, in some places many 
feet high.

"To drown out the groans of the 
wounded the German bugles sounded 
martial airs, and the troops still alive 
cheered.

“Near one fort two columns of Ger­
mans. blinded by the glare of Belgian 
searchlights, attacked each other. This 
incident was seen from the fort. 
When one side seemed to have the 
better of the struggle our artillery fired 
into both sides alike, thus making the 
struggle more even."

We are beginning to realize what 
war is, but not fully so. as the end is 
not yet,” said the preacher. "What 
a libel on Christendom that it should 

possible in this day for Christian 
nations to be at war. The carnage 
cannot be calculated. Before this 
time next Sunday, in all probability, 
more than 100,000 stalwart men will 
be lying dead on the battlefield of 
Belgium. It is enough to make us 
lie awake at night and think of the 
awfulness of this human butchery.

A Battle for Freedom.
It is not a battle for territory, 

conquest or power but for dreedom, 
democracy and righteousness. The 
flag flying over our troops and fleet 
is flying for righteousness sake.

"The outcome of this fearful war is 
assured. Anyone who has faith in 
God can be certain of it. The cause 
of righteousness must be victorious, 
though it may be at fearful sacrifice.

"We are witnessing the passing of 
the world's last war lord, who has 
brought on this strife. This man 
must go down to defeat.

A Greater Call.

Services of intercession for the speedy 
termination of the war, for the triumph 
of right, for the protection of the men 
who have volunteered from London and 
the other Canadian and British soldiers 
for the help of .the wounded and for 
the comforting and solacing of all the 
sorrows and agonies of war, will be 
held daily in St. Paul's cathedral, com- 
mencing this afternoon at five o'clock. 
Rev. Dr. L. N. Tucker, the rector, will 
be in charge of the services.

“War in itself is a relic of barbar- 
ism.” said Dr. Tucker, preaching in the 
cathedral yesterday morning. "Its 
fundamental principle is that might is 
right. ‘War,’ said Sheridan, ‘is hell.’ 
This particular war Is a crime against 
civilization, a crime against Christian- 
Ity and against humanity. It will leave 
thousands of widows and orphans, and 
will inflict sorrow upon thousands of 
homes. While all nations concerned 
in it, may be in a measure responsible, 
the chief blame must rest on the Ger- 
man Emperor. Before the bar of his­
tory and, before the bar of God’s 
judgment, he must bear, the blame. 
England has entered it clear 

and- reluctant, forced into it by obliga­
tions of honor and duty. Canadians are 
bound to help the motherland, and we 
are bound to help with our prayers, 
and to give towards the relieving of 
the needs of the wives and children 
left at home by the men who have 
gone to the front, and the alleviation 
of the sorrows and sufferings that will 
be endured. It is the tax that war im­
poses upon the nations.”

Special prayers were made during the 
service, special hymns were sung and 
special collects read for the protection 
of soldiers and sailors by land and sea. 
The service closed with the singing of 
the national anthem.

C. H. Colby, 829 Colborne street, chief 
operator at the hydro-electric sub-sta­
tion, Horton street, was seriously 
shocked yesterday afternoon, when he 
touched with his head a high tension 
wire carrying 13,200 volts of electricity. 
Mr. Colby was thrown to the floor, 
where he lay unconscious for half an 
hour or more, while his fellow-workers 
called in turn half a dozen physicians, 
all of whom happened to be absent from 
their offices or homes, except the last 
called. Dr. W. J. Tillmann. Recovering 
consciousness, Mr. Colby was taken to 
his home, suffering from a severe burn 
or wound on his head, where he came 
in contact with the high voltage wire, 
and a number of bruises on his arms 
and other parts of his body, caused by 
the force with which he was thrown by 
the heavy current to the cement floor 
of the building. Dr. Tillmann stated last 
night that, while Mr. Colby would re­
cover, he would be confined to his home 
probably for weeks.

Mr. Colby was working on a switch 
in what is known as the "high tension 
room," and was underneath the high 
voltage wire, one of the main feeders 
in the city. Engrossed in his attention 
to the switch, he forgot for a moment 
his nearness to danger, and accidentally 
brushed his head against the wire, the 
current leaping through his body, form­
ing a grounded connection with the ce-

The body was finally located by Chief 

Aitken in about eight feet of water, 
and near the middle of the stream" 
It was brought to the surface and taken 
to the right bank, where it was taken 
charge of by P. C. Thomas Bolton, un­
til the arrival of Coroner Dr. A. Mac­
Laren.

Later the remains were removed to 
the undertaking rooms of Wesley Har­
rison.
