“Why should I sit down and invent
observations?” he exclaimed.

The only witnesses I had
Eskimos, certainly, but in
all polar expeditions observations
have been made by one man. I re-
gard the Eskimo as much more intel-
ligent in finding positions than the
white man in the Arctic. These peo-
ple as a rule are not absolutely ignor-
ant. They know that the earth
round. They have a name for thae
pole, which they call the ‘Big Nail.
They appreciate the work of explor-
ers when participating therein.

“I think Rasmussen has obtained
some information regarding my expe-
ditions from the Eskimos,
learned it from the two with me. Ras-
mussen was there much later and his
information will be published shortly
possibly tomorrow.

“Concerning the ice around the pole,
so far as I could see, it was slightly
more active there than at one or twn
degrees south. It drifted somewhat
more to the south and east. Its gen-
eral character is not very different
from that at other places. We stayed
around the pole for two days making
many observations.

Royalty Dines Cook.

Dr. Frederick A. Cook stepped from
the steamer Hans Egede in Copen-
hagen sharbor on the arm of the
crown prince of Denmark at 10 o’clock
this morning, unshorn, and looking
like a sailor before the mast. He
sat down to dinner at 8 o’elock this
evening in the town hall, the guest
of a brilliant company of the capital's
most distinguished men and women,
arrayed in evening dress, provided by
the king’s tailor.

The hours Dbetween these
were the busiest of his life. Polar
exploration never afforded anything
half so crowded with variety and ex-
citement. They were hours of speech-
making and handshaking and bowing
to clamoring crowds and then, after
addressing the people who almost tore
him to pieces In their eagerness to see
the discoverer of the pole. Dr. Cook
was the recipient of formal welcomes
at the hotel where he is the govern-
ment’'s guest.

The “glant orchid” is the chieftain
of the orchid tribe. Tt attains propor-
tions which make all other orchidg ap-
pear as miniatures in comparison.

A gigantic specimen may be seen In
Ceylon which is credited with being
the largest in the world. It under-
went a growth of forty years before
it first flowered. It bears about sev-
enty stemg or pseudo-bulbs, which
vary from six to ten feet in length,
each carrying over a hundred ribbon-
like leaves, which are from twenty to
thirty Inches long. The enormous
flower stalks are from five and a half
to eight feet long, each bearing about
a hundred flowers. The plant remains
in flower for about two months, and as
many as 3,000 flowers may be counted
on it at once. The flowers, which ars
scented, measure indlvidually five and
a half to six Inches across, their color
being yellow ground, with large pur-
plish or chocolate blotches.—Strand

AMONGST SAVAGES

Miss Manslield's Thrilling, Lone
Tramp Through Trackless
Alrica.

L.ondon, Sept. 5. — After travel-

ling 16,728 miles in 218 Jdays, during
which she journeyed without a com-
panion, and absolutely unprotected
through the heart of savage Africa
from the Cape to Cairo, Miss Char-
lotte Mansfield, the poet and novelist.
reached her home in London agaip
safely on Saturday last. Hers is a feat
that no white man accomplished be-
fore her.

Miss Mansfield sought no help be-
yond that of the blacks to take her
through parts, where a white woman
had never before been seen, even
where white men had not yet trod.
She walked alone among savages, who
gathered around her in hordes —
alarmed and curious—but, as a reward
to her remarkable courage, only cur-
ious.
