Goods not enumerated in the Tariff are nominally subject to duty at

20 per cent, ad valorem, but in dealing with them it is necessary to enquire
whether they are simple substances or compounds, and, in the latter case,

to apply the provisions of Sections 6, 7 or 8, of the Customs Act, 1883. These
lie commonly known as the " similitude clauses " of the Act,

Special care should also be taken to detect misdescription in such cases,

which is very frequently practised, to the great detriment of the Revenue.
