Does Not Believe Planetary Com-
munication Possibte. &

Mars Much Older Than Earth and
Probably Fnrther Advanced—
Many Theories are Delusions.

= (
Although it may be a shock tor thése
who are fond of a sensation, I do not
believe that it will “ever be possible to
establish interplanetary commuuica-
tion. .
Let us first speak of the earth and the
planet Mars, The distance between
these two planets is too great to per-
mit of communication; they are never
less than 42,000,000 miles apart.. I
think it probable that™Mars is inhabit-
ed. It isa planet which resembles ours
in a great many 'ways. It has its con-
tinents, its seas, 1ts clouds, its snow,
its seasons. It takes longer than the
earth to revolvé around the sun. The
year of Mars numbers 680 days, but it
revolves round its axis in 23 kours, 37
minutes and 23 seconds. The days are,
therefore, a little Jonger than ours,
During part of the year the cold is
much more intense than on our planet,
and the snow at the poles extends it-
selT much further. This climateric
difference has probably produced a more

[hardy race.

These ohservations are well known to
scientists A great many phuicgiaphs
have been taken of different parts of
the planet; some very good ones were
shown at the Paris exhibition. But
between observing a planet and enter-
ing into communication with its in-
habitants there exists an abyss which
cannot be crossed.

All who interest themselves im as-
tronomy ‘have read about the canals
which seem to put the seas of Mars in
communication with each other. Some
astronomers have goue so far as to sug-
gest that the geometrical lines of these
canals can be accounted for only by the
theory that they have been constructed
by hwinan beings. But this is pure
speculation.

"The human eye perceives distinctly
anything within its visual ray in less
than the tenth of a second. The im-
pressions can therefure be considered
as instantanéous; and not subject to
lﬁﬂbspheric disturbances. Not so in
photography of planets and stars.

Here at the observatory we take g.eat
numbers of photographs, but atmos-
' Lpberic conditions do not permit us to

times a year, The light sent out by
the plan~t is so reduced that the least
disturbance of the atmosphere changes
the aspect of the photograph, and un-
der these conditiions no two of them
are alike. How is it, therefofe, pos
sible to be sure of what wé think we
see on the surtace of these planets?

It is otherwise for the sun. The
floods of light sent out by our day star
almost pentralizes the influence of at-
mospheric disturbance on the sensitive
plate.

Some ustronomers have recently de-
clared that they have detected geome-
trical " figures of large dimensions
formed by shining points on the surface
of Mars. They have suggested that
these might \be siguals by which the
astronomers of Mars wished to enter
jnto communication with the inbabi-
tants of the earth, which is their most
brilliant. But I think that optical
illusion plays a great part in these as-
tronomical ohservations. :

We have mnow first-class instruments,
which maguify 8co times. These dimen-
sions are detrimental to the distincti.
ness of the pictures, because the' field
of action for atmuspheric distyrbances
is correspoudingly greater, 5

Hence
some astronomers assume that the in-
habitants of  Mats are more civilized
than —the inhabitants of the earth.
This, hewever, is mere conjecture.

Iam glad to say that astronomers
have a “great deal of interesting work
to do apart from attempting the im-
possible. = We belong to  that class
where all racial difference disappears.
We form a cosmopolitan society, so to
speak, where French, English, Ger-
mans, Italians, and, last but vot least
Americans in harmony together.

As far as communication with the
other planets js concerned, it is alto-
gether out of question. Neither their
distances nor ‘their ‘sizes permit us to
take such a subject into serious ‘con-
sideration.

I take this opportunity to express
my high opinion of American astrono-
mers, I cannot praise too highly their
solid work, the minuteness of their in-
vestigations, their praiseworthy energy.
and their tireless perseverence. —Maur-
ice Loewy in S F. Examjner.
