Universal Church might, at the same time, by the
prayers of the entire Church, be furthered . in. the
sight of the Almighty; and although the. celebra
tion of the same Conncil remained suspended through
the calamities of the time, we nevertheless declared
and made kuown for the good of the faithfnl people
that the indulgence to follow it in the form of a
jubilco promuigated on that occasion continued,
as it still remains, in full force, firmness and vigor.

Nevertheleys, the course of these sorrowful times
still continuing, Lehold the commencement of the
seventy-fifth year after the cighteenth century of the
Christian era—that is to say the year which makes
that cacred space of time which the holy customs of
our elders,and the ordinations of the Pontiffs, our
predecessors, consecrated to tha celebration of the
Universal Jubilee. With what respect and religious
fecling the year of Jubilee was observed when the
tranquil times of the Church permitted them to
celebrate it with every solemnity, both ancient and
modern historical monuments testify ; for it wasal-
ways looked upon as the year of salutary explana-

redemption and of grace, of the remission of sins,
and of the éndulgence for which they assembled
from all parts of the world in this onr alma city, and
all the faithful, aroused to worlks of piety, offered for
the health of souls, most abundant means of recon-
ciliation and of grace. '

Whata pious and holy solemnity was seen in this
our centnry, when, the Jubilee of the year 1825 hav-
ing been intimated by our predecessor of bleased
memory, Leo XI1., this benefit was received by the
Christian people with so much fervor that the said
Pontiff could rejoice in having seen during the whale
course of the year, s never ending copcourse of pil-
grims in this city, and through which was marvel.
lously manifested the splendor of religion, piety,
fuith, love, and all the virtues.

O that this were also our coudition to day, and
that the condition of sacred aud-civil things wers
such as to permit us to celebrate happily according
to the ancient rites and customs with whick our
elders used to observe the solemnity of the great
Jubilee, which; occurring ag it did, in the year 1850
of this century, it was.aecessary to omit on account
of the mournful circumatances of the times! But
these grave causes, which, at that time prevented us
from intimating the Jubilee, so far from having
ceased, have instead—@od e¢ permitting it—increas-'
ed daily. Nevertheless, obgerving the many evils
which afflict the Church, the many efforta of our
enemies directed to tear the faith of Christ from
souls, to corrupt bor sound doctrines, and to propa-
gate the poison ofiniquity; 80 many scandals which
present themselves everywhere to true believers;.
the depravity of manners, 80 widely spread; and the
infamous emancipation from Divine and human
duties, soamply diffused and 8o fruitful of ruin, and'
‘which tends to deatroy all sense of rectitude in the
souls 6f men, and conwidering that in such a flood of
evils ;- still more should we endeavor in accordance
with our Apostolic dwsy, that faith, religion, and
piety should be fortified and awakeped ; that the
spirit of prayer should be fomented and increased ;
that the fallen should be aroused- to pemitence of
heart, ‘and to the meading of their waye, that the
sing that merit the wrath of God should be redeemed
by good works, all frults to the obtaining of which
it was principally directed—we thought that it was
not our duty to permit that on this occasion the
Christian people should be deprived of ihis salutary
benefit, observing the form which is permitted by
the condition of the times, in order that thus com-
forted in the spirit, thet they may walk in the way
of righteousness with greater alacrity, and purged
from sins more easily, may more tichly merit the
Divine propitiation and pardon. ‘

Let, then, the Universal Church Militant of Christ
receive our utterances, with which we intimate, pro-
nounce, and promulgate the great and universal
Jubilee during the entire of the cominrg year 1875,
and for reason of which we suspending, and declar-
ing suspended at our good will and pleasure the in-

Lextex Pastorar of tux ArcEaisuor o West-
MINSTER :—On the first Sunday in  Lent the usual
Lenten Pastoral Ictter was read to the fuithful of
the Archdiocese of Westminsterin all the Catholic
churches and chapels of the metropolis. In anticl-
pation of the Papal Jubilee, which will be formally
proclaimed next week, the Archbighop urges all his
* dear children in Christ” to make a good spiritual
use of the scason of Lent by approaching the tri-
bunal of penance, and secking to gain the indulg-
ence of the Church by sorrow, self-denial, selfex-
amination, and self-chastisement. He then proceeds
to the aubject of education of the poor, and solicits
the most zealous support of several congregations
for the establishment and maintenance of orphanges
adding that “any one whe, being alove want him-
self, shall fail to give his help to the salvation of
perishing children will be forced hereafter to give a
reckoning fochis sin of omission at the last great
day.” The Archbishop adds that within the last
oight years the heads of the Catholic Church have un-
durtnken the formation and mmintenance of uo less
than ten large certified diocesan schools, in which
some 2,000 Catholic children are being educat-
ed, outof whom about 160 are chargeable on the
Diocesan Education Fund. He further appeals to
the © fuithful” for the support of chaplainy for the
district schools in which poor children are being
reared. After showing that the collection last
year in behalf of the orphanges of the Archdiocese
brought very nearly £600, Dr. Manning concluded
by anunouncing the dispensation granted by the Holy
See for Lent, 1875,

As the indulgence of the great Jubilee is granted
only oace in every twenty-five years, all Catholics
arc exborted to do all in their power to obtain so
great a beuncfit for their souls.

The conditions for gaining the indulgence
of 'the Jubiles for the faithful inthis diocese
are :

I. To visit, four times in theday for fiftecn dnys,
the church of their mission or parish for the purpose
of praying earnestly to God forthe prosperity of
and exaltation of the Chureh nnd of the Holy
See, for the extirpation of hercsies and the con-
vertion of all who are in ertor, for tho peace
and union of all Christinn people, and accord-
ing to the intention of his Holiness the Sovercign
Pontiff.

The fifteen days may be either consecutive days or
days with iatervals between them, for example
fifteen Sundays; and they may be natural days,
reckoned from morning till night, or ccclusiascial
days, that 18, {rom the cveniog of onc day till the
evening of the next,

Persons living in the convents of nuns may

malke the required visits to the chapsl of their con-
vent, :
The prayers to be offered at the above named
visits must be offered, by all who are able, cxplicitly
for the intentions' above expressed ; for those who,
from want of memory or from other natural causes,
are unable so to do, it will be enough to pray for the
intentions of the Holy Father.

II. To confees their sins with sincere re-
pentance, and worthily to receive the Holy Com-
munion, .

Persons who are prevented by any real impedi-
ment from making the required visits to the churches
aud children whe have notmede their first Com-
munion, may, instead of the said visits and Holy
Communion, perform other worke of piety, charity,
aud religion, to be preacribed by theiv confessors,

If no historical facts in connection with
the lives and labors of the Apostles save those
which can be proved from the Bible, cant be con-
sidered certain, what certitude can there be a-s to
the genuineness of many of the writings contamed
in the New Teatament, and reputed to be canon-
ical? “For instance : How can Protestants prove
 from the Bible,” that the Essay called the Epistle
to the Ilsbrews was written by St. Paul, or by any
one of the Apostles? or that the so-called sccon-d
Epistle of §t. Peter is genuine, and not as many entt-
nent Protestants—Neander to wit—contend that
it is, spurious, a forgery, the work of some unknown,
impostor ?

Or again, to apply an argument which we find

that we find nothing I the Bible to confirm the
teadition that after the imprisonment of St. Paul
at Rome, mentioned in Acts 28, he was released,
and preached the Gospel in Spain, and the remote
Western parts of the Roman Emplre ; so also there
is littla in the Bible about the labors of St. Peter
or the other Apostles. -

The source whence we derive our historiex!
knowledge of the labors of the Apostles is, in so
far as the Bible is concerned, the troatise of St.
Luke known as the Acts, and the occasional let-
ters of St. Faul, to his converts at diffcrent places,

The latter part of the Acts is devoted almost ex-
clusively to the labors of St. Paul; and yet it

makes no mention whatever of some of the most
important events that happencd to St. Paul prior

to his first imprisonment, 4.D.62. For instan’ce’

in Cor. 2ad thought to have been written
about 4.0, 60, c. xi,v. 23,24, St. Paul men-

tions that ho had been scourged by the Jews five

timee ; that he had been thrice beaten with rods—

a Roman punishment; that ¢krice he had suffered
shipwreck ; that a night and a day he had been in
in the deep—en fo butho pepoiyka. We turn to the

Acts of the Apostles for confirmation of these

thiogs, and we find it not. We read, indeed of
one shipwreck—Acts 26 ; of one Leating with rods

—Acts xvi.; but not a word about the five times

forty stripes save one from the Jews; of two out

of the three beatings with rods ; of two out of the

three shipwrecks ; of the day and the night spent
in the depths of the sea. Shall we thence con-

slude that these things never occurred—because

the fellow-traveller of St. Paul nowhere alludes to
them ? hecause in the Bible we can find no certain

trace of them ? of where, and when, and under

what circumstances these things occurred? Cer-

tainly not.

The conclusion we draw is this—That many of
thic most important ovents connected with the

preaching and planting of the Gospel by the Apos-

tles are not recorded in the Bible; and that the

gilence of the book is no proof cither for, or against,

the truth of any statements concerning the doings

of the Apostles, and other facts of Listory handed

down to us by the authors of books not included

in what is called the Canon df Scripture.

It -is indeed a most remarkable fact, and one

which the cnemies of Christinnity have often avail-

ed themselves of, that, but for the lizht that scen-

‘lar history or tradition throws upon the subject, the

acts or doings of the Apgstles are, in the words of
the Protestant Church historian, Giescler, “in-

vlved in greal obscurity,” 163 vol., p. 80. If we are to

believe nothing of the Apostles but what can be

proved ' from the Bible,” they were & lot of useless

do-nothings ; so unfit for the task assigned them,

that, within a very short time of their Lord's as-

cension, another man, Paul, had to be called in to

do their neglected work ; though Paul was utterly

d :ficient in those speeial qualifications, upon which

By the mercy of God and the favor of the Holy
Apostolic Sce, Archbishop of Quebec.

To the Clergy Secular and Regulsr, 1o the Religions
Comnumities, and to all the Faithfud of ¢ne Arch.
diocese of @Quebee, Greeting and Fenediction in Our
Lord. '

By an Encyclical Letter, dated the 24th Decem-
ber 1874, Our Holy Futher tle Pope grantsa plen-
ary indulgence, in the form of a jubilee, which
every onc may gain once during the year 1875.
This indulgence is applicable to the dead,

We shall notinsist, Our Dearly Beloved Brethren,
on the motives which bave induced the Sovereign
Pontiff to grant this jubilce ; they are made known
in his Letter, the promulgation of which we ordain
in all the Communities, Parishes and Missions of
this diocese. Suffice it to say that the evils which
afflict the Church, at present, and those by which
she is threatened, impose upon us the duty to pray
to God more fervently than ever, that, in His mercy,
He may shorten these days of tribulation, and re-
store to thg Church that pence which she needs to
fulfil her divine mission.

Undoubtedly,0.D. B B, God does not require
our prayers to uphold the Church, against which
He has declared that the gatcs of hell shall never
prevail. Portm infert non pravalebunt adversus eam
(Matt. X VI, 18). !

But with this signal trinmph, which sooner or
later must take place, God in His infinite mercy,
vouchsafes to associate us by the prayers and good
works we shall ofter up for that intention.

By the calamities of which we are either the
witnesses or the victims, He wants to compel us to
acknowledge His supreme Dominion, to prosirate
ourselves before His throne, to bewail our sins, and
marifest the filial confidence which should fill our
hearts.

But sinee the iniquities which, like a torrent,

overflow this cartly, huve caused all the evils be-

ber children, the great, the gifted, the peerless
Vicar General McDonnell, one of the mighty
“cedars of Lebanon,” as the reverend gentlemaun
expressed it, who, the morning of the funeral ob-
sequies, so eloquently spoke his panegyric.

Forsome time DrMcDonnell had been an invalid
and consequently withdrew entirely from public
life; the last six months being passed in the
House of the devoted Ladies of the Hotel Dicu, to
which establishment he had been a munificent
benefactor. Here, fortified with the last Sacra-
ments and surrounded by the holy Sisters who
lavished upen him every care that gratitude and
loving kindaness could suggest, he calmly resigned
his great soul into the hands of its Creator, on
Friday, 26th ult, in the seventy-sixth year of his
age, and fifty-third of his priesthood.

After Lis Ordination, for years he was employed
in missionary dutics. His labors must have been
immense, as then priests were few,and Upper
Canada little better than a wilderness.

Many a night his wearied limbs pressed the cold
floor of some rude chapel,a log for his pillow, with
no sweeter voice than the wolf’s howl to lull him
to repose.

Later, in Kingston, he devoted himself to the
cause of education, carrying to a successful issue
the noble work of his revered uncle, the Hon, and
Right Bev, Alex, McDonnell; completing and cs-
tablishing the stately College of Regiopolis.

One of the pioncers, he saw the rise and pro-
gress of the Chureh in Western Canada, cvery dio-
cese of which owes him to-day a debt of gratitude
that time cannot repay.

As fricnd, as counsellor, as Grand Vicar, he was
honored with the confidence and esteem of the
four saintly prelates whom, for well nigh fifty
years, he served so wisely and so well; while the
clergy regarded him with a veneration amounting
almost to awe.

Of him with truth may it be said: ¢ Behold the
grent pricst, who in his days pleased God and was
found just.” Yes, if zeal for the honor of God and
Holy Chburch; if vast learning, if talent of the
highest order, if boundless charity, if a spotless
lifc be a claim to the title, then was he indeed
great.

The Carlists claim o vory great victory, and,
though their accounts are beyond a doubt enormous-
ly exaggerated, it is impossible to doubt that their
opponents have received a serious check. Should
attempts at a Convenio also fail, as the Carlists de-
clare to be certain, we must cxpect that the war
will be prolonged some time longer. In the mean-
iime the young King returus to Madrid, and leaves
to .his Generals the tnsk of continuing the cam-
psgn. .

S . ITALY.

“I'he Minister of Justice has sent a letter to the
Public Prosecutor at the Roman Court of Appeal,
stating, with special reference to Rome, the manner
in which the Government proposea to deal with
those ecclosiastics who may violate the law Ly} the
1anguage of their sermons or otherwise. Tho Min-
ister ohserves that the fidelity of the Government to
the principle of respecting the _Ilberty of the Church
renders it all the more deturminod wot to tolerate
any abuss or violation of the law., ‘

The Epeca of Florence lately published some cor-
respondence purporting to have passed between
Mazzini and the Prussian Government at the end of
1867. The Berlin papers duclared the letters apo-
cryphal, but the Roman correspondent of tho Co.
logne. Gazclte i8 inclined to regnrq them as nutheytlc.
If they are to be believed Mazzini wrote to Prince

‘ Bigmarck warning him of an allianoe between
France and Italy in consideralion of some couces-
" sion by tho former relativo to Rome and with a
" yiew to s war against Prussia. Te offered, if far-
pished with 1,000,000 lire and 2,000 muskets, to
bauffe Hﬁ: scheme by cffecting a revolution in Ttaly,
Count Usedom, the Prussian Ambassador at Flor-
¢nce, replied by requiring proof of the alleged alli-
ance of which he feared the existonce, He snid it
was hoped peace would not bo disturbed, though
French assurances of goadwill inspired little confi-
dence, and added that Generels Claldini and Duran-
do bad stated they had seen despatches preliminary
to a Treaty with France in which Italy pledged it-
self not to seize on Rome. Mazzini rejoined by
* stating that, according to trustworthy information,
Italy had verbally bouod itself to assist France,
though he could offer no proof of it; and that as
neither the Ltalian Government nor Ifrance con-
templated the abolition of the Temporal Power, the
italians could only effect this by a revolution. He
urged that a National Government in Italy iu alli-
ange with Prussin would be the best safeguard
against Bonapartism—a standing menace to Europe.
The Epoce promises to publish further letters.—

‘THE DIVORCE COURT.
(Tetter of his Grace the Archbishop of
"~ Quebec)
Archbishopric of Quebec,
_ February 25th, 1875,

Tothe Editor of the True Witness, . o

Sz.~1I see, in the pnblic prints, that there -is a
questoin in the Canadian Parlinment of establishing
a Court or Courts of divorce. e
- 1.bolieve that I should fail in animperaive duty,
did I omit to recall tc the Catholics of my diocese
the teaching of the Catholic Church on this matter
which interests in the highest degree the faith, the
morals, the happiness of individuals, of families, and
of the whole ofsociety. . All thisis admirably sum-
med up in the XII decree of our fourth Provincial
Couuncil of Quebec, held in 1868, at which assisted
also the Bishops of the Provinces of Toronto and
Saint Boaiface, then forming part of the Province of
Quebec. This .decreo lays down the fundamental
principles of the Catholic dogma on tho indissolu-
bility of marriage, cxpressly condemns the estab-
lishment of Divorce Courts, vxposes in afew words
the fatal consequences of divorce, clearly shows the
dutiea of legislators on this occasion, and those of all
persons who may be called upon to co-operate in
these law suits,rcjected by faith and morals, it con-
cludes by reminding persons divorced, that a sacond
marziage, both parties living, would bebut a crimin-
al edultery. Lot us now hear this Catholic teach-
ing: .

DECREE XII
(Translation.)

#The ficst father of the human mce declared the
bond of marriage to be perpetual and indissoluble,
when, by divine inspiration, he said: This now s
bone of my bone, and flesh of my flesh ; wherefore @ man
shall leave futher and mother, and shall cleave to his wife :
and they shall be two in one flesh, (Genesis if. 23.)
(Council of Trent, Session XXIV.) Therefore, we
should have an sbsolute horror of this docttine of
divorce properly so called, thatis of the divorce
which dissolves the marriage tie, a doctrine by vir-
tue of which men presumptuously want (o pit asund-
er what God hath joined together. In effect, this doc-
trine, condemned by the Church, entirely disregards
(saya Pius IX.) the dignity, the sanctity and the
mystery of the sacrament of marriage; ignores and
destroys the institution and the nature thereef ;
despiscs the power of the Church over this sacra-
meant; favors errors, already condemned as heresies ;
openly contradicts the doctrine of the Catholic
Church by regarding marrisge as a mere civil con-
tract; by pormitting divorce properly s¢«:alled;and by
bringing all watrimonial casesbefors civil tribunals
to bojudged: No Catholic citheris, or can be,
ignorant that marriage is truly and properlyione of
the soven sacraments of the Evangelical Law, in-
atituted by Our Lord Josus Christ, and that, :conse-
quent’y therc can be no marriage between the faithful,
without there belng asacrament, and that, by virtue
of tho same doctrine, all union, apart from the sacra-
ment, even that formed by virtee of a civil law be-
tween & man and s woman belonging to the: Chris-
tian religion, is nothing else but a sBhameful con-
cubinage, highly criminal,and frequently condemn-
ad by the Church; hence, it also follows that the
sacrament can never be separated from the conjugal
compact, and that to the church it belongsto deter-
miae all _that, in any way whatsoever, concerns
marriage.”  (Allocution ¢f Pius 1X, 27th September,
1852,

4 Let all then (add tLe Fathers of the Counctl) re-
member that among the crrors condemned in the
Syllabus, following the Encylical, Quanta cura, (8th
Decembor, 1864,) the following proposition is found:
The bond of marringe is not indissoluble by the naturel
law, and the civil law may, in cerlain cases, permil a di-
voree properly so-called."

“The Fathers of this Provincial Council have
therefore learned with much grief, or rather with
horror, that cortain legislatorsof this country had
Iately proposed to establish a Court of Diverce, with
power to pronounce divorce on nccount of adultery.
Such alaw (from which God deliver us!) would not
only overthrow an institution of the All-powerful
aud All-wise God,and, usurp the rights of the Church
ot Christ, butno one either is, or can be ignorant
how meny evils flow from diverce,and render it ex-
cessively hurtful to civil socisty. In effect, the hope
of divorce causes marriages to be imprudently con-
tracted; it tends to encourage discord, and,, what is
still more revolting, adultery itself; the bond of
charity, which reigned in families, is replaced by an
irreconcilable hatred ; fortunes are exposed;to ruin ;
the whole of society is scandalized. Finally what
fate awaits the most unbappy children of parents
"t who have lLeen divorced1” - - :

4 Wo whom God has appointed sentinels in this
part of His Church, we. desive that. cur diocesans
should always bearin mind thatno one can,in safety

It. was
admirable too, to see the church crowded in the
evenings, but what surpassed anything tobe scen
outside the true church of Christ was to gee that
same gathering of noble youths before the altar at
balf-past five o'clock in the morning, and that in the
most severe season of the year.

The preacher’s heart was with these boys. He
sought not to terrify them by the terrible last truths,
he endeavoured to bring them to God by Iove rather
than by fear. Helaid open to them the treasures
of the loving heart of Jesus the eternal, undying
love of God towards them, and his anxious desire to
forgive them and to save them. He showed them
this love manifested in the Blessed Sacrament, a God
coming out before them 1apping ot the door of their
hearts, asking for admission. He showed that all
who possessed the spirit of Jesus were also animated
with that same desire of saving their souls, especial-
1y the saints of God, and above all others the Queen
of all saints. Hesaid: pray, pray and pray; if you
will be saved, Hence he taught them how to pray
and exhorted them to make & good. practical use of
the rosary. He explained to them the mysteries of
the Tosary, and there found an inexbaustible source
of instruction, presented with so much simplicity,
plainness and attraction, He urged upon them
very much the devotion to the Most Blessed Sacra-
ment exposed on Sunday from Grand Mass until
evening ; during which time thesé young men kept
up the perpotusl adoration furnishing neariy: 100
men for eack hour, All received holy communion
at the 8 o'clock mass on Sundey morning. At this
mass the congregation at large was allowed fo as-
sist, and fathers aud mothers and sisters enjoyed the
most edifying sight that a christian eye canjwitness,
Six or Seven hundred voung men with the deepest
feeling of reverence and awe received the pledge of
eternal life, The.order kept going to aud coming
from the Holy Table was most admirable; they
moved, stood or knelt at the least sign of the good
father, During the evening exercise they were en-
“rolled i the Confraternity of the Scapular, and had
their rosary beads blessed. Here slaothe total ab-
stinence pledge was administered and about 160
joined, . _ . '

Duriog the retreat several young men were ex.
pressing the desire of making up something for the
preacher, but an opportnnity was given them on
Sunday evening by the Reverend parish priest. Of
all the collections taken up in St. Ann’s church, this
was, we believe, the most sbundant and most freely
given, Ttreached the sum of $312,00; and with
$115,00 received from the same boys individually,
during the retreat it amounted to $427,00. The
congregation on Sunday added $243,50, which made
up $670,50 from St. Aun’s Church. Father Cromble-
holme ig stnt eut from England by his bishop to
collect funds to restore his churck, school and pres-
bytery ruined by an orange riot, but as he does not
know how to ask, he follows hi3 own inclipation,
and does good to all, and then all ask to give. He
thinksof God, and God thinks of bim. When a
priest has been sent to a poor Irish congregation, has
loved them with the heart of a father, has worked
hard for them for years, has succeeded in erecting a
church, schools and presbytery for them, it is then
very trying to see a mob of Orangemen come, at
given gignals, and pillage 111 houses of hia.poor
strugpling people, rain charch, schools and presby
tery, and spare the pastor's life only, because they
could not find him in the cellar where he was con-
cealed with the Blessed Sacrament pressed to his
heart, ready to receive the martyr's crown. This
was Father Crombleholme'’s cage. Any others but
Catholics would have been proteoted by the author-
ities, but Catholics aro leftto God alene.

Tae Cogrartrick.—The Board of Trade enquiry into
the causes of the loss of the Cospatrick was opened
on Wednesday at the Greenwich .

Among the facts elicited were the following: That
the Cospatrick had on board, as itews of cargo, one
ton of pitch, 1,732 gallons of linseed oil, 168 gallons
of colza oil, 95 gallons of turpentine, 178 gallons of
varnish, and wpwards of 4,800 gallons of gpirit. If
the Cospatrick bad been sent on her voyage with the
object of coneuming her passengers she could hardly
have been freighted with more efficient cargo for
that singularly exceptionmal purpose. It has been
argued that a man of war is freighted with inflam-
'mables ag deadly as those carried by the Cospatrick ;
bot a man of war has duties to accomplish quite
distinct from these of an emigrant ship; moreover,
its crew is very differently trained, and -ita dicipline
is marked and severe. The loss of 470 emigrants,
through the inflammable nature of a cargo, is a fact
which betrays inefficiency as much as it proves in-
humanity.~— Tablet,

CoxsuupTION AS AFFEOTED 8Y Resipenos.—Dr Bow-
pitch of Massachusetts, in & report to the Legisla-
ture of that State, diacusses the relation of consump-
tive diseases to the matter of residence. The first
poiot he urges isthat the cellar should be always
