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Mr. S aker reported, That when the House did attend His Excellency the
Governor General this day in the Senate Chamber, His Excellency was pleased to
make a Speech to both Houses of Parliament, of which Mr. Speaker said he had, to
prevent mistakes, obtained a copy, which he read to the House, as followeth:-

Honourable Gentlemen of the Senate:

Gentlemen of the House of Commons:

In meeting you at the commencement of another Session of Parliament, it affords
me pleasure to congratulate you on the continued progress which the history of the
past year unfolds with regard to Canada.

The increase in trade, as illustrated by the exports and imports during the
period for which the Official 1Returns have been prepared, has been most gratifying,
and that increase bas continued dowr to the present time, with promise that the
volume of trade during the current year will exceed that of any year in the history
of the Dominion.

The revenues of the Country have likewise provided for all the services for
which Parliament bas made appropriation, and the operation of the Government
railways bas been less burdensome, as regards the ditference between income and
expenditure than bas been the case for a long term of years previously.

In Manitoba and the North-west Territories the increase in iipmigration bas
been decidedly encouraging, both as regards the number of persons who have come
from other Countries and as regards the number of Homestead entries made by
settlers of all nationalities.

Measures have been taken to carry into effect the agreements arrived at with
the United States on the subjects of the boundary of Alaska, the boundary line in
Passamaquoddy Bay, and the prevention of destructive methods of fishing and the
preservation and increase of fish life. With regard to reciprocity in wrecking and
towing, a correspondence bas taken place which indicates that privileges are
demanded for United States vessels in Canadian Canals, which were not anticipated,
but it is not impossible that a satisfactory conclusion of the discussion may yet be
reached.

During the recess a friendly conference took place between delegates from my
Government and from the Government of Newfoundland on the questions which were
pending between the two Countries. It is hoped and expected that the interchange
of views which then took place will be productive of beneficial results and lead to
an amicable adjustment of those questions.

The Statutes of 1887 relative to a Department of Trade and Commerce and
to the Office of Solicitor General having been brought into force, the appointments
were made which were contemplated by these Acts.

It is to be regretted that the Government of the United States were unable to
accept the suggestions made by my Govornment on the subject of Canal tolls, and
that the President should have thought it necessary to impose exceptional tolis on
Canadians using the Sault Sainte Marie Canal, which bas so long been free to the
people of both Countries. My Government, while ready to consider in a friendly
spirit any proposals which may be made by the Government of the United States,
bave caused efforts to be made to hasten the comnletion of the Canadian Canal
works, which will soon afford to the commerce of the Dominion a highway within
our own Country.

Measures will be laid before you for the improvement of the Franchise Act, for
the amendment of the laws relating to the Civil Service, and the superannuation of
Civil Servants, for regulating the admission of evidence in causes and matters under
the control of the Parliament of Canada, for extending the system of voting by
ballot to the North-west Territories, and for simplifying the laws relating to lands
and land transfers in the Territories.

Election of a Member for the House of Commons for the Electoral District of Vau-
dreuil, holden on the twenty-second and twenty-ninth days of February, 1892.

The appeal of the above named Hugh X.fcMillan from the judgments of the
Honourable Mr. Justice Pagnuelo and the Honourable Mr. Justice Doherty, sitting
for the trial of the Election Petition, in the above matter, rendered on the twenty-
sixth day of October in the year of our Lord One thousand eight hundred and ninety-
two, to wit, from the judgment dismissing the appellant's motion that the trial
should not be proceeded with, from the judgment rendered on the objections of the
defendant at the enquête, and fron the judgment rendered on the merits of the
said petition, having come on to be heard before this Court this day, in the presence
of counsel as weil for the appellaî't as for the respondent, whereupon and upon hear-
ing what was alleged by counsel aforesaid, and upon reading the papers and pro-
ceedings filed and the said judgments appealed from, the said last mentioned judg-
ment being as follows, to wit:-

(Translation.)

" We the undersigned, Judges of the Superior Court sitting in and for the Dis-
trict of Montreal, to try the Election Petition in this matter and adjudicate thereon,
after having heard petitioner and respondent at the time and place appoiated for
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the trial, heard the evidence, examined respondent's admissions, petitioner's declara-
tion to the effect that he waives the claim for the seat in favour of the candidate,
Henry Stanislas Harwood, and the record of the case and deliberated:

"Considering that from the evidence in this case and the admissions of respon-
dent, it appears that corrupt practices were committed by the agents of respondent,
without his knowledge and unknown to him, sufficient to void the election;

" Considering that petitioner furnished no proof that corrupt practices were
committed by respondent himself, or by his agents with his knowledge ;

"l Hereby declare that that part of the conclusions of the said petition whercby
petitioner asks that respondent be disqualified, is not well founded, and the same is
hereby dismissed and rejected;

" That that part of the conclusions of the said petition whereby itis asked that
the said election be declared null and void, should be and the same is hereby granted,
and we do declare the said election null and void, the whole with costs against the
said respondent.

This Court did order, adjudge and determine that the said appeal to this Court
should be and the same was dismissed with costs to be paid by the said appellant to
the said respondent, the said judgment and decision of the Judges who sat for the
trial of the above named Election Petition being thereby confirmed.

And this Court did further order and adjudge that the costs of the said respon-
dent are to be paid to the said respondent out of the sum of Three hundred
dollars deposited by the said appellant as security for the costs of such appeal, and
that the balance of the said sum of Three hundred dollars with accrued interest
(if any) be paid to the said appellant.

And it was further ordered and adjudged that the Registrar of this Court do
transmit to the Prothonotary of the Superior Court for the District of Montreal the
original record in this matter.

those who suffer from its injustice.

" That no sufficient reason has been adduced or exists requiring investigation
"respecting the foregoing facts which are notorious, nor justifying delay in the
"passage of remedial legislation which is imperative.

" That in the opinion of this House, the Tariff ought to be at once amended in
"respect of the matters berein indicated, and also, by the substantial reduction of
"Customs duties in fiavour of the United Kingdom, in whose markets all Canadian
"products are admittted duty free, and of those nations which under treaty obli-
"gations with Great Britain would be entitled to the same advantages; graduated,

however, so as not uinecessaiily to piejudice the business of the country, nor to
"do wrong to those who have imported and paid duties in accordance with its
"provisions.

" And this House declares its readiness to make a like reduction in favour of
"such other portions of the Empire, or with such other foreign countries, especially
"the United States of America, as are willing to reciprocate in matters of trade with
"Canada on fair and equitable terms," inserted instead thereof;

Mr. Ouimet moved, seconded by Mr. Haqgart, and the Question being put, That
the Clerk of the House, or other proper officer, have lcave to attend in the High
Court of Justice, Ontario, in and for the County of Carleton, in the case of the Queen
vs. Nicholas Knight Connolly and Thomas iMfcGreevy, with the Roll, of the House of
Commons for the years 1878 Lo the year 1887, both inclusive, and that he be per-
mitted to give such evidence as may be necessary in the interests of justice, but that
he do not allow the said Rolls to go out of his possession :-It was resolved in the
Affirmative.

"of Two hundred years ago, are perhaps facing difficulties of a similar character to
" those which their ancestors had to face in 1688-that the men of 1893 are threatened
"with a rule which is antagonistic to freedom there, to the liberty which they have
"always enjoyed as citizens of the British Empire. What is proposed is not only to
" shake off their allegianice to Great Britain-the bonds of love that bind them to the
"Empire-but to put them, forsooth, under an alien and hostile Government. We
"have their (the Home Rulers') publie declarations of what they would do if they
"obtained power, that they would never cease agitating until the last link that bound
"Ireland to the British Empire is severed. That is their object to-day. They are
"trying to take the loyal men with them; but our friends over their say they will
"never submit. Britain may cast them out; but, if she does so, she has no right to
"say wbat may be their future allegiance. Our friends in that land are preparing,
"and have asserted their unalterable determination never to submit to that Home
"I Rule which Mr. Gladstone and his Government have laid out lfor them. (Applause.)
"I1 am sure that in their efforts they shall have the sympatby of the Orangemen of
"Canada-more than sympathy: they shall have oui active aid, if that active aid be
"necessary. We should not be worthy descendants of the heroes of Two bundred
"years ago-we would not be worthy of our ancestors of old, if we failed in our duty
"in that respect. I believe we are not unworthy descendants of the men who, driven
"from Dublin, stood at bay at Enniskillen and at Derry. In the history of the world
"there are nosuch records of heroic bravery, and I believe their descendants are not
"unworthy sons ot such noble sires;

" And whereas on the floor of Parliament the said . Clarke TVallace has ad-
"mitted the acecuraey of said report;

"Now therefore this Bouse declares it to be the duty of ail 11er Majesty's sub-
"jects loyally to submit to the law, that the constitution contains within itself the
" means whereby ail grievances may be redressed by constitutional methods, thatno
" changes in the law should be sought to be brought about by resort to armed resist-
" ance, civil war or other physical force, and that any attempt to depose Her Majesty
"in respect of any portion of Her Empire is unwarrantable and treasonable, and
"should receive the uncompromising resistance of ail loyal citizens;

" That the action of ihe said N. Clarke Wallace in expressing sympathy with,
and holding out the hope of active aid to those who ihreaten to levy war in Ireland
against Her Majesty, is deserving of the severest censure at the bands of this Bouse,
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and if allowed to pass unnoticed would expose Canada to the sianderous imputation
of being disloyal to Her Majesty, the very reverse of which is the fact;

" And further, it is the duty of this louse promptlyto repudiate said utterances
of said N. Clarke Wallace, lest bis political connection with Parliament and the
Government might lead the public to the erroneous conclusion that his views so
expressed were shared in by this body, a conclusion which would give additional
influence to such utterances, and the more endanger peace, order and good govern-
ment throughout fer Majesty's Dominions," inserted instead thereof;

Mr. Carpenter moved, seconded by Mr. Corby, and the Question being proposed,
That the House do now adjourn;

And a Debate arising thereupon:-The said Motion was, with leave of the
flouse, withdrawn.

The Committee recommend that, as there will be no further meeting of the
Committee this session, the Chairman be empowered to order the printing or other-
wise of any Returns that may be brought down from either House, and generally to
act in nll other matters that come properly within the cognizance of this Com-
mittee.

Mr. Foster moved, seconded by Mr. Haggart, That this House will, To-morrow,
resolve itself into a Committee to consider a certain proposed Resolution respecting
the Royal Military College.

Mr. Foster, a Member of the Queen's Privy Council, thon acquainted the House,
That His Excellency the Governor General, having been informed of the subject
matter of this Motion, recommends it to the consideration of the House.

Mr. Sproule, from the Seledt Standing Committee on Agriculture and Coloniza-
tion, presented to the flouse the Second Report of the said Committee, which was
read, as followeth:-

The investigations of your Committee have been made under three heads, viz.:-
Agriculture, Quarantines and Immigration.

On the first named, Agriculture and its subdivisions, your Committee have had
before them and examined the several officers of the Experimental Farm, at Ottawa,
and the information obtained from each is hereunto appended, as forming part of
your Committee's report.

The officers examined werc Mr. William Saunders, the Director; Mr. James W.
Robertson, Dairy Commissioner and Agriculturist ; Mr. James Fletcher, Entomolo-
gist and Botanist; Mr. F. T. Shutt, Chemist; Mr. John Craig, Horticulturist; and
Mr. A. G. Gilbert, Poultry Manager. A letter was also read and put in evidence
from Dr. William Alexander, of Aberdeen, Scotland, on the importance of improving
the quality of the store cattle sent from Canada to Scotland.

The information furnished by Mr. Saunders shows the progress that bas been
made by the Experimental Farms in Canada, and contains tacts of much practical
interest for fariners, as well in relation to what bas alroady been done as in the experi-
ments now going on. The extent to which the hybridization or cross-cultivation of
the several grains is being conducted is stated by Mr. Saunders to be the most unique
in the world, and it gives promise of obtaining results which will be of great import-
ance to the whole country.

The work done by Mr. Robertson, the Dairy Commissioner, in his branch of the
Erperimental Farm, cannot be overestimated in its importance to the agriculturists
of the country. It bas already made itself manifest by marked improvement in the
quality and increased exports of dairy products, while the interest which is every-
where being manifested by farmers, gives promise of still more important results.

The information furnished by Mr. Fletcher, the Entomologist and Botanist, is of
much interest and contains practical suggestions of value in relation to the utiliza-
tion of the grasses for fodder and pasture, and the methods by which farmers may

* ets.
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protect themselves from the injurious effects of fungous growths and destructive
insects.

The information contained in the evidence of Mr. Shutt, the Chemist, cannotbe
too carefully studied by the farmers of Canada, especially with regard to the utiliza-
tion of available fertilizers.

The information furnished by Mr. Craig, the Horticulturist, contains practical
directions for gardeners relative to the necessary operations to be carried on and
the several spraying mixtures for protection, accompanied by reports of actual
resuilts obtained at the Central Farm.

Mr. Gilbert, the Poultry Manager of the Farm, showed in his evidence the very
great value of the poultry interest of the Dominion. He reports on the several
kinds of fowls, and points out those most profitable, both for eggs and marketing,
and gives the conditions necessary for successful results.

On the Cattle Quarantines, your Committee have had before them Mr. Lowe, the
Deputy Minister of Agriculture, and Professor McEachran, of Montreal, the chief
inspector of stock in Canada. The action taken by the Department and the Govern-
ment in the D,minion, as well as by the ligh Commissioner and the Canadian
Ministers in England, at the end of October and beginning of November last, is
fully set for-th in tho evidence hereunto appended.

Three animals in Scotland, in October last, alleged to bave come from Canada
by the steamers "3Monkseaton" and "IHuronia" were diagnosed by the Veterinary
Officers of the Imperial Board of Agriculture to be affected with pleuro-pncumonia,
and the law officers of the Crown thereupon advised the Board that there was no other
course open than to place Canada on the Schedule of Countries from which importa-
tions of animals must be slaughtered on arrivai.

Your Committee are satisfied from a consideration of the facts laid before them,
in evidence, that there is not, nor ever has been, any pleuro-preumonia among
Canadian hberds; and they are, therefore, of opinion that there must have been error
in the diagnosis by the Imperial veterinarv officers if there were none as respects
the identity of the three animals in which it was alleged to have been found.

Your Committee are satisfied that the Government have made every possible
representation in the circumstances, to have the Dominion reinstated in its former
position as respects the freedom from restriction in the export of animals to the
United Kingdom.

Your Committee were informed that the Government on 18th February last
withdrew the privilege, in the North-west, of allowing the entry of settlers' cattle
from contagious territory, ir the same conditions of climate and country, where no
contagious disease had been known, without a quarantine of ninety days, for the
purpose of satisfying an Imperial requirement. Your Committee was further
informed that, on a joint report of the Ministers of Agriculture, the Interior and
President of the Council, the services of the Mounted Police are to be very largely
utilized for the protection of the frontier, the keeping of the quarantines, and afford-
ing all possible facilities for the care of settlers' cattle, whieb have now to be
detained in quarantine ninety days.

The disease of Tuberculosis, which is known to prevail to some'extent among
cattle in Canada, as well as in those of the UTnited States and the whole of Europe,
and which was inquired into and reported on by a former Committeeof Agriculture
and Colonization, in the opinion of this Committee, oalls for the serious considera-
tion of the Government, with a viei* of taking the necessary measures for its
extirpation.

As respects the measures for protecting the Dominion from a possible invasion
of Asiatic Cholera during the coming season, announced to have been undertaken
by the Government, your Committee have had before them Mr. Gobeil, the Deputy
Minister of Public Works. He stated that the work was well in hand, and that the
station at Grosse Isle would be fully equipped at the opening of the St. Lawrence
navigation; also, that all the appliances for the other quarantine stations would
be completed as soon thereafter as possible. All the old stations are to be thoroughly
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equipped with the most approved modern appliances, and Williani's Head, in the
Strait of Fuca, British Columbia, is to be made as rapidly as possible a Quarantine
Station of the first class.

On the subject of Immigration, your Committee have had before them Mr. A. X.
Burgess, the Deputy Minister of the Interior. He showed that active exertions are
being made to promote the immigration to Canada of the classes desired, and for the
care and guidance of immigrants on their arrival. The number of homestead entries
of returned Canadians and others from parts of the North-western States are very con-
siderable. Particulars of the movement, as stated by Mr. Burgess, are contained in
the report of his evidence hereunto appended.

In the interests of agriculture, and as the most direct means of benefiting the
farmers by the investigations conducted on the Dominion Experimental Farms, your
Committee recommend that the final report of this Committee for the current ses-
sion of Parliament be printed to the number of 100,000 copies, in the usual propor-
tions of English and French, in addition to that of the " usual number for distribu-
tion," 2.475, or a total number of 102,475.

That 150,000 copies of each of the Experimental Farm Reports and of the Dairy
Commissioner's Report for the last year be also printed. And ail of the foregoing
be equally distributed to, and only to, the Honourable the Members of the Senate
and the Members of the louse of Commons.

And that there be also printed 500 copies of his own evidence before this Com-
mittee and given to each official of the Central Experimental Farm, for personal
distribution.

Several important resolutions were passed by your Committee, embodying their
views on some of the subjects which engaged their attention, which will be found at
the end of this report. (Appendix No. 1.)

The treaty of commerce which was negotiated with France on behialf of Canada
has been laid before you togetherwith the correspondence which passed during the
negotiations; but, owing to the late period of the session at which the treaty was
received, and the pendency of communications as to its bearing in respect of most-
favoured nation treatment and the interpretation of certain of its clauses, my
Government has thought it advisable to postporie for the presont its ratification by
Parliament.

I thank you for the ample provisions you have made to protect the country
from the possible introduction of cholera, and I trust that the precautions taken
will result in guarding against any danger from that source.

The liberal provisions made for the proper representation of Canada at the
World's Columbian Exposition will, I doubt not, enable this country to make a
worthy exhibit of her resources and progress among the nations of the World.

The various Acts which you have placed upon the Statute book will contribute
to the maintenance of public security and the continued progress of the Country.

I thank you for the liberal provisions you have made for the requirements of
the Public Service.

I feel with deep regret that the period of iny official connection with the
Dominion is drawing towards its close and that in all probability I am taking leave
of you for the last time. Lest this should be the case, I desire to avail myself of
the present occasion to express my abiding interest in ail that concerns the welfare
of Canada, and my sincere affection to her people, who have never failed to testify
their loyalty to the person and throne of our Sovereign. and to show kindness and
consideration to her representative. It will ever be my sincere desire to be of
service to the Dominion and I shall continue to cherish feelings of the waimest
solicitude for the welfare and prosperity of those amongst whom I have been placed
during the past five years.

I pray that the blessing of Almighty God may at all times attend you.
