An Act to authorize the Corporation.of the Towuship of St.
Vincent, to impose and collect certain tolls and for other
purposes.

5 YW HEREAS the Municipal Council of the Corporation of the Towu-
ship of Saint Vincent have, by their petition, represented, that

under the direction and superintendence of an engincer appointed by
the Government, they crected a pier or whart at the Village of Meuford,

in the said Township of St. Vincent, ou certaiu water lots hercinafter

, 10 particularly referred to, four hundred and five feet Jong,and twenty-eight
feet wide, in the years 1856 and 1857 ;—that the cost of making the said
picr or wharf and of the erection of a storchouse in conncction therewith,
was about the sum of sixtcen thousand dollars, of which amount the Gov-
ernment paid one half, and the said peiitioners the other half, (the cost of

15 the storchouse being about one thousand dollars):—that said petitioners
borrowed, on the credit of debentures, the money necessary to pay the
half of the cost of the making of the said pier or wharf, and of erecting
the said storchouse, being the sum of $8,000, and that debentures to the
amount of $2,000, bearing interest, are still outstanding and unpaid oo
90 account thercof; that after the said pier or wharf was made, a patent,
bearing date the third day of February, 1860, was issued to the petition-
ers, whereby the water lots on which the suid pier or wharf is erected,
were granted to the petitioners in trust as a site for a pier and public
landing place; and which said water lots are particularly described in
95 said putent, and contain two acres, be the sxme morc or less; that the
petitioners, at the time they crected the said pier or wharf, acted under
the belief that they had power to impose reasonuble wharfage ducs, but
that they are now advised that they have no power to pass by-laws im-
posing wharfage dues ;—that many of the inhabitants of the Townships of

30 Euphrasia, Collingwood, Holland and Sydenham, as wellas the inhahi-
tants of the Township of Saint Vincent use the said pier or wharf, and
most of them, as petitioners believe, are in favor of petitioners having
authority to impose reasonable wharfage dues for purpnscs hercin men-
tioned ;—that the yearly expenditure required to keep a person to attend

85 to said wharf and storchouse and to keep the same in repair, is about
six hundred dollars ;—that unless the petitioners are authorized to col-
lect rcasonable wharfuge dues they will not be able to keep the said
wharf in repair, and unless the said wharf is attended to und repaired
from timeto time it will soon go to wreck and becomé uscless ; that the
40 port of Meaford is very much exposed to the north and north-west
winds, and that for the proper accomwodation and sccurity of vessels
entering the harbor of Meaford the said pier (there being no other pier

at the said harbor) requires to be enlarged by extending the same in
length about thirty feet, additional, and making the said extended part,
4§ say two hundred feet wide, thus forming a break-water,—and that the cost
_ of the proposed en'argement will be about eight thousand or ten thousand
dollars. And, whereas, the said Municipal Council have, by their eaid
petition, further represented, that lots numbers 19 and 20, on the north

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gide of Trowbridge Street, in the Town of Meaford, were, by patent
bearing date the 6th day of April, 1857, granted to them as a site
fur a Town Ilall and other similar public purposes, and that lots No 19
2ud 20 on the south side of Collingwocd Street, and numbers 19 and
20 on the north side ot Nelson Street, in the said Town of Meaford,
were, by patent bearing date the 11th day of March, 1857, granted to 5
them as a site for « Murket House ; that the four last inentioned lots are
sufticient for « Market House and also for a Town Hall; that the peti-
tioners, for the purpose »f raising money to assist them to erect a Town
Hall on the xaid four last mentioned lots, and believing they had power

to sell the said two first named lots, being nunbers 19 and 20 on the 10
north sideof Trowbridge Street, onor about the 20th day of July, 1861,
made a contract with one Jumes Stewart for the sale to him of the said two
lots on Trowbridge Street, for the sum of §1,200, and that said James
Stewart under the said contract was shortly thereafier let into possession

of the same by the petitioners, and that there has been erected thercon 15
three framed buildings, which are worth about $1,600; that the suid
petitioners are advised that they canuot make o valid deed of the said
two lots on Trowbridge Strect exeept under an Act of Parliament, and
they fear that unless they can obtain authority to make 2 deed pursuant

to their said contract they will have to pay large damages; and that the 20
said lots arc not, nor arc they likely to be required by said petitioners
for any public purpose ;—and they have prayed that any Act muy be
passed snthorizing them to impose reasonable wharfage dues on goods,
wares, merchandise and chattels passing over the said wharf at Meaford,

to enable them to keep the wharf in repair, to enlarge the same and to 25
assist thew to pay off the said outstanding dehentures, and also that they
may be authorized to muke a deed of the said lots numbers 19 and 20,

on the north side of Trowbridge Street, in the said town of Mcaford, to
the said James Stewart his heirs or assigag, ortowhom he shall appoint,
and it is expedient to grant the prayer of their petition: 'lherefore, 50
Her Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of the Legislative
Council and Assembly of Canada, enacts ag follows:

k. The Corporation of the Township of St. Vincent, or the Council
thereof, arc authorized and empowered to puss by-luws for the imposi- 85
tion and collection of wharfage or tolls (to he cmployed after payment
of the expenses of collection, for the purpose of keeping the said nier or
wharfin repair, of assisting in liguidating the debt incurred by the said
Corporation in making the suid wharf, and for the purpose of enlarging
the same) on ull goods, wares, merchandise and chattelsshipped on board 40
or landed out of any vessel, boat or other craft froms or upon such pier
or wharf, not exceeding the following, that is to say :—
