ABSOLVTI >N FOR THE LIVING.
The condition» prescribed for gaining 

these inestimable favors are so easy, that 
pious persons are sometimes perplexed 
by the disproportion between the little 
they are required to do and the magni­
tude of the gift» they get in return. 
Tney should be told in explanation that 
no exact proportion is demanded; be­
cause the works of piety specified by the 
Holy Father are not at all intended to 
be a price, or an equivalent, 
termed a “considération,’’ for the plenary 
remission of sins and debts in the sight 
of (lid Tney are nothing more than a 
condition to be fulfilled before the Plen­
ary Indulgence can be obtained. The 
Pope might, if he chose, have granted 
the same boon, as he frequently bestows 
it on dying persons, without exacting 
any condition of preparatory good works 
He is free also to make the conditions 
1 gbler or heavier, as he pleases; and in 
fact they are somewhat heavier in this 
Jubilee than in that of 1879; but still 
they are as nothing in comparison with 
the conditions formerly demanded by the 
Popes, who required a pilgrimage from 
countries most distant to the shrines oi 
St. Peter and Paul in the Ci'y of Home, 
or to the Holy Places in Jerusalem, or 
to the tomb of St. James in Compostella, 
in Spain, as an indispensable cnnditiin 
of gaining the self jams benefits 
obtainable by each ot us without any 
appreciable disturbance of our daily 
toutine of life. The Plenary Indulgence 
is given by the Pope in the form of an 
absolution; and this, as we have already 
said, is a judicial sentence ol forgiveness 
pronounced by Divine Commission. It is 
written in the body of the Holy Father's 
Encyclical Letter, or Decree, issued to 
the Church; and it does not need appli­
cation through Bishop or Priest or any 
third person, but goes straightway from 
the heart and lips of the Vicar of Christ 
to the soul of every individual child ol 
the Catholic Church in every quarter of 
the globe, in the same instant ol time in 
which the prescribed conditions 
completely tulfilled by each. Hence 
the certainty each one may have that he 
has eflectually gained the Jubilee. Let 
him but make rure of the faithful obser- 

of those pre required acts ot piety, 
and he may be as fully satisfied of hav 
ing obtained the Plenary Indulgence as 
il the Holy Father in person or our Lord 
Jesus Christ Himself had raised His 
holy hand over him and pronounced 
the sent, nee of entire and absolute 
forgiveness into his ears. Is not 
this consoling? The plenitude of 
“the power of the keys’’ is therefore ex­
ercised in favor of every single sinner 
by an absolutely efleetive judicial sent 
encc. The confessor judicially absolves 
the penitent from the guilt of sin in the 
Sacramental Tribunal ; and the Sover­
eign Pontiff, immediately on the condi­
tions being fulfilled, absolves him, by 
solemn and public Decree, from all what­
soever debt of temporal punishment may 
yet lie against the pardoned aoul.
THE JUBILEE IS A SUFFRAGE FOR THE 

DEAD.
The indulgence may be applied 

thiough our private intention to any 
we like of our friends in purgatory, “by 
way of suffrage,’’ as the Pope expressly 
declares. His Holiness judicially abslcves 
the living subject, and hia sentence is 
instantly ratified in heaven for the bene­
fit of the individual so absolved. But 
the eouls in purgatory are not subject to 
Peter’» tribunal. “The souls of the just 
are in the hand» of God (Wisdom 3 
eh. ) and all the Pope can do, all the 
Church on earth and the Saints in 
heaven can do, all the Virgin Mother 
Herself can do, is to recommend them 
earnestly to God’s mercy, and offer in 
their behalf the merits and satisfactory 
efficacy of all the works of holiness done 
in this life and made meritorious 
through union with the atonement of 
Jesus Christ, for the remission of 
their debt of penal purgation. This 
is signified by the term "suffrage,’’ 
which is, so to speak, a vote or interees. 
sion with God, whereby we ofler Him 
~ ~ petition, and with it the full benefit 
of the Jubilee Indulgence placed at our 
disposal, for the remission of the debt of 
our departed friends, rather than of our 
own. The Church teaches us to believe 
that God will not despise our offering of 
charity ; but whether He may not give a 
preference in Hisdielribution of mercies 
at this particular time or that, to 
poor suffering soul that has no friend on 
earth to pray or make suffrage in its be­
half, is what we cannot know. As a rule, 
our prayers, masses and indulgences will 
assuredly benefit those to whom we ask 
God to apply their atoning value ; but all 
is subject to God’s counsels of mercy and 
His fatherly care of each of His beloved 
children who are undergoing purgation. 
The Pope has graciously ordained that 
this Jubilee Indulgence may be gained 
by each person, during the year 18-6, as 
often as the conditions are complied with 
anew. Thus we can obtain its benefits, 
first for ourselves, and afterwards for 
friends in Purgatory,

given all mortal sine by the infusion of 
sanctifying grace into his soul ; but he is 
not thereby freed from all debt towards 
the Justice of G )d. We have frequently 
explained, dear Revd. Fathers, to 
people through you, particularly in 
recent Lan ten Pastoral, this order of 
Divine Providence, as it is displayed in 
Holy Writ and kept before our eyes in 
the traditional teaching and 
pious practices of the Church, 
whereby the Heavenly Father, in 
receiving back his erring children to 
pardon and peace and renewal of their 
title to the inheritance of Redemption, 
does not alwaya restore them at once to 
full equality of rights with his faithful 
and blessed eons who have abided with 
constancy in Hia love. Whilst He merci 
fully condones their grevious rebellion 
against His authority and remits the 
sentence of capital penalty recorded 
against them in the Book of Judgment, 
he exacts from them, as a rule, 
personal satisfaction in atonement for 
their personal offence, ‘‘to fill up” as St. 
Paul fays, “those things that are 
ing of the sufferings of Christ in their 
fl^sh.” (Coloss 1 ch.) What may be the 
extent of this liability in each one’s case, 
or in what manner God’s inscrutable jus- 
lice will exact satisfaction, it is not in 
man’s power to divine. But that it has 
to be paid by inflictions in this life or 
hereafter in Purgatory, whether volun­
tarily by penitential works or compul­
sorily by patient submission of divine 
chastisements, is absolutely certain ; and 
it is likewise certain that bodily siokueas, 
domestic calamity and other sill .étions 
of a temporal kind are not unfre- 
quently the form in which God 
takes satisfaction from pardoned sinners, 
even a* He took the life of King David's 
beloved child in punishment of a crime 
declared by the Prophet in God’s name 
to have been already forgiven. (2 Kings, 
12 ch.) Hence the warning of the Holy 
Ghost : “For sin that is forgiven be not 
without fear (Eccl. uch.J and hence 
also the necessity of crying daily to God 
with the penitent David, “Wash me yet 
more and more from mine iniquity, aud 
cleanse me from my sin.” (Pa. 50 ch.)

Not alone the man who at any time 
grievously transgressed, but they also 
who are not conscious to themselves of 
having ever stained their souls with 
mortal guilt, have reason to dread the 
debt of temporal punishment that may 
lie against them in God’s Account. For 
“in many things we all offend.” (James 
3 ch.) and “if we say that we have no 
pin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth 
is not in us.” (1. John, 1 ch.) Hence 
our Saviour has taught us to ask our 
Father in Heaven, day «after day, to 
“forgive us our trespasses, as we forgive 
them who trespass against us.” We are 
unable to measure the degree of indebt­
edness we contract towards the Divine 
Justice by our venial sins, especially if 
they be deliberate and frequently 
committed. This much, however, 
we do know, there is

Absolution means a judicial sentence 

of forgiveness. It is not a mere doc 
trinal indication of the sure way to 
obtain grace and pardon; nor a déclara- 
tion, how authoritative soever, that a 
penitent has actually been pardoned by 
Uod—for instance, the Prophet Nathan’s 
declaration to King David (II Kings 
12 ch.) much less is it a fanciful seif 
assurance of the poor deluded sinner, 
“held captive at Satan’s will,” who 
dreams some foolish dream and screams 
hysterically, “Pm saved, I’m saved.” It 
is a solemn judgment or decree pro­
nounced by a divinely constituted judge, 
after examination of the sinner’s cause 
in the Court of Conscience, whereby the 
contrite and confessing criminal is 
actually pardoned, and his soul’s damn­
ing stains are positively purged away by 
the infusion ot remissive grace, and he is 
renewed in God’s charity and sealed 
unto everlastiug life by the Holy Ghost 
taking up His abode in him and diffusing 
His gifts of sanctification through the 
whole mind and heart of the man. This 
Divine power of judicial forgiveness is 
exercised by them only who have re­
ceived the commission from Jesus Christ, 
“Whose sins ye thall forgive, they are 
forgiven them.” (John 20 cb.^ The 
Pope, the Vicar of Christ, bolds this 
comnÿsion in its plentitude; so also do 
the Bishops in their corporate character. 
Individual Bishops may be, and ordin­
arily are, restricted somewhat in its 
exercise by the pre-eminent authority of 
the Pope. Priests are made partakers 
of the power of forgiveness by their 
ordination, but are dependent on the 
Bishop foi its exercise aud the degree 
of extension or limitation in regard of 
cases and persons assigned to their juris- 
diction. Now, the Jubilee communi­
cates the unlimited authomy of “the keys 
of the Kingdom of Heaven” for the abso 
lution of all the faithful in every part of 
the world from all whatsoever guilt of 
sin, and all debts or obligations conse 
quent on sin, that could bar or 
retard their entrance into heaven; 
so that the gate of the 
heavenly mansion, through which Our 
Lord Jesus Christ passed on Ascension 
Day, is as freely and widely open to 
everyone who dies after gaining the 
Jubilee as to the infant whom God calls 
to Paradise on the day of hie Bsptism.

Among the cabin 
passengers were two young priests just 
Irom Maynooth—Father Hendricken, 
who subsequently became Bishop of 
Providence aud Rhode Island, and 
Father Walsh, who afterwards became 
Vicar General of the Hartford Diocese. 
There were 700 emigrants aboard, 
penned up like pigs in the steerage, and 
I was requested to take spiritual charge 
of the Protestants, mostly from South 
Germany. The Catholics numbered 
about five hundred, Irish and German. 
The captain of the vessel and all his 
officers and crew were members of the 
Know Nothing party, the captain being 
a notorious leader and President of a 
lodge of Know Nothings in Maine. His 
hostility to Catholicism was so bitter 
that he would not ship a man or officer 
who was not in sympathy with the Know 
Nothing movement. He manifested 
this hostility immediately he got out to 
sea by declining to allow any Catholic 
services aboird. He was also rude ami 
uncivil to the two priests at table.

“Wfc had been thirteen days out when 
word iWas brought me that a woman 
dying and needed spiritual comfort, I 
found that it was a priest she wanted, 
and having formed a friendship with the 
two young priests, I acquainted Father 
Hendricken of the woman’s need. The 
young man hurried into his cabin, donned 
his vestments and was passing out with the 
Eucharist in his hand when he was con­
fronted by the captain, who damned him 
for a Papist and seized him by the throat, 
declaring that aboard his ship people 
would have to die without d—d Catholic 
mummery. Drawing a pistol he threa 
tened to shoot if a step was taken to. 
wards the spot where the poor 
lay dying. Clasping his crucifix young 
Hendricken replied that he must go to 
the relief of that departing soul, 
though his life be sacrificed. Livid with 
rage, the captain would have felled him 
to the earth but for the other priest and 
myself. We got the young priest away 
and persuaded him to refrain from open 
defiance of the captain until supper 
time, when he could slip down while we 
would endeavor to engage the captain 
in conversation at table. The ruse suc­
ceeded, and while the captain, with 

gibes ami ribald jokes was de­
claring that no Catholic riie should 
be administered aboard his boat, Father 
Hendricken was at the dying woman’s 
side bearing her confession aud admin is- 
tering the sacrament. She died while 
he was repeating the final prayer.

“Just before supper was over a sailor 
burst'into the room and informed the 
captain that that, ‘d—d priest had got 
down and was fixing that Irish woman,’ 
Snatching up a pistol the captain sprang 
from the table, followed by the mate and 
purser, bent on destroying Father Hen 
dricken. We ran out after them and 
were in time to see the captain strike 
the priest a fearful blow as ho came up 
the hatchway, hurling him down, where 
he lay stunned and bleeding. ‘Drag the 
cuss up here,’ commanded the captain, 
and his sailors, seizing the prostrate 
priest by the f«et, dragged him up and 
flung him, moaning, on the deck. We 
tried to interpose, but were driven back 
by the crew, all of whom were ripe for 
any order from the captain. ‘The d—d 
Papist shall never see New York alive,’ 
exclaimed he, and he led off by planting 
a fearful kick on Father Hendricken’» 
head. The blood gushed from a ghastly 
wound, dyeing the white vestments 
crimson. The crew followed suit, each 
one stepping forward and delivering his 
heavy booted foot on the face or body of 
the now insensible clergyman,

“1 rushed down below and acquainted 
the German Catholics of the tragedy 
being enacted on deck.

“BEYIVAL OF B0MAS18M.”

Under this heading the Evangelical per­
iodicals and preachers are regularly in- 
forming their circle of hearer» of the 
Church's return to power and popularity 
in all parte of the world. It is now an 
accepted fact with them that she has come 
to stay among English speaking peoples. 
The wonder is, and it grows with time, 
that she comes into the liberty.loving Pro­
testant-humbugged nations with the same 
pretensions of authority so proudly dis­
played in the Middle Ages.

Evangelicili are puzzled and humilia­
ted over her reappearance. The revolt of 
Luther has, then, been of so little account I 
The epiritual tyranny, as the ChrUtian Ad. 
vocaU loves to call her, has had a good deal 
in her to revive when, after years of abase- 
ment and suffering, she can appear in the 
camp of her enemies more splendidly 
arrayed and more vigorous than they. 
And it proves one thing with striking 
force, that Protestantism has failed in its 
in va ûon. It arose to destroy Romanism, 
and Romanism has prevailed.

All men remember the bottle cries of 
the first three centuries of the great heresy ; 
the aims and hopes expressed in them! 
that Rome and its faith should be destroyed 
as an abomination before God. Toe crimes 
and treacheries practised against it in 
European countries sear the page of his­
tory. The reputation of Protestantism 
could only be made by pointing to its utter 
destruction as a proof of its iniquities. 
But neither the Pspacy nor the Cûurch was 
destroyed, and lost acd lental glories to 
gain others which heresy shall never take 
Irom them. The epitheis Romish, Popish, 
Papist, R juianist and the rest, invented 
in hateful scorn, have never become good 
English. The ideas which they represen - 
ted being false, have been destroyed by 
truth.

When the leaders of heresy found that 
the Courch was not to be destroyed, they 
saw themselves, as they were, false pro­
phets. lhey had staked their reputation 
and success on the destruction of Rome, 
and lost both. So the tactics of Protest­
ant theologians had to be changed. They 
admitted the Rjmans into the Christian 
communion ; they believed that Catholica 
could be eaved; they thought that “Po­
pery” had a little of the truth. They were 
willing, if Rime give up the Council of 
Trent and its presumption of spiritual 
supremacy, to receive its bishops and doc­
trines with equal favor. And Rome 
would not, but continued obstinately to 
revive.

.^ow, to quote the disappointed and 
frightened leaders of heresy, she is revi­
ved, and stands largely in the world's eye 
the same old spiritual tyranny," says the 

Christian Advocate, that she has ever been# 
She has not abated one jot of her old 
pretensions, insists on her epiritual auper- 
lonty, controls the Bible and upholds the 
councils, and graape with firm grip the 
keys of the kingdom of heaven. Who is 
to blame for her revival, her reappear­
ance, her stubbornness, her very existence 1 
Is it not Piotestantism, which roie to 
destroy her, whose life is the death of 
R ime ? If R une lives and acts, Luther­
ans must shoulder the consequences.

One of these is speedy extinction for 
Lutheranism. If Rime has revived from 
the misf irtunes and shocks of heresy, it 
is only to put out her best energies on the 
destruction of heresy. Recall how Arian- 
i m disappeared before her, and several 
other isms. Heresy dies wherever Rome 
lives.

It is s sad consideration for Dr. Buckley 
and his friends that Protestantism has ex­
hausted all its varieties of energy. D has 
had the making of modern English and 
American civiliz ition. That is very much. 
The laws, the language, the literature of 
English.speaking people are in its posses­
sion three centuries. Yet nothing has 
been done, no effectual barrier has been 
put up to keep out the tyranny of Rome. 
Almost every other absolutism has been 
banished from our shores, but the keeper 
of men’s souls connut be banished by 
other than foul means.

The Advocate makes a bjast iu a recent 
number of the educated aod cultivated 
and pious children which Protestant min­
isters have contiibuted to the Church; 
Alas ! even i s abhorrence of celibacy has 
not increased its numbers or given re­
newed energy to Protestantism. And 
there is nothing left to marry. All its 
forces are in the matrimonial field.

The revival of Romanism occurs at an 
unfortunate period; for heresy is stuck in 
the mud, socialism is a failure, and all 
tyrannies aro going to pieces oa the rocks 
of liberty. Tnere do not seem to be any 
rocks of liberty. There do not seem to 
be any rocks fitted to bre ik up the spirit­
ual tyranny of Rome.—Catholic Review.

When 
they were about to sepaiate, to enter 
upon the preaching of the Guspe’, and to 
divide amongst themselves the work of 
the cunqueet of souls before Lidding each 
othtr a tiual adieu, htiig a**eiubled to­
gether aud inspired by the Holy Ghos% 
they composed this profession of faith, so 
clear and concise. Iu reciting the Credo, 
do you not feel that it is not the words of 
hesitating and stammering philosopher*, 
who attempt to draw up a vague and 
skeptical system of d ictrine / do you nut 
feel the firm and affirmative tone pervad- 
Hig it, the dogmatical accent of men 
enlightened from above, and sent on a 
divine mission ? They believe in one God, 
one only God Almighty, Creator of heaven 
and earth ; in Jesus Christ, His only 
Hon our Loid, who was conceived of the 
Holy Ghost, born of the Vitg n Mary, 
suffered under Pontius Pilate, was cruci- 
fied, died, and wus buiitd ; descended 
into hell, rose again on the thiid day, 
ascended into heaven and sitteth at the 
right hand of God the Father, whence He 
shall come to judge the living and the 
dead. They believe iu the Holy Ghost, 
the Holy Catholic Church, the comiuuivou 
of taints, the forgiveness of sin*, the 
resurrection of the body, and life ever­
lasting. All is there, all Christianity, all 
Catholicity, all that is rigorously of faith 
and utcersary to salvaiivii.

After the Crab we recite the Lord’s 
Prayer, the Augelical Salutation, aud the 
Doxology. The End's Pray- 
posed by Jesus Christ Himself; it is 
most excellent of all prayers; it contains 
all that we can ask for—yes, all. The 
Angelical Salutation wa* composed by the 
Angel Gabriel, St. E izabeth. and the 
Chuich. It is recited to recall the Mys 
ter y of the Incarnation, to honor the 
Blessed X lrgin, to implore her intercession, 
aud to propoga e her wor»hip. The Dox­
ology. or Glory be to the Father, and to 
the Son, and to the Holy Ghost, is said in 
honor of the Mystery of the Blessed 
Trinity. Thus the Cr ss, the Credo, the 
Lord's Prayer, the Angelical Salutation 
and the Doxology aie the pails of the 
Rueary. We recite the Credo once, the 
Lord’s Prayer fifteen times, the Angelical 
Salutation one hundrtd and fifty time1, 
termii atiug each decade by the Doxology. 
The Rosary is called the Psalter of the 
Blessed Virgin. The B:e.«sed Alain de la 
Ruche calls it the queeu of all prayers ; 
liBegim omnium irationum”—the queen of 
all prayers, composed for the Queen of all 
qneens.

London, June !).—I am enabled to send 
you the following as to the position and 
outlook of the lri.h question: The bill 

defeattd, owing to a number of per- 
being opposed to Home Rule, 

of them pretended that 
they were only opposed to the method by 
which Home Rule was to be brought 
about. The result of a general election is 
doubtful. We shall gain twenty five seats 
m England by the transfer to us of the 
lush vote, which was given to the Con- 
eervatives the last general election. 
Against these we shall, in all probab lity, 
lose more or fewer seats in Scotland and 
iu the south of Eugland. Lancashire, it 
is understood, will go almost solid for u-, 
and so will Yorkshire. My own impres­
sion is that the Conservatives will come 
back considerably stronger, but that we 
shall beat and unseat about half of the 
Unionist-Liberal dissidents. Parnell’s 
proclamation, issued against the Liberals 
before the last general election alienated 
the sympathy of a great many Irish voters, 
and I fear they are still alienated. Were 
it not for Mr. Gladstone’s nerve we should 
be routed. There ia, however, a strong 
feeling among the electors that he has 
been unfairly tr< ated, and this will go far 
to secure us, if not a m»j »rity, at least a 
considet able number of seats. He himself,
I believe, is going down to contest Mid­
lothian, wheie the antagonism is formid­
able.

With 
head inclined, eyes half-closed, and in a 
low but clear voice he would state in a few 
short preparatory phrases the subject of 
his sermon ; then, raising himselt erect, 
and looking about upon his vast congre­
gation, in tones clear, penetrating, and 
forceful, he would begin the swift utter- 

torrent of brilliant sentences, 
glowing with poetic imagery, powerful 
with argumentative strength, and thrilling 
with magnetic earnestness, th«t never 
slackened fur an instant or halted for lack 
of a word during the space of a full hour. 
Then, suddenly, he stops, quickly disap­
pears, effects his exit by a private door, 
reaches a carriage, and is driven rapidly to 
his abode. Several times he has had to 
struggle to prevent the enthusiastic pop­
ulace detaining his carriage to make a 
triumphal demonstration about him.

Father Agostiuo has already engaged to 
deliver the Lenten sermons of 1887 in 
Florence. If but half of what is *aid of 
him is true, he is without doubt the most 
effective pulpit orator of the Catholic 
Church of Europe to-day.—The Sun.

A MODEL REPUBLIC.

The French republicans have thoroughly 
disgraced themselves by the banishment 
tf the Oileanist and Bonapartist princer. 
These scions of royalty ought not to be a 
menace to round republicanism—but the 
fact is that French tepublicaniatn is rotten 
and fears its own shadow. Monarchy 
has been greatly strengthened in that flec­
tions of the French nation, by theis latest 
deed of radical cruelty. The Count of 
Paria in hie manifesto sums up the whole 
case with a pithiness and persuasiveness it 
were impossible to overlook.

“ I am," says this illustrious prince, 
“ constrained to leave my country. I 
protest in the name of justice against 
the violence cone me.

It is detirtd to sep­
arate from France the head of the glorious 
family which guided her course for nine 
centuries in the * oik of national unity 
and which, associated with the peopic, 
alike in good end evil fortune, founded 
her prosperity and grandeur. The hope is 
cherished that France hss not forgotten the 
heppy, peaceful reign of my grandfather, 
and the more recent time when my brother 
and uncles fought loyally under her 
flag in the ranks of her valiant army. 
These calculations will not prove falla­
cious. Taught by experience, France 
will not be mislead m to either the cause 
or the author oi the ills she suffers.

FROM ST. THOMAS, OUT.
When on Tuesday evening, the 22nd of 

June last, the Rev. Father Prévost, Presi­
dent of the Oitawa College, made an­
nouncement during the commencement 
exercises of that iistitution that Hit 
Lordship the R!ght Rev. Joseph Thomas 
Dnhami 1, its worthy second Bishop, had 
been made first Archbishop of the newly 
created Metropolitan See of Ottawa, 
round after round of applause greeted the 
announcement, proving that the honor 
done His Grace was justly appreciated by 
the people of the Dominion metropolis. 
We bad oui selves, bt fare that public 
announcement of the elevation of Bishop 
Duhamel, been priviliged by private and 
personal communication of the fact from 
His Grace, and, like a’l who know 
him, felt that rare meiit and 
distinguished service had in this action of 
the Holy See been fittingly acknowledged 
and rewarded. Archbishop Duhamel, 
though beirn at Contrecœur,in the Province 
of Quebec, may j ustly be looked on as a 
child of Ottawa, for not long after his 
birth, which took place in November, 
1841, bis father, a respectable farmer, 
removed to O.tawa, where he resided till 
his death, a few years ago. Soon after 
the foundation of the College of Uttaws, 
youi g Duhamel entered that institution, 
where, as our contemporaiy, the Ottawa 
Free Press puts it, “he received a thorough 
classical education, and waa noted for 
talents ol no ordinary kind. Ou the com­
pletion of his studies, he immediately 
desided to consecrate his life entirely to 
God, and accordingly entered the Ottawa 
seminary, wheie, in prosecuting his 
theological s' udiee, he evinced wonderful 
powers of mind. He was ordained priest 
in 1863, and waa appointed to the vicarage 
of Buckingham, county of Ottawa, in 
which capacity he continued to manifest 
the possession of Evangelical virtues, as 
well as rare administrative qualities.

“At that time the parish of SL Eugene 
was one of the poorest in the diocese, con­
sequently the young priest found bird 
work constantly ni cessary, especially as 
he hid the difficult task before him of 
completing a church which waa left unfin­
ished by hie predecessor. He found many 
obetaelee to surmount, hut by dint of per­
sistent and energetic endeavors and the 
exercise of hie great abilities, he succeeded, 
and completed one of the finest churches 
in the diocese.”

As pastor of St. Eugene the young 
priest proved himself an ardent and 
untiring friend of educition. His task in 
this respect, as those who know that dis­
trict testify, was not of the easiest charac­
ter. At Ihe time of the Eucumenlcal 
Council Father Duhamel accompanied 
Bishop Gu’guts to Rome, but receiving 
word of the serious illntss of his mother, 
to whom he was tenderly attached, was 
forced to leave the Eternal City about a 
fortnight after his arrival there. When 
he reached home, his mother had been 
dead etveial days. “Bishop Guigues,” 
says the Free Press, “continued to honor 
the Rev. Father Duhamel, and ia many 
ways gave him nnmistakeable maiks 
of hie confi leuce in hi) virtues and in­
telligence. In the month of October, 1873, 
he accompanied Bishop Guigues, as theo­
logian, to the reunion of bishops at Q te­
hee, where bis remaikable talents and 
acquirements wire generally acknow­
ledged.

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success.THE LATE MOTHER HARDY.

The late Rev. Mother Alojsia Haidy, 
assistant general of the Congregation of 
the Sacred Heart, whose recent death in 
Paris, France, has caused each general 
sorrow in the old and new woilde, was an 
American lady, of a southern family, dis­
tinguished alike by its wealth and high 
social position. Born in 1809, she was 
closely allied by blood to the Spaldingsi 
one of the old Catholic families of Mary­
land, the same from which the late Arch­
bishop Spalding came. Educated in St. 
Michael’s Parish, New Orleans, she took 
the veil at the early age of fifteen years, 
to devote herself to the education of 
youth. She first entered St. Michael's 
Ccnvent, New Orleans, where her rare 
accompl-'shmen's attracted general notice. 
Her personal charms were such that a 
biographer writes of Mother Hardy in 
these terms : “Her beauty was beyond 
compare, being of the highest southern 
type. As a society woman she 
wi ttld have created a sensation.” It 
was not, however, by her physical beauty, 
or as a society woman, that this gilted lady 
desired to shine. Her glory and p'easure 
she sought in the service of God ae one of 
His true and faithful virgins. Her sacred 
duties she entered on from the very begin­
ning with an enetgy and enlightenment 
that surprised her seniors. Of children 
she was passionately fond, and they 
assuredly reciprocated her singular affec­
tion. Rising rapidly by force of merit in 
the estimation of her superiors, she was, 
while still very young, named superior of 
St. Michael’s Convent. Later on she be­
came snpeiiorof the Congregation in New 
York city, and in that capacity purchased 
the old Lorillard estate on the Hudson, 
where now stands the Convent of the 
Sacred Heart. “The late Cardinal Me. 
Closkey was,” says the sketch from which 
we have already cited, “a particular friend 
of hers, and old Archbishop Hughes loved 
her as his own daughter. At various times 
she taught in Allany, Philadelphia, 
Rochester, Detroit, Cincinnati, Providence 
and Boston, and finally she was mode 
a vicar over all these institutions, 
including the two
New Yoik. In 1872 she was called, by the 
general of the order, to Fiance, and ap- 
pair ted aasis'.ant general, in which capacity 
she had the gencral supervision of all con­
vents hi America. This comprised the 
United States, Canada, ard South Amer­
ica. Mother Hardy’s official residence has 
since been in Paris. She visited this coun­
try in 1874, aud again In 1877 and 1882, 
and on each occasion she visited all the 
convents under her charge,”

Mother Hardy has left in this world a 
precious heritage, not alone to the congre­
gation of which the was an ornament and 
a glory, but to all Christian womanhood,
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Archbishop Duhamel is of mid lie 
stature, slightly dark complexioned, with 
black penetrating eyes, and animated 
features, with lofty forehead, denot­
ing the thinker and philosopher.

He ia affable end generous, but, when 
necessary, circumspect,, full of tact and 
energy. Deteimination and persever­
ance are hie cbaracteriatiee, and once he 
undertaken anything it must go through 
without fail.

He speaka with ease and fluency, and 
while bis sermons denote deep thought 
they are not wanting in graceful form and 
style. Hi. store ol knowledge is of the 
purest and most substantial kind. He 
speaks the French and English languages 
with equal facility, an important qualifi­
cation, it will be admitted. On his ele­
vation to the episcopal chair his Grace 
Duhamel was only in his thirty.third 
year, consequently even at that time he 
nouât have possessed a searching knowl­
edge of theology and other gener­
ally remarkable qualifications. The 
prosperity and progress ol the diocese 
under his supervision since that time has 
amply testified

Ohelrt Substitute,.—Thin slices of
bread dipped in tomato euuce, and then 
fried in butter until they are brown, take 
the place of an omelet. This is a good 
way to utilize stale bread.

Tapioca Pudding.—Soak in 
water one taacupful of tapioca. Beat four 
eggs with three tablespoon fuis of sugar.
Melt in half a pint of milk, one table 
spoonful of butter. Stir all together ; 
flavor to your taste, and bake in a quick 
oven.

Hasty Pudding.—When making hasty 
pudding to eat in milk did you ever add 
a little soda when it is nearly done 1 If 
not, phase try it, see how much lighter 
and sweeter it is. Do not put it in until 
it is nearly thick enough, or it will rise 
over.

Fig Pudding.—Take half pound of the 
beet figs, nasb, then chop them fine ; two 
teaepoonfals of grated bread, half a cup 
of sweet cream, one cup of jjrbet milk, 
half a cup of sugar ; mix the b*e«d crumbs 
with the cream, then stir in the figs, then 
the sugar, the milk the last thing ; pour 
into a pudding dish and steam three 
hours.

Vxal Cutlets.—Put a piece of butter 
into a stewpan with a small sprig „f 
chopped parsley ; stir over the fire until 
very hot ; then pour over a cupful of 
white sauce—the yolka of three or four 
eggs wall beat eu. Stir constantly until aa 
thick aa cream, but do not let it boil Dip 
each cutlet into it, covering it thickly with 
the sauce, sod again let away to cool.
Then egg and bread crumb them. Fry 
lightly.

Lemon Shortcake.—Lemon shortcake 
requires a rich and very light crust ; it 
mutt not be too thick, either; when baked, 
cut it open and spread butter on the 
upper and under parts ; then put in a 
filling made of the rind, juice and pulp of 
two lemons, one heaping cup of sugar, and 
one cap of cream ; if you cannot procure 
cream, make the filling as for lemon jelly 
cake, with water thickened with corn 
starch in place of cream ; cook in a basin 
set in a pan of boiling water.

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eruCircular From the Grand President.
To the tJjiters and members of Branches sub­

ordinate to Ou Omni Council of the 0. If. 
B, A. in Canada :

Gertlrmee and Bbothers —You are re en.
aware that the Grand Council of the C. 
M. B. A. for Canada will meet on the 
10th day of August, 1886, in the city of 
Btratlord, as resolved by the last Con­
vention of the Grand Council, held in the 
city of Brantford in May, 1884. It is, 
however, my duty ot Grand President 
to inform the various branches officially 
of this (act, as well as ol other matters 
necessary to be properly understood 
by the members of the Grand Council.

The members of the Council will 
assemble at the hall of the C. M. B. A., 
Branch No, 13, Stratford, at nine o'clock 
a. »., on the day indicated above, Tues 
day, luth August, 1886, for the purpose 
of proceeding to St. Joseph's Church, 
where the Holy Sacrifice ol the Mass will 
be cflered tor the society, after which 
they shall proceed to the Htll, and the 
business of the convention shall be 
commenced. It is to be hoped that all 
members shall be present, so that every 
Branch may have its proper voice in the 
transaction ol all business which will be 
brought before the Grand Council.

In regard to the business to be trans­
acted by the Grand Council, if is, of 
course, impossible to speak positively 
here, at the Council itself must mske its 
Own decisions. There are, however, 
certain matters which have been debated 
in the Association in the past, and 
which will probably be brought before 
the convention again. In order that 
these subjects may be intelligently die- 
cussed, 1 deem it right to remind the 
Branches of them, so that they may 
take proper steps to communicate to 
their repreaentatirea their views on 
these and other subjects which they 
may desire to have brought before 
the convention for the general good.

1. The question ot forming a separate 
beneficiary for Canada was very prom­
inently before the council at its last 
session, and waa elaborately discussed 
in the C. M. B. A. columns of our organ. 
The last Grand Council petitioned the 
Supreme Council to $rant a separate 
beneficiary for Canada independently of

' the requirements of the constitution on 
this point. The Supreme Council did 
not $rant the request, so that our posi­
tion in this respect is the same as it was 
when the last Grand Council 
vened. It ia to be expected that 
the number of members of the associa­
tion in Canada will soon be sufficient 
to enable us to have a separate benefici. 
ary without requiring the Supreme 
Council to suspend the present constitu­
tion in our behalf. It will therefore be 
for the Grand Council to consider 
whether it be advisable to wait for the 
increase of membership, or to urge the 
matter again on the Supreme Council. 
The number of members required by 
our constitution to form a Separate 
Beneficiary is 2500, and we have now in 
Canada 1900, paying over $2000 at each 
assessment,

2. It seems to me highly desirable 
that the Canadian association should be 
incorporated according to the laws of 
Canada. Representatives to the Grand 
Council are requested to consider 
whether steps should be taken to effect 
this now, or to wait till a separate bene, 
fioiary be established.

3. You are also requested to consider 
whether it le ed visible to establish a Re­
serve Fund, or a Relief Fund in connec 
tion with the Association; and if it be ex­
pedient to eitebliih either of these funds, 
the best means of doing this will need to 
be devised. The establishment of a 
Reserve Fund eeeme to me very neceseery, 
if we wish to perpetuate our association.

4. Another question, has been 
freouently discussed, whether a Ben­
eficiary of one thousand ($1,000,) 
dollars should be established for the 
benefit of such persons as are desirous 
of becoming members, but who are not 
in a position to pay so large an amount 
as is at present required to meet the 
$2000 Beneficiary.

These matters are all of considerable 
importance to the Association, and 
demand grave consideration, and there 
may be other matters which Branches 
may deem of equal importance. It is 
desirable, therefore, that representatives 
to the Grand Council should refl-ct seri­
ously upon them, and be prepared to deal 
with them in a practical way at the 
Convention. For the present, it is not 
my purpose to give any reasons for or 
against any of the above questions.

Our Association has made fair pro­
gress during the past two years, and 
without doubt, as the excellent princi­
ples upon which it is based will become 
better known, its influence and members 
will be much more widely extended.

Since the last session of the Grand 
Council thirty-three deaths have oc­
curred m Canada and 66,000 dollars 
will have been duly paid to the heirs of 
deceased members. Much suffering has 
undoubtedly been prevented by this, and 
in many cases Catholic families have been 
saved ltom disruption. For the continu­
ance of these good results and for the 
prosperity of the
iterance to the Catholic spirit of the con­
stitution is requisite, and I hope that 
branchee will take care that the religious 
provisions shall be observed faithfully. 
It is the duty of branches to provide for 
their proper obeervance, as well as for the 
observance of the laws and rules whieh re­
gard temporal matters.
