The Power-of a Bushsl of Coals.
It is well known to moderh engineers, that
there is virtue 1 a bushel ot coals properly con.
sumed, to raise seventy nnlhions of pounds weight
a foot high:  ‘This s actually the acerege effect
of an engine at this moment working at Huel
Towan, in Cornwall. Let us pause a mowment,
and consider whattlus is equivalent toin matters
of practice . The ascent of Mont Blanc trom the
valley of Chainouni 1s considered, and with jus-
tice, as the most toilsome fiat that a strong man
can cxecute in two days. The combustion of
two pounds of coal would place him on the sum-
mit. The Menai bridge, one of the most stupen-
dous works of art that has been raised by man
1n modern ages, conwigts of a inass ofiron, nos
less than four milhions of pounds in weight, sue-
pended at a medium height of aboot 190 feet
sbove the sea.  The eombustion of seven- bush-
els ol coal would suffice to raise it to the place
where 1t hange. The great pyranud ot Egypt ie
composed of granite, It is T (ect 1a the sido of
e base, and 300 10 perpendicular in height, and
stands on eleven acres of ground.  Tts weight ie
therefore 12,760 nullions of pounds, ata medium
height of 125 feet: consequently it would be rais-
ed by the effort of about 430 chald:one of cosl—
a quantity consumned in sowe foundries in a weoek.
The annual consumption of coal in Londoa is
estimated at 1,500,000 chaldrons. The effort of
this quantity would suffice to raise a cubical block
of narble, 2,200 feet in the side, through a space
equal to its own height, or to pile one such moun-
tan upon another. ‘The Mounte Nuove, near
Pozzuoli (which was erupted in a single night by
voloanic fire), might have been raised by edeh
an effort from a depth of 40,000 feet, or abewt
eight miles.
