A church member, or any man, who finds a
glass of wine tasting good has no business to
touch anotber drop. He is in davger. He
does not see it yet; but there is an adder coiled
in the bottom of that glass for him. No Chris-
tian, no minister of God, no saint, however
saintly bas any right to tamper with that cup
that has sent millions to dsmuoation. If God
savs to me, ‘ Look not on the wine when it giveth
its color in the cup, what right have I to aip
where the serpent lies hidden in the ruby depths ?
The safest rule for the child of God is to prae-
tice a total abstinence from the glass, from the
theatre, from the card-tabie, frcm the dancing-
hall, from everythiog that leads the footsteps
into s ippery places. A Christiaa should never
go where he is not willing to pray to bis Sav-
iour to keep him! How would it sound for a
young church member to say, ‘ Oh, Lord ! I am
going to take a social glass with some of my
companions te-night; I pray thee to keep me
from loving the drink, or from setting a bad ex-
ample ™ We close these few familisr cautions
with reiterating this one safe rule—Never do
what _you cannot ssk Christ to bless ; and never
g0 into any place or any pursuit in which you
canrot ask Christ Jesus to go with you.

Missing Men of the Church.

A correspondent of N. ¥, Adoocate rsfers to
the missing men of the U. 8.

“ but are dead.” Some of them * ran well for
4 season,” while others were never able even to
walk, unless propped up by the motherly hand
of the Church,
Missing! The word has a sad, supulchral
sound. Missing from class and prayer-meetings,
from the boly communion and other mesas of
grace. We. miss the fervent prayer, the rich
experience, the song of praise, and the shout of
triumph which would ever and anon spontane-
ously buist from their lips. Alas ! all are now
missing. They voluntarily enlisted in the army
of Immanuel. No conscription wss practiced.
Desertion is iberefore still more dishonorable.
Not one of all the redeemed millions in beaven
entered the celestial gates against his will. None
ever will !

The penalty of desertion is death !
military law—such is the divine law. ¢ The
soul that sinneth it shall die.” ¢ If any man
draw back, my soul shall have no pleasure in
him.”

Bishop McIlvaine on Ritualism.

Nane of the * Evangelical” bisheps have ta-
kewrso hold ground as Bishop Mcllvane, of Ohio,
in & letter recently addreesed by him to the Ed-
itor of a Low-Chuich paper, the Western Epis-
copalian. The Bishcp hardles Ritualism with-
out gloves. He thanks the editor for having
given in his colnmrs a prominent place. to the
noble speech of Rev, Dr. Cotton Smith, on the
* abominations which have become so alarming
in the Cburch of Eagland, and which are eom-
ing out so0 boldly, and with such evident combi-
nation of plan and effort, in our Church in the
United States.”

The Bishop refers to some of the practices
which are creeping into use, The bowing to the
nawme of Jesus in the creed (which by the way,
says the Bishop, is no part of the appointed ce-
remonial of our worship, as many of our people
seem mot to know,) has grown to divers bow-
ings ta this and thet by miniater and people,
and by some where the “ Virgin Mary” comes in
the creed. The use of the sign of the cross in
baptism, provided for by church directions, is
multiplying into various signs and mystic sig-
nifications, such as crosses on the Lord's table of
wood or stone, crcsses on coverings of the table,
on clerical robes, crosses everywhere—candles
on the tables and in the chancel, burning in
broad daylight, ete. If all these things were
simply locked at as an increased ceremonial, one
might be content to speak of them as puerilities.
But in the iuun&'{n of those who are zealous
for ritualism which' now asp'res to place itself,
bigh and lified up, in the Anglican churcl es, no
such thing limits their view. With them it all
means doctrine, advanced doctrine, such as the
simple ritualism of tae Aoglican Church hither-
to has not taught. It means what a leader of
the movemect in the United States meant when
he recently said, from one of the highest places
of the Diocese of New York, that the Reforma-
tion brought on “ the dark ages.” : "It means the
reassertion of what the Anglican] communion as
a Protestant Church has protested against ever
since the Reformation. It means Romanism, in
sll its strength and eubstance, and antagonism
to the true Gospel of Christ. It mbans transub-
tantistion—sacrifice of the mass; aricular con-
fession ; the subjection of the minds and consci-
ences of men to the dictum of the priests; the
closing up of all access td Christ and his salvati-
on within the narrow gate of the ministration of
& priest; justification by efficacy of sacraments;
through a righteousness in ourselves by works;
instead of the righteousness of Christ by faith,
It means, in one word, the identification, in ef-
fect of inward and spiritual religion with the out-
ward and visible form, ard that a form, for the
most part of man’s contrivance.

Bishop Mcllvane has drawn a matterly pic-
ture of Ritualism. No one who has obeerved
the movement can doubt tkat if it has not yet
grown to all the development described by the
Bishop, it is fast attaining that point. And
there is undoubtedly great danger that the Rit-
ualistic party will carry a very large pertion cf
the Church with it. The mejority of the Bish-
ops, if not yet advanced Ritualists, have at least
High-Chburch tendencies ; and the High-Church
psrty is rapidly becoming identified with Rit-
ualism, Prominent men of the Low Ckurch
party, like Earl Shaftesbury and Lord Ebury,
and prominent papers like the Record, have open-
ly expressed tbeir fear that the ultra High
Church party will get control of the Church. In
that case we hope that men like Bishop Mcll-
vaine will not submit to the rule of Romish
“;abominations,” but guard their Protéstant and
evangelical principles by effecting a separate or-
ganisation.— Methodist.

Revival Interests in New Eng-
land.

Many interesting revivals of religion are al-
ready in progress, and favourable indications of
others sppear in many parts of the country.
Among the Methodist Churches of this %ity we
hear of increasing religious interest, with con-
versions, in Tremont Street Church, Grace
Church, Meridian Street Church, which has wit-
nessed many conversions during the year, and
Hanover and Bromfield Street Churches. Signs
are encouraging for a good work in many of our

.churches in all the New Eogland Conferences.

In Vermont, 1t is said, the churches are more
revived than they have been for many years. Re-
ports from some celleges in New England speak
of increasing religious interests among the stu-
dents. As the day of prayer appointed for col-
leges is near at band, we hope it will be gen-
erally observed as such throughout the country
and as the Lord has already begun to pour out
bis Spirit'on these institutions of learning, the
people can pray with stronger faith.

We learn that the Christian Convention, held
at Lynn last week, was a season of great relig-
jous interest, far beyond the expectations of the
people, and accomphshed much good towards
stirring up the churches represented to labor di-
rectly for revivals. When good msy be sccom-
plished for Christ and the salvation of souls by
uniting in the use of these means, we regret that
any Christian minister or !symen -should hold
back from giviog them their personal influence
and support. It seenfs to us that the desire to
have sinpers soundly convested and saved should
greatly exceed in every herrt the desire to at-
tach them ; when converted, to any particular
denomination. The latter, within certajn limits,
is right and commendable; but as Christ is far
above all sects, so his true followers should be
above all sectarisnism, The call of Providence
to-day is for the co-opertaive union in labour of
Protestant denominations.

With great pleasure we learn that these Chris-
tian Conventiops, held in different parts of this
State, and we bope soon to be keld throughout
New Englaid, sre doing a great and good work
in srousing' the churches to seck and work for
revivals mére earnestly st home, and around
their own altars; and for this work we cannot
seq where even the narrowest sectarian bigotry

Senator Wilson's Conversion.

Thé Congregationalist gives the following re-
port of remarks made by Senator Wilson at a re-
| ligious meeting at Natick, the place wheré be
resides. ' The recent converts being invited to
speak, he was among the first to rise:

“ He felt he owed it to himself, to his friends
about him, and to the cause of his Redeemer, to
sey a few worde, though he did it with some re-
luctance.  For more tHau thirty years he bad at-
tended the service of God on that spot, and had
listened to hundreds of sermons. He had been
convinted of the truths thus set forth, and had
no excuse to cffer for so long delaying to give
bis persoval ettention to this subject. He had
never shielded himself by infidelity, or defend-
ed his position by that poorest of all excuses,
the faults of professing Christians. When-
ever addressed persopally om the subject, as he
had often been by friends from various parts of
the country, be had always felt himself guilty
before God, and yet he bad lived more than fifty
years r¢jecting God.

% He had seen the Christian die in the triumph
of faith, and bad often stood by dying soldiers,
end longed to speak some word of Christian
comfort and cheer in their ears, azd he could
rot. . He had stood by the ‘graves of those be
loved best, and thought how often those lip:, now
cold in death, had breathed bis name to heav-p,
He trusted that, in snswer to the prayers of a
dear wif>, of those dear departed ones, and of
other dear friends, he had now. found abiding
peace. He would not exchaoge the hope he had
for any earthly honors, He had enjoyed more
peace and assurance durivg the past week than
in any other period of his life. He gave him-
self, all he had, and all he hoped for, to his Lord
end Master ; and if anything had been kept back,
he prayed that it might be revealed to him.

““The Senator was particularly glad to see so
many yeung men coming forward in this good
work, and called upon his neighbors and friends
not to delay to meke their peace with God.

Scene in Palestine.

I was travelling in Anti-Lebanon. It was s
bright summer day, and near noon. Weary and
wayworn, I rode down from a bare mountain
ridge into the wild and beatirul valley of Hebron,
and dismounted beside a little fountain, under
the “shadow of a great rock.” A group of

Queen Victoria’s Crown.
The Imperial State Crown of Queen Victoris

was made by Mesers. Rundall & Briép, in the
year 1838, with jewels taken from old erowns,
and others furnished by commind of Her Ma-
jesty. It consists of diamonds, pearls, rubies,
sapphires, auid emeralds, set in silver and gold ;
it has a crimson velvet cap, with ermine border,
and is lined with white silk. Its gross weight
is 39 cz. 6 dwts, troy. The lower part of the
band, above the ermine berder, consists of a
row of 129 pearls, between which, in front of
the crown, is a sapphire, (partly-drilled), pur-
chased for the crown by King George the 1V,
At the back is a sapphire of smaller size, and
six other sapphives (three on each side), between
which are eight emeralds. Above and below
the seven sapphires are fourteen diamonds, and
around the eight emeralds 128 diamonds. Be-
tween the emeralds snd sapphires are 16 trefoil
ornaments, containing 160 diamonds. Above
the band are eight ssppbires surmounted by 8
diamonds, between which are 8 festoons, con-
sisting of 148 diamonds. In front of the crown,
and in the centre of s diamond Maltese cross, is
the famous ruby, said to have been givea to Ed-
ward tke Black Prince, by Don Pedro, King of
Castile, after the battle of Najera, A.D. 1367.
It was worn in the helmet of Henry V. at the
battle of Agincourt, A.D.1415. It is pierced
quite through, after the Eastern custom, the
upper part of -thghpiercing being filled up with s
smallruby. Arouni this ruby, to foxm the cross,
are 75 brilliant disamonds. Three other Maltese
crosses, forming the two eides and back of the
crown, have emerald centres, and containing res-
pectively 124 and 130 brilliant dismonds. Be-
tween the 4 Maltese crosses are 4 ornaments in
the form of a French fleur-de-lis, with 4 rubies
in the centre, and surrounded by rose dismonds,
containing respectively 83, 86 and 87 rose dia-
monde. From the Maltese crosses issue 4 im-
perial arches composed of oak leaves ané acorns,
the leaves containing 728 rose, table and bril-
liant dismonds ; 32 pearls, forming the aeorns,
set in cups contsining 54 rose dismonds and 1
table diamond. The total aumber of dismonds
in the arches and scorns is 108 brillisats, 118
table, and 559 rose diamonds. From the upper
part of the arches are suspended 4 large pen-
dant pear-shaped pearls, with rose diamond caps,
contsining 12 rose dismonds, and stems con-
taining 24 very small diamonds. Above the
arch stands the mound, containing in tbe lower
hemisphere 305 brilliants, and in the upper 244
brillisnts ; the zone and arc being composed of
33 rose diamonde, The cross on the summit bas
a rose-cut sapphire in the centre, surrounded by
3 large brillisnts and 108 smaller brilliants.
Summary of jewels comprised in the erown : 1
large ruby, irregularly polished ; 1 large broad-
spread sapphire, 16 sapphires, 11 emeralds, 4
rubies, 1,363 brilliant diamonds, 1,273 rose dia-
monds, l;}/hb!e diamonds, 4 |drop-shaped
peazls, 273 pearls.

How to Take Cold.

As the season for thaws has come, the doctors
ere looking for an increase of business, and as
every trade must live, we cffer a few hints upon
the readiest methods of gratifying the fraterni-
ty. Persons who are partial to rheumatism
should weer thin boots and be careful to keep
themwell soeked in enow water. A quick fever
can be secured by leaving cff overcoats.

Gradually
they form a series of dense moving colmuns, fol-
lowing in the footsteps of the shepherds, and
drawa after them with their voices. I also ob-
served, that, while each shepherd wound his way
through the united flocks, some of the animals
fled at his approach, frightened st bis voice, and
others hastened toward bim, * for they knew his
voice.” In a short time they were led off, and
the fountain was completely deserted; not e
sheep or goat ventured to lag behind. Then the,
calls of the shepheads were heard, echoing fromi’
rock and eliff, now loud snd clear, now dying
away in the distance ; while the flocks were seen
obedieat to the calls, following, in long, distinct
streams, the guides whom alone they knew and
trusted. As I sat there, gazing with mingled
wonder and pleasure on that strange and in-
structive scene, another beautiful Scripture illus-
tration was realized before my eyes. Oae Shep-
berd, lod bis flock, by & zigsag path,’up the al-
most perpendiculer bank of the glen. Behind
it two young lambes ‘trotted along at the feet of
their mother. At first they frisked about, and
jumped lightly from steme to stone; but soon
they bégan to fall behind. The poor little things
cried piteously, when the path became steeper
wnd the rocks higher, and the flocks more sad
more distant. The mother cried too, running
back and forth, now liogeriag behind, now has-
tening on before, as if to wile them upward. /

It was vain. The ascent was too much for
their Jimbs. They stopped, trembling on the
shelving cliff, and cried ; the mother stopped and
oried by their side. I thought they certainly
would be lost ; and I saw the great eagles that
soared in circles round the cliffs, far overheard,
sweepiog lower and lower, as if about to pounce
upon the prey. But no! The plaintive cries of
distress had already reached the ear of the good
shepberd. Moanting a rock, be looked down
and saw the-belpless little ones. A minute, and
be was standing by them ; then, taking them up
in his arms, be put them on each side, in his bo-
som, in the ample folds of bis coat, wll'ph was
bound around the waist with s girdle.

‘T'he unquestionable renowa of Ireland for her
early educational institutions was presented by
the lecturer at some length, and his statements in
regard to her preéminence in this respect are
fully borne out by the highest testimony. We
find the following in recent European corres-
pondence of one of our American contempora-
ries :—

“There was a time when lreland stood alone
for three centuries, from the 6:h to the 9:h, as

the light of the world and the asylum of the
learned of all natione,

When the Saracens overran the East, the
Schcol of Alexandria was broken up, and not a
faw of its teachers and students found s home
in Ireland. When the Huns, Vandals and
Goths overran Europe ard overthrew the Ro-
man Empire, the leading teachers with their
pupils found & welcome in Ireland. Daring

those three centuries already alluded to, the
schools of Ireland were the largest in the world,
as well as the most celebrated. The students
at Armagh, Lismoor,and Bangor often number-
ed from three to four thousand each.

Not only was Ireland the asylum of the learn-
ed and the light of Europe in that age, but
Irishmen were the founders and the teachers of
the great schools of Europe some of which con-
tinue to this day. They were the founders of
the Universities of Paris in France, of Pavia in
Italy, St Gall in Switzeriand, Wartzburg in
Franconia, and Luxieul in Burgundy.

Their missionaries penetrated as far North as
Lapland, and as far south as Italy—surrounding
Rome with & chain of living churches and of
lighted colleges.”

The eharacter of Irishmen was well vindicat-
ed from the charge of indolence sometimes
brought against them, and evidences were pre-
sented ot their thrift and industry, as furnished
on this Continent and everywhere in these Pro-
vinces. The bravery of Irishmen was sgt forth
by references to deeds of valour by British arms
on occasions when the blood of Englishmen,
Scotchmen and Irishmen flowed freely together
The generosity of the Irish, their veneration for
things sacred, their natural and ready wit, were
brought to view by striking illustration and by
humourous and appropriate anecdotes; and their
talent for poetry and oratory was shown by some
of the fines* examples which the English lan-
guage can produce. Choice specimens of Irish
eloquence were given, and passages read from
the productions of eelebrated Irishmen, as Burke,
Shiel, O’Congell and others, showing their un-
surpassed oratorical power.

The lecturer admitted that the Irnish, as well as
people of other lands, had their foibles, one of
the more prominent of which is a highly repre-
hensible rvstiessness and tendency to disquietude.
But Ireland’s grievances must be taken into ac-
count,—the oppressions of the past, the penal
laws und:r which she long groaned, her relig-
ious and political disabilities—these were suffic-
ient to make her feel that she was doomed to
wear an oppressive yoke. If she were restless,
she bad much of which to complain. The oc-
casions of disquiet were referred to in general
terms ; but they are familiar to every honest
student of Irish history, Ireland hashad to bear
several centuries of misrule. The systam of ab-
septeeism has greatly tended to her impoverish-
ment ; and where there is deep poverty it is not
surprising there should be discontent. The

The Baptism of the Holy Ghost.
 Ye shall be baptized with the Holy Ghost nat
many days hence.’—Acts 1. &

These, as they were among the last, so were
they among the best words eyer uttered by Him
whose lips were always full of grace and truth
They prcmised a great blessing soon to be be
stowed upon the primiti\;'e Church. And what
was this blessing? To this point I now ask the
reader’s attention. Having invest'gated this, we
may come intelligently to the questions, Is this
blessing promised also to us ? and if so, How may
we obtain it? To every Christian, this whole
subject is one of intense interest. May every
Christian reader appreciate it.

W hat blessings were promised to the primitive
Church in the baptism of the Holy Ghost ?

I answer, 1. Negatively ; not merely, nor chief-
ly, miraculous gifts. True, these were in their case
included, for the rcason that then they were
needed for particular use, as means of preaching
the gospel. And especially they were needed
to prove the presence and agency of the Holy
Ghost. The world desired a sign.  Chris ianity
was to be established in the first instance by mi-
racles. As Paul said, ¢ Tongues are for a sign,
not to them that believe, but to them that believe
not.”

But these were only temporary. appendages
of the Spirit’s baptizm; not the great, the chief
thing ; not the essential element. For, be it con-
tidered, the disciples had miraculous power, be-
fore, though somewhat less extensively. Again,
Chr'st taught them that these were comparative-
ly of small ccnsequence.  “In this rejoice not,
that the spirits are subject unto you: bu.t rathc}r
rejoice, because your names are written in
heaven.” So also Paul taught most abundant-
ly. See1 Cor. xii 14. The main drift of these
three chapters, is to show that miraculous gifts
weré of little worth, compared with other gifts
imparted by the Spirit. Ia his view, the great
fruit of the Spirit is love ; and this he deemed
above a!l price. This he held to be the true
baptism of the Spirit ; the greatest, the best gift
thereby conterred. Still farther, Christ taught
much respecting what the Spirit should do. See
John xiv. 16. Scarce any place, and no prom-
inence is here given to miraculous gifts. The
great work of the Spirit is to teach, reprove,
comfort and sanctify. But finally, we have the
testimony of history. We are permitted to stu-
dy the suhscquent lives ot those who received
the baptism of the Holy Ghost, and see what its
fruits actually were.  And no man can do this
candidly, without seeing something incompara-
bly greater and infinitely better than the gift of
tongues. It is perfectly incredible that the
baptism of the Holy Ghost should have meant
only or chiefly this. No, Christian reader, it
promised another blessing than that, better far,
and more enduring.
2. This baptism was not the grace of conver-
sion, or regeneration ; for the Apostles were con-
verted some years before. But God could make
them yet far more holy, and for this was the
Spirit given in holy baptisms.
If now we ask what blessings were actually
and chiefly intended by the baptism of the Holy
Ghost, we must seek the infallible answer from
the Bible, and chiefly from prophetic descrip-
tions of it, from Christ's representations, and
from the history of its effects in the lives of prim-
itive Christians.
For prophetic descriptions of it the reader
may consu't Isa. xliv. 3-5 ; and lii. 15; and Ezek.
xxxvi. 25-27, Chbrist’s instructions are found
chiefly in John xiv. 16, and Joha iv, 10-24, and
vii. 87-39, If the reader will study these pas-
sages careful'y, he will find very great stress laid
upon the work of the Spirit as a teacher. * He
shall teach you all things, and bring all things
to your remembrance.” ¢ He shall testify of
Christ.” * He shall glorify Christ,” by revealing
his truly glorious character to the mind und
heart of the believer. These passagess alio
show that the Spirit shall reprove of sin, shall
comfort the fearful, shall sanctify the heart, shall
be a permanent, abu?iam, unfailing source of
spiritual good. Reader, can you conceive any
thing more precious than rivers of living water,
and these too within you—flowing forth from
your own soul, to bless others also? Do you
ask for blessings more permanent than “ a well
of water springing up into everlastiug life ?
Will my readers now turn with me for a mo-
ment to a short but precious chapter in the his-
tory of true religion?  We have it in the
Acis of the Apostles. It is the history of the
men who were baptiz:d with the Holy Ghost. It
will be remembered that at the time of their
baptism, they were already Christians of a cer-
tain sort—that they had followed Christ with
more or less devo'ion, for some three years
or more, and had apparently left all for bis
sake.  Sull they had many crude notions,
greal “ubc!ief, and nota little fear of man. They
were.sancnﬁed very parially. A mighty work
"':::‘:‘eél to be wrought in the'lr‘hearts. There
or a change more striking than even
tl‘mt of their first conversion, and the Spirit of
God can effect it.

Jesusboldly, confounded them utterly,and finally
left them with this resistless appeal to their con-
| sciences : ©* Whether it be right in the sight of
God, to hearken unto you more than unto (.;od,
judge ye. For we cannot but speak the .lhmgs
which we have seen and heard. Such is one
feature of the change wrought in a soul “ filled
with the Holy GtLost.”

Let it be noted also, that this baptism of the
Holy Ghost filled them with great spiritual joy.
The.y « eat their meat with gladness.” They re-
joiee under threats and torture, and under a na-
tion's scorn: yea, even under the anguish of
stripes and the peril of death. And is this ro-
thing ?

Let the reader mark, also, their * singlesness
of heart.” They are no longer struggling to serve
both God and mammon. The question is not
with them as with so many in the Church to-day
—How much may we love and seek the honor
and the wealth of the world and yet not lose hea-
ven ? They have but cne thing to do, acd that
is, to serve their Lord. And this was the fruit
of the Spirit’s baptism. It cannot escape tbe
attentive reader’s notice that they were now pre-
pared to preach Christ with amazing power and
unparalleled scccess. No man not even malig-
nant enemies, could resist the wisdom and the
power by which they spake. How sublime the
spectacle of such power over mind ? And where
lies the secret ? Not in their learning—not in
their native talents—not in the glory of their
name—not in the fact that their hearers sympa-
thize with the subject! No, in none of these
things ; but wholly in the fact that they are fill
ed with the Holy Ghost. Their souls are glow-
ing with love, add faith, and truth. And God
is with them. God is in them. Therefore it is
that th&y can preach with resistless power. O!
when shall ari:e some other such, whose burning
lips shall preach the truth of Christ, and make
the proudest, mightiest sinners tremble ? O for a
countless host !

Once more, let (he readerremark that these
effects of the Spirit were abiding. It was not
the meteor's flash that broke a moment on the
vision, and sunk in thicker darkness. It was
rather a summer’s sun, that set not till it set in
death. Those Christians held on their way, like
the just man whose path is as the ricing light. It
is a lovely comment on the promise, * The wa-
ter that I shall give him shall be in him a well of
water springirg up into everlasting life ;” or that
othery “ Out of his belly thall flow rivers of liv-
ing water.” The history of what was done by
the primitive Church, proves conclusively that
taorough the baptism of the Holy Ghost, they
were sustained in a course of unabated zeal, end
faith, and love, and labor, as long as they lived.
O blessed egency !

Christian reader, have you not often sighed
deeply over the fick!eness ot your best affections,
the short durationy of your holiest states? O'!
you need the original,the genuine baptism of the
Holy Ghost. Ask yourself if this gift be not the
very thing you need, and worth more to your

The Sa-
viour would thus show us how great joy thereis
in heaven when a sinper is restored to His fold.
Very precious to Him is His cherished flock.
Tenderly does he track the footsteps of the
lost one, and seek to win him home to repose
aad safety. He knows the perils of the wilder-
ness,—beasts of prey and fiery serpents, fearful
pitfalis and hidden enares. He knows too the
wre!chedness of the wanderer, lost to bimself
and to his God; longing for green pastures aud
still waters, yet fainting amid arid wastes, and
olinging to broken cisterns.

Vast tracts of land were open to the
shepherds. la the summer they-led their flocks
porthward, to the copl mountain springs; in tke
winter to the shEltered vallejs of the south.
The sheep knew the vo'ce of their shepherd and
followed him ; never mistaking the voice of one
shepherd fur another. So with the flock of the

if proper restoratives ora applied. Prune off all
