What Lead Tc Th_e Arrest.

On October 6 last, a letter was re-
ceived ivldressed to D McPhail, D. M.
Bougard, John D. Moore and others,
well-known gentlemen of Kaslo, by A.
Campbell Reddie, deputy provincial
secretary, acknowledging receipt of

their ‘“‘petition to the provincial govern-
ment praying for the removal of John
Keen from the office of recorder for the
Ainsworth mining division of West
Kootenay for certain reasons alleged
therein,” and stating that it would be
laid before the executive council for
their consideration. The letter was an
entire surprise to the gentlemen receiv-
ing it, a8 they knew nothing of any pe-'
tition forwarded to the provincial gov-
ernment. - In ~their dilemma they
submitted the document to Mr. Keen,
who was equally in the dark as to the
nature of the charges preferred against
him. On the same day a letter was
addressed to the provincial secretary
asking for a copy of the petition. This
request was promptly complied with and
a copy of the petition was duly received
and is as follows: ; ,

«‘We, the undersigned f{ree miners of
the Ainsworth mining div sion of West
Kootenay, B. C., pray most urgently
that your honorable corps will at once
remove from our midst the dishonorable
mining recorder, namely, John Keen,
for the following reasons:

¢1st. He has accepted money on two
oscasions for making out false abstracts
of title to mining men intending to
purchase claims, and of which the ven-
dor’s license had ran out. (This can be
proven.)

«ond. He will not show the record
books only to certain men here thal
stand in with him.

«3rd, If a man hands hima five dollar
bill for recording a claim he never gets
any change back, the excuse always
being that he is short of change. |

¢4th. He drinks too much whisky and
often gets intoxicated, prospectors fre-
quently have to stay round town two or
three days waiting for him to recover
from his sprees to have their recording
done.

‘5th. He keeps a certain bad element
around him for jumping claims, keeps
them posted on claims that may run out
or claams that belong to easy going,
honest boys that worked hard finding
them. He is not at all the right man to
have your mining books at his disposal,
and again we.pray to you to give us at
least an honorable, sober man for this
important office at Kaslo, B. C. We
can’t trust him any more.”’

Appended to this document, remark-
able chiefly for the number and positive-
ness of its false statements, were the
names of D. McPhail, D. M. Bougard,
John D. Moore, John McPhee, J. C.
Ryan, J. C. Eaton, Whitewater mine,
Bob Cameron and E. Watts. There was
also appended after the names a post-
script in these words: ““We would sug-
gest that some honorable man, such as
O.T. Stone, Mr. McKenzie, the city
auditor, or some trustworthy man, such
as these two mentioned. Xeen will
make endless trouble among the miners
here if not removed at an early date.”

Signatures Were Repudiated.
Each of the purported signers of this
petition, who could be reached, repudi-
ated his signature, and denjed all know-
ledge of the document, and later on Mr.
Watts telegraphed from Ottawa to Mr.

Keen: ‘J repudiate signature to fraudu-
lent petition against you.”

~ The charges alleged in the petition

were 80 outrageously false and the for-
geries so glaring, that the alleged signers
were agreed that the perpetrator should
not go unpunished. They, therefore,
united in the following petition or repre-
sentation’ to the government:

1. “That we have been shown a docu-
ment referred to in a letter of the deputy
provincial sectretary, dated the: 12th day
of October, 1896, to D. McPhail, D. M.
Bougard and J.D. Moore, such docu-
ment being a copy of an alleged petition
to the government of Britis Columbia
praying for the removal of Mr. John
Keen, the recorder of Kaslo.”

2. “That none of us has ever seen the
original petition above referred to, or
heard of it, except through the deputy
provincial secretary.”

3. “That we did not signthe said petl-
tion and that our names were appended
thereto entirely without authority from
us and the said petition is a forgery.”

4. “That we believe that the charges
contained in the said petition to be all
entirely without foundation.”

5. “That we verily believe that we are
the only persons of the gaid names in
the district, and have no doubt that we

of the forged petition and signatures.
Collateral evidence of various kinds has
also been ascertained which seemed to
point in the same direction. The re-
sults of the elaborate investigation, the
accumulated testimony, the judgment
of experts, the gathered letters and doc-
uments and the original forged docu-
ument have been submitted to the
proper authorities and have seemed to
them fully to warrant the arrest of the
suspected party.

Eugene mine doing development work,
Owing to the excessive rates of transpor-
tation no ore is being shipped and thou-
sands of tons are now on the dump wait-
ing the building of the Crow’s Nest
railroad. Mr. Cronyn says that they
now have from 50,000 to 60,000 tons of
ore blocked out in the mine. The new
town of Moyea, on Moyea lake near the
St. Eugene mine, is-taking on a building
boom and lots are in demand and selling
at high figures.

nesdayapd spent three hours at the
place. It is amazing that the striking
advantages of Sayward have been so
long overlooked.

It is only 15 miles from Rossland to
Sayward as the wagon road goes—seven
miles to Trail and eight miles from Trail

to Sayward. The Columbia river at
Trail is crossed by means of a wire cable
ferry. Mr. Heinze, some months ago,
built an excellent wagon road from the
ferry landing east of Trail to Sayward,
so that he could have coke for his smelter
hauled over the Nelson & Fort Sheppard
railroad. He now gets his coke over the
Red Mountain railroad at Rossland, and
no longer uses the wagon road from Trail
to Sayward.

It is one of the best wagon roads in
the country and the trip over it on
horseback is very delightful. For al-
most the entire distance the road skirts
along the high bluff on the east side of
the Columbia, so that a magnificént
view can be had of the picturesque
stream.

When the road reaches Beaver creek
i turne away from the Columbia river
and runs up on to a bench of very
pretty, level land, with pine clad moun-
tains to the east, and the line of the
Nelson & Fort Sheppard railroad run-
ning along the base and passing through
the celebrated Beaver creek canyon into
the Salmon river valley, where there are
now S0 many promising mineral dis-
- coveries. i

Magnificent Water Power.

Beaver creek is about as large as Big
Sheep creek at the point where the
bridge of the old Northport wagon road

spans it. There is here one of the finest
water -powers in Kootenay.

At the end of the series of falls and

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HEAD OF SULLIVAN

A Visit to the Heather Bell and
Mackey Mountain.

SOME ENORMOUS LEDGES

Great Body of Sulphide Ore on the
Heather Bell-Quartz Ledges From
8 to 20 Feet Wiae on the Mackey

Group.

Two or three weeks ago I paid a visit
to a group of claimsincluding the Goldie,
Rene, St. Paul, Belcher and others near
the mouth of Sullivan creek, about 15
miles north of Rossland, Last Saturday
I went up to the head waters of Sullivan
creek and saw the Heather Bell, the
Mackey group, and other claims in that
vicinity. Much assessment and develop-
ment work is being done from one end
of Sullivan creek to the other, and I look
for some substantial results this season.

A good trail, made by the provincial

overnment, runs from the mouth of

ullivan creek for five or six miles up
toward its source, which consists of ‘'a
number of small streams running down
from the summit of Mackey mountain.
This mountain, named for Bob Mackey,
a miner and prospector who is well
known in Rossland, and who made the
first locations in the upper Sullivan
creek country, is about 5,000 feet high
and there is yet an abundance of snow
upon it.

It is a very steep climb all the wa
from the Columbia river to the summit
of the mountain, The trail is a weil
constructed one, and skirts, for most of
the distance, along the south side of the
canyon, through which runs Sullivan
creek. This stream comes roaring down
our boulders and logs and precipices,
working itself often into a white foam or
sheet of translucent spray. g

The Heather Bell.

At the end of the government trail the
Heather Bell trail begins, and it was
over this I traveled to the Heather Bell
mine, the one upon which more work
has been done than on any other in the

Qullivan creek district. The develop-
ment of this property was started last
December an(f was continued all winter
under the direction of E. W. Liljegran,
in whose company 1 made the trip last
Saturday. A tunnel has been run in on
the vein 145-feet, and a shaft had pre-
viously been put down about 50 feet, the
tunnel intersecting the shaft. The sur-
face showin% of the Heather Bell is
very large. The ledge runs across the
summit of Mackey mountain from east
to west and can be traced for several
miles. It has the iron cap so well known
about Rossland, and in one place, about
400 feet west of the mouth of the tunnel,
is over 100 feet wide.

Some ore was found when the shaft
was put down, and some very good
assays in gold were obtained, but the
chief discoveries are being made by the
tunnel. The face of the tunnel now
shows a fine body of ore, while in the
south or foot wall side is & solid mass of
ore, the width of which has not yet been
ascertained by crosscut.

So far the ore taken from the Heather
Bell has been low grade, with now and
then a good assay, but enough gold is
present to amply justify the continuation
of development work. I am inclined to
the opinion jthat there will be fonnd
here an immense ore deposit, and prob-
ably one of the great mines of the
district.

A contract is just now to be let for the
extension of the tunnel another 100 feet.
The purpose of the company i8 no doubt
to ran about 250 feet further, and get
undeér the big showing on the hill above.
Here a depth of 300 to 400 feet will be
secured, and by crosscutting it can be
learned just what there is in the mine.

The Mackey Group.

Bob Mackey was the pioneer prospec-
tor on Mackey mountain, and he made
good use of his opportunity. He located
the Mackey, the Golden Cross, the

Nevada Fraction, and the Golden Age.
What is known as the Heather Bell
ledge runs from the Heather Bell
ground west into the Neptune Fraction,
then into the Nevada Fraction and
Golden Age. Those two claims get about
2,000 feet of it. The ledge is so stron
and well marked that it can be tra
with perfect ease. An open cut has been
made on it at two or three different
Flaces, the best showing being on the
ine between the Golden Age and the
Nevada Fraction. Here the ledge is 30
feet wide, the ledge matter all the way
across being impregnated with pyrites of
iron. The development work on the
Heather Bell is giving much strength
to all the claims on the west extension
& the ledge. .

But the feature of the Mackey group
which would perhaps most strongly ap-
peal to & mining man is the existence of
two large quartz ledges running north-
east and south-west through the Mackey
and Golden Cross. These ledges are

arallel and are only two or three hun-
gred feet apart. They can be traced for
four or five miles and are in porphyry
formation. At the point where most
work has been done I found a coarse
grained porphyry on the foot wall side
and a fine grained and darker porphyry
on the hanging wall side.

Wherever these quartz ledges have
been opened they have been found to
carry some iron pyrites and more or less
gold. Mr. Mackey says his lowest assay
was $2.40 in gold and his highest $14in
gold. The veins are from 8 to 10 feet
wide. If the gold value in the ore

roves to be sufficient, these ledges will
ge of immense value. Very little pros-

The impression made upon me by what
I saw on Mackey mountain was that
there area number of strong iron-capped
and quartz ledges running through the
country, with good chances for the find-
ing of pay chutes of great gize and per-
manence.

A PARTNERSHIP QUARREL

Bullion Claim Shows Antimonial Sil-

MONKS ROASTED ALIVE

Philli ipine Rebels Tried to Even Up
With the Spaniards.

Thrust Bamboos Through Twenty-Five
Helpless« Prisoners and Hung
Them Over Blow Fires.

Vaxcouver, June 7.—Further inter-
views with the officers of the steamer
Hupeh, now in port, elicit the fact that
95 Roman Catholic monks were roasted
by the rebels in the Phillipine islands
and not by the Spanish troops, as pre-
viously reported. The information was
furnished by prominent residents of Ito
Ito in the group of islands, and corrob-

orated by a foreign consul. The Phil-
lipine islands have long been ruled by
the Catholic priests, and there is thus
intense hatred felt against them. The
officers of the Hupeh, in fact, state that
the whole trouble arose from the actions
of the priests. In consequence of the
cruelties practiced by the Spanish
troops on the rebels, or those suspected
of being in 8 mpa%hy with the rebel
cause, the rebels in revenge perpetrated
the acts of cruelty on the helpless mc?;%\
who came in their clutches.

WATER AND SEWERAGE.

The city has to grapple with two very
important questions—water supply and
sewerage. There does not seem to have
been much done in either direction. We
are aware of the embarrassments that
must beset the city authorities in under-
taking to solve either of these two prob-
lems, but it is absolutely necessary that
they should be disposed of in some
manner.

We will soon be in the middle of sum-
mer, and with no additional water sup-
ply and no additional reservoir capacity.
The city eannot afford to run the risk of
a general conflagration through another
summer. The property interests here
now are very great. For what insurance
we have we are paying an exorbitant
rate. But insurance, even at existing
rates, is better than no insurance at all,
and with a precarious and inefficient
water supply the fire insurance compan-
ies may cancel their risks at any mo-
ment. :

The sewerage question cannot well be
postponed till another year. The sewer-
age of the city is now carried into Trail
creek, and the water of that stream is 8o
much polluted thereby that the town of
Trail has made a protest/ and will seek
to make this protest effective by an ap-
peal to the courts, unless the nuisance
is abated. ‘This action on the part of
Trail will probably precipitate the whole
sewerage question and bring things to a
crisis.

We believe there is a general desire
among the people of Rossland that the
water and sewerage questions should be
taken up at once and some disposition
made of them.

NORTHERN MAIL SERVICE.

We beg to draw the attention of Mr.
Bostock to the fact that though the C.

P. R. has established a daily steamer

gervice on the Columbia river and
though the departinent is well aware of
this fact and has bevn repeatedly peti-
tioned by various communities through-
oug British Columbia to inaugurate a
daily mail service no such service has
yet been granted. We can see no good
reason for this failure on the part of the
postofficedepartment. The need of such
a service is apparent to every one who
has ever visted the district, and its ex-
pense would be trifling in comparison to
the net revenue the Dominion derives
from the Kootenays.

We presume this matter has already

been brought to our member’s attention,’

but, whether it has or not, he can rely
upon it he will be held responsible for
the government’s failure to inaugurate
it. Kootenay has been striving for years
to do its basiness with the territory tra-
versed by the main line of the C. P. R.,
and the present inadequate mail service,
which is no better now than it was two
or three years ago when the country had
not a tenth of its present population, has
been one of the greatest hindrances to
the building up of such a trade.

JUBILEE DAY CELEBRATION.

Jubilee day is now but two weeks off
and as yet no systematic celebration of
the event in Rossland has been arranged.
The time is all to short to get up such a
celebration as would do justice to so
momentous an occasion, but Rossland
can hustle when she pleases, and we be-
lieve there is still time to organize a
a celebration the like of which has never
been held in Kootenay before.

It is entirely fitting that Rossiand’s
jubilee mayor should head such a move-
ment and we trust, therefore, that
Mayor Scott will call a public meeting at
the earliest possible date with a view to
appointing committees and taking the
preliminary steps to properly commem-
orate the day in Kootenay. We believé
it is the desire of every citizen in Ross-
land to participate in such a celebration
and that we can pledge the hearty sup-
port of the entire community to those

The license by-law as it finally passed
limits the number of hotels in the city
to 10 until a population of over 2,000 is
obtained, and provides that each hotel
shall contain 10 rooms. ¢°

There are five hotels now doing busi-
ness in the city. In addition the new
Province hotel is nearly ready for oc-
cupancy, and a three-story hotel being
built by A.Graunwiser, of Calgary, is
rapidly nearing completion.

McCallum Asks an Explanation.
At a former meeting of the council it
was decided to recommend Police
Magistrate P. T. McCallum for appoint-

ment on the licensing board. A week
ago the council withdrew his name and
substituted that of James Anderson.
Mr. McCallum has now addressed a
letter to the council asking for an ex-
planation of their ‘“remarkable conduct,”
which he characterizes as ‘“‘municipal
juggling,” and either simply malicious
or else a reflection upon his reputation.
The clerk was directed to notify him
that the withdrawal of his name was
made not from personal motives but be-
cause there was doubt of his eligibility,
he being interested in a saloon license.

HIS END WAS PEACE.

Father Le May’s Long Illness Termin-
ated Fatally Tuesday Afternoon.

Father Le May, the pioneer catholic
priest of Rossland, died at the pafochial
residence Tuesday afternoon shortly
after 4 o’clock. His death was rather

sudden, although he had been ill more
or less for the past two months, and was
caused by inflammation of the windpipe
which made it impossible for him to
breathe. The difficult operation of
tracheotomy was performed by Doctors
Bowes and Armstrong as a last resort in
an effort to save the dying man’s life,
but'he was too far gone and he survived
it only half an hour. |

Almost . two months ago Father Le
May receiv d a stroke of paralysis, which
confined him to his r several
weeks. He thought last Sunday that he
was well enough to go down to Trail, and
he made the trip, contracting a severe
cold during the day which developed
into tongilitis and inflammation of the
larynx. Sunday night, after his return,
he sent for Dr. Hendrickson, who pre-
scribed for him. Monday his condition
became more serious, and he was threat-
ened with suffocation. Intense inflam-

He was conscious to the last,
and was able to converse with Father
Rivers on various matters of business
until a few minutes before his soul took
its ﬂi&ht.

Father Rivers arrived here Saturday,
and will remain until the bishop comes
to arrange for a guccessor to Father Le
May. He had krown the deceased father
for thirty years, and was one of his
closest friends.

“He did not realize how sick he was
until a few hours before his death,’’ said
Father Rivers yesterday, s king of
the sad end of his friend. *‘I told him
that he was dying and asked him to ar-
range any business he might have. He
said he wounld wait till morning, that he
intended to :
hos%gflv there, where he could receive
th t possible treatment. I told him
he could never get to Spokane. An hour
or two later he said he knew he was go-
ing to die as he was growing weaker
every moment. Then he sent for Stack
& McDonell and made known his last
wishes concerning his business affairs.
His death was very peaceful and seemed
entirely resigned to it."”

The deceased was born in Montreal,
Quebec, almost 49 years ago and was
educated in St.John’s college in that
city. He had been in the western coun-
try 16 or 17 years and was the first min-
ister to settle here, arriving about two
years ago. He bent all his energies to
the building up of a church and had suc-
ceeded admirably when his untimely
end cut short his work.

The arrangements for the funeral are
not yet completed. Just before his
death Father LeMay eﬁressed the wish
that he should be buried in the Catholic

cemetery in Rossland. This wish will
be respected, but until word is obtained
from Father Eummelun the date will not
be definitely fixed.

Stumbled Off the Kootenay Into Arrow
Lake—A Nelson Prospector.

TraL, June 5.—[Special.]—Word has

been received here of the drowning of an
old prospector known as Keno Jack, a
few miles from Deer Park on the lower
Arrow lake. With two partners he
boarded the Kootenay at Robson, Fri-

day evening, having come from Nelson
on the afternoen train, with the inten-
tion of going to the Needles.

Method of Floating Companies—The
Real Value of Their Stocks.

The British Columbia Review, of
London, Eng., in its last issue contains
the following letter to the editor:

s+ _ For some time past I have been

taking interest in the gold mines of

British Columbia, and am pleased that

we have your paper to properly repre-
gent and furnish news of the province.
It is about time that we in England be-
gan to understand the value of this
British possession, and undertook the
matter of developing its mineral re-
sources ourselves, ,a8 in the past,
leaving this to be done by the citizens
in the United States.

There are, however, several difficulties
that appear to me in the matter of the
purchase of shares in_com ies regis-
tered in Canada, and 1 should be glad if
you can explain them—both for the
writer’s information and for that of your
many other readers. Why is it that
dollar shares are sold for 25cents or less?
Have they fallen from par, or have they.
never been to par? Again, in the case
of dividend-paying mines, 48 the divi-
dend, say at 12 per cent. per annum,
paid on the par value of the stock, or on
money that was actually gaid forit when
it was bought from the company ?

| As there seems to be much misappre-
hensgion both in Canada and England
regarding the points raised by “Share

Buyer,” we take this opportunity of ex-

plaining the principle on which Ameri-
can mining companies are floated, the
principle which has been followed for
the most part in the floatation of Ross-
land companies. The law of Washing-
ton, where most of the foreign locally
registered companies have their head-
quarters, is intended to enable the
owner of any mine or mineral claim to
fcorporate a joint stock company to
work their property. These owners pre-
pare articles of incorporation for a com-
pany with any amount of capital they
choose to name, usually $1,000,000, div-
ided into $1,000,000 shares of $1 each.
They then enter into an agreement with
themselves in their individual capacity
to purchase the mine for $1,000,000 and
pay for it with the shares of the above
company. When this agreement is ar-
rived at it is seen that in return for its
$1,000,000 in stock *the company has
nothing but the mide. It has not a cent
in its treasury. The value of jt8 stock,
therefore depends entirely on the value
of the property it owns. If the cash
value of the property is $100, then the

stock is worth a hundred part of a cent
a share; if the claim is worth $1,000
cash tne stock is worth 1-10 of acenta
share; if the claim is worth in cash
$10,000 the stock is worth one cent a
gshare, and so on. This stock is all is-
sued at par in the sense that it is full
paid up and can not be assessed, tho

as seen abgve, all that was agfually id
for the stock - have been anywhere
from a fraction o a cent to $1 a share.

Others of the

PALMER MOUNTAIN TUNN EL.

It Is Now In 825 Feet—New Com-
pressor Expected Daily.
